The Island of Malta, or which is
now known as the “nurse of the Medi-
terranean,” was clearly portrayed in a
kighly interesting and educative ad-
dress by Dr. Walter J. Weaver of the
Canadian Army Medical Corps, before
the members of the Canadian Club at
Bond's restaurantService$
Bond's last eveming. IHaving spent
considerable time in this theatre of the

”| world’s war, Dr. Weaver handled his

subject splendidly and held thé mem-
bers of the club to rapt attention while

he discussed the political, soclal and
rational activities of one of Britain's
rroud coaling stations. He also dwelt
upon her conditions as they exist in
Saloniki (Sado-neck-e), he having
spent about a year on Greek soil with
the Allied armies.

Notwithstanding the disagreeable
weather the Canadian Club turned out
en masse and for braving the storm
were treated with one of the best lec-
tures heard in th: ¢ity for some time

In describing his t¥ffl across the Eng-
lish Channel, Dr. Weaver spoke of the
lighting and signal system on board ths
hospital ships. He said that at night
these ships were brightly illuminated
with lights of differemt colors, blue,
green with the Red Cross at the mast
tead illumed with powerful red l'ghta,
This was done-so the enemy might
know the ships were on hospital duty.
The Germun's disregard, however, for
ali rules of international law, did not
permit these ships to pass in safety, al
though the signals are visible at con-
siderable distance, they are often the
victim of U-boats. The party of whicn
Dr. Weaver was 1 member crossed to
and took a steamer from a French
port, thence to Malta. Thelr trip was
vneventful and for the most part they
kept near the northern coast of Africa.
“The impression that one gets of Mal-
ta as they approach it is that of an

island bare and desolate, devoid of
ratural trees and an abunddnce of
stone and rock. ‘There are a few

crange trees and others cultivated by
the natives, but nature has :gnored the
the island in its distribution of trees,
‘The homes of the natives are low, flat
tuildings of white stone, with flat
rocts.”

Dr. Weaver said that it has been tra-
ditionally related that all the soil of
the island had besen comveyed from
Italy and Sicily. Respecting the moun.
tainous system, Dr. Weaver sald that
it was unique in its formation, inas-
much as it was literally a rolling hill-
side and very rocky. Owing to the
scarcity of the soil the matives wers
obliged to erect stone fences to a
height of ten or twelve feet, so that
iLe torrental rains might not wash tho
little soil they possessed down tke
hills.

Here tlie speaker told of an incident
which he will remember for the re
mainder of his life. The steamer on
which he was a passenger to Malta,
after discharging her cargo and tak.
ing on coal, left for Saloniki, but had
only proceeded on her journey two
Tours when she was sunk by an under
water craft.

“The Island of Malta is but seven-
teen miles long and nine in breadth,*
eaid the speaker, “and it does not take
one long to get ‘fed up’ on the place,

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MEMBERS OF GANADIAN GLUB
HEAR INTERESTING ADORESS

Dr. Walter J. Weaver, C.A.M.C., Spoke at Bond’s

About a Year on Greek

during the year 1916 no less than be
tween 40,000 and 50,000 wounded sol-
diers were cared for on the island,
having been brought there from the
eastern theatre of war, Many of the
buildings formerly used as barracks
have been converted into hospitals
end have proven sultable quarters fo:
the care of the siok and wounded.
Theso buildings are long, comfortable
end of stone structure and it was most
fortunate that they were at the dis-
posal of the hcepital authorities for the
work. In addition many tented hospi-
tals have been erected, but although
tliey answer the purpose they are not
50 cool as the stome buildings.”

Ther is stationed on the island thirty
hospitals. Referring to the disease
commonly known as Malta fever,
which was at one :ime most prevalent,
he said that it had been lessened by
the discovery that the cause could be
attributed to the use of goat's milk.
They were now using cow’'s milk and
condensed milk. The water supply
was produced by rainfall, which was
collected in large reservoirs and dis-
tributed among the natives. The chief
industries were lace making and ‘agri-
culture as far as the soil would per-
mit. The speaker said that the people
were very diligent and tilled every
piece of land available. As the lan-
guage spoken is Maltese, which al-
tirough it resembles the Italian, it 18
not understood by the Italians.

The parts of his address dealing
with Saloniki was intently receiyed and
the masterly maaner in which ques-
tions put to him by the members were
answered made manifest that the
speaker had made a careful study of
the country. He said the harbor was
one cf the best pcssible and was ca-
pable of harboring the entire British
fieet. The upper part of the city is lo-
cated on a hill overlooking the water.
The country is one continuous stretch
of mountains, plateaux, valleys and
plains, It is in the rugged sections of
the mountaing where the “Bulgars” are
lodged and have so far successfully
stalled off the Allies, They have been
assisted by the Germans, who have
supplied them with guns of the newest
type and an abundant supply of am-
munition, An attempt was made in the
month of May to carry the mountain
positions but it was found impossible
to do so without inflicting serious in-
jury to the Allied {forces. Now the war-
fare has dwindled down to raide and
veity offensives.

Dr. Weaver said that one of the
greatest difficulties the British and
French forces had to contend with in
this country was malaria, Tkis disease
is extremely prevalent and is causea
by the bite of a certain species of mos-
quito. Within the past few years, how-
ever, a great deal has been done to rid
the country of this pest, and the low
awamps and such places have been
drained by the Allied armies. This was
o part of the Canadian Army Corps
work at Saloniki.

“The army’s efficiency has been
frightfully lessened by malaria,” said
the speaker. “In 1916, in the Struma
Valley, in the course of an offensive,
fully fifty per cent. of the advancing
allied troops were struck down by the
disease. The Greeks are also subject
to the disease and do not appear to
become climatized to it Tudod
the speaker.

There has appeared of late consider-
able criticism-of the food controller. I
have no briet for that official, neither
do I desire in any way to stifie criti-
clsm. In a democracy like our own
public officials and functions must be
open to the criticlsm of the communi:
ty; that is one method by which we
make improvement. At the same time
the functions of the.food .controller
are extremely difficult and complicat-
ed. He hag to deal with conflicting in-
terests, and criticism of his action
should be intelligent and well consid-
ered.

Criticism has been directed against
him for using a voluntary plan for food
conservation. It is asserted that he
should adopt compulsion and put the
nation on rations, but Great Britain
and the United States have both fol-
lowed the voluntary system and: Lord
Rhondda’s journal has pointéd out the
weaknesseg and unsuitability of a com-
pulsory system. It is quite probable
that the mother country may he fore-
ofl; notwithstanding these things, to

pt compulsion, but until she does it

Id hardly be expected that we
should go on rations. Moreover, so
radical a measyre should be adopted
by' the government of Canada rather
than by the food controller.

Hotels and Restaurants.

It has been pointed out that far
greater restrictions should be placed
upon hotels and public eating places.
It is quite probable that such action
should and will be taken, It would be,
better if all meals were served a la
carte, and the number of courses given
to any individual might profitably be
limited. The food controller has re-
cently -appointed officials to inspect
hotels and restaurants and to enforce
the law. In this province, howhbver, it
is a question how far it is wise to in-
crease expenditure for food conserva-
tion. Is not the vital thing with us
today ‘increased production, and ‘will
not the expenditure and energy turned
in this direction produce greater re:
sults?

The food controller has sought to
eliminate waste, but the amount of
waste in the ordinary home in New
Brunswick is not large. Does not the
greatest waste arise from failures to
preserve foods or to market them at
the right time, or in the right manper,
and is not this to be met by better
storage and canning facilities, better
organizations for marketing, better
transportation and more adequate
knowledge of these functions? The
fpod controlelr through his committees
f; already done a good deal to im-

bve these conditions, but this task
is by no means his alone. What he Is
accomplishing by the adoption of a
license system for middlemen. and
largeé dealers, enabling him to cut out
speculation and to limit profits, and in
securing transportation for . speclal
crops and places, is not generally re-
cognized.

Food .controllers have alresdy done
considerable to steady prices. Flour is
selling for $12.50 a barrel ‘at the pres-
ent time, and the farmer and the con-
sumer are profiting at that price. It
is a question if the profits of the mid:
dlemen on flour are not Jower than is
essential to have that function ade-
quately performed. The wholesaler
has the responsibility of handling the
flour, the loss of interest on his capl-
tal while he holds it, for thirty-five
cents a barrel, and the retailer does
his work on a profit of twenty-five
cents. Could we universalize this
profit and have the functions of mid-
dlemen and retailer adequately per-
tormeg? During the past few months,
motwithstanding the great scarcity,
sugar has sold at about ten cents &
pound. Without the action of the food
controllers and the International
Sugar Commission it would probably
have sold for thirfy cents a pound.
We are continuglly. referred to what
is being done in @rest Britain by Lord
Rhondda. He is indeed a very able
man, but the problem of price fixing
in a small thickly populated, close knit
country like Great Britain, with condi-
tions quite uniform, short transporta-
tion hauls, ‘and compléte control over
import, is easier than {n Canada.
The other day at the food control-
ler's office I visited the vegetable com-
mittee which was then considering the
advisability of fixing the price for
potatoes. The argument in favor of
fixing the price was this: there is a
potato surplus in Canada, especially in
New Brunswick and Prince Edward
Island. The farmers are holding back
their potatoes, expecting a higher
price. The price will not go higher,
and later in the season they may be
forced to dump their potatoes on the
market, and to sell them at a much
fower price, “The result is that the
farmer will losb by the transagtion, the
consumer’ is ‘Unable to get the pota-
toes, when fie can ‘use them apd the
country suffers. What was the argu-
ment agafnst Aixing the price? This:
the price that would satisfy the con-
sumer would not be adeguate to the
producer. Theé costs of production are
not uniform. Potatoes were produced
in' Prince Bdward Island at a cost of
ninety cents for ninety pound bag, in
New Brunswick the cost was §1.60. To
fix a price that would cover the cost of
production in New Brunswick would
be higher than thé present market
prices in Toronto. It would be stoutly
opposed by the consumers and it
would not give the increase in con-
sumption. So far as I can see the food
controlelr could not maintain that
price umless he bought the potatoes
himself. Nor can I see, if he fixed a
price satisfacotry to the consumer, he

Street Car Lines Have Been Blocked
Weather Since 1862--C. P. R,,

and €. G.R:

Trains Delayéd—Wind Travelled Sixty Miles
an Hour Yesterday—Ten Inches of Snow Fell
—Sleet and Rain Follows. i

St, John is getting a touch of all
lprts of the very worst weather this
winter, . Bitter cold, for several days
with no let up, and days of the worst
storms experiented for years, has been
mixed up in the weatherman’'s pro-
gramme,

A southerly gale of  wind® some
weeks ago, happening about midnight,
when the tide was at its highest point,
was the cause of doing many thous-
ands of dollars damage along the
water front, Wharves were so badly
torn asunder that it will be some time
before the repairs are all completed.

Then there has been snow storms
that have on a numbef of occasions
put the street car service out of hMisi-
ness for hours at a stretch causing
great inconvenience to the citizens,
Railway trains have been snow bound,
and all trains running east and west
from the city have been delayed for
many hours. Then St. John has ex-
perienced the worst cold stretch that
it has had for many years, in fact on
Sunday morning December 30, last,
when the mercury dropped officially
to a peint of twenty below dero, citil-
zens who then ventured out of doors,
found that it was the coldest day since
“Cold Friday” in 1862 when it was 22
below.

1t ig certainly proving the worst
winter we have had for a long time
back, and only the older inhabitants
can tell of any winter that was more
severe,

In addition to all this, during the
past few weeks the city has had a few
most distructive fires causing damage
amounting high in the thousands, and
the nights that these fires were in pro-
gress, the members of the fire depart-
ment who worked with the mercury
well below zero suffered like heroes
Hard coal at $14.50 a ton, and soft at
$10, has also been a problem for the
housesolders to think of, the severe
cold weather meant the kéeping of
extra fires burning in the residences
and stores, and every stove or furnace
had to be kept going at full blast so
as the inhabitants could be made com-
fortable. It all meant extra expendi-

The city council yesterday decided
to grant certain tax exemptions to the
Booth Canneries in the event of them
building a sardine factory here but
voted against the preference clause
asked for by them.

Mayor Hayes presided and the com-
missioners were all present. R. B.
Armstrong and J. Fred Belyea also
attended the hearing.

The proposition of the Booth people
was read by the common clerk and
taken up section by section.

"It was finally deceided:

“That the Booth Co. be offered ex-
emption from taxation for a period of
five years on a sardine canning fact-
ory, to cost $75,000 to $100,000, if es-
tablished and in operation during the
present year, location®in the city of
St, John, and the exemption not to in-
clude school taxes.

“Also that the offer be.subject to an
agreement being made which will
have the approval of the ecity solicitor,
providing that the Booth Co. accept
the offer inside of 30 days, comstruc-
tion operations to commence by May
1st next.”

The second clause asking the city
to obtain legislation giving the pre-
ference to local factories in the buy-
ing of fish from local weirs was de-
feated.

R. E. Armstrong was asked to noti
ty the Booth Co. of the action of the
council.

On motion of Commissioner Wig-
more the sum of $10 paid by William
Lunn for permit to enter sewer Wwas
refunded.

The commissioner of finance report-
ed payments for the month of Decem-
ber of $161,632.22,

Council adjourned.

\ Yesterday's Storm.

The snow storm: which began yes-
terday morning, increased in violence
during the afternoon, and at six 'clock
had reached the intensity of a bliz-
zard.
