RATIONING FIXED

BY ADMIRALTYOttawa, Jan. t.—The following 
cablegram was sent by His Excel­
lency the Governor-General, to his 
Majesty tho King:

“I respectively desire to convey 
to your Majesty the best wishes 
of the Government and 
Canada for the New Year.

His Majesty replied as follows :
“I am gratified at the good wish­

es which you have conveyed to me 
on behalf of the Government and 
people of Canada. In thanking 
them, I welcome this occasion, when 
our hearts are full of hope and 
expectation, to assure them once 
more of my deep and abiding in­
terest in their great country, and 
of my wish -for their .ever-increas­
ing happiness and prosperity.”

Chicago, Ills., Jan. 2.—On cross 
examination today, Congressiman- 
clect Victor L. Berger, of Mil­
waukee, at the trial of five Social­
ist leaders, charged with violation 
of the Espionage Law, was con­
fronted with an article printed over 
his signature, in' the Socialist 
Democratic Herald, of Milwaukee, 
July 31, 1909, In which he advised 
working men to use rifles, If neces- 

ry, to obtain their rights, 
direct examination Berger had re­
peatedly declared that he was a 
conservative and^cons tractive So­
cialist, and that ne never advised 
the use of violence.

When questioned about the senti­
ments expressed in the article, the 
witness said he meant that if a 
majority of ballots did not get the 
desired results, then force might 
be necessary,

London, Jan. 2.—The conference of 

representatives of the Allied nations,

"I would qot think of having the 
peace conference close until It had 
established a league of nations, as out­
lined by President Wi(son, as the Bri­
tish ration has clearly shown that it 
expects that to be done.”

Mr. Balfour, the British foreign sec- 
letary, after his conferences here, has 
proceeded to Cannes where he will re­
main until the middle of next week. 
He end Premier Lloyd George will dc 
in Paris on the return of President 
Wilson from Italy.

It is then that the real work of the 
Inter-Allied conference will begin. This 
will not* be by any formal meeting 
around the table at the outset, as com­
paratively few delegates will be in 
Paris at that time. But the informal 
conferences will be progressively im­
portant from then on, as the informal 
conferences will merge into the for­
mal inter-AUied conference, and that 
will gradually merge into the peace 
congress, without any exact delimita­
tion of dates.

It is understood that a special com­
mittee will be designated to formulate 
a plan for a society of nations, on 
which the French member will prob­
ably be Leon Bourgeois and the Eng­
lish member Lord Robert Cecil, both 
of whom are believed to have their 
projects well along toward completion.

NOT YET NAMEDwent on
NEWCASTLE Geneva, Jan. 2.—A characteristic 

story of Czech patriotic activities dur­
ing the war is revealed by the Narod- 
11 i List of Brague in a special issue 
in honor of President
homecoming.

All through the war the Czech lead­
ers Yvere accurately informed about 
the most secret plans of the Austrian 
government. The Viennese authorities 
knew, but could never discover how 
tiie Czechs obtained their 
tion.

The mystery is now solved. A Czech 
footman named Douba, in the service 
of one of the Austrian ministers, used 
to steal every night into his master’s 
library, carry the documents he found 
there to Ills room, and copy them by 
morning. The copies he brought reg­
ularly to a Bohemian poet, Machar, 
who handed them over to Professor 
Masaryk, and, after the latter's flight, 
to the present Foreign Minister Benes, 
who smuggled them over the frontier. 
Even notes made by the Austrian 
ntiuesman in question during the day 
invariably were in Machar’s hands 
next morning.

Once Machar’s flat was searched by 
the police, but he had concealed the 
papers beneath the carpet of his bed­
room. and although Preminger, the 
Chief of Political Police, actually stood 
on them during the visit, they 
not discovered.

Législation will be required for the 
deportation».. The department will 
ask also for authority to prevent the 
wintry of theee men Into this coun­
try later.

Some of the Interned aliens are not 
■considered dangerous now and no ef­
fort will be made to deport them. 
Careful investigation of the records, 
however* convinces the Department 
of Justice officials that the larger pro­
portion ot those interned should not be 
left in this country to foment trouble.

OFWarsaw, Wednesday, Jan. 2, (By 
The Associated Press)—-During the 
street celebration, attending the ar­
rival of Ignace Paderewski In War­
saw tonight a balcony of a house col­
lapsed and twenty-dive persons were 
killed. Paderewski arrived In Warsaw 
at 11 o'clock tonight from Posen. A 
great throng of Poleq crowded the 
streets and sang and shouted as the 
pi.ntet and Polish leader made Ills 
way from the station to the Hotel 
Bristol, where he has established 
headquarters. In his passage through 
the streets M. Paderewski was pre­
ceded and surrounded by troops to 
prevent the Bolshevik! elements from 
carrying out their threats to attack 
him. The city was decorated with 
Allied and American flags, and roses 
were strewn before M. Paderewski as 
lie made his way to bis hotel.

The newspapers express hope that 
M. Paderewski will be able to streng­
then the patriotic elements in Poland, 
and undo the efforts of those who have 
been working toward disorder. The 
Maire predicts that his arrival will 
precipitate certain changes In the min­
istry which the Conservatives desire 
so that they may secure full recogni­
tion from the Allli

Warsaw, Tuesday, Dec. 31, (By The 
Associated Press.)—Fighting has 
tlnued here and there In the city of 
Posen, German Poland, between Pol­
ish ayd German troops in the past few 
days. The fortress of the city has 
been occupied by the Poles, while 
more than 20,000 German soldiers 
have been disarmed. The sixwà Ger­
man Grenadier Regiment has refused 
to surrender, and is now surrounded 
in a barracks within the city. Ger­
man troops sent into the city were 
disarmed on their arrival at the rail­
way station. The entire Polish popu­
lation is reported to be aiding the 
Polish troops. They include boy scouts 
and young women. The fighting is 
now of a house to house nature and 
there Is no accurate estimate of the 
number killed and wounded.

OoL E. E. Clarke, Director of Sup­

plies and Transport, who furnished 
this information, testified that on her 
last voyage west the Northland had 
on board 183 first and second class 
passengers and 873 third clas. Of 
this total number of 1,056 on board 
the vessel, 77 were civilians and the 
remainder soldiers of all ranks. These 
fleures, he stated, were cabled to mili­
tia headquarters by the overseas au­
thorities at the time live ship sailed.

The first witness to be called this 
afternoon was Quartermaster General 
James L. Biggar. who explained, in 
answer to questions by government 
counsel, J. F. Qrtle, that his depart­
ment took charge of Canadian soldi­
ers on this arrival in Canada. All the 
arrangemeints for sending the Cana­
dians awroas were, he stated, in charge 
of the overseas minister of militia.

Questioned with regard to the com­
plaints of bad rations, he said that he 
had been unofficial'y Informed that 
tiie rationing of troops was in the 
hands of the British Admiralty, which 
had taken over control of these ves­
sels some time ago.

He was unable to say who was im­
mediately responsible for the rations.

Judge Hudgins asked General Big 
gar whether he had ever been on the- 
Northlanfl, and the witness replied 
till at he had been, about two 
ago. She had impressed him as being 
a good ship. He was, however, un­
able to describe, explaining that ho 
visited so many ’ships that it 
most impossible tc remember this one 
distinctly
with a plan of the vessel 
Clarke read a statement from a num­
ber of passengers carried by the 
Northland on her early voyages. On 
her eastbound trips carrying soldiers 
she had carried as many as 1,665 all 
ranks, and the figures ranged ail the 
way down to 175 passengers.

Col. Clarke alro submitted the scale 
of rations supplied to men. This was 
fixed by the Admiralty, and was about 
ten ounces lighter than the field ra­
tions. Since 1917, Ol. Clarke said, 
the Admiralty had controlled the 
ships, Doth east and west bound. Col 
Clarke also expressed the view that, 
with the inexperienced stewards which 
ships now had, the rations could not 
be utilized to the same results as 
with the experienced assistance of 
the early days of the war.

London, Jan. 2, (By British Wire­
less)—-Of the insects responsible for 
the death or disablement of hundreds 
of thousands in the war zone, the 
louse is declared authoritatively to 
have been one of the most deadly and 
to have accounted for at least a mil­
lion persons.

That, however, is only a rough esti­
mate, and the probability is that the 
toll was infinitely higher, for in Serbia 
alcne. typhus, a louse-borne disease, 
Infected nearly one million persona 
and killed five hundred a. day in the 
little city of Jassy, while two hundred 
of the 1,200 medical officers in tho 
country died from the disease. This 
disease spread over Russia, Austria, 
Germany and the Balkans generally.

Ottawa, Jan. 2.—The following con­
gratulatory cablegrams, on the occa­
sion of the engagement of Her Royal 
Highness, the Princess Patricia, to 
Commander Ramsay, have been ex­
changed :

The luncheon given by the Canadian 
Club to Harry Lauder In the banquet 
hall at Bond's yesterday at noon prov­
ed to be one of the best affairs of the 
k<nd the club has ever fostered.

Over one hundred and fifty covers 
were laid and the guest of the occa­
sion was escorted to hie place of hon­
or by the pipe band and Judge H. O. 
Mcluerney, president of the club, who 
gracelully introduced him.

Opening his address with reference 
to Imperial unity, Lauder said that 
though the Atlantic divides Canada 
from the mother country, the division 
is only of water, in mind and purpose 
we are the one people, stronger than 
ever before. With regard to war sac­
rifices, all parts of the Empire had 
suffered as one. England and Scotland 
has given one out of every three of 
her population, counting all men, wo­
men and children from the cradle to 
centenarians,

end of lostilities there were 8,250,000 
men wearing the British badges on 
the firing line. The navy increased 
from a strength of 145,000 in 1914, to 
600.000 in August, 1918. Great Bri­
tain's casualties have been great. Slid 
Vas lost in killed and died of wounds, 
658.704; there are 359,145 among her 
lists of missing and prisoners, of 
whom half may be considered dead, 
and the list of wounded totals 2,032,- 
142 Great Britain's loans to her al­
lies total over $8,000,000,000, and her 
total war expenditure amounts 
more than $40,000,000,000.

"This is a great cost for a war, ' 
said Lauder, ‘‘and in return what are 
we poing to make it bring us? The 
matter is all in our own hands. Qur 
reconstruction must be oq solid 
grounds, it must be founded on a sound 
rock, let us go right down to that 
solid foundation of truth and Justice. 
And then let us build up and up. 
There must be no bones about it. We 
must build right up to the sky, to 
God himself, for He has been with us 
all the time. Such a foundation will 
be built on the bones and blood of the 
best men the world has ever known, 
the men who fought and gave their all 
for world democracy and an enduring 
peace "

Touching on the German propagan­
da, of which he has made an exten­
sive study, Lauder said: "We went in­
to the .war not to fight for territory or

glory, but for victory 
't hough we bad the greater 
fave the supreme command to Foch, 
we gave him our reserves, we gave 
him the best of our blood and brain 
and brawn, and now we thank God 
that He has brought us a victory, with 
Foch."

A characteristic Lauder hit was 
made when he made reference to the 
German navy, the pollution of the seas 
and what an ignominous defeat, with 
tlie entire German fleet sailing back 
to the Kiel refuge without firing a shot 
at tin. pursuing British tars.

Ltuder gives the credit of this story 
to the commander of one of the Bri­
tish ships that escorted the surrender­
ed German fleet some days ago. Two 
tars on the ship were leaning over the 
rail, watching the Hun battleships sail­
ing slowly inside the 
"Well, Bill," said one, "what do you 
think of them?’’

TO THE GERMANS
The answer is that it has been found 
that, nestling under Spitsbergen's 
thick blanket of snow and j(-p are 
great deposits of coal, iron, pure" gyp- 
cum, marble and oil-bearing rock.

An American company began the'de­
velopment of coal mines in Spitzbergen 
in 1900. Other countries hastened to 
fallow suit. Then the curious fact 
printed itself that, Spitsbergen be- 
1 ;!‘t-'*ng to no nation, and being with­
out Government of any kind there 
no such thing as private right of pro­
perty there. Conditions os to owner­
ship of property in Spitzbergen were 
Just the same as 4hey were in Europe 
;n tho Stone Age. when every man 
took what he cduld from his weaker 
nf ighfoor.

Why, it probably will be asked, did 
not some nation raise its flag there, 
and proclaim its sovereignty, as is 
done when an uncharted island is dis­
covered, or as Columbus claimed 
erica in the name of Spain? Because, 
again, quoting Secretary Lansing, the 
nations had so long acquiesced in the 
assumption thqt Spitzbergen was terra 
i ullius that noiK\ of them had the hard­
ihood to make 
r.< x f hip. It was after Secretary Lan­
sing made that statement that Ger­
many had an excess of hardihood and 
drew up the Brest-Litovsk treaty. Af­
ter Germany’s action became known 
Ft g. and hurried a ship to Spitzbergen, 
and raised the English flag there. Eng­
land announces, however, that she 
took this action merely to offset the 
c’aira of Germany, and that the dispo­
sition of Spitzbergen will have to be 
made by the Peace Conference.

But reverting to pre-war conditions, 
if capital was to be invested in the 
development of Spitzbergen. capitalists

IISALMA"If the settler la to make good, either 
rn an Improved farm or a piece of 
raw land to the extent of making it 
pay for itself, he has to nt In with his 
surroundings. He and his family must 
be satlafled with the life. His capital, 
hia physique and Ills preference 
should lit his- farm. Therefore, In or­
ner to start him right, Qualifications 
Be.9ids, comprised of men who have 
practical knowledge of farming 
being Inaugurated in the various prov­
inces. Courses are being instituted at 
Agricultural Training Schools or Ex­
perimental Farms in every Province 
of the Dominion. He will be assisted 
by this Board to locate suitably. Af­
ter he has located, lie will still be 
helped and supervision will be given 
as to his Initial expenditure, and ef­
forts are being made to arrange with 
the Departments of Agriculture of the 
Provincial Governments to give him 
definite direction during the early 
years of farming.

It must be pointed out that, In order 
to benefit by any soldier settlement 
scheme, the man himself must be pre­
pared to make farming his li/fe work.

The value of the 
land as security will be determined by 
the Board by Inspection and appraisal 
First mortgage security muet be given 
in case of all loans upon privately- 
owned lands. All loans upon Domin­
ion Lands shall constitute a first 
chaigt. No loans can be made upon 
a leasehold, agreement of sale, or 
otlier limited title.

Repayment: All loans shall bear in­
terest at the rate of five per cent, per 
annum.

It Is to be noted that the provis­
ions cf the above Act look chiefly to 
the settlement of returned men upon 
Dominion Crown Lands and to assist­
ing them in financing farming opera­
tions thereon and as well to the rend­
ering of financial assistance to 
who owned or have procured farms of 
their own and are able to give first 
mer;gage security for any financial 
resistance rendered.

It was early found that the amount 
of Dominion Crown lands suitable and 
available for the purpose of soldier 
settlement was insufficient to satisfy 
the requirements that could 
ably be expected and that, while ad­
ditions could be made to available 
land, chiefly In more remote parts by 
very considerable public expenditure, 
the entire problem could not be ade­
quately taken care of until 
were found to acquire privately own­
ed lands.

The desirability of acquiring lands 
privately owned arose not only from 
the fact that available Crown Lands 
were too limited, but also from the 
circumstance that Dominion Crown 
Lards were to be found only in four 
provinces of the Dominion, whereas it 
was manifestly only fair and right 
that federal activities in soldier set­
tlement should be carried on adequate­
ly and vigorously in all the provinces, 
it further seemed economically sound 
that the State should for these 
Posen so direct Its policy as to bring 
into production areas of land 
privately owned, but for one reason or 
the ether not under cultivation.

It is, therefore, proposed that at 
the approaching session of the Domin­
ion Parliament legislation be enacted 
giving to the Soldier Settlement Board 
power for the acquirement of private- 
lv owned lands by expropriation or 
otherwise for the purposes of soldier 
settlement. The Minister of the In­
terior has also urged upon representa­
tives of the Provincial Governments 
that in any cases where land is acquir­
ed ty such Governments for general 
settlement purposes a preference 
should be given in the disposition of 
such land to the returned soldier.
