MURDER VERDICT
HULL IOUEST

Coroner’s Jury Finds Fisher-
men Were Killed by
Russian Guns

Hull, Eng., Nov. 2—“That George Henry :
Smith and William Leggett were, at about
12.30 a. m., on Octoben 22, while out fish-!
ing with trawls aboard the British steam |
trawler ‘Crang, with board of trades marks |
exhibited and regulation lights burning,
killed by shots fired without warning or
provocation from certain Russian war ves-
sels at a distance of about a quarter of a
mile.”

‘This is the text of the jury’s verdiet at
the coroner’s inquest of the fishemen vic-
tims of the North Sea tragedy. At the
request of the British government, repre-
sented by the Earl of Dysart, solicitor of
the treasury, this conservative award was
rendered by the first count of inquiry pre-
ceding the sessions of the International
Tribunal. !

The government asked the jury not to!
find a verdict of wilful murder or man- |
slaughter because “delicate megotiations |
are going on, which should not be made
more difficult; and that they ought not
to let anyone think they had prejudged the
case before having heard both sides.” In|
consequence the jury simply set fonth the |
facts proved by the evidence of physicians, |
experts on explosives and the trawlers
themselves. ¢

“On this occasion; probably the most
momentous in the annals of the British |
Empire, the jury would record their appre- |
ciation of the efforts made by the govern-
ment’s interesbed to arrive at a satisfac-

FORTY MILES OF
WAR’S RAVAGES IN
MANCHURIA

A Stupendous Spectacle Marks
the Vast Lines of the Armies
of Europatkin and Oyama,

- The Herald’s European edition publishes
the following froml its correspondent: .

Mvukden, Monday, via Pekin, Nov. 2—I
have traveled for forty miles along the
Russian fromt. It is a stupendous martial
‘spectacle. The country around is bare, the
crope having been for the most part tram-
pled on and destroyed.

I saw only one village where any Chinese
were living, although I passed through
forty towns lately very pepulous. The vil-
lagers have fled, not because of Russian
cruelty, but because of bullets and shrap-
nel. The soldiers are using the furniture
and rafters of the deserted houses and fell-
.ing the trees for fuel.

I met only a score of Chinese, mostly
pedlens. The only woman 1 saw was an
old one searching among the rTuins of her
home. (Chinese translators are now un-
necessary, as there are mo Chinese im the
villages. Those'in Mukden understand
well enough. : i i

Figures resembling vigorous
dot the fields. These are Russian soldiers
in Chinese winter dress. =~ !

In startling contrast to the cheerful au-
tumn weather are the~deserted “villages
and barren fields, whenein are multitudes
of starving dogs and great flocks of crows.

The whole country is burrowed ' by
trenches and artillery positions. Some are
occupied and many abandoned. In some
places the ground is strewn with frag-
ments of shells. Blood-stained boots cut
from wounded legs and pieces of cloth are
there, too, and Japanese knapsacks. The
mud walls of the wvillages are pierced by
loop holes. The soldiers at the front are
living snugly in amderground bombproofs.
Russian graves are everywhere.

Japs Capture Port Arthur Po-
sition After Desperate Fight

Che Foo, Oct. 31.—2 p. m.—The general
assault upon Port Arthur which began in
a peculiar way on Oct. 24 developed into
a fiercely raging battle yesterday when,
according to a hitherto infallible authori-
ty, the Japanese flung heavy forces against
thei fortress in their rapid attempt to se-
cure a. commanding position. The resuit
of yesterday’s fighting is unknown.

It is believed
that the Japanese did not expect to cap-
ture the town on this occasion, but to ae

to Fortifications.

‘L'okio, Nov. 2, 7 a. m.—The official re-
ports of the Port Arthur operaticns since
August 1 form a recital of almost con-
tinuous fighting of a desperate nature. The
| Rusesians first struggled desperately to

| erses and extending mines, the Russians
i have been co:s.antly making sorties. They
rushed into the Japancse trenches and en-
| gagzed in ferccious struggles with the en-
| gineers and pionecers. With desperate cour-
| age the Japanese continued to clese in up-
{ on the foriress, progressing stage by stage.
| The Japanese infantry never failed to re-
| épond when asked to make an assault on
| almost impossible positions, and- when the
| troaps gained a foothold they generally
! held it with unflinching determination.
The reports commencing August 1 record
| the assault and capture of Taku mountain,
|a general advance following, and then a
| general bombardment opened August 19,
{and on August 20 an attack on Panlung
| Mount. Wire entanzlements protected the |
latter positicn. i
The Japanese artillery finst shelled the |
| Pantung fortification and then on August
| 21 the Japancse dnfantry charged and we:e
| beaten back owing to the deadly fire from
| the Russian machine guns and the insuffi-
| ciency of the preliminary destruction of
| the wire entanglements. The Japanese
| were also forced to abandon a fort south-
| east of Keekwan Mountain, which was
| captured after desperate fighting, owing to
| the enfilading fire of the neighbsring forls. |
i During the morning of August 22, the|
{ Japanese troops forming the centre army |
| changed the east fort on Panlung Moun- |
tain and by moon had ‘captured two-thirds |
| of it. The Russians who continued to hold
the keep resisted desperately, aided by the
fire 'of the west fort, and forced the Jap-
anese to abanden thé positions occupied.
The Jppanese centre i.uediately re-form- |
| ed, stqrmed, captured and held the west |
fort, forced the abandonment by the Rus-
sians of the east fort and mastered the en-
tire pesition. 1 :
On the might of August 23, the Japanese |
centre, with the right co-cperating, attack-
| ed the heights northwest of Wanz Tai, and
| the morth fort east of Keekwin mountain,
but the troops were forced to abandon the
attack on account of the heavy losses sus-
tained from machine gun fire from every
direction. On the morning of August 27,
the Russians concentrated their artillery |
fire, attacked the left Japanese line, and |
were repulsed. i
Until the end of the month and the first
week - in October 'the Russians continued
to attack and shell Pallung mountain.
' They managed to seriously damage the new |

ditional forts south of Suishiying mountain
and two forts southeast of 174 Metre Hill,
inflicting serious casualties on the retreai-
ing Russians. The Japanese attacked 203
Metre Hill from the east, north and west
dwing the night, and a, company of the
Japanese manaiged to veach and secure a
foothold on the northwest point of the
summit of the hill, which the Japanese
prepared as a base for further operations,
and then endeavored 'to capture the entire
position. The Russians, however, were re-
inforced and desperate fighting followed.
The gallant little company of Japanese,
without food or water, managed to hold
the pcsition throughout August 21, and
until the night of August 22, when they
retreated. During the fight the Japanese
threw bombs and stones at the Russians.

August 25 the Russians centred their tire
upon the Japanese trenches leading 1o
Rihlung Mountain. A detachment of one
hundred Russians then advanced and at-
tacked the Japanese miners. Thirty Rus-
sians charged into the trenches and twenty
were killed before the survivors retired.

August 27. the Russians, again shglled
the Japanese miners and twenty {Ruasu'ms
charged the  Japamese, twice throwing
bombs into the trenches.

During August 28 the Japanese bombard-
ed the Russian fleet. Seven or eight shells
struck Russian warships. - August 30, the
battleships Peresviet and Pobieda were
each hit five times. The night of October
2, the Russians desperately attacked the
Japanese miners and also the Japanese
siege line, but were repulsed after a fierce
battle. The Japanese continued to shell
the Russian fleet and hit the Poltava, Pet-
resviet and Pobieda.

During the night of Oct. 4, the Japancse
surpnised the Russiaus and destroyed two
guis on Yenchaang Hill. The Russian at-
tacks cn the Japameie miners and the
Japanese shelling of the forts, city and
fleot continued throughout the early part
of Qctober, the Russians, varying the rou-
tine October 10 with a night attack, in
which they used dynamite against the west
fort on Panlung Mountain. They were re-
pulsed.

On_ October 11, the Japanese captured

the railroad bridge south of Yungtung, and |

October 12 and 13 Japanase shells set fire
to the Peresviet apparently disabling her.
They also set fire to another warzhip, name
unkn2wn.

October 16.the Jupanese centre taking
advantage of a bombardment stormed and
captured a fort-in the centre of Rihlung
Mountain, after a desperate struggle. The
Russians left behind them a hundred dead,
one field gun, one small gun and two
machine guns. Despemte fighting also
took place around Sunshu mountain and
203 Metre Hill.

Oatober 18 the Japanese captured some
Ruseian prisoners who said that the fall
of Port Arthur was near at hand, that
the food supplies were insufficient and that
the Russian battalions were greatly reduc-
ed numerically. They added that (Giemeral
Stoessel was offering rewards in money

sortie and destroy the Japanese guns.
From Ovtober 18 the Japanese continued

| to drive their trenches forward, the Rus-

sians desperately resisting.

On October 24 the Russians ran a trav-
erse from east of Keekwan Mountain and
dynamited the Japanese traverse. A con-
flagration raged at Port Arthur during the
afternoon of October 24.

On October 25 the Japanese guns sank
a thousand ton steamer anchored at the
end of the harbor.

St. Louis, Nov. 1—A second successful
flight of the Baldwin airship was made at
the World's Fair today under the guidance
of A. R. Knabenshue, of Toledo, Ohio, who
manoesuvred the ‘‘California Arrow’’ at will
high above the westérn pcrticn of the ex-
position grounds and descended in the Sta-
dium adjoining the aerial concourse, amid
cheering thousands, after a flight of 36 min-
utes. Yesterday K the ship went up 0 an
altitude of 2,000 feet and circling around dc-
scended in the aerial concourse within 109
feet of his starting point. Today Kanben-

lshue went up to an altitude of about 1,600

feet and descended on the exact spot -upon
which he had decided to land. Owing to ithe
large crowd gatherel within the concourse
enclosure, the inventor, T. S. baldwin, ‘ad-
monishcd Knabenshue at the start mot to
attempt ‘o land in the concourse enclosure,
but to chcose some spct without, and near-
by, where he would not be indanger’ of stiik-
ing spectators.

effcrts and apparent success he was suspicious of his native allies. He complains
that the impression Colonel Goold had made seemed to occasion in them an un-
steady conduct, so much so that notwithstanding their fair speeches, he 4dt times
thought that they would desert him after all. He was the more uneasy when in-
formed by Israel Perley, on his return from Halifax, that the government of Nova
Scotia had appointed so competent a man as Col.
dian affairs.

As soon as the authorities at Halifax were informed of Allan’s expedition and
of what was going on at the River St. John they sent the wanship “Mermaid” and
the sloops “Vulture” and “Hope” with a detachment of troops under Major Stud-
holme to put a etop to the proceedings. Allan’s force at the mouth of the river
consisted of about sixty men under command of Captains West and Dyer. 'The
“Vulture” arrived on June 23rd and an attempt was made to land a party of troops
at Portland Point, but being fired upon by the enemy and having mo exact informa-
tion as to their nttenrrth nothing further was attempted until the arrival of the
other ships. Allan says “The ‘Vulture’ anchored within cannon shot of Simomnds*
where our party lay.”

On the morning of the 30th of June gbout 120 men under command of Major
Studhoime left the ships in eight barges and landed at ‘“Mahogany bay,” opposite
the house of Samuel Peabody. They marched thence through the woods two and
a hali miles in the direction of the falls. Near what is now called Fairville, Stud-
holme encountered about 40 men under Captain West and a sharp conflict ensued
in which several were killed on both side;, The American invaders were soon put
to flight and retired with great rpxecmltanon It is said that one poor fellow
climbed into a tree amd mlght have estaped, but the cracking of a.blanch betrayed
his hiding place, and a soldier “dropped him like a little carrier pigeon.” The next
day Colomel Francklin arrived from Winggor qvith about 150 troops and militia.

A
similar arrangement for moulding cheese
so that it may be cut into one-pound prints
has been designed at the Wisconsin sta-
tion. The first print cheese was made
during the winter of 1898-09. The cheese
is made by the musual Cheddar process,
but ‘the curd/is placed in a rectangular
mould, the bottom, or “follower,” of
which is carved board; this board makes
am impression in each one-pound print of
cheese, the groove showing nhere it should
be cut in order to make each print about
one pound in weight. Mach cheese shown
weighs a little over fifteen pounds. The
dimensions of each block of fifteen prants
ave 111x131x2} inches.
