The man who does so and pleads fear
of death as justification should be held
answerable for the consequences of his
weakness.

Reformatories for young criminals
and Inebriate Asylums for the victims
of a passion for strong drink are re-
quired by our civilization as much as
Insane Asylums, Provincial Penitenti-
aries, and General Hospitals. If any-
1thing cotld justify Truthfal James’s
question, “Is our civilization a failure?”
it is the slowness with which antidotes
are applied to evils whese existence
brings discredit upon society. The On-
tario Government have perfected a plan
for establishing an Inebriate Asylnum on
the veluntary plan, and will ask for'the
requisite legislative authority next ses-
sion. It is not proposed that the build-

‘}ings be very large at the outstart, but

they will be increased in size to meet
whatever demand for accommodation
may arise. The Government have_re-
solved on commencing the work in
compliance with numerous petitions
presented to Parliament at various
times. The object is to provide a place
of retirement where intemperate per-
sons may be removed out of the way of
temptation to drink, and under the in-
fluence of judicious medical treatment
and regular habits be enabled to resume
control over their passions, and their
place in society. It is piroposed that
the institution shall be self-sustaining,
the patients being required to pay suffi-
cient to defray the cost of their mainten-
ance, the building and medical attend.
.ance only being provided atthe expense
of the Province. We fancy- that even
the political opponents of the present
Ontario Government may find some-
thing worthy of commendation in this
scheme. With an institation of this
kind in successful operation the next
step will be the passage of anAct giving
conrts power to commit confirmed in-
ebriates ‘to it for forced treatment.
There is no doubt but that the institu-
tion will grow into one of the most
useful and important establishments in
Canada, and be the means. of doing
more towards reforming the fallen than
all the prisons now in the country. '

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THE WATERFORD BANK ROB-
BERY.
‘Claud; bnval Ouirivalled -The Cashe
ier’s Eatire Family Bound and
Gagged-seA Brave Girle

Full particulats of the audacious rob-
bery of the Saratoga County Bank, in
Waterford, N¢ Y., on Sunday night, of
$500,000, are given in the Troy Times of
the 14th. We quote:

FIRST APPEARANCE OF THE ROBBERS.

At one o’clock this morning Ann Dris-
coll, the servant, who slept in the base-
ment, says she was awakencd by two men.
They were standing over her, one belding
a dark lantern in his hand and the other
pointing a revolver at her head,and threat-
ening by all that was horrible to kill ber
instantly if she dared utter the least out-
ery, or mako any attémpt-to betray them.
Without any more ado they commenced to
bind her in such a manner as to render ber
incapablé of moving. She was questioned
as to the location--of the sleeping apart-
ments of the family, and the number of
persons it comprised. She gave them
truthful answers to the questious in every
respect but one. 1n the hope of frighten-
ing the men, supposing there were but
two, she said that Mr. Van Hovenberg’s
brother was one of the inmates of the
building. Before the last words of this
fiction had been uttered, one of the ruffi-
ans brought the revolver close to the head
of the terrified woman, and. told bher that
shelied, for the gentleman mentioned by
her had not been in. the honse since the
previous Sunday. This wasthe truth,and
judging from other incidents, the inference
is plain that the robbers were as intimate-
ly acquainted with the internal arrange
ments as the inmates themselves. The two
men then hastily slipped a pair of band-
cuffs over the woman's wrists, and tearing
her underclothing into strips made it into
gngs which they used in providing for her
silence. Then she was ordered to remain
quiet, and instant death was named as a
penalty if she dared to move or attempt to
make a noise. A mioute or two after-
ward the men left the room satisfied that
the woman was secare.

SECURING THE FAMILY.
The men and their confederates, to the
pumber; it is believed, of seven, proceeded
up stairs to the doors of thesleeping apart-
ments of Mr. Van Hovenherg and family.

Then in his night-clothes
‘he was ordered to accompany the robbers
down stairs into the banking-room. ‘Do
not kill him:; heds all 1've got.” pleaded
hiswife. - ** He won’t be burt, only he,
must.obey orders,’’ was thezeply. Seven
men accompanied the bound ecashier down
stairs.

SURPASSING AUDACITY.

Two men yere left to take care of the
family.

AWAY WITH THEIR PLUNDER.

Population of India.

A few months ago, says the London
Daily Telegraph, & census of Bengal—
that 1s, of the countries subject to the
rule of Lieutenant Governor Campbell—
wais taken, and the kndwn results consti-
tute a surprise for everybody. Many
times of late we bave heard that the tables
wonld show & startling inerease; none,
however, were prepared for the revelation
now made. Colonel George Chesney, in
his **Indian Polity,”’ sets the population
of Bengal at 38,500,000. The latest ‘““Sta-
tistical Abstract’”’ issued by the Iadian
Government fixes the number at 42,680,
189; while the census just taken raises
the sum to the startling height of sixty-
five millions, an ‘Mncrease of no less than
fifty per cent. In the West of India the
best calculations tell us that po-
pulation increases twenty per cent
in  twenty-one ~ years. . The ratio of
progress is probably greater in the
garden of India; but it would be rash to
attribute the differences between the new-
est and the earlier estimates to any sudden
access of productive capacity. The proba-
bility is that former guesses erred on the
side of moderation, and that the returns
which will soon be pablishied, a} leastin an
abstraot form, are the fruit of more minute
and careful arrangements on the part of
(Goveroment servants.. The wonder, in-
deed, is that any eompamtivelgv trust-
worthy tables can be constraomd. Vi
evtreated his readers not'to jorget that he
had returned from a country ‘‘where to
bear is regarded as imprudence. to ask as
crime, to take notes a deadly sin.’”” Not less
uriki:g than the total is the proportion
allottéd to the Mahometans. 1t has long
been known that rapid and extensive con-
versions to that faith have been wmade of
late years, = We bave been warned over
and over'again that Moslem missionaries
were making great way among the lowest
classes. The Wahabee movement spread
like wildfire about Dacca and Chittagong,
and probably the total nomber of true
believars was always under-estimnted. - We-
are now informed that they form nearly
one-third of the whole populntion, in-
eluding the hill tribes. The estimated
muster of Mahometans in Bengal is not
less than twenty millions  After the
British conguest or acquisition of the
country the Hindoos soon came to the
front. The perpetual settlement, at a
blow, converted the Zemindars, mostly
Hindoos, into land-owners, holding rich
estatesat an unchangeable quit-rent. Then
the Bengalee Hinduo proved an apter
scholar than the Moslem, and by degrees
the old supreme race slipped into the back-
ground. The knowledge that it is still
numerically so strong cannot fail to affect
the policy of the Gevernment. 'The diffi-
culty of deating with the Prophet’s fol-
lowers is increased by their poverty ; but
obstacles will be overcome as soon as it is
authentically manifest that the Mahomet-
ans are so DUMerous.

A pleas-
ant teature was a HJarge truck, drawn by
six black horses and fllled with little girls,
who looked happy and assiduously chewed
molasses candy, The truck was decorated
with an immense British flag, over which
was carelessly thrown &he American col-

ors, and on each side hung & white seroll
with the inscription, ‘“1'hese are our Jew-
els.”” As thec procession reached South
Fifth Avenue the crowd increased, and not
1ess than 20,000 colored persens filled the
streets. Broadway stopped its intermin-
able stream to let them pass, and all along
the line the most hearty expressions of
good feeling followed their demonstration.
The out-door show was succeeded by exer-
cises at Cooper lnstitute, with speeches,
music, both vocal and instrumental, and a
promenade concert.
