There was a good audience to greet
him, when, after a selection by the
Kingston orchestra, he appeared on
the platform.

Miss Nelson accompanied him thru
his first group of songs, and divided
the groups by piano solos, beautifully
rendered, despite the fact that she
had but recently came through a ser-
fous illness,

Miss Hurtley, who was with her
brother last winter in Toronto, play-
ed the accompainmentg of groups 2
and 3. The sympathy between singer
and piano was very Tarked, and it
was easy to realize they had worked
much together. ’

It would be difficult to say which
of Mr. Hurtley”s selectiops was the
favorite. The program was selected
to suit the tastes of all and apparently
ly succeeded in doing so. Exquisit-
ely rendered was his encore song to
the first group, “Sylvia,” being given
with a daintiness and grace that was
very pleasing; while the little Irish
lyric, “Nora,” sung after the second
group was given, with a whimsicality
and abandon to the spirit of the song
that made it a favorite.
