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FIRE MARSHALL
WM. BAXTER

Well - Known Chathamite
Resigns His Position
in Detroit

A MUCH VALUED OFFICER

Fire Marshai William Henry Bax-
ter, of Detroit, has resigned his posi-
tion in that eity. Mr. Baxter is an
old Chathamite, and he has many
friends in this city who will be sorry
to learn that ill health causes him
to take this step. He is the son
of the late Richard Baxter, who was
a prominent miller in this city many
years ago. James Baxter, baker, of
Dresden, is a brother. ]

The Detroit Free Press sags of his
resigoatiion :—

After twenty-six years of unbroken
service, without one stain om his re-
cord in all that time, Fire Marshal
William H. Baxter handed in his res-
ignation to the board of fire commis-
sioners yesterday. It was accepted,to
take effect April 1, when the old
Marshal will go on the retired list,
at a pensjon of $1,000 a year. As-
sistant Marshal John McDuff was
chosen as his successor. Capt. Henry
T. Moiles $vas appointed assistant
marshal, to succeed Asgistant Mar-
shal McDuff. (e

Though Marshal Baxter’'s record
covers more than a gquarter of a
century, the fire department books
contain. only two items referring to
him. One is his appointment as mar-
shall, April 1, 1880. The other is the
note ‘of his retirement, April 1, 1906,
exactly twenty-six years later. Not
one complaint ever has been register-
ed against him in all that time. Nev-
er has he been_before the boamd of
fire commissioners to nanswer to
charges of any kind,

11l health and old age are given as
the reasons for the retirement of the
marshal, who so long has been a
faithful servant of the public, and
whoss fdame has been connected
with. the department so long thajt,
as one man said yesterday, “It won't
seem like the fire department any
more without' gyou, marshal.” He is
over 70 years old, his seventieth
birthday having been celebrated Feb-
9, last. The death of his wife sever-
al months ago was a source of great
grief to him, and his sorrow over the
loss of her has aggravated his physi-
cal troubles. ]

“I was sorry to-do it, boys, but I
Phad to,” said the marshatl yesterday
Bfternoon. Tears, of which he was
not ashamed, stood in his eyes as he
spoke., “My health has been bad, and
I can’t climb round like I used ta.
Then I have other troubles. It will
be a tough wrench to leave, yes, but
it’s the best thing to do.”

When the marshal was called be-
fore the board to be informed that
his resignation ‘had been accepted,
Commissioner Fred T. Moran, senior
member and spokesman of the board,
said :

“I have been officially connected
with Marshal Baxter for seventeen
years,” ‘said Commissioner Moral,
“and in all that time I never have
known him to make a mistake. I
wish you %o understand, marshal,
how much the board regrets to lose
you. We all know you and have
known you for a faithful public of-
ficial, 2 man against whom no sus-
picion ever has been breathed. We
wish to compliment you upon your
long years of excellent service and
express our deep sorrow that your
age and sickness compels your retire-
ment.”

Marshal Baxter entered the de-
partment as marshal. For twelve
years before he had been a member
of a volunteer hand engine company.
His former training as a newspaper
man and later a police officer, com-
bined with his experience in the vol.
wnteer company, made him a man
especially’ fiiteg for his work, and he
always has been known 4s on¢ of the
city's most efficient officials., — De-

Steamer Struck Tower of Submerged
Submarine and Keeled Half Over.

The London Dally Charonicle, just
to hand, on the 16th Feb., says:

“The submarine A9 narrowly escaped
disaster while out manoeuvring oft Ply-
mouth yesterday.

“After a ‘war lecture at the War
Course College, some officers proceeded
into the ‘SBound in the crulser Theseus
to witness a marine attack on the
cruiser by the Devonport submarine
flotilia, consisting of five vessels,

“Whilst the submarine A9 was sub-
merged, the coasting steamer Coath,
from Penzance, struck her on the con-
ning tower, smashing the front part of
the casing binding the periscope, also
the sight of the periscope, a emall hole
being made in the conning tower.

“After she was struck the submar-
ine rapidly assumed her normal surface
position and indicated to her consorts
that nothing untoward had happened. In
the meantime oa the Theseus and Tor-
pedo-boat No. 80, on board which were
Capt. Lees, Inspecting captaln of sub-
marines, and Flag Captaln Hall of the
Forth, the parent ship to submarines,
the greatest consternation prevalled.
The A9, however, was able to proceed
unassisted to her moorings alongside
the Forth.

“In an Interview a member of the
crew of Submarine A9 said that the
vessel was proceeding at about 25 feet
under water, when her conning tower
was struck by the keel of a vessel,
which proved to be the Coath, going in-
to Plymouth Sound. The submarine
was knocked half over by the impact,
and, although perfect coolness prevalled
on board, it was feared that the boat
was doomed.

“Lieut. Fraser, however, ordered the
dallast tank to be blown, whereupon, to
the relief of the crew who consisted of
two officers and eleven men, the boat
rose to the surface.

“Some water got Into the conning
tower, but this was soon pumped out,
and the officers made their exit through
the conning tower hatchway. Man-
oeuvres were taking place at the time.

“It was not deemed advisable for the
submarine to use her electric power,
&nd sghe proceeded into the harbor with
the remainder of the flotllla under gas-
oline. The sea was smooth at the time,
with a slight wind blowing off the land.

“The Coath also heeled over several
feet as a result of the collision, and the
captain was thrown off the bridge on
to the deck.”

'COLONIAL BORN.

New British Secretary of State and |

Some of His Work.

Lord Elgin, the new Secretary of
State for the Colonles in London, and
who enjoys the distinction of being col-
onial born, having come into the world
up in Canada, has modified the decision
of his Unlonist predecessor to withe
draw all British troops from the West

Indies. This, it may be recalled, had |

aroused a storm of protest on the part
of the West Indian colonists, and in
consequence of thelr representations
Lord Elgin has organized what is to be
known as the “West Indian Floating
Guard.” Consisting of half a dozen
officers and a couple of hundred non«
commissioned officers and men of the
Royal Marine Light Infantry Corps, it
will remaln afloat on a soond-class
cruiser and will pay periodical visits to
the various islands, making its head-
Quarters at Barbados, Duly provided
with equipment, ammunition and ma-
chine guns for service either afloat or
ashore, the marines will be always
ready for service wherever thelr pres-
ence Is required.

Of course, every mention of Lord El-
gin's name serves to recall the story
of the Elgin marbles, and in this con-
nectlon it Is only just to point out that
when the seventh Earl of Elgin, grand-
father of the present Colonial Secre-
tary, purchased for a large sum of
money the marbles of the Parthenon,
the sale, far from being regarded as an
act of vandallsm, was lauded by all
those who had at heart a proper appre-
clation of art and archaeology, Indeed,
the cultured Greeks of the day not only
approved and rejoiced in the sale of
the marbles to Lord Elgin, as the only
available means of preservation of somae
of the grandest masterpieces of ‘the
plastic art of anclent Athens, but posi-
tlvely groaned ‘for ‘the fate of those
sculptures that Lord Elgin left behind,
realizing that they were suffering well

. nigh dally injury from the weather,

of the Parthenon in the light of mere
stone quarrles. A full Justification of
the disposal of the Elgin marbles to
the seventh Lord Elgin is supplied by
the deterioration which the sculptures
that were left in position at the Parth-
enon ‘have suffered since his time. In-
deed, even quite recently the dilapida-
tion has been going on, for a careful
comparison made by the late A. S,
Murray of the British Museum of pho-
tographs taken in 1897 with plaster
casts executed in 1872 shows the most
lamentable and extensive injuries,
Wwhereas the Elgin miarbles in Britlsh
Museum have suffered no harm what-
soever since they were placed in that
world-famed Institution, more than

SCORES MR. FISHER

Herbert S. Clements, M. P., Speaks’
of Hog Slaying Iniquity
in Kent County

Ottawa, March 26.—In the House
to-day Mr, H. Clements, on a motion
for a return, denounced the Govern-
ment’s unjust and unfair methods of
dealing with hog cholera in Kent
County, | . :

For some time paﬁ't a horde of
Government inspectors had been go-
ing around the country feeding upon
the fat of the land carrying out the
regulations in an improper manner,
slaughtering hogs right and left
witheut any attempts at care or
precaution being taken to save the
droves,

Mr. Clements described these regu-
latione to show their iniquity, and
po.nted out that farmers having been
subjected to the unnecessary law the
first time, refrained from reporting
subsequent cases of sickness, with the
result that the sick ones recovered
under treatment and no disease broke
out.

The proper course would have been
to confine the inspection and penal-
ties to the packing houses.

Mr. Clements read a letter from
a prominent hog-raiser in Howapd
township complaining that the en-
forcement of the regulations was left
to the discretion oi local inspectors
who were mainly interested in as-
serting their own activity.

TO SAVE NIAGARA FALLS

Spectacular Value Is Equal to
the Commercial.

Treaty Will Be Required — Prompi
Measures N y—U. 8. Secti
of Waterways Commission Recom-
mends That No Permits for More
Than 23500 Cubic Feet of Water
Per S8econd Be Granted.

‘Washington, March 26.—If Niagara
Falls is to be preserved as one of the
‘wonders of the world, immediate action
by the United States and Canada is re-
quired, according to the findings of
the American members of the Interna-
tional waterways commission  which
has for the past year been studying
the eondition at the falls and in the
jributary great lakes. This report is
signed by Gen. A. H. Ernst, chairman,
and the other American members of the
commission.

The United States section of the in-
ternational waterways commission, re-
porting as te Niagara Falls, says:

Charters have been granted to cor-
porations which propose to divert ad-
ditional amounts in quantities not now
limited. The sums of money invested,
or being Invested, in the works new in
operation, or under cgnstruction, and
in the industries dependent upon them,
amount to many millions of dollars, It
is probably not expedient to attempt the
withdrawal of the rights thus utiliz-
ed. The commercial value of the water-
power at Niagara Falls is very great,

ESKIMO WOMEN,

Rude Arctic Tribes Have Little Re-
| spect For Marriage Bond.

The United States general agent of
education in Alaska, writing in the
| Metropolitan Magazine of life among
the Eskimos, says in regard to the wo-
men of the tribes: ¢

Theére is no special ceremony among
the Alaskan Eskimos connected with
marriage. If the parties are young, it
is largely arranged by the parents. |
Among some of the tribes the husband !
| Joins the wife’s family and is expected |
| to hunt and fish for them. If he re-
fuses to give his father-inlaw the furs
he takes he is driven out of the house,
| and some one else more active and obe-
| dient is installed as husband of the giri.
| Sometimes a young woman has in turn
| ten or twelve husbands before she
finally settles down to a permanent
married state. Under this condition .of
thingg it is not strange that the wo-
men become indifferent and often un-|
true to their husbands. Love and mu-
tua] affection have so little to do with
the marital relation that occasionally
busbands and wives are interchanged,

For instance, in one of the northern
villages dwelt a family of expert fish-
ers and another that was successful at
| hunting the reindeer. One year the
| fisherman thought he would like to
hunt reindeer. Finding that his neigh-|
| bor would like to try fishing, they ex-|
{ changed wives for the summer. The |

woman who was a good hunter went |
i off with the fisherman, and vice versa.
Upon returning home in the fall they
returned to their respective husbands.

Eskimo wives are frequently beaten
by their husbands and sometimes to
escape abuse commit suicide. Occa~
sionally a wife resists and if physical-
ly stronger thrashes the husband.
Polygamy prevails to a limited extent.
Frequently the second wife is looked
upon - and treated as a servant in the
family.

Among Eskimos, the same as among
all uncivilized people, woman’s is a
hard lot, and yet, notwithstanding all
her disadvantages, she has a voice in
both village and family affairs. The
husband neither makes an important
bargain nor plans a trip without con-
sulting and referring to his wife. Large
families of children are the exception;
few' have above four. The drudgery of
women is such that they sometimes
destroy- their offspring, particularly if
the child be a girl, If a family is very
poor they sometimes give away to
childless neighbors all their children
but one. Thus during childhood a boy
may pass from one to another, to be
adopted by several families in turn.
Children are also sold by their parents,
the usual market price of a child being
a sealskin bag of oil or an old suit of
clothes. The children are given names
of various animals, bird, fish, sections
of country, winds, tides, heavenl
bodies, etc. Sometimes they have as"
many as six names. Children are rare-
ly punished. They generally have thelri
own way and are usually treated with !
great kindness by thejr own or foster
parents.

KING’S SECOND COUSIN.

Count Albert Victor Gleichen Now At.
tached ln_ Military = Capacity to
U. 8. Embassy at Washing‘on.

Count Albert Victor Gleichen, who is
attached in a military capacity to the
British embassy at Washington, is, in
#pite of his German name and title, an
English soldier and in every sense of
the word a Briton. He is no stranger
to this country, writes the Marquise de
Fontenoy, which he visited about six-
teen years ago, and on his return home
published an article relating his Am-
erican experiences and which appeared
in Murray’s Magazine, attracting a
good deal of attention on this side ofs
the Atlantic, owing to the fact that he
had been Imprudent enough to mingle
with his praise some criticisms which
were not altogether well recelved here.
He is, however, a gallant soldler, one
of the most populas men in the Knglish
army, alike with W follow officers and
with the rank and B¥e, and besides that
ad extremely accomplished man, who
paints, sketches, plays, and sings, as
well as he writes. He is the author of
several successful books, one of the
most interesting of which is a record
of his experiences as a member of Sir
Rennell Rodd’s mission to the Negus
of Abyssinia.

Besides being the godson of King
Edward and one of hislequerries, Count
Gleichen is his cousin. For his father,
the late Prince Victor Hohenlohe, who,
as Count Gleichen, rose to the rank of
admiral in the English navy and dis~
tinguished himself in the Crimean war,
was a favorite nephew of Queen Vie-
toria, being a son of her half slster.
Prince Victor Hohenlohe, on marrylng
Miss Laurs Seymour, assumed the title
of Count Glelchen, which belonged to
his family, and abdicated his rights and
prerogatives as scion of one of the med-
fatized or formerly reigning houses of
Burope, descending to the rank of a
mere noble. Otherwise he would have
been compelled to marry Miss Seymour
morganatically, Prince Victor's sister
was the mothét of the present German
Empress, and Count Gleichen {s, there-
fore, first cousin of her German ma-
Jesty. Thanks to this, he has enjoyed
an exceptionally privileged position at
the Kaiser’s court and in Berlin society,
while acting as military attache of the
British embassy there. His mother
now bears the title of Princess Victor
Hohenlohe by virtue of an order of
Queen Victoria, though it is not recog-
nizéd on ‘the continent. One of his sis-
ters, Countess Feodora Gleichen, has
achieved no little fame both as a paint-
er and as a sculptress, having won
prizes both at the Royal Academy and
the Pgls salon, while another sister,
Countess Valda, who possesses a mag-
nificent voice, married a few weeks
ago M. Machell, under secretary of state
In the department:of finance -of -the
Bgyptian Government, and a son of the
famous sportsman, Capt. Machell.

Count Gleichen, who holds the rank
of lieutenant-colonel in the Grenadier
Guards, and who is covered with de-
corations, is a bachelor, far from rich,
and there are no restrictions in the way
of his marrying anybody he chooses.
His wife will become through her union
to him a first cousin of the Kaiser and
of King Edward, a German countess,
and the helpmate of a charming and
agcomplished man, who is generally
known among his friends by the nlck-
name of “Glick.”

1 may add that he has seen a good
deal of active service, having taken part
in most of the Egyptian campaligns, is
a graduate of the staff college, has been
attached to special missions in Moroceo,
& country about which he has written,
and was so badly wounded in the last
war in South Africa that he was re-
ported as dead; in fact, his recovery
were little short of miraculous.

How tactful he is is best shown by
the mznner in which he has managed
to retain until now the affection and
good will of his ‘two kinsmen, the
Kaiser and King Edward. *

He has published what
is st the present time the standard
work on “Food and Dietetics,” and alse
a manual on children’s disease. Dr.
Hutehison is a tall, very strongly-bullt
man, clean shaven, with a quiet but
Impressive manner, and his whole per-
sopnality spells efficiency. He is pos-
sessed of a fund of dry humor, and of
many friends.

CINDERELLA,

Her Story Is Very Ancient and Is In
Sacred Hindoo Books.

The story of Cinderella is substan-
tially the same as that told of Rhodopls
and Psammitichus by Elian, who lived
in Rome in the third century of the
Christian era, The story as told by
Elian is that while Rhodopls was bath-
ing an eagle carried away one of her
sandals and dropped it near the feet of
Psammitichus, King of Egypt, who, Uke
Cinderella’s prince, was struck by its
diminutive size, caused the malden to
be sought for and married her when
found. Make the sandal a glass slipper
and add the ugly sisters for the sake
of contrast, and ‘the stories are much
The glass slipper, by the

way, is an acknowledged fiction, being

in reality a mistranslation of “pan-
toufle en vair” (a fur slipper), and not
“en verre.” ;

This at all events is what is claimed
by Perrault in his “Contes de Fees.”
Both these stories have doubtless a
common origin, but it is necessary to
go farther back in the history of liter-
ature to find it—to a people who lived
in a period compared with which that
of even Ellan is quite modern. It is in
the Vedas, the four sacred books of
the Hindoos, that the origin is to be
found.

After what has already been sald
it will not be surprising to learn that
Cinderella is a dawn malden, her sisters
belng the powers of darkness, who com-
pel her to walt upon them, keeping her
hidden from sight. The dawn malden
breaks from her bonds and captivates
the sun, remaining with him for a time.
But she cannot linger with him in the
heavens. She can remain only until a
certain hour. Once she lingers too
long and, hurrying back, leaves on the
path she has taken a token of her visit
in the form of a fleecy cloud, which
had borne her aloft when she left the
regions of darkness. The sun, deter-
mined to find her, sends out his emis-
saries (the rays of light), but does not
find her until she appears before him
as the evening twilight. In the Vedas
the prince is called Mitra, which is one
of the names given to the sun.—Lon-

SUGGESTIONS
FOR LIBRARY,

W. K. Merrifield Thinks a
Chess Club Should be
Formed '

HAD A CLUB YEARS AGO

W, K. Merrifield is quite interested
in the suggestion made by W. E.
McKeough that chess and checkers
should be emcounaged in the Publ'c
Library, 1In conversation Wwith a
Planet reporter this morning he
said : {

*Mr, W, E. McKeough’s reference
in The Planet recently to-chess and
checkers in ithe Free Library at
Brantford reminded me of the past
in Chatham,

“When the old Mechan'c's Institute
was in existence, in the Merchants’
Bank Block, there was a small room
off the reading room devoted to
chess and checkers, principally chess.
Here the devotees of the game met
in the evenings to while away the
time. Here might be met W. G. Mec-
George, Dr. Fleming, Dr. Backus, A.
S. Holmes, D. Smith, Judge Bell, Rev.
N. H. Martin, E. C. Rolls, Mr. Colles,
Phil, Coate, W. E. Hamilton, Mr,
Deeks, D. Lamont, D. M. Christie,
G. B. Douglas, W. K. Merrifield, and
a few others, They formed a formid-
able club that could hold their own
with the best of them.

“The annual fee for membership
was $2. The club purchased some
plain tables and some of the mem-
bers made the chess boards on them.
I remember Judge Bell made one.
Two or three matches were held at
Judge Bell’s residence, washed down
by an “excellent supper. They also
had matches with people in Dresden.
“When the proposal was made for
the Frez Library the chess club
voted unanjmous!y to surrender their
interests in books, tables, men, etc,,
for the benefit of others.

“Then when the Council decided to
establish the Free Library, they, no
doubt horrified at the thought of
such”an evil organization existing in
our fair city—town it was then— ap-
pointed a comm'ttee to arrange the
rules and regulations for the gov-
ernment of the library. The result
was that everything that the club
possessed disappeared. When one of
the membters of that committee was
asked if there would be a chess room
in the Library, answered ‘there could
not be any knd of ‘gaming’ allowed
in the premises.’

“It is a strange thing, yet never-
theless a fact, that there are people
in this world who appear to besatis-
fied that they know just what the
intentions of the Creator are with
regard to man. Some of them seem
to have decided that any pastime or
amusemeint is a grievous sin; that
spare time ghould be spent in study-
ing their peculiar kind of religious

“They forrgieit that the Oreator has

RAID VETERANS

Get Seant Sympathy from ;

the Government
Benches °

GOVERNMENT MAJ. IS 50

Ottawa, March 27. —Quite a - debate
sprung up at the evening session of
the House yesterday upon a .resolu-
tion offered by Mr. Monk to the effect
that the Canadian Government recog-
nize in some substantial manner the
services rendered by the volunteers in
the Fenian raids of 1866 and 1870. Mr.
Monk advocated the resolution, as did
also Mr. Barker (Hamilton).

Sir Frederick Borden was inclined
to think that the danger to the country
from the Fenian raid was largely
magnified.

Col. Worthington (Sherbrooke), Dr.
Daniel (St. John), Dr. Walsh (Que-
bec), Mr. Bergeron (Beauharnois), Col.
Sam Hughes (Victoria), and the Con-
servatives generally favored the reso-
lution,

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that the
Dominion Government granted pen-
sions to all the volunteers wounded in
these raids, and had provided for
the dependent relatives of those who
were killed. But as to granting lands
to all the survivors of the genla.n raid
the Premier suggested that they were
now old men, too old to settle on
broken land in a new country.

Consideration Due.

Mr. R. L. Borden said that this mat-
ter had been before the present Gov-
ernment since 1896. Last session we
were told that the matter was “under
consideration, and would be decided
&t the next session.” The Government
gave 250,000 acres. to the Saskatche-
wan Land Co. for one dollar per acre,
which was resold for eight dollars an
acre. Some consideration was due to
those men who, forty years ago, risk-
ed their lives for Canada,

Mr. Logan (Lib. N.S.), said that the
Government could be trusted to do
what was right, but the resolution was
political, and he would vote against it,
although he was in sympathy with any
eﬂ?irt to aid the veterans of the Fenian
raid.

Messrs, Telfer and Stewart (Liber-
als) questioned the sincerity of the
Opposition, and announced that they
| would support the Government.

Upon division the vote stood: Yeas
| 40, nays 90.

The Rain Making Contract.

Hon. George E. Foster entertained
the House of Commons in the after-
noon by a bantering speech concerning
the recent contract made by the Yukon
council with a rainmaker from Califor-
nia, Chas. N. Hatfleld, who is to re-
ceive $10,000 if he produces sufficient
rainfall for placer mining during the
four months commencing May 1.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier sald that he
knew nothing of this contract. He
suggested, however, that Mr. Hatfield
should go to North Toronto and fur-
nish the hon, member the cold water 1
for which, at one time, he had develop-
ed a pencha.nt.

Mr. R. L. Borden thought it stra.ngo
that the Government had no knowledge
that this contract was made last year
by the Yukon council.

Hon. Mr. Oliver, Minister of the In-
terior, questioned the propriety of the
Government interfering with the coun-
cil. He favored autonomy.

" Mr. Borden answered that if the
Government favored autonomy, why
was the couficil appointed from Ottawa
tnltaad, of being elected by the

Mr. Hyman said
there was no doubt of Federal control
over the export of electric power.
