30 And alsostating by thesaid Petition, that under the provisions of the
Statuto passed in the ninth year of the reign of Her Majesty Queen
Victoris, chapter eleven, entituled: ¢ An Act for the substitution of
more simple modes of assurance in lieu of fines and recoveries,” the
said Leonidas Burwell became empowered to sell and dispose of the

85 said lands foran cstate in fee simple, and did dispose of certain portions

«  of the gaid lands to divers persons, and is desirous of conveying more
of the 8aid landg, but doubts have arigen as to his title, inasmach as it is
alleged that™the eaid lands were entailed, and that only a life estate
