ROSSETTI, (D. G.)

Son of an Italian patriot who took refuge in England in 1821, and

settled in London., Poet as well as painter, and a leading spirit
of the Pre-Raphaelite movement, the Brotherhood of which was
formed of him, Holman Hunt, J. E. Millais and four others, and
vehemently favoured by Ruskin, A strong leaning to medievalism
was shown in his early work, soon followed by more florid aud
fanciful romanticism.  The features and types of face most often
adopted by him were those of his wife, and later the wife of
Wm. Morris, the artist.
