TaE policy of the Mail and its Orange
following, if it has any following, is being
oarried out by Prince Bismarck toward
the Poles in Prussian territory.

Tue Montreal Gazatte thus dieposes
of the ridiculous pretensions of the
Toronto Citizens’ Committee, who desire
to force the Governor General to dis-
eolve Parliament and to govern the
Dominion in accordance with their
petitions, instead of through the Govern:
ment of the country, sustained by the
almost unanimous vote of the House of
Oommons. If their prayers were acceded
to we should have a Government made
up of the notorious bakers’ dozea, with.
out any other policy than to suppress
a lawful agsociation of priests whose work
is to educate the young and convert the
savages of the Domirvion to Christianity.

would bs compelled by regard for con
sistency, to dismiss his advisers, summon
a Cabinet of gentlemen outside Parlia:

It is of no
consequence, as Mr, Toots would eay, in
the opinlon of the Citizens’ Committee
whether the signers of the petiiion are a
masjority of the electors, or whether their
signatures are genuine, or whether any
mezaeure of responsibility atiaches to
them. The Houee of Commons under
the new rule is to be dominated by any
set of sore heads who can succeed in
stirring up a traneitory excitement
smong the maeses; the Governor
General is to be guided not by the ad-
vice of ministers reeponsible to the
Commons, whose members, in turn, are
responsible to the people, but by
petiiions signed by no one knows whom
and representatives of no one knows
what.”

JOHN DPILLON ESCORTED BY AN
ARCHBISHOP IN HIS ROBES.

Adelaide, South Australia,
April 13 18:9,

A wonderful ovalion was given to the
Irich Home Rule delegates and members
of Parlisment, Jobn Dillon, Sir Thomas
E:monde and J, Deasy on their #ppear.
ance in the Town Hall last Friday evon-
ing, 1t was their first eddrees lo the
Australian peopls.

From an early hour & dense crowd set
in towards the Town Hall, and long be.
fore the time fixed for the opening of
the proceedings standing room was at a
premium, Msn snd women of every
nationality, of all grades and religious
beliefs, were to be observed making
their way to the Town Hall, where in-
deed a more representative gathering
has never assembled. The band, belong-
irg to the Guild of St. John the Bapiist
were located on the balcony, and from
about 7 o'clock played stirring Irish
national airs, All the Irish societies in
Adelaide paraded for the meeting, and
lined the street as a guard of honor,

About ten minutes after eight o’clock
the landau containing Mr. J, Dillon, Sir
Thomas Xsmonde, Mr, J, Deasy and
Mr, Glynn arrived from the Botanic
Hotel, and they were cheered again ard
again by the dense crowd assembled in
the street, Asthey entered the ball the
vast audience rose to a man and cheered
to the echo, Hats were thrown up,
handkerchiefs waved, and the scene was
certainly one of the most enthusiasiic
that has ever been witnessed in Adelaide,
A short retiremoent to an anti chamber
then took place, and on the delegates
making their re-appearance the audience
again rose and cheered for several
minutes, the band playing that stirring
national air “The Wearingof the Green,”
Mr. Dillon led the way, being conducted
to the platform by His Grace Arch
bishop Reynolds, wearing his archiepis
copal robes, and followed by Mr. Deasy

JOHN DILLON'S SPEECH
When John Dillon wae introduced he
received an ovation that lasted five
minutes of cheering and applause, He
made a great speech, going right to the
point in eentiment and argument, I
can only give a few of the most telling
passages, He eaid :
At the very threshold of the attemjt
which 1 shali mske to lay before you the
facts of the eituation in Ireland, I must
endeavor to meet the ol jection which |
have always found to exist in the minds
of people who have for the first time
turned their attention to this question,
That objection is this: Peopla say,
“Have you not 1n Ireland the same gov-
ernment, the eame law, aud the same
privileges as the people of England 1 1t
you have, why cannot you bo law abiding
and contented?” Well, now, | don’t
want you to take the answer to that
objection on my authority alone, My
angwer is that we have almost noae of
the privileges so dearly valued by the
English people ; that we have none of the
rights on which the fabric of Eaglish
greatness, power, wealth and glory has
been built—those privileges for which
Eoglishmen rebelled against the law,
and even rabelled against their sovereigo
in the 17th century, and which they won
for their children and their children’s
children at the cost of much bloodshed
and two rebellions, and for which if to-
morrow any man attempted to rob or
deprive them of such rights he would be
met with other rebellions (cheers)—I
say these privileges are denied to us
to.day in Ireland exactly as they were
denied to the people in Eagland when
the Stuarts were the sovereigns of that
country (cheers). We have uot in Ire
land liberty of public meeting ; we have
not in Ireland in its true sense trial by
jury ; we have not in Ireland, above all
things valuable to a liberty-loving people,
the administrators of the law responsible
to the representatives of the people
(cheers), We have a centralized gov
erpment, under which the pecople
are deprived of every local liberty, All
the local busicess of the country which
here in Australia, in America, or in any
other free democratic country is done
by the localities for themeelves, is done
in Ireland by the Csstle of Dublin
(hisses, and cries of “shame)—and with
out the emallest reference to tho wishes
of the people themselves, The police
of Ireland are a military body, controlled
by the Castle and organized under mili.
tary clficers, who act without consulling
even with the loecsl representatives of
the country (shame”), Youhavein Ire
land the local taxauon of the country
decreed, levied and expended by bodies
called grand juries, who are appointed
by the nominees of the Oastle, The
public works of the country are coa
trolled by a body in Dublin called the
Board of Works, nominated by the
Castle, and consisting chiefly of half. pry
English and Scotch cfticers, whoaro sent
over eimply to get a good berth, and
generally knowing nothing about the
affairs of Ireland (laughter), The con-
sequence is that there is no country to-
day in the civilizad world where so much
of the public money has been wasted on
useless and disgraceful works, and the
people of the country are neither con
sulted nor allowed any voice whatever
in the expenditure of their money on
the public works of the country, I
won't agk you to take me as the sole
authority for this description of the
government under which we live—a
gevernment uunparalleled (I assert it
fearlessly,) for it3 viciousness of principle
in the wholaciviliz:d world,  You mu:t
reecileet that st the head of that strictly
centrulized government you bhave geoer
ally, | wight say salways, a straoger to
Irelapd, » man who comes to cur shores
in a coudition of absolute ignorance of
the history as well as of the present con
dition <* her people (cheers), He is
placed at the head of this great machin-
ery . f the governmenvof Ireland in the
Custle of Dublin, cut off from all com-
muunication with the people of the coun-
try, abeolutely powerful over every
derail of Irish businees from the highest
to the lowest, and beis as absolute prac-
tically as if he were the Sultan of
Turkey.

Mr, Dillon qucted from many English
authorities, showing the dreadful nature
oridthe Government of Ireland. He
said :

I will concluds these testimonies by
another great authority, because it is a
good thing when you can to get your
witnesees from the ranks of your oppon.
ents, and I will take a remark made in
a speech delivered by Mr, Chamberlain
at West [slington on the 17th of June,
1885, I eay that this speech from whicn
I am about to read is, and ought to be,
in the mind of any fair man, fall justifi.
cation for everything we have done for
Ireland, and for a good deal more if we
were only able, “l donot believe,” says
Mr. Chamberlain, “that the great majority
of Eoglishmen have the slightest con-
ception of the system under which this
free nation attempts to rule a sister
colony, It i3 asystem which 1s founded
on the bayonets of 30,000 soldiers
encamped permanently as in a
hostile country. It is a system as com
pletely centralized and bureaucratic as
that with which Russia governs Poland,
or a¢ that which was common in Venice
under Austrian rule.

THE CURFEW AND THE AN-
GELUS.

A DEVOTION THAT IS DEAR TO THE
CATHOLIC HEART.

We were much pleased with the copy
in words of Millet’s beautiful painting,
“The Angelus,” by Miss Emma Howard
Wright, in last week’s Mirror, It was an
exquisite production, and what the lady
says of the picture, viz, that while gazing
upon it “you can almost imagine you
hesr the sound of the Angelus bell com-
ing softly through the still evening air,”
we may say of her desoription; for to
bim who does not read merely with his
eyes, the picture and the suggestion are
all before him,

There is, perhaps, no devotion more
dear to the Catholic heart than the
Angelus, that overarches the dawn, noon,
and dewy eve with meditation and
prayer. We hear the bell, and no matter
where we are, or what we are doing, we
turn at once our attention trom earthly
pursuits, to the contemplation of heav-
enly things; and while other lips may
hesitate to utter the prayer wo speak, no
one who sees but must feel editiad. The
very sound of the bell sends a thurill
through the heart, Esipecially is this
the case at evening. Now is the hour,
sings Dante—

“That wakens fond desire
In men at sea, and melt their thoughtful

heart
Who in the morn have bid sweet friends
fareweli ;
And pligrim newly on his road with love
Thrills, 1f he hears the vesper bell from far
That seems to mourn for the expiring day."

And Lonqlellow, who delighted so in
portraying Catholic customs and devotlone,
says:

“Softly the Angelus sounded, and over the
roofs of the village

Columns of pale blue smoke. like clouds of
incense ascending,

Rose from & hundred nearths, the homes of
peace and contextment,”

Such {8 the Auvgelus bell! It may be
true that few of us heed it; that “the
noise of the buasy world” drowes fta soft
pleading, and hurry and ru:h leave no
time to respond to their ellvery tones;
yet will we ventuze to sesert that never
did an Angelus bell peal forth its music
but some one was mede better by the
thoughts it ineplred, The seeds of sug-
gastion it casts about oftentimee fall and
take root where we least expect them to.
There appoared in the columns of the
Mirror not long since a poem by a Protes-
taut clergyman that wae ineplred by these
peale from a nelghtoring balfry, And we
ouce heard a priest tell a story of a fallen
Magdalene, who was called from her ways
of sin to & purer end bolier life by the
sound of the Angelus beli,

With the rise of Protestantiam all de.
votion to the Mother of God was lcoked
upon as an abomination, Indeed, we are
at times surprised that men were allowed
to homor their parents at all, for not
only was it taught that Jesus was lack-
ing in obedience to this law of the Deca-
logue, but that no honor whatever is to
be given to any creature, 'I'ne Angelus
bell was no louger heard in England,
But as it had taken such & deep root 1n
the hearts of mon, they must have a bell
of some kind to take the place of the de-
votional Angelue, Poets, therefore, sub.
stituted the Curfew, Poets, I said; I
should bhave s2id cne ; for the only poem
in which the Curfew figures as a subati.
tute for the Angelus is Grew’s Elegy :

“The Carfew tolle the knell of parling day.”

That this {s the Curfew ouly In name
must appear to the readsr, when he beara
in mind that the Curfew was rung several
hours after the day was, figuratively
speakirg, & corpse. The plowman must
therefure have already homeward plod his
weary way, and the glimmering landacape
faded In the sight. Were we inclined to
fied fault with the postry, we weculd
further add that tho verb tolle Is entirely
inappropriate, The Curfew was not
tolled, it was rung.

“Curfew was ronge--lyghts were set up in
aste,”

It wae, moreover, rung loudly, that no
one could say he had not heard it. *“Cur-
faw shall not ring to-night!” s much
more in the spirit of this anclent custom
than the famous but faulty line of the
poet’s masterplece. Moreover, even If it
did toll, it would mot tcll the knell of
parting day. A knell is not tolled for the
patting, but for the parted,

The word Curfaw may have sulted his
thythm better than Angelue, or, as Carey
and Byron tramslate it, the vesper beil;
but that it Involved bis description in
confuslon ard contradictions we hope we
have made apparent to the reader. And
how diff:rent the picture which Millet
paints of the Angelus, Ev% image {s
an improvement on Gray’s, His laborers
do not homeward plod thelr weary way,
like the cattle desctibed in the line before
—no ! theringicg of the Angelus awakens
in thelr hearts a haven of hope and trust
in God and His mercy, And we might,
in connectlon, eay the entire clergy ls
more in the splrit of philosophy than re-
ligion. Tke climax og the poem, as Poe
would celi it, ia the famous couplet :
**Full many a flower 18 born to blush unseen,
And waste 1ts sweetness on the desert air.’’

The climax shou!d have been Christien
hope !

As the English bishops had applied for
restitution through the British Govern.
ment of their properties at Paris and
Douai, with the best hopes of success in
the event of peace being concluded be.
tween the two couantries, there was no
reason why the bishops in Scotland
should not make a similar application.
The Lord Advocate and Mr. Henry
Dundas, whom they first addressed on
the subject, returncd a very favorable
answer and promised to keep their appli
cation in mind when the proper time
came, They also memorialized Mr.
Brodie, M P, on the eubject of their
losses which they estimated at 30,000
livres of anuual income., They, at the
same time, directed the atiention of this
gentleman to another grievance for which
they sought redress, Their fellow Cath-
olics in England, accordiug to the recent
act, repealing so far the penal lawe, were
now iree to erect eeminaries at home
for the education of youth, By some
oversight, however, in the Scotch act, the
ciause which was intended to prohibit
them from educating the children of
Protestant parents, was so worded as to
amouct to a prohibition ageinst their
educating their own children,

For some years there had been a great
demand among the Catholics of Scotland
for copies of the Scriptures, particularly
the New Testament, 10 English. 8o far
back 88 1790 Bishop Geddes spoke of
this matter to Bishop Hay on which
occasion the bishop suggested that Dr.
Challorer’s New Testament, at lesst,
should be reprinted, To meet the ex-
penses of euch a reprint, Sir John Law-
son, of Brough, whom Bishop Geddes
described as the flower of the English Cathos
lic gentry, oftered to subscribe £50 on
eonaition of Bishop Geddes superintend
ing it. Mr. Robertson, a Benedictine
priest of Ratisbon, would wililingly under-
take the editorial drudgery. Bizhop Hay
was setisfied that a great demand for the
English Scriptures bad existed ior eight
or ten years previcusly, In 1762 he had
consulted Cnalmers, the Aberdeen
printer, about a reprint, Coalmers, after
a few days’ cousideraiion, oftered to
reprint for £250 an edition of the whole
Bible in every reepect similar to the
London editicn, so that the four volumes
of the Old Testament might be scid at
53, bound, The Bishop was weil pleased
with the coadjutor’s propoesl to have a
reprint, but his financial condition would
not allow him to advance any money.
With the aid of Sir John Lawson’s sub
scription, however, Bishop Geddes was
enabled to commence the work of re.
printing the New Testament, He was
resolved that the type, paper and bind
ing, should be good, as everything con.
nacted with religion ovght to be ; and he
hoped to see it sold at 2s, It was his
intention to followBishap Caslloner’s edi
tion with as few alteraiions as possible,
Bishop Hay was particularly averse
to changes, whether in the text or in
the notes, People had been long accus
tomed, he eaid, to Bishop Challoner’s
edition, and they might be startied at
finding alterations, More than this,
Benedict XIV,, in his preface to the
Index Expurgatorius, made honorable men

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AGNOSTICISM,

In our lszst iesue we made some re-
marks on Professor Huxley’s article on
Agnosticisem in the Nineteenth Century.
We mentioned that as an objection to
the reliability of the Gospels, while ad.
mwitting that the four Evangelista are
evidently eincere, the Professor states
that there are discrepancies beiween
them which show that they have a very
imperfect knowledge of the facts which
they relate, eo that no reliance can be
placed upon their narratives

We may in the first place remark that
even if such discrepancies existed, at all
evente, by all the rules of evidence, such
facts ae pincere witneeses relate, and
which gre public and quite palpable to
ihe senges, must be true, when the wit-
nesces are eye witnesses, or contem.
porancons witneeses who have taken the
frecuble to accertain from a number of
eye-wilnesses the truth of the matter.
And this must therefore be the case, at
leaet as regards those things on which
the wituesees are in agreement, When
they dissgree on rome points, it may
jusily be said that on these points there
is a doubt, but the main features of the
narrative will remain indisputable,
especially those which are related
by eeveral  of the witneeses.
Now, it cannot be denied by
tbe most eceptical, that by far the
greatest part of the Gospels consists of
statemente concerning which there is no
appearsuce, even, of a discrepancy, The
salient facts ought, therefore, to be
admitied as certain, even by Professor
Huxley acd his followers, and there will
be encugh, even then, to eubstantiate
the divinity of the Christian religion,
We Il bave the birth and early life of
Chriet with many miraculous circum
etances attending His missionary labors
nterpersed with continuous miracles,
s bealing those {1l cted with every
malady, His raising the dead to life, His
admi:able doctrine, the truth of which ie
attested by these miracles. His death
end reseurrection and His final ascension
into Heaven in presence of His apostles
and disciples ave facts concerniog which
none of the bystanders could be decived,
and these, told by sincere witnesses,
become undeniable, Let it be granted
that some of the details are related
differently, SLill these main facts will
remain unimpeached and unimpeach.
able, and Jesus Christ will have proved
the divinity of His mission by His works,
which are beyond the power of man,

Let us now see the naturs of the dis-
crepancies which Professor Huxley dis-
covers, or pretends to discover, in the
goepels, He says: “I am of opinion that
there is the gravest reason for doubting
whether the sermon on the Mount was
ever preached, and whether the so.called
‘Lord’s Prayer’ was ever prayed by Jesus
of Nazareth. My reasons for this opin.
ion are, among others, these.” We gave
in our previous article the continuation
which amounts to this, that three of the
gospels, often called the “Synoptic Gos.
pels,” are merely comparatively modern
attempts to give a synopeis of a previous
documentary or traditional narrative,
from which they strayed away, every one
according to his own notions, in relating
the details,

We already gave reasons which prove
that the Evengelists are the original
writers of Christ's life as recorded in
their respeclive (iospels, and that the
theory of a previous Gospel, the basis of
the extant Goepels, is without founda
tion, We should now see wherein con.
gist the supposed discrepancies in their
account of the “Sermon oi the Mount,”
St. Matthew relates it in the 5th, Gih
and 7ih chapters of his Goepel, bagin
nivg thue : “And Jesus sceing the mul.
titudes went up into & mountain, and
when He was sal down His disciples came
unto Him, and opening His mouth He
taught them, saying,”

It will be remarked that the disciples
were present on the occasion, and as by
this term the Apostles were designated,
there is no doubt that St, Matthew him.
galf was one of the listeners, and that he
wiote what he himself heard Josus eay,
There cannot, therefore, be a reasonable
doubt of the accuracy of his statement,

as even Professor Huxley acknowledges
that he is “perfectly sincere,”

Bat in S;. Luke vl. there is a shorter re.
port of a sermon of our Lord, very similar
to the sermon on the mount ; and in both
cases it 1s stated within & few verses after-
wards that Jesus entered into Capernaum,
and there are other indications that both
Evangelists have in view the same sermon,
It is further to be remarked that 8t. Luke
expressly names Matthew as one who was
present on the occaslon, with the other
Apostles,

Professor Huxley declares that both
sermons “‘cannot be accurate,” because
while there is conslderable resemblance
between them, St. Luke's omits much
which s 1o 8t, Matthew’s verslon ; and he
disposes of both in the following cureory
manner :

“Luke elther knew the collection of
loosely connected and aphorlstic uttersnces
which appear under the name of the
‘Sermon om the Mount,’ in Matthew, or
he did not. 1f be did not, he must bave
been Jgnorant of the exlstence of such a
document as our canonical Matthew, a
fact which does not make for the ganuine-
ness or the authority of that book. If be
did, he hes shown that he does not care
for its authority on s matter of fact of no
ema'l importance ; and that does not per
mit us to concelve that he believed the
first gospel to be the work of an authority
to wﬁom he ought to defer, let alone that
of an apostollc eye witness.”

Is 1t thep, such an extraordinary matter
that two writers should differ in thelr
style of rclating the eame event, that
when tuch a difference ls obeerved, the
whole trapeaction must be eet down es
fabulous? The thing 1s so prepos-
terous that we are surprleed that a
writer of Professor Huxley’s undoubted
abllity shou'd virtually maintain the pro-
poeitfon, If Professor Huxley's reasoning
be correct, St, Luke ehould not have
written his Gospel at all, unless he trans.
cribed evergthing just In St. Matthew's
words, We already pointcd out a differ.
ence in the purpose of Sts, Matthew and
Luke In the writing of thelr Gospele,
None of the Evangelists proposed to
record all Chrlst’s sayings and dolngs, for
St. John tells us In the end of his Gospel
that scarcely would the world contaln the
bioks that should be wrltten, if all the
acts of Jecus were rccorded. Each Evan.
gelist, therefore, selects thase facts which
best sult his particular purpose in writing ;
and as St. Matthew writes for the Jews In
Palestine, who already have a knowledge
of God and of His providence, he dwells
especially upon the ealutary dectrlnes of
our Divine Saviour, 8t, Luke, who
writes for Greeks, apparently for this very
reason, deals more with the miraculous
events of our Lord’s career which would
induce that philosophiziog people to
acknowledge Christ, because of those
works which proclalm His divinity, There
may, Indeed, have been many reseone
why the Evangelista wrote thelr Gospels
diffsrently, but we can only speculate
upon what they may have been. A very
probable reacon, besldes that we have
already given, is that by not counfining
themselves to the rarsation of the same
events the faltaiful have & more
fuli account of the life of Jesus
than they would have had if
the evavgellsts had followed exactly
in ench others’ footsteps, The profe:eor
can only gee fo St Luko a contempt for
the authorlty of St. Matthew in the fact
that St Luke narrates an event some-
what differently from the apostle, If
thls be so infidels must entertain for each
other most supreme contempt, for no two
of them agree in thelr mannor of assailing
the authority of holy scripture, Profes-
sor Huxley himself does not agree in his
methods with elther Tom Paine or Col,
Ingersoll, and we are sure that Strauss,
Salvador, and Rsnan would not thank
him very cordlally for his admisslon that
the writers of the four Rospels, whoever
they may have been, were Yperfectly
sincere,” The three last named wrlters
are of one accord In maintaining that the
gospels are a mere myth or romance,
Such Irreconcllable differences as exist
between the sdveraarles of Chrietianity,
who all profess to glve the most certain
results of tclentific Invest'gation, give
very jast reason for the bellef that they
are all equally floundering in the mire of
error,

Professor Huxley has still another dle.
crepancy to produce between the first and
third gospels, St. Matthew says of the
sermon of Chrlst that It was dellvered “on
a mountaln,” whereas Si Luke says:
“coming down with them (the apostles),
“He stood In Ja ‘plain or level
place.’” This glves occasfon to the
Professor to dleplay his wit, so he tells us
that while the discourse recorded by St.
Mstthew Is known ae “the Ssrmon on the
Mount,” the eame diccourse as recorded
by St. Luke may be called, by way of dls.
tinction “the Sermon on the Plain,”

We cannot bring ourselves to think that
the Professor really belleves that there is
a dlscrepancy here, There s certainly
none, and the learned Professor must
know encugh about Palestine to know
that “plain or level places” are frequent
on {ts mountaina, It mlght very easily
have been that Christ dellvered two dis-
courees which resembled each other, and
that St, Matthew spoke of one and St
Luke of the other, but we belleve with the
generality of commentators and with Pro-
fesor Huxley, that both Evangellsts wrlte

of the same sermon. Bat ls it impossible
that on » mountain, or near its foot there
should be “a plsin or level place 1” That
there 1s mo such {mpoesibility is evident
from the timple fact that such “plain snd
level places” are numercus on the sides of
the mountains of Israel, St. Luke throws
some light on the matter by informing us
in verse 12 that Chrlst “went into the
mountsin to pray,” and that there ¢“He
chove twelve whom He named Apostles,”
After the selection of His twelve Apostles,
‘comling down with them, He stood in a
plain place, and in the company of His dis.
clples, and a very great multitude of
people from all Jodea and Jerusalem, and
the seacoast both of Tyre and Sidon were
come to hear Him,” B8t Luke here cer-
talnly gives the Impression that the serm:n
was dellvered on the eame mountain on
which He prayed and chose His Apostles,
but on & lower part thereof where there
was & level epnt, where He could be con-
veolently heard by the great multitude
which had es:embled,

Robinson states in his ‘‘Researches”
that the mountains of Israel have on
their sides “many terraces” which are
“undoubted signs of former cultivation,”
There was no difliculty, therefore, in
finding on almost any of them a plain or
level place, Another traveller declares
that he often counted forty, fifty, eixty,
or seventy such terraces. In the pres.
ence of such facts, Professor Huxley’s
witticisms become very flat. The moun-
tains of Palestine are numerous, but
tradition points out a mountain near the
sea of Galilee as that on which was de-
livered the sermon of cur Lord. This
wmountain is still named the mountain of
Christ, though called by the Arabs “the
Horns or mountain of Hattin,” from the
village of Hattin which is near by, On
the west side of this mountain there is a
large undulating plain which is perfectly
suited to the gathering of a great multi-
tude of people, and which might very
weil be described either as St, Matthew
describes it, on the mcuntain, or as St,
Luke describes it, a plain place.

From what we have said it will appear
that the statements made by Sts, Mat.
thew and Luke, while differing in form
conetitute an undesigned coincidence,
which is one of the strongest possible
atteetations to the truth of both Evan.
gelists, and to the authenticity of their
narratives, It is evident from the
apparent discrepanoy between them that
they wrote independently of each other,
and from sources of information quite
distinct : yet the coincidence in each
case with the nature of the locality to
which they refer, proves that their
sources of information were both correct.
St, Matthew wrote as an eye witnese, St,
Luke as one who had taken pains to
obtain authentic information, as he states
in the beginning of his Gospel, ch, i, 2
to 5.

We have thought it advisable to enter
upon this full refutation of Professor
Huxley’s greatest difliculty, ae it will,
undoubtedly, be one on which the rank
and file of infidelity will love to harp,
Our readers will thus be enabled to desl
with it should it be brought forward in
their presence as an argument againet
the strict accuracy of Holy Writ.

cluded in the property which was
temporarily granted to the Chaurch of
the Redecmer. The whole property
granted conslsted of ten lots, which were
recently put up at auct’on, and elght of
them were purchased by the church for
867,800, about half of their value, Two
lots remsin unsold, but the site of the
proposed church s on two other lots to
which the trustees of the church have no
clafm  whatsoever, except the clalm of a
squatter, These four lots are to ba put
up at auction in 1890, and the trustees of
the church fear that the Sleters of Mercy
will be competitors at the sale for thelr
ecquisition, Heuce Bishop Potter'sicdlg.
natlon, He eends to Dz, Shackleton, the
rector of the church, a contrlbution of
#50, and at the same time complains that,

“Owing to the deslre of a hostile
rellglous communion to get posses:on
of what, by every rightful and equitable
construction, was your own property,
you are now compelied to pay thousauds
of dollars for continued possassion of {t.
The whole history of this buslness, so far

/a0 45 zelates to those who have been strlv-
ing to disporsess you, is & thoroughly dls.
creditable one, and it ought to awsken the
gonerous resentment of every friend of
religions liberty. For, certainly, it s a
grave infringement of such liberiy that
sny religlous sect should bs allowed to
avall iteelf of a lagal teshnicality in order
to get possession, whether for so called
religlous or other purpose, of that which
is not thelr own, Aud the consplcuous
inconsistoncy of this actlon with that
taken in the interests of those who have
fattened upon State and municlpal gifts
aud grants, would seem to Indicate that
Protestantiem has still abundant raison
d'etre, and that Protestants may find In
your case an ohject worthy, whatever
thelr religlous convictions, of their sub
stantial sympathy.”

Certainly if the city intends to put up
the property at public sale the Sisters of
Mercy have as much right as any other
citizans to bid on it, and Bishop Potter’s
endeavor to cast odium upon them as
“g hostile religious commuaion” for their
supposed intention to do 20 is as unjus:
tifiable as the attempt made in Ontario
to impede Qaebsc legislation on the plea
that the existence of Jesuits in Canada
is “against public policy” in a British
colony, Taat the course of the New
York council was not dictated by a
deeire to curry favor with Catholica is
sufficiently evident from the fact that
the council determined on their course
while Mayor Hewitt occupied the civic
chair, Dr. Potter has taken the wrong
method to gain public sympathy, and if
his church should lose the property it
will be & just punishment for the bigotry
he dieplays.

CHURCH TROUBLES.

The above heading of an article on
last Friday's Advertiser arrested our
attention, so as to make us glance down
the column for further and more precise
information, Our spprehensions that
some scandal, such as we read of crop
ping up occasionally in the Protestant
churches of Toronto, were eo0on allayed,
when we discovered that the cause of
trouble this time, is an altercalion be.
tween the choir and the pastor. The lat.
ter, Rev. H. D. Hunuter, it appears, has
ceased to ‘“draw.” Let him advertise
all he may, and in the Saturday dailies
promise any smount of hot fire and
brimstone, or announce that he will
illustrate *the machinations of Rome,” or
describe the avenging’angel pouring out
the “seven vials of wrath”—the multi-
tudes will not come. He has ceased to
draw, A few weeks ago, under the ex-
citement of the Jesuit scare, and the
expectation of something new and spicy
in the lectures loudly advertised
against “Jesuit intrigues,” “The parson
in politics,” and “Protestantism in
danger,” the church was fairly crowded,
and the Congregational Church was
booming But, alas! for Mr.
H, D, Hunter’s popularity and useful-
nees! The Jeeuit card is no longer
trumps, the “Parson in Politics” is
played out, and no fear is spprehended
by the general public that the Jesuit,
armed with his missal, his cross and his
sash, is about “to come down like a wolf
on the fold,” The excitement is abated,
the reaction has been felt, and the pecor
man is driven back to the dry sources of
an unimsginative mind, and a rehash
of former sermons that wiil not strike
oil—and that certainly refuse to strike
fire—or kindle any, even the most
evanescent enthusiasm, The great
trcuble, however, with the congregation
and the church wardens is that while
Mr, Hunter ceased to draw in one way,
he is fully determined to draw the other
way, He draws a big ealary, and that
he is determined, and his coterie, or
the few friends who stand up for him
are & unit in demanding that there shall
be no diminution in his yearly allowance.
They are bound he shall draw this no
matter what objsctions there may
be otherwise as to his popularity or
effecliveness. In fact they will mnot
admit that he is ageing and paling or
ceasing to interest, The choir, they main.
tain, is to blame for the empty benchnes.
Some few addilions, a new soprano who
would draw, & new baritone who has
already starred it in theToronto pavillion,
or an, imported organist, would soon
sottle the whole difficulty, The climax
was reached on last Sunday evening
when it was announced from the pulpit
that a grand organ recital would be held
on the 3rd of June by the various iocal
organists, “‘assisted by our friends in the
rear,” said the minister, pointing to the
choir that was thunderstruck on hearing
of the affair for the first time. Of course
every member of the choir was indignant,
and its leader, Mr. Allen, stated his in-
tention of resigning, which he did sub.
sequently, The rest of the choir, resent.
ing the inzult given their respected
leader and themseives, unanimously
decided to hand in their resignation,
So that the church is now without
a choir and Rav, H, D, Hunter
has to do all the drawiog himself, It
is very evident this status quo of things
cannot endure., That an ordinary Con.
gregational minister should be able to
keep his people together, or attract the
loose fish who float around on the eur.
face of society without owing allegiance
to any religious organization, is a hercu-
lean task, fit only for the shoulders of

De Witt Talmage, Dr, Wild, or Professor
Swing. Extraordinary men of acknowl.
edged power, with an acquired reputa.
tion for genius and originality, if not for
sound scriptural orthodoxy, may astract
crowds and draw full houses any time
independently of choir assistance. But
from the turbulence raised in the Con-
gregational Caurch of this city it would
seem that Rev, Mr, Hunter has not
reached the required standard for going
it alone. It is not every week that a
sensational scare can be furnished, and
startling advertisements must have
some nominal foundation, It seems to
us that 1t was unwise policy for Rev.
Mr, Hunter to overlook the advisability
of securing the loyalty and attachment
of the choir, instead of looking to other
churches and strapge organists for
attractions that could not last unless
“assisted and sustained by our friends in
the rear,”

THE VETO QUESTION.

The Mail of May 25th contains another
long winded editorial on the Jesuit
Estates’ Act, filling nearly three columns,
and indeed there is ecarcely an issue of
that journal now which does not give to
the public a treatise showing why the
Act should be disallowed by the Domin-
ion Government, Nearly two columns
are taken up with an elaborate argument
to prove, what we believe no one denies,
that the Dominion Government have
really the right, under the British North
America Act, to disallow the Acts of
the Canadian Provincial Legislatures,

It was scarcely necessary to quote Sir
Alexander Galt, Sir Jobn Rose, Hon,
Alexander MacKerzie, and others who
took partin the debate on Confedera-
tion, to prove that this right ought to be
exercised under certain circumstances ;
but it does not at all follow that it ought
to be exercised merely to show that the
Dominion Government has a certain
amount of supremacy over the Provinces.
If this be so, the Imperial Parliament,
which also can override our Home Leg-
islation, ought to be constactly inter.
meddling with the legislation of the
Dominior., and Responsible Government,
the glory of Oanada, is a mere sham,

There is, however, in Sir Alexander
Galt’s words somethicg very appropriate
to the present occaslon. Sir Alexander
eald :

*“The veto by the Federal Government
i3 the real palladlum of Protestant
liberties in Lower Cinada. The educa-
tional rights of the people ¢f that Pro-
vince are only eafe under its shelter, , . .
and their representation guarantee will
some day diesolve Into thin alr without
its exercise.” He adds: “It is in the firm
but moderate use of this vast power that
eafety may yet be found from the uidae
encronchments to which both Cathollcs
and Protestanis are expoeed,”

It will be seen from this that Sir
Alexander speaks here of the legitimate
use of the veto power, when the minor-
ity either in Oatario or Quebec feel that
an act of their Provincial Legislature
irflicts undue hardship upon them.
But in the present case, the (Quebec
minority have really declared through
their representatives in both the Legis-
lature and the House of Commons that
their liberties have not been attacked
by the majority, that their perfect educa.
tional equality has not bsen impaired,
and that there has been no encroach.
ment on Protestant rights in the Estates
Act. It is difficult to conceive, then, how
the Mail can twist Sir A, Galt’s words
to mean that the Dominion Government
should interfere on the present occasion.
To do so would be & most unwarrantable
interference with the right of Quebec to
govern kLerself,

It has been frequently poinied out
that in the Jesuit Estates’ Act the
Quebec Legislature has done more than
justice to the Protestant minority ; for
while acknowledging that the Jesuits
have an equitable right to five times the
sum which was voted for the extinction
of their claim, the Protestant mnority
have received & gratuity for education,
to which they bad no equitable claim
whatsoever, and this gratuity is fully
equal to what they would bave received
if the Legislature simply made the whole
sum of $460000 as an educational
appropriation, without raference to the
just claim of the Jesuits, There never
was & cage when bigotry had less reason
to display itself than in reference to the
Jesuits’ Estates Act. There is, indeed,
a large Montreal faction which hes
allowed itself to be influenced by the
Ontario Ministerial Associations, or
Evangelical Alliance, to jsin in the anti.
Jesuit cry : but the result of the Comp-
ton election has proved that the Pro.
testant population of Qaebec are really
unmoved by it. We are awara that the
Mail does not regard the Compton
lesson in this light, Ithas declared that
it does not prove anything as regards
the feeling of the Protestants as to the
Jesuits’ Kstates Act, and the way it
attempts to prove this is truly characier-
istic, It tells us that Mr. Pope, who
sustains the Dominion Government,
even in the refusal to disallow, was
elected because his Rsform opponent
was equally favorable to to the passage
of the Act! Why then did not some
third party man contest the seat? Why

did not some adherent cf “the noble
thirteen” lead on the indignant Protes-
tant population of Compton to a glorious
viotory, under the no.Popery banuer?
The reason is not far away. The Pro-
testants of Lower Canada will not be
dragged through the mire of a no Popery
cry ; and in one of the most Protestant
counties of the Province, to the credit
of the Quebec Protestants be it said,
there was not to be found a single man
who would raise the standard of the
anti Catholic bigots.

The rest of the Mail’s article is de.
voted to a rehash of the reasons against
the Act, which have been over and over
again refuted, We are told that the
Pope is recoguizad as legislating for
Canada, The Act has nothing to do
with the Pope as a legislator. 1t recog-
nizes him merely asa claimant to the
property, and deals with him ae any fair
claimant would be dealt with. We are
t)ld that the celebrated Syllabus claims
the prerogative of the Papal supre.
macy, The Pope's spiritual supremacy
is an essential doctrine of the Catholic
Caurch, but neither in the Syllabus, nor
ia any other doctrinal act of the
Pope or of the Chaurch is temporal
suthority claimed over the nations,
whether Catholic or Protestant, The
real reason of the Mail and those who
follow it, for opposing the Estates Ast, is
that they dislike to see Quebec govern
herself, independently of Oatario fana-
tics. Quebec is a Oatholic Provincs, and
therefore the parsons and the Orange.
men cannot endure to see her exercise
the same rights within Lerself which
the Protestant Provinces of the Domin-
ion enjoy without question, They would
be as usefully occupied in beating their
heads againat the rocks of Queenston as
in the agitation on which they are now
epending their energies,

ent, Neither the Catholic ™ religion,
the Jesalts, the French linguege, nor
separate achools are on trlal bofore the
people of Oatarlo or of Canade, and it is
useless to arraign them, slogly or collect.
ively, for political purposes, That
rellgion s the religlon of the msjority in
the eister province ; the langusge is the
language of the majorlty ; whatever may
have been the law and the practice In
Great Britaln or Frarce a century or more
ago In regard to the Jesuits, at this day
and in this country they are under no dis-
abilitles and poseess the same rights as
every other law-ablding citizen, and are
entitled to all the privileges that the legls-
lature of Qaebec or of any other Province
chooses to bestow on them, Separate
schools are not only the law of the land,
but are beyond the power of legislatures
or parliament in Canada to suppress, No
political party nor combination of politi.
cal elements could alter the siatus of the
Catholle Chkurch, the Jesults, the French
or the separate schools, by peaceful legisla-
tlon, and no one, we baiteve, would serl-
ously advisa our people to attack these
lpstitutione in any other way., What
good objact can ba galned, therefore, in
arousing dorment Flulom and prejadices
against any or all of the above named
institutlons,

“The question of disallowlng the Estates
Act must rest upon a boarder basis than
that which condemne it for favoring a
religlous order that in the dlm past fell
under the ban of Popes and royal poten.
tates. If ancient edicts of suppression
and expulslon are to stand as a bar against
the enjoyment of civil rights and privi-
leges at the present day, there would be
few who could show a clear title to cltizen-
shlp, Thae legality or illezallty of the
disputed Act depends not upon the
fact that certaln Jesults or Church
socletles are benefitted by the Act,
but whqthar the Quebec Leglslature
bad a right to dlspose of the public
domaln affected by the Act and for the

urpose specified thereln, All other
Baues 1mpqted into the controversy are
extraneous,” and would, if the case was
brought before our courts, or the Privy
Counetl, be ruled out of the argument as
Irrelovant. It ls for these reasoms that
we deé)reclta appeals to the people on
grounds that cannot ba consldered by
overnments or courts of justice in deal-

and distorted in such a manner as to
mzke the suthor appear odious and
oppoeed to gocd morals, And this is all
Mr, Austin has to rely on for bis attacks
on the moral teachings of the Jesuit
fathers, I suppose there is no use in
proving how totally unreliable is Pascal
in bis attacks on the Jesuits. Mr, Austin
will still hug to his bosom Pascal, and
Pietro Sarpi, and Pompadour, and the
u fidel parliaments of Paris, or Satan
himeelf, if only arrayed, as his Satanic

mrjesty is always arrayed, against the

S1s—When at your suggestion, and
according 1o the expressed wish of eome
of my Protestant friends in this city, I
declared this controversy closed in my
1ast letter—I had no idea that Mr, Austin
would prolong the combat by opening
up new questions aud re.opening new
sores, The defendant has always aright
to be heard last, especially when the
plaintift has made unjust and malicious
charges that should not be left un.
answered. 1 shall be very brief, how
ever, and as the plaintiff has quoted the
organ of the Third Party, the Toronto
Mail, I hope to be allowed space for a
quotation from a good Protestant paper
—the New York Tribune,

Mr, Austin’s arraignment of the Jesu-
its as to their acknowledged record has
been whittled down to a few garbled
quotations from KEscobar, a Spanish
author, whose works on casuistry ap.
peared in print about fifty years previous
10 the Battle of the Boyne, They are
out of print now for over 100 years, and
only a few extracts remain, These ex-
tracts were taken by Pascel, and garbled
and distorted in such a manner as to
mzke the suthor appear odious and
oppoeed to gocd morals, And this is all
Mr, Austin has to rely on for bis attacks
on the moral teachings of the Jesuit
fathers, I suppose there is no use in
proving how totally unreliable is Pascal
in bis attacks on the Jesuits. Mr, Austin
will still hug to his bosom Pascal, and
Pietro Sarpi, and Pompadour, and the
u fidel parliaments of Paris, or Satan
himeelf, if only arrayed, as his Satanic
mrjesty is always arrayed, against the
Jesuits, De Ravignan, an able and con-
scientious French author, saye: The
answers to Pascal’s Provincial letters
bave proved that those letters contain
900 alterations, or falsifications of pas-
sages,”

Voltaire (Siec le de Louis XIV.,) says :
%“Pascal attempted to prove that the
Jesuits had a design to corrupt morality,
a design which no society ever had, or
could have, but the point was not to be
right, but to be amusing at their ex
pence.” Voltaire was no friend of the
Jeeuits, his cry was “Ecrasez les Jesuites
et l'eglise s’n ira vite,” *‘Cruehout the
Jesuits, and the Church shall eoon fol.
low.” But he was a critical historian,
snd an able rhetorician, Chateaubriand,
the great upholder of Christian faith and
morsls in a corrupt age, said : “Pascal
after all is only a caluminator ; he has
bequeathed to us an immortal lie.”

To this liar and calumniator iz Mr.
Austin indebted for all his knowledge of
the morality ot vhe teachings of Jesuit
F¥athers, who lived in the south of
Fravce and Spain in the days of Eliza-
beth, Mary and Jam's L,

Myr. Austin cannot for the life of him,
innocent man, see how the manners,
customs and laws can be difterent now,
here in Canada, from what was the
sccepted rule in those days, either in
England or France, But tempora
sutantur, the times change, and s0 do
laws and customs, even with these
cuanges, and notwithstanding the altera.
tions in the passages, scarcely one case
has been quoted from Escobar which is
uot open to dispute, and which, in the
hands of an able lawyer, would not fiad
favor in the eyes of a competent judge,
For instance: Usury is condemned by
Escobar as a great sin. But supposing
I have $500 invested in the bronzs or
any other manufactory, which brings
me twenty per cent profit, and
Mr. Austin comes to me for a loan of
2500, I tell him my circumstances, and
he eays, “Ob, that’s all right, I am going
to make thirty per cent.on a purchase
of real estate, you must get twenty
per cent.” Why ehould I lose fourteen

er cent to accommodate Mr, Austin,

his is what Mr, Austin styles usury,
and gimilar cases he calls ucury, lying
perjury, but every case quoted by Pascal
is altered and distorted in such a manner
as to change the whole nature of the
subject matter in contention, As Mr.
Austin does not tell the name of the
treatise in Gury, which he, or the man
who is writing for bim, cntiocises,
I can not eay exactly whether
he is making alterations or mnot
Gury's Moral Theology is written in
Latin, and should be given in the
original, or the chapter and page should
be indicated. But Mr, Austin does
nothing of this kind. He makes GGury say
what he likes, or rather what the man
likes who has found out those cases as
mare’s nests, for the delectation of the
enemies of the Jesuit fathers, Lven the
cases cited so triumphantly against Gury
are open to judicial investigation. The
public should understand here it is
question of the interual court, or what ia
termed in foro conscientiw —for instance,
one of those cases given by Mr, Austin,
If John, who is clerk in astore, bought a
suit of clothes from his employer and
paid for them, but got no receipt ; if he is
sued before the court and condemned to
pay a second time; if afterwards he comes
to me in confession and tells me that,
smarting under the injustice, he priv.
ately abstracted enough to indemnify
himself, am I obliged to tell that man
that ke is guilty of theft, and that he
must make restitution of what he has
abstracted ! Gury eays “no,” and 1 defy
Mr. Austin to says in his_conacience
Yyes!” It is very easy, however, fo
garble cases of this kind to twist the
meaning of one or two words in Latin,
and then cry out, oh horror! Gury, &
Jesuit, teaches robbery, murder, perjary,
and every other crime from pitch and
toss to manslaughter.

Therefore the record is bad, and there-
fore the Jesuit Fathers, who were the
first white men in Canada West, who first

planted the cross on every promontory
of our great lakes, who, in spreading the
Gospel cf Christ, crimsoned Canada’s soil
with their martyrs’ blood, therefore these

ing bow men guilty of such outrageous
attacks, such insulting inuendoes, and
withal such obtrusive vulgarity, can
have the cheek to lecture others on
“delicacy and refinement.” Those
choice epithets and besutiful compari

sons with thieves, lepers arnd murderers,
of men distinguiched for learning and
piety, entitle Mr. Austin and his bishop
to exceptional honors as masters in the
art of repelling injustice with a “calm,
unrufiled and philosophic spirit,”

A chief head of accusation and con.

demnation of the Jesuits, among the
controversialists, is their blind obedience
to rule and to the head of the order.

It is want of obedience
and pride of intellect that causes Protes
tantism to be broken up into a thousand
and one jarring denominations.

Mr. Austin came to confession to me
on that score I would abzolve him, but
warn him to be more careful in future,
and to act like Loyola in enforcing strict
and if necessary, blind obedience to ruls
and diecipline. If he were arraigned
before Judge Hughes, however, he might
not get off quite eo eagily, Now, all the
cases quoted by E:cobar and Gury are ot
a similar natura and are considered tried,
pot before judicial tribunals, but, in foro
conscientia.

Mr, Austin acks me to “find eome work
of standard authority among the Pro-
testants that will justily crimes approved
of by Jesuit teachers,” and says “this he
cannot do' 1t is true, we Catholics
have evough on our hands to study our
own authors without searching among
Protestant writers for something to
attack them about., Our Church rests
on more solid foundations than lies or
celumnies, Nordo weever have recourse
to falsification of Protestant tenets
in order to prop up & tottering
system, All I know about Methodist
ethics or laws on morality is what I hear
occasionally, viz,: “I'hat a strict tem-
perance man need practice no other
virtue ; that daucing is forbidden, but
that osculatory games are a mark and
a proof of innocence,” That is about all
1 have heaid of Protestant moral the.
ology, nor do I care to inquire any
further. Suarez, Bellarmine, St, Augus.
tine, Bossuet, Kenelon Bourdaloue,
Faber, Manning, Newman, etc,, etc,
all grand Catholic authors, ought to
suffice without any Methodist sideshows.
A new feature is introduced as a point
scored against the Mowat Government,
viz: “The Roman Catholics succeed in
getting the lion’s share of legislative
grants in favor of charitable institutions,
The excuse for this unequal distribution
is that Protestants are often received and
cared for in such institutions,” The
Protestants must therefore get more
humsane treatment i Catholic institu.

The yomng
woman of the present time cannot be
satdified with such accomplishments as the
making of wax fralts and flowers or the
playing of a fantasla with a note dropped
out of every fourth bar. She endeavore
to acqaire a speclalty ; for, if she be rich
—=0 uncertain s the duratlon of fortunes
in our country—sbe may need It to help
her live, and, perhaps—who knows ?—to
enable her to support a husband la the
luxurles to which he has been accustomed.
For sometimes the American girl elopes,
and in that case she soon thanks heaven
that she has boen taught to earn her own
bread,

At the funeral of
his only acn, thus brutally done to death,
old Larkin was sarved with a procesa for
rent by the considerate Clanricarde
Since then legal procseses have been
literally showered upon him  Some little
time sgo the sgent, Tener, swooped down
with a flying squadron of the police on the
poor man’s holding and carried off every
live animal he poesessed. They were
sold at a mock auction at the gates of
Portumna Castle for what they fetched.
They brought in £40, even in such a sale.
The arrears cf rent due were £47. The
money reslized by the sale, therefors,
came within seven pounds of the amounut
due. For thit seven pounds poor old
Larkiuv’s farm has been selzcd and eold to
Mr. Graham, solicitor, a worthy tool even
of such a master,

Simply
nowhere. Allstatistics and a'l testimonies
affirm this? A young men who -sloe
sgainet & woman in this rerpect in Ire
lard Js so condemned by all bis neighbors
that his life s made a burden to him, and
he is forced to em'grate, Even In the
wild outburst of 1798, it {s admitted
on all hauds that not a woman was
wronged at the bands of rebels, while
both before and after it, sins against
Catholic women on the part of the
troops were shamefully frequent, What
stronger testimony can we have to the
power of the Catholic religion than its
ability to hold in 1eatrain the strongeet
passions of human nature. The con.
dition of life under which the Catbolic
religion obtains the conquest in Ireland
increase our admiration for its power.
The people live there crowded tegether
in their poor cabine, and thus necessarily
are in the way of temptation ; and their
land too, is full of priests sworn to &
single life, yet in the familiar and con.
stant intercourse with family life and
with the other eex. A

“The lland is full of Inflammable
material and of dangerons situations, yet
it {s the purest land under the sun, at least
as regaids the Catholle part of its popula-
tion. How can any falr-mirded man
witbhold h!gh praise to the Catholic
teachers for lgln good practical frult, which
thelr teach!ngs bear. Then, egaln, take
the test of family sffectlon. He that pro-
videth not for his own, aud especlally for
those of his own houee, says the Apostle,
has decled the faith and {a worse than an
frfidel. I have Leard steady, well-con-
ducted, religious mea in Eagland, if called
upon to contiibute to asged father or
mother, complain moet bitterly of having
the old father or mother hung around
thelr necks. Tha fceling and conduct of
the Iiich to thelr sged pareuts might well
sheme euch as these, and I have quoted
actual words heard from the lips of agri-
cultural laborers decidedly above the
average of thelr class,

“In the historlea of evictlons in Ireland
three generations are generally found In
tha cabine ; a plice by the turf fire haviog
baen kept for theold folks, Then look at
the money sent from Awmerlea to the
fatherland by the exiled Irlsh, How many
a rent which the land would not carry has
been paid out of the earnings of sons and
davghters in America, sent over by them
to the old folks at home? There was no
peor law in Ireland till 1838 ; until then
they had to keep their old and;slck, or see
them starve. In tte early part of this
century the support of these wera actually
estimated to cost the poor of Ireland some
$3 000,000 & year out of their incredibly
ecanty earnings, No doubt the poor law
has been a bad school master in Englard,
ad the absence of it may have strength
ened family ties in Ire'and. Bat the poor
law has never, we believe, baen the chusen
Catholic made of relleving the poor.

“And in Catholic Ireland is iz certain
that family affection and famlily mutual
help far excied what are to be seen in
Britain, This egain s a ‘fruit’ of no mean
order, Take fgsln, the test of ordinary
erima, Oatelde of agrarian ontrages there
is less of murder and savage brutality, or
of stealing, or wife beating, or of drunken-
nees, than in Eogland. The records of
the courts show this, In our own travels
in the country wesaw only three drunken
men, and they were, each of them, Eng
lish soldiers, If it were not for the land
question they would hardly need any
police in lrclard, KEven with the
crimes which eprung out of =a
bad ry:item and bad government
there is less crime per head o! the
population in Ireland than in Eog
land. So that when tried by the test of
obedience to the Ten Commandments,
Catholic Ireland sgain carries away the
palm from Proiestant Britain, I am
told by the Protestant residents in Ire.
land that, as house hold servante, Cath:
olic girls are proverbially preferred, even
to Protestant girls, Is there not material
in all this for much profitable reflection
on the part of those of us who have been
brought up to regard Popery as a child
of the devil,”

THE FOUNDER OF THE PAS-
SIONISTS.

IMPRESSIVE OELEBRATION AT HIGH-
GATE-FATHER WILFRID, C. P.,, ON
THE SAINT'S LIFE-WORK.
London Unlverse, May 11.
The feast of the founder of the Passionlet
Congregation, 8t. Paul of the Cross, was
celebrated at St. Joseph's Retreat, High-
gate, with befitting solemnity on Sucday
lsst. A profuelon of flowers artistically
dleplayed on the altar and in the savctuary
brigbtened the necsssarily somewhat bare
looking {vterfor of the temporary iron
builiing which serves as a church panding
the completion of the splendid bullilng
which, thanks to the zsal of Si, Paal’s
spiritual sons and the generosity of the
falthfal, wi'l at no distant date crown the
summit of the great northern helght, The
musical arrangements of the day were
shorne of some of thelr usual attractive.
ness by the enforced absence of both Me,
Santley and Mr, Ludwig—a drawback for
which, however; the parishioners were pro
bably generous enough to fiad compenea-
tlon in the rflection that Highgate's losa
must mean the gain of thousands of thelr
kith and kin beyond the sea. The cholr,
moreover, acqnitted itself admirably, the
rendering of Weber in G at the last Mase
leaving nothing for even hyper-criticiem
to cavil at, Tha“Hyma to S: Paul of
the Cross,” set to music by Mr. Santley, was

from the Epi:tie of the day, “Christ also
suffered for us, leaving you an example
that you should follow in His steps, Who
did no slp, neither was gaile found in His
mouth, Who when Hes was reviled did
not revils, Who in His body bore our
sins, beleg fastoued upon the tree; in
whose stiipes you are healzd,” viadleated
St. Peter’s qualifications to portray accur
ctely the character of His Divine Master,
and pointed out that in this Epfatle the
Apostle laid etress chiefly on two of its
dlstinguishing features, His innocence, His
elnlesaness—"wh) kuew not sln’'—and His
panance, His spirit of self sacrifice—**Who
when He was reviled did not revile ; who
whan He euffered did not reproach ; who
in His own body bore our elng, fastened to
the tree ; by whose stripes we are healed,”
He claimed that both these characterlstics
of our Divine Lord wera reprodnced in
His servant, St. Paul of the Cross; thal
his life was & union of

aud of the severest penance, The Apostle
St. Paul has toll us that, “Whom God
hath predestined to be saved He has made
to be formed to the image of His Son,”
and the life of the father and founder of
the Passionlst Congregation was, both in

tlon of the life of Jesus Christ to the
world, He was not merely & priest or.
dalned to offer the Incarnaie Word of
God upon an sltar, but to becoms, like
the flest great High Priest, a aacrificor of
himself, asslmilaticg himeelf to the Man
God who was sacrificed on Calvary’s cross
It was almost impossible to open a eingle
page of his life without comirg across
some striking instance of biz wonderful
holinese, of his marvellous purity. Even
st theearly age of fourteen, he had galned
an loflaence for good over the young
people of his neighborhood. If they met
him comiog alorg the road, they would
either turn away or change the levity of
their tiue, and ray, “Oh, stop ;
“HERE COMES THE SAINT,”
And so In speaklog of the vision in which
the Blessed Virgin manifested to him the
form of the hab!t which he aud his relly-
fous were to wear—a black tunic upon
which were to be written in white letters
in the form of & heert the Passion of Jesus
Christ—he tells ue that he hesrd these
words addreesed to him, “How pure the
heart should be that weers upon it the
Passlon of Jeeus Chrlet,” Taere was
another instance later on, When Paul,
an old man, past h's elghtieth year, was
lying on his death.bed In a darkened room
and not knowing that any one was by, he
was heard to exclaim, “O Lord, Thou
knoweat that, despite hls unworthiness,
Tby Paul never committed deliberate
sln,” His wonderful innocence was
attested by many extraordinary signs, and
readers of his life did not need to be told
that the words of St. Paul the Apostle
were true of him, not only In thelr mystic,
but in thelr literal sense ; that he was in
very truth “a good odour of Christ in
every place,” Furthermore, the hollness
of life was shown in other ways—in its
effect as was seen in several wondezful and
well-authenticated instances. As the
name of St. Anthony was sufficient to put
the devil to flight, the lavceation of the
name of St. Paul of the Croes, even while
he was still allve, was potent to banish

Oa
Wednesday morning the Dominion Ex
press C), brought the first intimation of
what proved to be so general a move
ment amongst the cflicers of the various
brancbes of his vast department, in the
shape of a beautifully.worded, elator.
ately engrossed aund richly framed
address from the inspector and othar
ofticers of the Inland Revenue District of
Maritoba, The morning and atternoon
of Thureday brought address after
address—each one vieing with the other
in expressions ot good wiil and gratitude
—until it was found that from the ex.
treme east to the extreme west
of the Dominion there was a perfect
chorus of praise. The address from the
Montreal Division is also a gem in every
respect, and is in the shape of a parch-
ment gscroll mounted on a blue plush
roiler, and encased in the same material,
Opinions are divided as to which of these
two are the handsomest. The one from
this city is also very tasteful in design
and finish ; it also is scroll.shaped, and
at the top the initials of the Minister
were entwined and supported by maple
leaves and shamrocks, The words In
land Revenue were inscribed around the
margin, and it was accompaniad by a
beautiful gold headed cane, Reference
to the Montreal address, a lstter to a
gentleman in Ottawa giving an account
of the union meeting of the branches in
that city at which the address was pre.
pared, says: “Had the hon. gentleman
heard the remarks which were applied
to him and cheered to the echo, it would,
I am sure, have proved as agreesble to
him as other events of much more im.
portance.”

Four o’clock on Thureday was the hour
