And if his neighbor, thus cruelly slander-
ed and wounded, takes up the calumny and
pursues it, the slanderer will begin to think
himself injored by such it, will resent
the defence as a pmlpx;nee, and may
perhaps accuse the slandered-man of abuse

nounces the calumny a calumny, and
seeks and produces the evidence to -prove
it such. A man who before was per-
fectly friendly to another, may become his
| enemy, just simply by injuring him, may

| him wrong. This is one of the dread mys-
teries of depravity in oar fallen nature, one
of the proofs of a heart indeed set on fire of
hell.

Hearsay could never be alledged in ex-
cuse for propagation or bearing witness to a
calamny. “Neither was one witness alone
sutiicient, much less a pretended witness who
bad only caught up the reverberation of the
other’s report. It was set down by divine
inspiration as one mark of a truly upright
and good man, that he not only backbiteth
not with his tongue nor doeth evil to his
ncighbor, but taketh not a reproack against
his neighbor. He receiveth it not, he does
not endorse it, nor bring it into his babita-
tion as a guest. He will not stoop to take
it up, if he meets it in the street; he will
not be guilty of taking it up, in the seuse of
spreading it, reporting it, as a hearsay which
¢ believes.

And if he sets his hand in writing, or in
print, along with others, to a reproach thus
wickedly got up, it is as an unrighteous
witness, much more deliberately, and there-
fore much more sinfully, with much greater
cuwilt, both in the sight of God and man,
than if he had merely given to the calumny
a circulation with the tongue. No lan-
guage can tell the misery that may be in-
flicted on an innocent and barmless victim
in either way. How many households have
been filled with misery and mourning all
through life, how many hearts crushed with
irremediable ruin and anguish, how many
fair prospects blighted, and hopes of useful-
ness and bappiness destroyed. And the
aathor and reporter of the ealumny is him-
self the assassin of the character, and the
robber and the murderer of the slandered
victim of his wickedness. Every pain the
slandered man has to bear, every sharp
pang;that enters into his soul, the slanderer
gives to stab. Every pecuniary loss that
ensues, the slanderer is the highway robber ;
and as death is sometimes the result of a ca-
lumny, the slanderer in that case is the mur-
derer.

Dr. Livingstone's Travels in
Africa.

The work of Dr- Livingstone is in many
respects the mos: valuable on cur list It
wins our goofidence by the s:mple honesty
of 1ts statements, by 112 broad and moble
spirit, by us freedom from all exaggeration,
2od by the freshnees of its descriplions,
which are evidenily memories rather than
attempis at fine writing. In the first chap-
ter< he goes over ground which Mr. Ander-

hed previogsty deseribed. The d.fference
between his work and that of Mr. Ander-
ton 15, that in the one @ase beasts are of
primary imporiance, while in 1he other,
though by no mesns neglected, 1hey are
quite secondary to men and to truths, Dr.

No botanist
could be more observing or accurate.

Of the insect tribe Dr, Livingstone hsd
esome severe experiences. The great plague
of his journey was the tseise, a emall fly,
which infests the interior regions, and ex.
terminates (rom them all horses and pea:
cattle. Men, wild animals, mules, asses
and goa's, sie bot injured by thisrinsect, but
to the cs, horse and dog its bite is certain
death. Totravel through the region which
1s infested by the tseise 1s a sure loss of
nearly all the oxen and borses. The pois-
oa is communicated through the proboscis
of the iusect; as Dr, Livingstone thioks,
ot [rom any separate reservoir, but direct-
ly from 1is biood. Hs effecis are pot felt
at once; but in a few days the animal bit-
ten begios (0 luse flesh and appetite, gra-
dually wastes away, and Goally dies. The
disease can not be cured. This insect will
prove :he most serious obsiacle 1o tle civil-
1zavion of the interior region of southern
Afnica. The tampan, a sort of mite, loond
on the eastern side of the continent, is more
periious 1o human life. It buries itself in
the feet, and lodges there 2 dangerous fever,
which to foreigners is ofien fatal.

1 raw a elit oniy, shout ha!l an
inch wide, aud 1hree or four 1uches long,
1 a slight hollow of the iree. Thinking
tie word korwe denoled some small animal,
I waned wih 1nterest to see whai he would
extract; he broke the clay which surround-
ed the sht, put his arm 10to the bole, and
brought out a Touckue, or red-beaked horn
bili, wineh he kiled. He informed me that,
whea ihe lemalie enters the nest, she sub-
mis to aresl coulinement.

ia this volume, from turtles up to elephants
Most of these are mentioned in those works
of the Nimrods Gording, Camming & Co.,
which bave given such copious detaiis of the
geme of Africa. The passage of the vol-
ume most frequently quoted is from chapter
xxvi—the description of the great Victoria
fsll on the Zambesi, which comes nearer to
Nisgarain gr-ndear and mass of water thao
any other known cateract. The native
name of the cataract is sounding smoke.
The niver, 1hree thousand feet broed at this
point, leaps over a precipice a hundred feet
in height, where 1t is compressed into a
chasm not more thean sixty feet wide. This
chasm is a fissure in the bard basaltic rock,
extending from the right 1o the left bank of
the river, and cont:nued thence through the
range of hilis for a distance of thirty or for.
ty miles. The" opposite sidejof the precie
pice is covered with evergreen trees, which
are kept constsntly wet by the clouds of ris-
iog spray. These ascend in five distme:
columns 1o the hight of two or three bun-
dred feet. About midway of ihe precipice
there 1s & smail 1sland that divides 1he sheet,
as ot Niagara, which, by good fortune, in
the Jow stage of the water at the time of his
vieit, Dr. Livingstone was enabled to reach
through thegrapids. From this island he
could look downm upon the fall, by iying at
leogth and leaniog over the chasm. Oa a
second visit 10 the island, 10 company with
the chiel Sekeleiu, be planted a quantity of
peech and apricot stones, and coflee seeds,
sod bargained with the Makololo 10 set out
s hedge around this future romaniic orchard.
The ownership thereof is secured by his
initials on one of “the trees. The only re-
flection in which he indulges in view of this
magonificent natural phenomenon is suggest-
«d by a nauive religious legend.

‘“ At three spots near these falls, one of
them the island in the middle, on which we
were, ibree Baioka chiefs offered up prayers
snd sacrifices 10 the Barimo. They chose
their places of prayer within' the sound of

bright bows in the cioud. They must have
looked upon the scene with awe. Fear may
have induced ibe selection.
