One of the peculiar glories of Chris-
tianity is that it presents to us—what
no other religion furnishes—a perfect

religion can produce a Lord Jesus
Christ. And Christ is a Christianity.
It is not the gospel system that saves
us. Itis the Gospel's Redeemer. That
preaching is the most effective which
most clearly and persuasively presents
Jesus as the Divine Saviour, Substitute,
Surety; that life is the most symmet-
rical and holy which is the most close-
ly copied after him as the divine model.

There is not a more beautiful cpisode
in the life of our Lord than that one
which océurred at the beginning of his
last supper with his disciples. Jesus,
“ knowing ‘that the Father had given
all things into his hands, that he was

It is “ marred more than any other
of the sons of men”’ by the traces of
the struggle in Gethsemane and the
agony on the cross. The most serene
patience sits on that countenance, as
when he *answered not a word” to
Plate, and as when he prayed ¢ Fa-
ther, forgive them, they know not what
they do.”

Parker was held deservedly in high es-
teem by his brethren, and tﬁe Woodstock
officials have always shown themselves
very loyal to Methodism; it seemed for
some time as though either a valued min-
ister or an important church interest must
be sacrificed, but by a most carefully pre-
pored and impartial judgment, showing
where éach party uad erred, but without
recommending censtiré of Yebuke {o
either party, the matter seems to have
found a peaceful solution, and it is hoped,
will soon be among the things past by
and forgotten.

A further proof that the cycle of the
season is 11 years is shown if the peri-
ods are arranged so that 100 years in-
tervene—(that is, by taking every ninth
period). We then find that for several
years the droughts repeat themselves
every 100 years, thus: 1800, 1700
1600, 1815, 1715, 1615, 1826, 17 26

1657 ; 1779, 1679, 1579 ; 1791, 169 1
1591, 1492, 1893, 1293, 1198.

These droughts and frosts extend
over a considerable area, and there 1s
evidence that the maximum intensity,
is not necessarily repeated over the
same tract of land.

Droughts occur in India at about the

same time as they are experienced here,
for we have recorded that they were
felt in India in 1877, 1866, 1860 and
1861, 1837 and 1838, 1824 and 1825,
