1 replied by laughing in my 
turn; and then .conceiving tho 
truth to be the best, frankly told 
him what was the matter. To my 
surprise and delight, they both 
spoke up, and averred that they 
had Bibles in their trunks, and 
had been secretly wishing to read 
in them, but were afraid to take 
them out lest I should laugh at 
them* “ Then,” said I, “ let us 
agree to read them every Sunday, 
and wo shall have the laugh on 
our side.”

The result was, that without an 
exception, every one of the sixteen 
clerks spent his Sunday morning 
in reading the Bible; and the 
moral effect upon the household 
was ofi the highest character. 1 
relate this incident, continued the 
minister,to show what one person, 
even iVyoivh, may exert, for good 
or evil. No man should l>cafraid 
to do his duty. A hundred hearts 
maj’ throb to act right, that only 
await a leader. I forgot to add 
that we were.all called the “Bible 
clerks.” All these youths are now 
useful Christian men. and more 
than one is laboring in the min­
istry.—Church and Slate.

When he lay on 
his death-bed, a neighboring 
clergyman visited him. “ What 
account can you render for the 
talents committed to your charge?” 
asked the pious neighbor, anxious 
to awaken penitence in the dying 
man, “ What use have you made 
of them ho continued.

“ Use of my talents,” repeated 
tho dj’ing man, thrusting his 
hands out from under the bed 
clothes. “ I came into this diocese 
with nothing—yes, with nothing 
—and now he began to check off 
the names on the fingers of the 
left hand with the fore-finger of 
the right hand—“ now I am rector 
of Eigneombe, worth eighty 
pounds; rector of Marwued, worth 
lour hundred and fifty pounds ;

If that is not mak­
ing use of one’s talents, I do not 
know what it is.”

The Wesleyan reformation en­
ded forever this state of things in 
the Kuglish Church.

HYGIENE AND BEAUTY.

Beauty is superior fitness, as 
a Darwinian would say, and in 
this respect, too, the preeminence 
of the ancient Greeks was probab­
ly the outcome of their general 
physical and mental superiority 
to their fellow men, though they 
themselves believed in the exist­
ence of a chemical pan-cosmetic. 
In the trial of the arch-quack Cag- 
Jiostro, it came out that, during 
the twelve years from 1785—1777, 
ho had realized three million 
francs from the sale of his “ Re­
cipe for Beauty,” a recipe which 
had been more eagerly sought lor 
than the philosopher’s stone, or 
the secret of longevity. Andreas 
Cisalpinus made tho notable dis­
covery that an ointment of crush­
ed locusts and mistletoe juice 
would treble tho charms of the 
fairest woman. “ What must I 
do to become very beautiful ?” 
tho damsel in “ Don Quixote” 
asks the enchanted Moor’s head. 
“ Que seas iwy honrada(he very 
continent), replies the bead. Pa­
racelsus recommends meadowdew 
gathered in the morning while the 
May moon is on the increase ; and 
Montaigne inquires into tho habits 
of the most well favored tribes of 
every country, but confesses that 
the problem is rather «n evasive 
one, tho coast-dwellers of Sweden 
being as distinguished for their 
comeliness as the Highlanders of 
Aragon, and the Normandy cider 
drinkers not less than ike Tuscan 
wine drinkers. His only general 
rule, however, still holds good— 
that out-door dwellers are never 
wholly ill-favored, ncr in-door 
workers altogether lovely ; and 
we might say the same of alcohol 
drinkers and total absta:ners—the 
schnapps-worshipping -natives of 
the Tyrolese highlands make 
amends by iheir active out-door 
life, as Lowell fuctory-girls by 
their teetotal ism. There-is a good 
deal in race, though. “ Angeli 
sunt ; non Ax y It," Pope Stephen 
III wrote more than a thousand 
years ago to Archbishop Cuth- 
bert, who had sent him a batch of 
Anglo-Saxon neophytes, and a 
trace of the same angelic features 
may still be recognized among the 
little ragamuffins of many a Sch­
leswig-Holstein coast-*village 
where men subsist on krandy, 
cheese, and sour rye-bread. Their 
neighbors, the Pomeranian**, area 
manful if not celestial generation, 
and, in spite of their dreary «r.oor- 
lands,very fond -of out-door sports. 
But farther east nature succumbs 
to art, and the northern Russians 
are about as outrageously uepre­
possessing as in-door life and a 
combination of all vices could 
make the image of the Greater. 
Extremes meet, though, and their 
Emperor has the honor of com­
manding twelve regiments of the 
most godlike men of the present 
world—the lance-euirassiers of 
the body-guard, recruited in the 
highlands of Lesghia and Daghes­
tan. Nearly all the natives of the 
Caucasus have that fatal gift of 
beauty which made their land the 
favorite hunting-ground of the ha­
rem agents, and this gave the 
Czar a pretext for treating it as a 
Turkish dependency. But no so­
cial degradation could counteract 
the combined influence of the Cau­
casian climate, hardy habits, tem­
perance, and frugality, for the 
Circassian mountaineers are tee­
totalers by religion and vegetari­
ans by preference—figs, honey, 
barley-cakes, and milk being the 
staples of their diet. They are 
physically self-made men, for 
their language proves tha their 
ancestors were Turanians—first- 
cou-ins of the owl-laced nomads 
of the Mongolian steppe.—Dr. F. 
L. Osicald.

WELL DRESSED.
The bestdressed people arc those 

who covet the least notice. The 
art of dressing well is to yield a 
pleasing and unobtrusive impres­
sion so that one of the lower 
lords of creation may be able to 
say:

“ There was something about 
that lady’s dress which charmed 
me. It was not the duck of a bon­
net, or the lawn-tennis bool, or 
the arabesque on the skirt ; hut it 
was the wh.de thing. No part 
was striking, but every part told 
upon my sense of harmony and 
propriety.”

Fine feathers do not make tine 
birds, any more than the cosme­
tics of the famous Madame Bu- 
chel made her ladies beautiful 
forever, or tho late queen of Na­
ples was made virtuous by her 
habit of sticking pious ejaculations 
inside of her stays.

A true artist will always Jake 
care that tho frame shall not inter­
fere with the picture ; but what 
if the frame be all glitter and gold, 
and the picture “a thing of shreds 
and patches,” as it too often is ?

THE ST. GOT HARD 
NEL.

TUN-

A correspondent of the Engineer 
writes as follows :

At 10 a. m. we steamed out of 
the station at Goscheneo ; at ten 
hours two minutes we passed un­
der tho arch of the tunnel, and at 
10 hours 28 minutes wo emerged 
from the corresponding arch into 
the daylight at Airolu. We were 
thus twenty-six minutes in traver 
sing the tunnel ; and as the length 
is about nine and a qcarter miles, 
this gives an average speed of 
about twenty-ono miles an hour. 
As a matter of fact, however, the 
first part of our joarney was per­
formed at a considerably higher 
and the latter at a "Considerably 
lower speed, and that for a some­
what curious reason. It was due 
to the particular state of ventila­
tion of the tunnol at that particu­
lar time- My readers will proba­
bly remember tins immense diffi­
culties which were encountered 
in maintaining proper ventilation 

I in the tcnnel during -its construc­
tion, and the many prophecies of 
equal difficulty to be experienced 
whenever it became the channel 
of any considerable traffic. So 
much did these fears weigh even 
on the managers of the undertak­
ing, that schemes were mooted for 
carrying -bags of -oxygen tj suit- 
ply the drivers with the means of 
respiration, and designs for work­
ing by electric locomotives were 
seriously entertained. When, how­
ever, the matter was put (to the 
test, the difficulty vanished. It 
was found that at alK times there 
is a difference in the height of the 
barometer at one side and the 
other of the great chain of the 
Alps; the corresponding differ­
ence in pressure forms a head of 
air always acting on the one end 
or other, exactly as there would 
always be a current ot waiter 
through a pipe connecting two .re­
servoirs with unequal head. This 
natural ventilation is found more 
than sufficient for the present traf­
fic of between twenty and thirty 
trains per day, and there seems 
bo fear that it will ever need to be 
supplemented. On the particular 
occasion of my visit the barome­
ter apparently stood higher at tho 
north, or Swiss portal, by which 
we entered. Cjnsequeutly we 
were bringing as it were, the fresh 
air with us; and certainly for the 
first half of our journey it was to 
us on the engine not perceptibly 
fouler, though somewhat warmer 
than the damp and chilly air of a 
wet morning at Goschenen. Those 
in the train had, of course, the 
benefit of the smoke and gases 
from our engine, but this was 
not so bad but that windows could 
be kept open without special an­
noyance. The tunnel is guarded 
by means of brilliant lamps plac­
ed at each kilometer, and signal­

ing white for safety and green for 
danger ; and during this first half 
of the journey I was able, after 
passing each of them, not only to 
see the next, but also the next hut 
one, shining like a star of the first 
magnitude just above one of the 
first. It is obvious that if a light 
can be seen at 2,000 yards dis­
tance, the atmosphere must he 
more than moderately clear. But 
alter we had reached tho summit 
level, and began to descend toward 
Airolo, things became different. 
The atmosphere got thicker and 
thicker, and soon assumed the 
character of a white mist, which 
was vaguely lighted up by the 
head lamp, ami through which 
the signal lights Only became vis­
ible when some 200 yards away. 
At the same time it must he ob­
served ihat the air, though warm 
and heavy, was in no appreciable 
degree sulphurous or choking, fh 
fact to a Londoner, accustomed to 
lace without shrinking the pas- 

i sa_;e ot the “ Underground” from 
j Westminster lo tipe City, or hum 
King’s Cross to (Paddington, the 
idea ot any nnp^ea*ntne-s in the

, The thickness of tho nust is, 
i however, somewhat more seriou*. 
and it seems open to question 
whether some species of audible 
signal might not be substituted 
with advantage foi the lamp. As 
it was, onr driver shut off-team, 
screwed the brakes on slightly, 
and went cautiously down the 
gentle incline at about ten miles 
an hour. It was well that he did 
so, for out; of the lamps, when at 
last we did see it, proved to show 
green ; the brakes were applied 

j and the train nearly pulled up, 
and we crept at a foot’s pace past 
a gang of laborers engaged appar­
ently in plate-laying. It is in 
this way that tho mean speed of 
twenty-one miles an hour, at 
which we traversed the tunnel, is 
accounted for. If a different sys­
tem of signaling could bo devised 
there seems no reason why the 
speed should not he at least thirty 
miles an hour, and the transit 
would then occupy from fifteen to 
twenty minutes only.

I thard roule is changing the com­
mercial relations of the countries 
north and south of the mountains 
with almost revolutionary rapid­
ity. So long as the fbi mid a hie 
Alps remained unpierced, Italy 
was cut off from direct overland 
communication with Central and 
Northern Europe, and its com­
merce was very largely limited 
to transactions with Great Brit­
ain and France. The Gothard 
Railway isebanging that state ot 
things with unexpected rapidity, 
and is throwing the Italian trade 
into the hands of Germany, Bel­
gium and Holland. The through 
railway service brings early fruit 
and vegetables without tranship­
ment from all parts of Italy to 
Ostxmd, Antwerp and Rotterdam, 
whence they are conveyed by fast 
steamers to London and other 
English port*. Tho Great Eastern 
Railway Company alone is stated 
to have carried over fi.OOO tons 
of these goods via Antwerp and 
Harwich in a few months. Malta 
is -thus brought nearer, and Al­
gerian produce, such as green 
peas and early potatoes, is made 
more available.

bn the other direction, Italy is 
receiving an unpiocedentcd, not 
to say an overwhelming, amount 
of attention from Germany. In 
the first two months after the 
opeeing of the Gothard route the 
Germans dispatched 40,000 tons of 
coals, 107 tons of unmanufactured 
iron and hardware, 14,000 tons of 
machinery; if93 tons of copper, 
17,40y tons of spirits, 1,440 tons 
of paper, and 70 railway waggons 
—of all which articles tho previ­
ous exports had been either nil or 
quite nominal.

highly esteemed by his fellow Clnis- 
tian- ot Lvsira and Iconium. It is 
distinctly' stated that at the time of 
this second visit, Timothy was al­
ready a Christian; and since we 
know iroiii St Paul s own expres­
sion, •• My own son in the faith” (1 
Tim. i. 2)--lhat he was converted by 
St. i’aui iiiinseit, we must suppose 
this change to have taken p aec at 
the time ut the first visit. And St.

thy (chap in. lu. 1 ireminds him 
ot ins own intimate and personal

LAMP CHIMNEYS.

The lollowing recipe for keeping 
chimneys from cracking is taken from 
tin: Diamond, a Leipsig journal de­
voted to the glass interests : Place 
your tumblers, chimneys or vessels 
which you desire to keep from crack­
ing, in a pot tilled with cold water 
and a little cooking salt, allow the 
mixture to boil well over a lire, and 
then cool slowly. Glass treated in 
this way is said nut to crack, even il 
exposed to very sudden change- ot 
temperature. Chimneys are said to 
become very durable by this process, 
which may ilso be extended to crock­
ery, sione ware, porcelain, etc. The 
process is simply one ot annealing, 
and the slower the process, especial­
ly the cooling portion of it, the more 
effective will be the work.

USEFUL HINTS.

A farmer in Jamaica, South I,on s 
Island, last season realized $4,000 
from his small farm of six acres. Ills 
crop was celery, llejnever ploughs, 
hut spades deeply, and manures 
heavily.

A. S Downing, who was one ot 
the best horticulturists America ever 
had, said: “ It 1 were to preach a 
sermon on horticulture I should lake 
as my text, “Stir the Soil." Fre­
quent and deep Stirling will enable 
one to grow tine vegetables on com­
paratively poor and slightly manured 
soil, while without it one fails to gain 
the proper advantage, even from the 
richest and finest soil.”

At a recent talk on the strawberry 
at the Massachusetts Horticultural 
Society. Mr C. M. Hovey said that 
•• the pump ami manure are the most 
important items.1’ When La Con­
stante was introduced, he planted a 
bed on hard, clayey ground on the 
slope ot a hill, and laid a hose at the 
top, so as to give all the water they 
needed, and he never saw »uuh a 
crop as they produced.

The A'jricultnri»t proposes that 
wild flowers be cultivated in Ameri- 
can o-ardens. “ It is possible, in most 
parts ot the country,” it says, •• to 
make a buaulilui garden without the 
outlay of a dollar for plants.

METHODISM A BROA D.

Our fathers and brethren in Eng­
land are rejoicing with the joy of har­
vest. The May meetings seem to 
■have been seasons of more than aver­
age interest. For the first time in ; 
many years the Wesleyan Missionary 
Society began the year with a clear 
balance-sheet. Tne removal of the 
debt of eighty thousand dollars, at 
the anniversary meeting of 1882, had 
prepared the way for an easier year, 
though the almost successful effort 
to. keep the expenditure within the 
income must have involved some pain­
ful acts of retrenchment. The income 
for the year was about $800,000. All 
the preliminary anniversary sermons 
were of a high order, the list of 
preachers including the Rev. Dr. Par- 
Iter. On the Sunday preceding the 
annual meeting not less than two hun­
dred sermons were preached, followed 
t»y collections, in the London chapels. 
Methodists on this side of the ocean 
are yet strangers to the enthusiasm 
or “ staying” ability which could ena­
ble three thousand of their English 
brethren to retain their seats in Exe­
ter Hall for five hours ! It seems 
that only Methodists can do this on 
the other side. A correspondent of 
*n American paper remarks that on 
the next day, in the same place, an 
audience equally large, attending the 
anniversary of the Church Missionary 
Society, began to disperse in two 
hours, and in three ho irs more than 
*alf the audience had left the meet­
ing. At City Road Chapel on the 1st 
nit., about sixteen hundred people 
listened with close attention for three 
hours, to earnest and intensely inter­
esting speeches on Home Missions. 
An extract from that of the President 
of the Conference was given to our 
readers a week or two since. On the 
following day a meeting of similar 
length was devoted to the Metropoli­
tan Chapel Building Fund. Since 
1861, when the fund was inaugurated 
by Sir Francis Lycett, sixty-four new 
churches, each holding at least one 
thousand hearers, have been provided.

A greater source of satisfaction has 
however, been found in the returns 
of membership. The large addi­
tions of last year may have awak­
ened fears of reaction in some quar­
ters, but any such fears have been 
found groundless. President Garrett’s 
watch word at the beginning of the 
year, “ a revival in every circuit”— 
seems to have been caught up, and 
widely echoed. Over 56,000 new 
members are reported, leaving when 
vacancies by death, emigration, and, 
“ ceasing to meet,” have been tilled, 
a net increase of more than 13,000 
members. Besides these there are 
under suitable training for Church 
membership at least 35,700 youth of 
both sexes, an accession to this class 
during the past year of between 3,000 
and 4,000. This large increase is dis­
tributed over every district with but 
one exception. It is a pleasing fact 
that other branches of Methodism 
have shared in this prosperity. The 
lamented Samuel Coley once said in 
reference to a period of general pros­
perity, “ when the tide comes in it 
lilts not one boat but all. From the 
Primitive Methodists the reports are 
especially cheering. A new paper, 
Joyful Neus, published by the Rev. 
Thomas Champness, a Wesleyan Dis­
trict evangelist, is making its way in 
Methodist circles, replacing in many 
instances the IFar Cry, of the Salva­
tion Army. It has the fervor of that 
paper, without its objectionable fea­
tures. Instances are reported in 
which it has given a perceptible im­
pulse to the work of God. To the 
Great Head of the Church our breth­
ren give the glory.

and the stations confirmed, the mixed 
Conference commenced its sessions 
which continued for six days, during 
which the really practical work of the 
session seems to have been done. A 
total increase of 1,529 in the member­
ship for the year was reported. Very 
hearty congratulations were tendered 
by an important deputation composed 
of ministers of the various churches in 
the colony.

Viewed from various points the 
outlook of American Methodism is 
cheering. Of progress in the South 
reports have been furnished our 
readers. In relation to the Church 
North the venerable Dr. Curry, who 
is likely to see things as they are, 
makes this summary in a letter to the 
North IVesbrn Christian Adrocnte. 
“ The exhibits made at the Confer­
ence sessions this year of the general 
progress of the work of the churches 
are highly encouraging. A great crop 
is not estimated from certain excep­
tionally large products here and there, 
but from the general and wide-spread 
fruitfulness of broad acres of country. 
So it might happen that simultaneous­
ly with a general spiritual decadence, 
there might be local and sporadical 
revivals here and there, shooting out 
like abnormally thrifty scions from a 
decaying tree-trunk, but without any 
real good achieved. But the growth 
in the Methodism of the Conferences 
referred to, seems to be of the most 
wholesome character. It is remarka­
bly evenly distributed, and almost 
universal in respect to both places 
and the various church interests ; and 
when it is made up into summaries 
there is found to have been an ad­
vance all along the line. There are 
more members, larger and better Sun­
day-schools, the ministers are better 
supported than before, though proba­
bly there are still among us some few 
cases of bitter sufferings of ministers’ 
families from sheer poverty ; the col­
lections for the church benevolences 
are better than before, and generally 
there is a prevailing spirit of quiet 
hopefulness that augurs well for the 
years to follow.”

MONTREAL' CONFERENCE— 
UNION.

A member of the Montreal Confer­
ence has just sent us the following de 
spatch : “ Basis accepted. Fifty-
one to sixty-six.” We have no space 
for comment.

The many friends of Mount Allison 
are to be congratulated on the auspic­
ious gatherings of the present week. 
A gentleman just returned from Sack- 
ville reports that all the various 

! meetings have passed off most pleas­
antly. The reports indicate a success­
ful term, though the supposed danger 
from diphtheria greatly lessened the 
number of lads present from the 
Male Academy on Monday. Princi­
pal Paisley reported 68 present during 
the year, and Principal Kennedy, of 
the Ladies’ Academy, the large num­
ber of 113. We are sorry to hear 
that the Academies are to lose the 
services of Mr. J. A. Smith ; and also of 

! Miss Johnson and Miss Edith 
Fawcett, who expect to leave for Chili,

! to engage there in missionary and ed- 
| ucational work. Miss Johnson has 
I been for nine years a highly esteemed 
I teacher at Mount Allison. Let us 

hope that with a new and most con­
venient college building our Church 
educational institutions at Sack ville 
may gather around them more fully 
the sympathies and assistance of the 
members of our Church throughout 
the Maritime Provinces. There is a 
great work to be done by the denomi­
national colleges.

The first session of the South Afri­
can Conference, a new member of the 
family of the affiliated Conferences 
was held in April. As far back as 
1860 the Rev. W. Shaw drew up a 
carefully prepared scheme for a 
Conference, which was not then car­
ried into effect. After the example 
of the British Conference arrange­
ments have been made for two ses­
sions, the first for ministerial and the 
other for financial and general busi­
ness, the lay representatives taking 
part in the latter. The honor of be­
ing the first President of the South 
African Conference was given by the 
British authorities to the Rev. John 
Walton, who took the chair in the 
MetrojH.litan Church, Capetown. Af­
ter the purely pastoral work had been 
transacted, the President re-elected

BAPTISt BIBLE REVISION.

The delegates to the recent Baptist 
Convention at Saratoga reached an 
almost unanimous conclusion. On the 
adoption of the recommendation of 
the majority report that the Bible 
work of the denomination be commit­
ted to the Missionary Union in foreign 
lands and to the Publication Society 
at home, the ayes and noes were called 
for, the taking of.the vote occupying 
nearly an hour. The vote was, 391 
yeas to 37 nays—a little more than 
ten to one. A small number only 
contended for the version by Conant, 
in which immerse is substituted for 
baptize. For the preparation of this 
version it will be remembered that 
Capt. Morgan, President of the Ame­
rican and Foreign Bible Society, fur­
nished funds to the extent of $25,000. 
The decision reached by the American 
Baptists, is thus summarized by a 
correspondent of the Independoit :

Their translations in heathen lands 
which render the Greek word bajitizo 
by vernacular expressions meaning 
immerse, and which, for that reason, 
the American Bible Society refuses to 
publish, will be printed and circulated 
by the American Baptist Missionary 
Union. In this country the work will 
be done through the American Baptist 
Publication Society. This organiza­
tion will circulate King James's ver­
sion, buying copies probably from the 
American Bible Society, thus, to 
some extent, practically co-operating 
with that Society. It will circulate 
the Anglo-American revision, which 
the American Bible Society does not. 
It will also circulate, so far as there is 
a demand for it, Conant’s version 
spoken of above. In short, the So­
ciety will circulate any version which 
any respectable number of persons shall 
call for. On this bmad and catholic 
platform all can find room to stand.

The (disposition to confer honor up­
on the office rather than upon the indi­
vidual is not always wise. Thus at 
least the authorities of Harvard have 
found it to be. Hitherto they have 
always conferred the degree of LLD. 
upon Massachusetts Governors, but 
at Benjamin Franklin Butler they have 
halted, and have decided by a vote of 
15 to 11 not to confer the coveted 
honor upon that gentleman. This de­
parture from a time honored practice 
elicits of course more than one opinion. 
By some the Board of Overseers are 
regarded as having honored themselves 
and all connected with the University: 
by others it is felt that Butlerism has 
been put in possession of a most effec­
tive compaign cry. The real moral 
is. honor the man rather than the 
office.

A very important temperance ga­
thering takes place next week in this 
city. The I. O. G. T. Lodge of Nova 
Scotia will commence its annual ses­
sion to-day, and on Tuesday next the 
Right Worthy Grand Lodge of the 
World, composed of delegates from 
both continents, will begin its bien­
nial session. Arrangements have 
been made for a mass meeting with 
addresses at the Academy of Music 
next Sunday afternoon ; grand recep­
tion in the Provincial Assembly Room 
on Monday evening at 8 to members 
of the Order only ; public meetings 
Tuesday evening in Richmond Grove 
Presbyterian Church and Mason Hall, 
and on Thursday evening in Charles 
Street Methodist Church, St. Luke’s 
School Room and Dartmouth. Busi­
ness meetings on Monday, Wednesday 
and Friday, admission by ticket only. 
Among the European delegates per 
steamer to Quebec will be several 
ministers.

Last week we hesitated to give cur­
rency to the rumors respecting the ill­
ness of the Queen. The partial denial 
by authority of the truth of these 
rumors gave no little relief to Cana­
dians, but a painful conviction yet 
obtains that behind these rumors was 
a certain amount of truth. It is certain 
that her journey to Balmoral was made 
with unprecedented caution and un­
usual privacy. The possibility of any 
illness which should rob the kingdom 
of the guidance of one who has ruled 
by love and goodu, as, and not by 
claim of divine right, is one from 
which we turn with averted gaze. The 
world at large knows little of the isola­
tion of a royal position : it certainly 
knows little of the strain upon rulers 
at »he present day—a trial which not 
even Victoria of England has been 
able to escape. The Queen I God bless 
her !

The Rev. W. G. Lane writes us : 
There is doubt expressed as to the re­
lationship of the new Dominion Li­
cense Law to all previous legisla­
tion, local or otherwise. As I have 
received a letter from Sir John A. 
MacDonald respecting it, I send you 
an extract which contains valuable in­
formation on the temperance ques­
tion :—

The “ new License Law” which 
comes into force on the first of Janu­
ary next is intended to supplement 
the Scott Act and not in any wav to 
supersede it except where the provis­
ions of the two acts conflict. The act 
is intended to supersede previous legis­
lation inconsistent with its provisions 
but it in no way interferes with the, 
right of the Provincial Governments 
to impose and stop saloon or tavern 
licenses under the provisions of the 
B N. A. Act.

AT MOUNT ALLISON.
CLOSING EXERCISES.

The Academical and Collegiate ex­
aminations were conducted on Thurs­
day and Friday of last week, and are 
reported as having been highly satis­
factory. It does not appear that the 
simultaneous examinations in the 
different branches of the Institutions 
answer as good a purpose as when a 
large number of examiners and 
visitors were able to pass from one to 
another, and so were able to have each 
department severally under review. A 
return to that mode would be much 
more gratifying than the plan 
more rceutly pursued. The Col­
lege Board, composed of the Facul­
ty and Governors, met on Sat­
urday and transacted a consider­
able amount of routine business. The 

! Sabbath services were of much interest 
i and large congregations were gathered, 

who could not fail to be both pleased 
and profited by the excellent discour­
ses delivered. The morning sermon 
before the Theological Union was by 
the Rev. John Burwash, a. m. to 
whom it is always a pleasure to listen. 
His text was John 7 : 17- “ If any 
man will do His will tie shall know, ’ 
etc., and his exposition of this passage 
was well fitted to arrest attention and 
to impress the heart.

The following is a brief sympsis of 
mr. bvkwash’s sermon.

Without morality intellect is impos­
sible. A thoroughly bad man can 
know nothing. If.honesty and candour 
are necessary to knowledge of material 
things, how much more to that of 
spiritual things. “ Blessed are the 
pure in heart for they shall see God.” 
The bane of our own age is doubt. 
The bitterest ingredient in our Sa­
viour’s cup was,“Ye would not.” Wil- 
liuipiess is the key which unlocks all 
secrets.

Revelation is twofold: 1. Special,— 
for a particular time, for a certain peo­
ple, and, 2. General, for all time and 
all peoples ;—to each one ;—the wit­
ness of God in our own hearts.

This second is subject of sermon. It 
shows to each the means by which he 
cau grow to that radiant moral beauty 
on which he gazes. Do not be afraid 
of being dogmatic on this subject. 
Preach the Gospel and there will be 
in every honest human heart a voice 
saying Amen. A Christian preacher 
expresses not merely what he believes 
but what he experiences. God bears 
witness to truth in his ordinary, nor­
mal, natural relation to mankind. His 
hands are not tied by natural causes 
any more than ours are in our sphere. 
God is near. In Him we live and 
move and have our being. Man’s re­
lations to matter are a species of com­
munion with God. The vibrations of 
light which now affect our retina some 
eight minutes ago started from the 
sun. Through every sense God in­
tended that n an should drink in the 
witnesses of his presence.

“ Spirit witnesseth with, etc.”
Try and prove. Make the experi­

ment.

It 
was found out that they meant “tried 
and proved.” “Lead kindly light etc.”

THE BACCALAUREATE DISCOURSE, 
was given in the evening by Rev. R. 
Brecken, a. m., and was highly ap­
propriate to the occasion. The text 
was 1 Cor. 14: 20, “Brethren, be 
not children in understanding etc. 
The followingsynopsis of Mr.Brecken’s 
discourse will be appreciated by the 
readers of the Wesleyan.

The full intention of terms used by 
the inspired writers is not always 
their superficial meaning. Under­
standing as used here is an instance. 
Malice means badness of all kinds, 
and we distinguish between childlike­
ness and childishness. It would be 
like carrying coals to Newcastle to 
employ the text on this occasion as to 
exhorting to well-storing the mind or 
well training the mind. This is con­
ceded by the circumstances which 
bring us together.

As spoken on the subject of relig­
ion, we may consider that we have 
here first an exhortation to both a 
manly and a childlike use of our rea­
soning faculties with respect to reveal­
ed truth. Here we must encounter 
mental difficulties. Doubts are not 
necessarily sinful. It is sin to love 
and nurse them because they seem to 
shelter indifference or disobedience. 
If doubts are honest,they will weigh 
like a heavy secret, conviction will 
come like an angel and roll away the 
stone. The insincere doubter wears 
his doubts upon his sleeve with a 
jaunty air.

If there be a God above us, rever­
ence is the manly attitude of the mind 
wherever God may be seen or heard. 
If presumptive evidence of an apoca­
lypse, let us approach the revelation 
and the oracle with due reverence. 
But reverence is not superstition and 
silence. Questions are not sacrileg­
ious. God says to the human family, 
“ stand upon thy feet and I will 
speak to thee. ” Give not a supersti­
tious but an intelligent hearing. God 
has manifested both himself and the 
truth in methods that are open to in­
vestigation. The truth never does 
violence to our reason, though some 
of its revelations may be mysteries. 
The uneducated are not however plac­
ed at a disadvantage. We all have 
mental and moral instincts by which 
we can prove all things and hold fast 
that which is good. We all can know

the truth by experience. Let th« re 
be no childishness in approaching this 
most important of all themes. Let 
there be no picking to pieces in a child­
ish way, no petulance. Let us be 
childlike in the absence of a bad spirit 
and all bias and prejudices. The 
child, the rustic,may be wiser than a 
philosopher in this willing spirit. But 
the term “ understanding" here is in 
the Greek really the heart, and only 
in a secondary sense the intellect. 
Some truths appeal solely to the intel 
lect ; they do not stir the pulsations 
of the heart. No so religious truth. 
The moral nature is an emotional na­
ture, bound up in heart and con­
science. Religion must be appreciat­
ed by heart power as much as by the 
intellectual powers. Intellectual cul­
ture often errs in trying to understand 
religion solely through the reasoning 
powers. John Stuart Mill neglected 
the heart and was not in a position to 
appreciate a religion of love. It is 
as natural to feel as to think : as un­
natural to cramp my feelings as for a 
Chinese woman to cramp her feet. 
Neglecting the heart punishes with 
hardness. So does trifling with the 
feeling,especially being passion’s slave,

“ For oh! it hirden* a’ a;thin,
And p-trifie» the fcelimt ”

Religion is not mere feeling ; it is 
the result of settled convictions, but 
you cannot separate it from feeling 
without leaving it dead. Human 
feelings are not necessarily demonstra­
tive ; the truest are like the ocean cur­
rents. There is much religious gush 
that is only the froth on the ebbing 
tide. Religious feelings are thought­
ful, judicious, well balanced, consci­
entious. We read of the “ thoughts 
of God’s heart,” these are emotional 
thoughts. Were God without a heart 
we would become agnostics. It is 
aiming above our nature, above God’s 
nature, to strive after such ideal in­
tellectuality that we refuse to rest 
the mind except when abstract reason­
ing can see her way.

But what is it balances heart and 
intellect arid directs the whole soul of 
man into its proper channels ? This 
is grace, a gift of God. The wisdom 
which cometh from above. This so 
changes that it is called a new life. 
This life cannot be evolved from the 
old. Evolution cannot produce new 
kinds of life. Culture can only pro­
duce inprovemeuts arid varieties. It 
is the prerogative of God to give new 
life of every kind. Spiritual life is 
the gift of God through Jesus Christ. 
Nicodemus came seeking more light. 
Jesus told him he wanted more life. 
“ Ye must be born again.” This new 
life gives spiritual perception. In 
Him was life and that life was the 
light of men. This new life quickens 
both the heart and intellect. By this 
aid Milton rose to the height of his 
great argument. By this new life 
rather than by his talents Mr. Wesley 
was before his age in his understand 
ing of practical religion. By the aid 
of this new life we are able to carry 
the, wisdom of childhood to the grave. 
The wisdom of childhood is in its in- 
nocency, “ gentle and easy to be en­
treated, without partiality and without 
hypocrisy.” Genius is older child­
hood by the freshness of its fancy and 
enthusiasm. True Christians carry 
the head of the man over the artless 
shoulders and simple heart of the 
child. They are not always a great 
success in the strifes of ambition, but 
they are a great success as men.

“ They have no skill to utter lies 
Their very soul is in their eyes.”

The great tempter tries to make us 
ashamed of the love and trust and in­
nocence and earnestness of early days 
which God gave us to make us his own 
dear children. What will it avail you 
twenty years hence if you hold in your 
hands all the laurels and prizes you 
could wrest from the world, if you 
have to turn aside from worldly wis­
dom and worldly success to sigh,

“ I’m further off from Heaven than 
when 1 was a hoy.”

BEACONS FIELD, MAN.

Dear Mr. Editor,—We have many 
times, since our arrival in Manitoba, 
thought of writing a short letter to 
the Wesleyan, but with so many de­
mands mi our time, we have hitherto 
postponed doing so.

In reviewing the time spent on this 
mission, we are constrained to praise 
God for His mercies, and to devoutly 
thank Hun for the assurance of the 
Divine favor and the measure of suc­
cess which has attended our labors. 
We have on the Beaconsfield mission 
ninety-four members, with several 
very acceptable local preachers who 
render us valuable assistance. South­
western Manitoba, of which our mis­
sion forms a part, is widely develop­
ing, and demands on the part of our 
Church particular attention if the peo­
ple are to be saved for Methodism and 
for Christ. While there are many yield­
ing to the terrible temptations so admit­
tedly common in new countries, such 
as the exercise of a large degree of free­
dom, the overwhelming anxiety to 
be rich, and the almost universal ten­
dency to “ take a little” of that com­
mon foe to man, to virtue and to God, 
or we find quite a few who are endeav- 
ing to walk in the fear of God and to 
“ keep themselves unspotted from the 
world.”

Tiiere is a disposition manifested 
by the majority to treat with respect 
and deference any consistent and 
faithful minister of the Gospel, and, 
which perhaps is more substantial, 
to give of their means towards his 
support. At two of our appointments 
the people held sociables for our ben­
efit, and in a manner, too, that would 
do credit to some of the oldest and 
best settled districts of the older pro­
vinces. At one of these the writer 
was presented with a purse of 8100, 
an.I ai the other the amount of 84(5.70 
was collected.

We have just returned from the 
meeting or our District, which was 
held at Crystal City, a beautiful and 
growing town. We had the pleasure 
and benefit of the presence and the ma­
ture judgment of the Rev. Dr. Young,
S* h,tendent, of Missions in Mam-
tobian l the North West Ten itory. 
It was our privilege to have the com­
pany ,,f Dr. Young from Manitoba 
City (which is also a part of our mis 
Sion) the end of the C. B. R. Branch, 
to Crystal City and back, a distance 
of twenty-seven miles.

A short time ago we received four 
persons into our Society by the right 
hand of fellowship. My colleague, 
Bro Buckler, reports progress from 
his part of the mission. Bro. Buck­
ler is a very acceptable preacher.

We are always pleased to receive 
the Wesleyan, because it is almost 
equal to the visit of a friend.

THE BROOKL\X BRIDGE.

This bridge, pronounced to be the 
greatest triumph of engineering skill of 
bis century, has been sixteen years in 
building, and has cost §1*1,000,000. Its 
length from tower to tower is 1,505 feet 
*1 inches ; width, 85 feet; elevation of 
the centre of the span above high water, 
1155 feet; elevation of the towers, 118 
feet : height of the towers 28G feet 8 
inches ; depth of the foundation below 
low water mark, 78 feet. The total 
length of the bridge from its New York 
terminus, opposite tiie City Hall, to 
Sands street, Brooklyn, is 7,080 feet 
or sometning over a mile. The archee 
which sustain the approaches on each 
side, where they cross the streets, have 
been built up with brick and fitted as 
warehouses. The weight of the sus­
pended span is *5,740 tons, and the max­
imum weight by which the bridge can 
be crowded by moving passengers, vehi­
cles and cars is estimated at 1,380 tons, 
making a total weight to be carried by 
the cable and stays of 8,140 tons. The 
iiltimat ■ strength ot the cables and stats 
is 40.2**0 tons, or six times the maxi­
mum stinin upon them. Extraordinary 
means were resoru-d to to obtain firm 
foundations for tiie two towers (one at 
each end), which are granite, brought 
:rom Maine, and 27*1 It. 9 inches above 
high water mark. The New York tower 
ali ive the top of the caisson weighs 93,- 
0u 1 At a height of 119 f. et there
are tw o arched openings in each tower, 
through which will pass the streams of 
travel. On the too ot tiie tower are 
saddle-plates, huge iron castings on 
which rest the weight of the ciblas.
