HRIST'S perpetual presence with His Chureh

in His own Person, as well as by Hhs Spirit

is chiefly the point of the Church’s teaching just
now. Christ, the First and the Last, the Begin-
ning and the Ending, at the Head of a vast cred-|
tion- - but mainly as the Fountain of all the grace
and mvrc.‘v flowing in the Chureh’s ordinances, and
the Fountain of all ministerial authority and life.
Christ has erected a spiritual govermment - His
Church, and He is the controlling and guiding
influence of that covernment. A company of men
cannot be united by laws withont having some

governing power to rule by those laws, and exact
obedience to them.  We are not made Christians,
nor are we made 1 Christian Church by the laws
of the commonwealth, but by the constitutions of
Him Whose name we bear, which were given to
the world long before there were any laws of the
coruonwealth on which a Christian Church could
be fonnded. There was likewise a Christian Church
for three hundred years together, before it had the
least favour or protection from the laws of nations.
[t then subsisted a part from all other societies,
and was as much a Church or Christian society as
as it is now; and as it is now, it is only a continued
succession of that primitive church; and therefore
as to the constitntion of it must necessarily be as
distinct now from all other societies, as it was when
it subsisted not only a part from all other societies
in the world, but in opposttion to their laws and
ennctments. It was Christ’'s Presence then which
constituted it a Church ; i1t 1s Christ;s Presence
now which makes it the same.  What can a reli-
gious organization be without the authority and
Presence of Christ, but a sounding brass or a tink-
ling cymbal ?
Christianity without His presence 2 What 1s Bap-
tism without Him ? And what the Blessed Fucharist
without His all-pervading Presence ? What indeed
would Heaven itself be without the infinite and
perpetual Presence of Him Which 1s, and Which
was, and Which is to come, the Almighty 2 1

And what are all the ordinances ot

will see you agun, and your heart shall rejoice,
and your joy no man taketh from you;" and why,
but because the Source, the Fountain of that joy
shall be perpetually present with His Church ?

THE SUPPORT OF MISSIONNS.

IT appears strange that so much has to be said

and so much to be written about the necessity
of devising means for supporting the operations of
the Christian Chureh, in regions where her mim-
gtrations are but partially furnished, as well as in
those countries where the name of Christ is not
yet known.  The Church herself is a missionary
institution, and the moment her  strictly  mis-
sionary operations begin to tlag, she at the same
moment begins to stagnate; so essentinl  are
purely missionary operations to the-well being of
the Church herself!

That these

-
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carried on systematically—with some degree of
continnity and regularity, and not spasmodically—
sometimes with energy, and at other times almost
entirely omitted, it is surcly of the greatest impor-
tance that something like stability and permanency
should be given to the means and appliances, by
the use of which the extension of the Church is to
be secured. In this respect the men who have
devoted themselves to the work and service of the
ministry are generally to be relied upon as to the
permanency of their work and service. The diffi-
culty lies in the support they are to receive that is
absolutely essential to a continnance of their work.
In a former issue of the Doyixion CHURCHMAN,
a letter from the Rev. T. Wright makes a sugges-
tion which, if carried ont as extensively as 1t ought
to be, would give a considerable amount of per-
manency and stability to the Mission Fund for the
North-West, or indeed to any other parts of the
world to which it may be applied. He asks:
«“('ould not one hundred persons be found to con-
tribute fifty dollars each, payment to be made -
mediately upon the nmmber being completed 27
This proposal has immediate reference only to an
emergencey which appears to have arisen just now,

Si, -1 hasten to thank yvou for the prompt publica-
tion of my letter respecting the urgent needs ot the
diocese—and through you. I desire also to thank the
Montreal (/uzotte. and your contemporary in Halifax
for a similar courtesy—once which I regret to say, was
withheld by your coutemporary in Torouto : for
though 1 sent a lithogram copy ol the letter to thut
journal by the same mail that conveyed the others to
the cast, and though it professes @ warm interest in
mission work oi the North-West, it neither published
the letter, nor took the slightest notice of it or its

writer.

I cannot describe to you the deep feeling of grati-
cude and pleasnre which the appearance of a little
publication in Montreal, ** Onr Missions in the North-
West,” has produced amongst us. The Church in
this great country is ina really dangerous position.
She 1s suddenly called npon to do the work of the
nineteenth century with the appliances of the
eighteenth. Of her is now imperiou:ly, and instantly
demanded an organization, and a labour involving the
immediate erection of at least twenty new churches,
and an outlay of twenty-five thousand dollars, A year
ago the country was hanging in the balance—the
building of the Pacific Rullway would set in motion
thousands of hidden powers i the land. which among
other effects, would strain the strength of the Church
to the utmost—while the failure of the scheme would
leave it to the ordinary and slow progress of a new
and immense country unsupplied with railway facili-
tics.

Ah! but for this
terrible wastage, and the sad neglect and blindness
that caused it, it is not too much to say that the
American Church would to-day be fifty per cent.
