Washington, Feb. 21.—Sinking by
gunfire from a German submarine of
the Norwegian Steamer Dalbeatis
with two Americans aboard, was ad-
ded to-day to the State Department’s
list of Germany's illegal acts, which
are clowly aecumulating and testing
the patience of the government. Con-
sl Frost reported from Queenstown
that atter the ship was sunk last
Saturday , the men were rescued, but
their lives were endangered by shell
firc belfore the erew had gotten away
in hoats, and by drifting about at
sca for nearly 18 hours.

New York, Feb. 21.—The Tribune
this morning publishes the follow-
ing:

Paris, February 20—(By wireless
press)——To-morrow is the anniver-
sary of the beginning of the battle
of Verdun. Newspapers throughout
France are celebrating the day with
anthems of praise for the French
troops, In a striking article the mil-
itary critic of Le Journal writes;
“The great Verdun offensive was
heralded in many ways. German
prisoners who surrendered to the
French, warned that on the morrow
the attack would be begun. The Kai-
ger and the Crown Prince came and
exhorted their troops, announcing to
them that the last and decisive bat-
{le was about to be waged against
France. To Germany it was a great
event.

“They thought it would be easy to
manoeuvre on the twe wjnus to their
left against Fort Vaux and to their
right along the west bank of the
Meuse. In both places they encoun-
tered the stern lines of the French
bayonets. Against those two heights,
Hill 304 and Le Mort Homme, they
beat in vain, and finally broke down.

“Nevertheless, the French array
responded by assuming the offensivc
on the Somme. Obliged to ward off
the terrific blow, the enemy weaken-
ed his efforts on the Verdun froat.

Retook Fost Ground

“But still it was not enough that
the French troops had saved Ver-
dun and smashed the enemy’s line
on the Somme, it was also necessary
to recapture the lost ground at Ver-
dun. This ‘was accomplished in two
magnificent encounters; on October
24 Douaumont was retaken, and on
December 15, the French line was
extended toward Bezonvaux, under
the leadership of General Niville.

“That’was the second phase of the
battle of Verdun. With what vigor it
was conducted may be judged from
the following facts: v

“That attack was launched early
in the morning. By mid-day the pris-
oners were beginning to flow in; at
sunset they numbered 11,000.

what ground he traversed in vain
between February 21 and December
15, 1916.”
Blockade Modified.

London, Feb. 21.—2.30 p.m.—An
official proclamation modifying the
terms of the British naval blockade
was issued here today. It follows:

“First, a vessel, which is encoun-
tered at sea on the way to or from
a port in any neutral country afford-
ing means of access to enemy terri-
tory, shall, until the conirary is es-
tablished, be deemed to be carrying
goods with enemy destination or of
enemy origin, and shall be brought
in for examination and if necessary
for adjudication before a prize
court.

“Second, any vessel carrying
goods with enemy destination or of
enemy origin shall be liable to cap-
ture and condemnation in respect of
the carriage of such goods, provided
that in the case of any vessel which
calls at an appointed British or al-

Blockade is Told by
Food and Fuel
Governmentto Yield

The
thorities have instructed them to
proceed to Saloniki  to discharge
their cargoes for the use of the Ven-
izelists in  Macedonia. Were the
blockade to end tomorrow, no food
stuffs from abroad could reach
ireece under a fortnight. The price
of ordinary canned goods has gone
up 500 per cent. The banks refuse
to accept drafts on foreign countries,
-as, owing to the stoppage of the
mails, there is no way of forwarding
them for collection.

The blockace was officially declar-
ed on December 8, but had been in
practical effect since the first of De-
cember. Government opinion at the
time in Greece was that the avail-
able food supply of the country
could hold_.out twenty-one days and
that satisfactory assurances could be
given the entente powers within that
period to insure the lifting of the
blockade. No measures were there-
fore taken to conserve the food sup-
ply until December 20. 'Then bread
cards were issued, the bread order-
ed mixed with cornmeal flour and
barley and seven-tenths of a pound
allotted per person per diem. No de_
finition of the Entente conditions for
lifting the blockade was forthcom-
ing until January 8. Meanwhile the
Greek government was forced to is-
sue in addition to the bread cards
first sugar then potato cards. To
save coal the restaurants were Or-
dered closed at 10 p.m., the moving
picture theatres closed in evenings
and the electric street lamps sup-
pressed. Shops and stores were shut
at six instead of half past eight, as
usual A sudden cold wave a week
ago p'm(lm-e(l great suffering among
the poorer classes throughout
Greece, a large majority of whom
were already out of work on the
stoppage of shipping and the shut-
ting down of all business for export.

The Tages Zeitung, discusses what he
considers a possibility that President
Wilson might be induced by the pres-
sure of Awmerican workmen to de-
clare war on Germany, believing that
all transportation difficulties would
be removed thereby. Count von Re-
ventlow says:

“If President Wilson believes he
has to declare war, this will without
doubt be done with such a great and
clever use of the tom-tom that “at
first a so-called wave of enthusiasm
will go through the whole popula-
tion. But the question is what will
remain when the wave has ebbed and
subsequent weeks and months show
that things this time are quite dif-
ferent to the Spanish war. The more
effective German submarine war will
proceed in the meanwhile, and the
United States will have to recognize
tkat neither a declaration of war nor
cnergetic measures have removed the
difficulties at howe or abroad.”

Count von Reventlow then critic-
izes Ambassador von Bernstorf{’s
farewell message to America. “We
cannot say,” he writes, ‘‘that this
effusive talk of a heart overflowing
with friendshio is opportune at the
present moment. 1t looks as if the
ambassador lost his sense of prop.r
perspective.”

So
i quietly but steadily does our work
progress that one does not realize
| the amount of money raised and
| spent until one looks back over the
| year, and I know the reports which
i follow will surprise us all. We have
’hud various ways ‘and means of rais-
ing money during the last twelve
!months. The soldiers’ dance given in
| the Armouries, which netted $275
ior the 125th Battalion and *Which
also gave pleasure to a large num-
ber of our soldier boys. - Then there
!was the newspaper collecting which
the Chapter undertook in conjunct-
jon with the- “‘Women’s Patriotie
League’” and which proved a great
guceess, resulting, if I remember
rightly, in over $500.00. I do not
think the committee in charge will
ever fotrget that day, for never did
women work so hard or have such
dirty hands (and faces too) as we
had. However, the delight of mak-
ing money out of nothing, as it were,
and the thought that we were work-
ing for our men, amply repaid us for
all the discomfort. Too much praise
cannot be given to those who lent
their motors and motor-trucks and
not only lent, but drove them,
through dirt and dust all day long.

Then there were the “Goodwin re-

$eitals’”’ to which we lent our patron-

age and received a fair amount oi
the proceeds; the play produced by
Miss Adams, we supplying the caste
and receiving half the proceeds; the
tobacco and chocolate shower held
in the Conservatory; the collection
plate to which members voluntarily
gave at the monthly meetings and
which helps to defray current expen-
ses: the Saturday markets which
have been a grand success; the sol-
diers autograph quilt not yet com-
pleted and the fruit shower _held for
the Sanitarium and contributed to
by the Chapter members. These
are the principal things undertaken
by us this year. Truly a variety of
money making schemes, but no mat-
ter what we have planned, cr what
we have asked for, and I confess we
are all fast becoming professional
beggars (although not from choice)
the people of Brantford have re-
sponded in a most generous and
kindly manner. In thinking over ali
these different schemes for raising
funds, I am strongly of the opinion
that during the war, the most satis-
factory of all are those involvin:z
little expense and where the money
is kept in the city. Concerts and
plays produced by outsiders sound
attractive, but they mean endless
work and worry for ourselves hesides
having to share with the producers,
thus allowing a large amount of the
mone¥ to go out of town and which
of course we cannot direct into Pat-
riotic channels. I think the results
of the different money-making sche-
mes justify what I have said.

So much has been given and so
much accomplished that it is hard to
condense this report but one thing is
certain we are all learning to do
bigger things and to think in larger
figures. Even the school children
are learning the great lesson of self-
sacrifice and 1 have veen amazed at
the hundreds of pairs of socks knit-
ted (and knitted well) by the girls
and boys of the Hamilton schools. I
understand our school children are
also helping in this way.

At one of our executive meetings
it was suggested that the Chapter
be asked to set aside one‘special day
to work at the Red Cross rooms, as
it was felt that much more would be
accomplished in this way. I know we
all do Red Cross work at times but
would we mnot do more if we felt
that we were expected to go on a
certain day. I trust that this recom-
mendation will be approved of by
the new executive and also by Mrs.
Livingstone. 2

I also wish to urge everyone to
knit as many socks as possible as
the need grows greater every day
and if you cannot knit yourself en-
deavor to get some .one who' will do
the knitting for you. There are
many women willing and anxious to
help in this way and who would
gladly knit, if the wool was sup-
plied to them.

In some Chapters each member is
responsible for so many pairs a
month and it is a most successful
way of getting them in. I under-
stand Mrs. MacFarlane has turned in
hundreds of pairs in this way, The
Chapter owes Mrs. Digby a debt| of
gratitude for the work she has done
as convenor of the wool committee.
Her work is never-ending. She giv-
es out all the wool, receives. and
stores the socks and superintends all
the packing and posting of them,
and any one who has helped in this
work knows that it is no slight task.
Mrs. Digby has also put her house 2t
the disposal of the Chapter “when-
ever we have needed a reteiving de-
pot, for anything from wool to jam.
"l'o all who have given their homes
for our monthly meetings we are al-
so grateful. Our increased member-
ship has almost outgrown the seat-
ing capacity of the houses, but hav-
ing no rental for a hall has helped
to keep down our expenses. On be-
half of the Chapter, I wish to thank
all who have in any way helped us
in our work during the year. We
have received many kindnesses and
our successful year is due in a large
measure to the generosity of the
Brantford people. I wish that space
would permit me to mention each
one, ’

Again, T am glad to say that we
)

have been able, in spite of the war,
to keep up our work at the Sanitar-
jum. The patients there are putting
up as brave a fight as the soldicrs
and it is a great pleasure to us that
we are able to keep them supplied
with many things which add to their
comfort. The interesting monthly
reports which our visitors give, help
us to keep in touch with all that is
going on there. - A great deal of cre-
dit is due Mrs. Mitchell, the conven-
or of the visiting committee, who
has relieved the executive of the re-
sponsibility of arranging the visitors
for the different months. The gar.
den party which we gave out there
last summer was a most successful
affair, the weather being ideal for it,
the attendance large, and the 215th
band, which gave its services for the
afternoon, adding greatly to the en-
joyment, I hope the affair fulfilled
its purpose, viz: 6 to let the public
know more about the splendid Sar-
atorium which Brant County has but
which so few had actually seen.
Many who came that day were aston-
ished to find such a comfortable, up
to date hospital situated in such a
beautiful spot. If more people in the
incipient stages of the disease were
to take advantage of this Sanator-
ium they would learn how to take
care of themselves and thus many
a life would be spared.

A unique oceasion in the history
of our Chapter was that on which
pins were presented to those mem-
bers whose husbands or sons went
overseas, and while we are all proud
that Brant Chapter has such a large
honor roll, I am sure we all earnest-
ly pray that never again will a sim-
ilar occasion arise. Brantford and
our own chapter have not escaped
the sorrows of this dreadful war,
and to all those who have lost their
dear ones, and especially to our own
members, our loving tender sympathy
goes out. We all realize what their
losses must mean, yet there is the
great comfort of knowing their men
died in defence of the right, as our
Chapter motto beautifully puts it,
“For God, King and Country.”

Sueh
action is in line with what this paper
has‘ been urging for some time and
no one who considers the present
lack of recruiting results can doubt
that more drastic steps need to bhe
taken in order to get at the large
number of slackers who are un-
gshamed and immovable.

“All the male inhabitants of Can-
ada, of the age of eighteen years and
upwards and under sixty, not ex-
empt or disqualified by law, and be-
ing British subjects, shall be liable
to service in the Militia.”

“Every member of the Militia call-
ed out for active service, who ab-
sents himself without leave from his
corps, for a longer period then seven
days, may be tried by court martial,
as a deserter.

“The Governor in Council may
place the Militia, or any part there-
of, on active service anywhere in
Canada, and also beyond Canada for
the defence thereof, at any time
when it appears advisable so to do
by reason g9f emergency.”

1t will thus be seen that under
said act men can he sent to the fir-
ing line, for of a certainty, the de-
fence of the Dothinion is taking
place just.as much in Europe today
as if the enemy should be at our
very gates.

Paris, Feb. 21—Le Temps says:
Free Belgium (Libre Belge), the
clandestine newspaper with the spir-
it which exasperates the Prussians in
the occupied Belgian provinces, i3
celebrating the second anniversary
of its birth. There appeared about
the end of January, 1915, this or-
gan, which describes itself as “‘reg-
ular irregular” and has headlines :0
the effect that its office is an auto-
mobile cellar. There is no doubt
that the valiant pafriotic propagan-
da bulletin which circulates so my-
steriously in all the towns under
the Teutonic yoke would wish ©9
commemorate this anniversary also
by the publication of a special and
sensational number and again suc-
ceed in evading the constant vigil-
ance of the police of Baron von Bis-
sing.

Free Belgium as known is beyoad
seizure. The Prussians have arrest-
ed a number of persons concerning
whom they have been suspicious,
but they have never succeeded 1D
preventing or delaying its publica-
tion, notwitlistanding the promise
of a large reward to informers (lat-
ely reported to be 100,000 francs)
or threats of the severest punish-
ment, or the im@acable search lor
those who distribute the journ:l
and its readers. No one has been
able to destroy this auuacious en-
terprise. Baron von Bissing, Gov-
ernor-(deneral, finds each week the
little newspaper in his mail, whence
no one seems to know, and without
doubt after the war he will be the
sole possessor of a complete series of
the jourmal which mocks at the
tGerman Emperor in midst of the
Prussian terror and in spite of thz
censors calls a spade a spade, Beth-
man-Hollweg a liar and William II
a knave.

Other Clandestines

{phrases of lashing irony, at times
cruel. Then again is Patrie, .that
competes with Free Belgium and
offers a perilous luxury in reproduc-
ing the designs of Louis Raemae-
kers, notably the famous Route to
Calais, which portrays the bodies L
Prussian soldiers floating in the
inundated districts of the Yser.

How do these newspapers live?
How do they obtain their copy and
print it, draw the designs, procure
the paper supply necessary for their
circulation, recruit the agents to
serve their subscribers? There is
here suggested a series of problems
infinitely complex when you consid-
er that the Prussians have at their
disposal thousands of spies, ~each
house under surveillance and »no
one going from one town to another
without special authorization of the
Kommandatur. Nevertheless all this
work is accomplished regularly by
hundreds of patriots risking each
week prison and deportation in con-
secrating themselves to their tasks.
This is one way they have of fight-
ing in a land of which the Prussians
pretend to be the absolute masters.

Patriotism of Belgians

Later, when it shall be possible
to disclose all and to recite the ad-
ventures of clandestine journalism
in the occupied regions of Belgium,
it will constitute one of the most
curious chapters in the history of
this war. The Prussians themsel-
ves will be astonished at the sim-
plicity of the game that they have
permitted to be played and they
will ‘then “understand perhaps that
the ‘‘organization,” and the most
perfect, according to “Kultur,” is
powerless when it does not take into
consideration the spirit, the charac-
ter and the tradifions of a people.

Belgium, naturally aggressive in
criticism of government, of a _teu-
acity rare in its enterprises, at times
audacious in conception and pru-
dent in execution, is admirably pre-
pared for a fight of this kind. The
Prussians do not underStand the
Belgian temperment, yet they do
not themselves doubt the meeth}gs,
the assistance and the accomphcgs
that one is always sure to find _in
Flanders to undertake the most imn-
probable task when it becomes nez-
essary to make game, of the con-
stabulary.

There does not entér or leave Bel-
gium one letter not under the con-
trol of the Teutonic censor. (_)n‘.y
in Brussels, Antwerp and Lieze
they know correctly within four o
five days what is being said in th:.g
newspapers of Iaris.

No
one knows, not even the Belgians
themselves know. They read and
reread the sheets, fix the details in
their memory, then they are care-
fully burned.

Then. we see
the marvellous armoured trains, and
the huge mova,k}e batteries on rails
that change position each time after
firing, to escape return fire. The
armoured floating fortresses on the
Yser River show why the Belgian
resistance is daily more successful.

One of these marvel-
lous drops is shown, when a French
balloon is hit by enemy fire, and its
pilot compelled to descend in this
manner. 1

“One of the outstanding thrills of
an almost continuously execiting pro-
duction is the battle in ihe air be-
tween an Allied and Hun airman.
Capt. Thompson ascends with one
aviator, and from an altitude of 10,-
000 feet above the trenches, which
plainly show below, he films the en-
counter, and shows the enemy avia-
tor driven to the ground, and death,
by his British opponent. The fleet
of 20,000 aeroplanes, shown in de-
tail, is another long to be remem-
bered scene.

We who are living at
home in comfort and security, owe
everything to our men. They are
fighting for us, so no matter how
weary we are, let us keep on with our
work. I would like to see Brant
Chapter have a record year for 1917,
and I wish the new Regent and her
executive a most successful and
happy year.

In these days of universal activ-
ity, Women’s organizations have,
necesearily multiplied in order to
jieet the many and urgent needs of
the hour, and loyally women have
responded, Giving of their time
and talents. unstintingly. United in
purpose and the firm determination
to “ecarry on”’ True Daughters of the
Empire all.

Brant Chapter, as the summary of
the year’s work will show, has not
been inactive.

All this ground on which the arm-
ies are now fighting will, according
to the agrieultural commission that
visited the front, be utterly useless
for centuries afler the war.

Cost More to Hold Positions

Consequently in all these latter at-
tacks it has cost very few men to
take a position in comparison with
what it costs to hold it afterwards.
Many hundreds of men have. heen
drowned in these latter advances.
For instance, it cost the French un-
ider 2,000 men to retake the positi-
rons of Donamont _and Vaux and the
quarries of lizn'di»‘mqm, but they
suffered twice as many' casualties
from shell fire. deaths by drowning
and frost bite before the positions
were firmly consolidated.

1t is almost impossible to attempt
to deseribe the battle of the Somme;
the task is hopeless; its dimensions
have become too monstrous, its
sameness is as wearying as “‘a twice
told tale vexing the dull ear of a
drowsy man,” and its manifold hor-
rors will not bear constant reitera-
tion. It is divided into various sub-
divisions of scientifically organized
slaughter. It is almost impossible
to see or to deseribe what Qappens
on the many sub-divisions ol this
huge battlefront. But day after
day, night after night, hour after
hour, the grim work of gradual at-
frition goes on.

Big Guns Serve as Guides.

The whole extent of the front is
swept by two vast semi-eireles of ar-
tillerv fire. You cannot lose your
way to this international holocaust.
for you are guided "Dy a clond of
smoke by day and a pillar of fire
by night.” Miles from the front the
airr vibrates, whilst the rumbling
and roaring never cease. Some
mighty storm seems to be hreaking
on an iron coast. At night the hori-
zon glows like some Titan’s forge
whilst the sparks that fly from his
giant hammer blows make the most
awe-inspiving display of pyrotech-
nics the world hds ever seen.

The English army is as plentifully
supplied. The Germans are busy
augmenting their material and am-
munition so as to compete this
spring and summer on more even
terms. There are acres of heavy
guns along the Somme front.

When
a piece is damaged,or worn with pro-
longed use it is sent to the rear for
rest and repair and another monster
hungry for slaughter is dragged by
motor or by train to its allotted post
on “this field of glory.”

2i.~—1n the House of
Commons yesterday addresses were
made by Arthur Ponsonby, Charles
PP. Trevelyan, Philip Snowden and
other pacifists, the tenor of their
speeches being that the Entente Al-
lies were pursiuing a war of conquest,
and reproaching the government for
its failure:to respond to the German
peace overtures.

Mr. Snowden declared that the
longer the war continued the less
likely terms satisfactory to either
party would be found.

Andrew Bonar Law, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, said that in no other
country would such speeches have
been listened to patiently. It was im-
possible to conceive, he added, that
there was any other method for se-
curing peace and the liberties of the
people except by fighting until the
German military machine was beaten
He repudiated the contention that
Germany’s int@nsified submarine war-
fare had“started after the Entente
peace terms had been formulated,
and quoted Dr. von Bethmann-Holl-
weg, the German Imperial Chancet-
lor, in support of his statement.

Throughout the conflict, Mr. Bon-
ar Law continued, the Germans had
actgd on the principle that they
would' win the war by terrorizing
civilian populations and neutral
countries. Germany, he said, must be
taught that such crimes as_  she is
committing would not pay. He said
fle was astonished at the suggestion
ol peace at a time when the greatest
of mneutral nations = had recognized
the difference between right and
wrong. Germany’s excesses, he coa-
cluded. had passed the limit which
could be tolerated by neutral coun-
rien..

AMERCANS ON
SUNKEN BOAT

Norse Ste:l'ner Dalbeattte is
Attacked by Hun
Submarine

THE VESSEL STOPPED

At Commar;l\' But Was De-
liberately Fired Upon

ey
Washington, Feb. 20.—Consul
Wesley Frost, at Queenstown,  late
this afternoon sént to the State De-
partment a report on the sinking of
the Norwegian steamer Dalbeatie off
Fastnet Light Saturday morning by
the shell fire of a German submar-
ine which continued to shell the ves-
sel after its engines had
ped and while members of the crew,
including two Americans, were aban- |
doning the vessel in a boat. The,
facts, as reported by Consul I“ro<1,|
created a very paiygful impression in
official circles in Washington, where
it was announced today that a note
had been sent to the Austrian gov- |
ernment asking for a clear and final
definition of its attitude toward the
new submarine ‘warfare.

No Offer of Aid.

. On their face, the particulars giv-
en by Consul Frost indicate that the
Dalbeatie was sunk with indiscrim-
inate disregard for the safety of hu-
man-beings on board the vessel, and
that there was not only no warning
but no offer of aid extended by the
submarine, which attacked the ves-
sel in heavy weather, when the ocean
was_rough and the crew forced to
undergo great exposure before
reaching a place of safety.

The United States guw rnment has
admitted throughout the submarine
controversy that it is allowable for a
submarine commander to shell a
vessel which tries to escape and fails
to observe the challenge to halt. But
it has been the contention of the
United States government in the An.
Cona and other cases that after ves-
sel has once stopped it gains im-
munity, and must not be attacked or

been stop-

shelled.
Acqording to Frost's telegram the
Americans were in the open boat,

subjected to exposure, for fourteen
and a half hours, or until 1.30
o’clock of the morning of the 18th,
when they were rescued, Consul
Frost’s despatch asserts that the
vessel was shelled without cause
while the crew was abandoning the
ship, and after the vessel had stop-
ped its engines. This is contrary to
international law obligations, ac-
cording to the manner in which they
have been interpreted by the United
States government.
