James Hollister, recalled, said—I 
went into Yates' drug store Thursday 
morning and said, I am surprised at 
your mixing up such a dose for Mrs. 
Langstaff ; she has left it with the 
doctor for examination. He asked 
what doctor. I said Dr. Stanley. He 
said I’ll swear I never sold her any­
thing but 4 oz. of alcohol, and that's 
registered on book. This conversa­
tion took place in his store ; after­
wards lie asked mo about it in my hall 
and I told him she hadn’t left it at 
the doctor's.

Gershom Yates, sworn said—I 
sometimes serve in Yates' drug store. 
Haven't kept anything but alcohol 
since about May. Never sold de­
ceased liquor of any kind and do not 
know that ray son did. Have not 
seen Mrs. Langstaff in store during 
lost week. Saw her on Tuesday or 
Wednesday afternoon come out of 
Hollisters’ and pass through side 
gate ; was getting oil at the time. 
Don’t know which of us refused her 
liquor. Was away part of afternoon ; 
do not remember Hollister being 
there.

At this stage Yates produced his 
registry book, but 
tries of liquor sold since June.

Mrs. Joyce, sworn said—I knew 
Ellen Langstaff. Saw her at ray 
father’s yesterday ; she was intoxi­
cated. She had a bottle and stayed 
about two hours. My father and 
brother have got liquor for her.

Theressa Kilbom, sworn said—I 
was present when Mrs. Langstaff was 
there yesterday. She asked Mrs. 
Pipe to get her liquor, and being 
refused went and got it herself ; she 
was gone about five minutes. I saw 
and smelled the liquor she got ; it 
was in a flask like one on table and 
liquor was the same. She drank 
about throe fourths of the contents. 
No one drank with her.

Addie Hollister, sworn, said—Mrs. 
Langstaff was my mother. \ found 
the bottle produced behind a trunk 
under a chimney in a room adjoining 
the room my mother died in. I gave 
the bottle to Mr. Parish.

Herbert Hollister, recalled—At 
time I saw Mrs. Langstaff in the 
drug storo, I also saw Sheriff and 
another man.

Mary Ann Parish, sworn, said— 
Deceased was at my place Tuesday 
evening when I came home. She 
had a bottle and was drunk. My 
husband threw the bottle oat ; after­
wards it was brought in and the 
liquor emptied into tHe small bottle 
produced in court.

Ardon Kilbom, sworn, said—I have 
bought liquor for Mrs. Langstaff at 
hotels ; never at a drug store. Never 
saw or heard of such liquor as was in 
bottles found. Deceased was last at 
my place at noon.

Herbert Kilbom, sworn, said—I 
have bought liquor for Mrs. Langstaff 
at hotels ; never at drug stores.

J. P. Lamb, sworn, said—I 
druggist.
selling Mrs. Langstaff any alcohol, and 
am positive I never sold her any 
methylated spirits. Pronounced 
liquor in bottle to be methylated 
alcohol.

Luke Pipe, sworn, said—I have 
not got Mrs. Langstaff any liquor in 
two years.

Dr. J. F. Harte, sworn said—I am 
a practicing physician. Was called 
in to see Mrs. Langstaff shortly after 
11 to day. Found her in a dying 
dition. Heart feebly beating, limbs 
cold. She was a hard-working, 
healthy woman, having no organic 
disease that I knew of. Have attend­
ed her three years ; she was sick only 
after her sprees. She was in my 
office Tuesday. I noticed no odour. 
Both bottles produced contain methy­
lated spirits. Have never bought or 
used any. Think if taken internally 
that it would have a tendency to 
parailyze the nerve centres that 
operate the heart. I think 10 oz. 
would prove a poisonous dose to per­
son enfeebled by t 
pecially if person had 
thing for some time.

Ellen LaagetaS Panes Away Suddenly
and a Jury ulree the Cause.

VV. BROCKVILLE
NEW DRESS GfèoDS

On Friday last this community was 
shocked to learn of the sudden doath, 
under peculiar circumstances, of 
Ellen Langstaff, wife of Wm. Lang­
staff, shoemaker, of Athens. De­
ceased was well known to the people 
of the village, as her intemperate 
habits were notorious, bat sbe was 
apparéntly a healthy woman and her 
unexpected demise was regarded by 
many with grave suspicion. The 
finding of a bottle of methylated alco­
hol by her daughter, and the ugly 
rumors which were soon afloat re­
garding it and her actions just pre­
vious to her death Were deemed 
sufficient to warrant the holding of an 
inquest. Accordingly Coroner Vaux, 
of Brockville, was summoned. He 
responded promptly mid shortly after 
8 p.m., a jury composed of the fol­
lowing citizens was impaneled before 
him : À. M. Chassels, G. W. Beach, 
Abel Stevens, W. M. Stevens, H. H. 
Arnold, C. L. Lamb, Wm. Parish, 
A. Kincaid, Jas. Duggan, S. Boddv, 
Jos. Thompson, Jas. Ross. Mr. 
Kincaid having been chosen foreman, 
the jury retired to view the body and 
on their return the enquiry was at 
once opened.

Win. Langstaff, husband of de­
ceased, was the first witness called. 
On being sworn, be said : I am the 
husband of Ellen Langstaff. Last 
saw her alive about 1 p.m., when she 
was sick in bed, she had been up and 
down since 4 p.m., Thursday. She 
commenced drinking on Monday and 
kept it up till she died, but was home 
every night. She was accustomed to 
drinking heavily, and was always 
sick after her sprees. I found a bottle 
of poisonous stuff which I think she 
had been taking. She came down 
stairs about eleven and was looking 
for a bottle which she brought home 
yesterday afternoon. As she started 
up-stairs she said she couldn’t sec. I 
followed her, looked at her eyes, and 
called in Dr. Harte. Dr. ordeied 
nourishment. She asked for whiskey. 
I got some rye and gave her a little 
in water twice followed by a little 

Three quarters of an hour 
afterwards she died. I found a bottle 
containing methylated spirits in next 
room behind a trunk ; tiwnk the stuff 
killed her, gave tbp bottle to Mr. 
Parish. Think she took it of her own 
free will, don’t think She knew it from 
alcohol. Don’t know where she got 
it. I do not know that she actually

James Hollister, sworn said—Knew 
deceased for eight or nine years ; 
know that she was in the habit of 
drinking heavily at times. Last saw 
her yesterday afternoon at Arden 
Kilborn's. She came in my hall on 
Tuesday or Wednesnay at 4 p.m., 
with an empty 8 oz. bottle and wanted 
me to get whiskey. I refused, -my 
little boy took her to back door of 
Yates' drug store. She entered and 
shortly after came out of front door of 
drug storo, entered my hall, and 
offered me a drink. I refused, said it 
was not whiskey. She said it was 
alcohol anyway. I tasted it and said 
that it would kill the— 
tasted such stuff before, 
or tasted methylated spirits Don’t 
know what it was. Saw her come 
out of front door of Yates’ drug 
store. There was no label on the 
bottle.

The bottles found being produced, 
Hollister tasted and smelled of their 
contents, and pronounced it to be the 
same kind of liquor Mrs. Langstaff 
had.

Waxing Floors.
A good preparation for waxing floors, 

says the American Druggist, may be ob­
tained as follows : Of yellow wax take 
25 ounces, yellow ceresin, 25 ounces, 
burnt sienna, 5 ounces, boiled linseed 
oil, 1 ounce, and oil of turpentine, 30 

Melt the wax and ceresin at a 
gentle heat ; then add the sienna, previ­
ously well triturated with the boiled lin­
seed oil, and mix well. When the mix­
ture begins to cool add the oil of turpen­
tine, or so much of it as is required- to 
make a mass of the consistence of an 
ointment. Yellow ceresin is purified
ozokerite (fossil paraffine,) and may be had 
in almost any quantity. The burnt sienna 
may be used in smaller or larger quantity, 
occordiug to the tint desired, or may be re­
placed by raw sienna, etc. Dicterich 
recommends the following : To 400 parts of 
boiling water add 200 parts of yellpw wax ; 
when this is melted add 45 parts of carbon-
