DIRTY WATER 

IN THE MAINS
Aid Nothing Being Dene at the 

Filtering Basins.

City Dock Leased to Good Advan­
tage For Long Term.

More Dredging and Improvement 
Work Likely.

The action of the City Council in re­
fusing funds for the cleaning out of the 
filtering basins when recommended by 
the City Engineer is being severely con­
demned by city officials, who bore the 
brunt of the criticism last year when the 
waterworks department was under fire. 
The Council last year spent about $20,- 
000, including 12,000 for the sandsucker, 
without accomplishing much. There 
was a howl for the scalp of the Engineer, 
and at one time it looked as if he was 
going to lose his official head. Mr. Bar- 
row made sure that his skirts would be 
clear this year. The sandsucker was in 
shape to do business with the first 
breath of spring, and the Engineer has 
been prodding the aldermen since Feb 
ruary to get tb« work under way. The 
Fire and Wate.. Committee’s recommen­
dation that this be done was voted down 
in the Council, and a resolution passed 
that the work was not to be begyn until 
there was money for it. Mr. Barrow is 
thoroughly disgusted with the way the 
matter has been delayed, and declares 
that it will be impossible, to fasten any 
blame on him. It was distinctly under 
stood last year that the basins were to 
be cleaned out before the hot weather 
this summer.

Whether or not the basins are to be 
blamed for the condition of the water, 
complaints have been made and samples 
of water sent to the Board of Health 
office^ Dr. Rdlberts, the Medical Health 
Officer, says he has had no analysis 
made this year, and that as there has 
been practically no typhoid fever yet, 
the water cannot”;be condemned. Offi­
cials of the department have been unable 
to find a satisfactory explanation for 
the dirty water found in the hydrants, 
over a thousand of which have been op­
ened during the past week. Dirty water 
ran out of some of these for five minutes 
at a time. City Engineer Barrow de­
clared that he did not think the cause 
was at the Beach. He believes that in

After being in the water since Satur­
day afternoon at about 2 o’clock, the 
body of James McKeown was recovered 
this morning about 9.30 o’clock by E. 
Hamilton, Locomotive street, and a bro­
ther-in-law of the deceased. The search 
had been kept up, whenever weather 
would permit, ever since the news of 
the sad ending of McKeown’s row was 
made public, and many boats have 
patrolled the spot with grappling irons. 
This morning it was decided to use 
dynamite in an attempt to bring the 
body to the surface, and this was about 
to be done, when it was noticed floating 
in a slightly decomposed state, and 
Hamilton and Mrs. McKeown’s brother 
soon had it in tow and pulled it to the 
shore. A. H. Dodsworth, undertaker, 
was notified, and brought the body to 
this city to prepare it for burial. The 
funeral will be held from hia parlors to­
morrow afternoon at 3.30. The de­

Detective William Huckle says that 
opium joints, with all their viçes, exist 
in Hamilton to an extent that few peo­
ple imagine, and that the evils which go 
hand in hand with this form of iniquity 
have already brought about the ruin of 
a number of young men of this city. Mr. 
Huckle, who has stirred up several local 
cesspools uuring his residence in this 
city, has written Chief Smith, calling 
attention to this new trouble. In his 
letter he says:

Chief Smith : Dear Sir,—Having receiv­
ed several complaints that a number of 
young men in the city of Hamilton are 
becoming victims of the opium habit, 
and that there are places in the ciiy 
where young men not only "‘hit the pipe” 
but obtain opium in cans, l desire to 
draw your attention to the fact. Some 
months ago, at considerable loss of time 
and expense to myeelf, I was successful 
in putting an end to orgies of the vilest 
character which were b-ing perpetrated 
under the guise of palmistry, when the 
police had failed to do so. 1 feel it is 
neither just to myself nor to the city 
that a private citizen should be compell­
ed to do the work for which the police 
are paid. I have interviewed two young 
men who have become victims to the 
opium habit in this city, and who have 
become so depraved that they are living 
upon the proceeds of the immorality of 
two young girls. Trusting that some

Lad Accused of Shepbreakilg Did Barabrick' KIT Canada street, in a very
delicate condition, expecting to be sick 
at any time, came the terrible news yes­
terday afternoon that their husbands, 
who worked together at the Greening 
Wire Company’s plant, had met horri­
ble deaths at five nnnufes past three by 
being electrocuted. Not for a long time 
has such a terribly distressing accident 
startled the residents of Hamilton. 
Scotney and Bambrick were employed at 
Greening's Wire Works, in the carpen­
ter shop, and for the past week or more 
have been doing outside work, erecting 
small store-rooms in the yards and doing 
other repair work around the shop. Yes­
terday afternoon they were building a 
shed in the rear of the works. The shed 
is a mere framework of scantlings, with 
corrugated iron over it, and is built 
right near a post that carries all the 
power wires to the different parts of the 
building. The two men and George 
Lock, another carpenter, working with 
them on the shed, had roofed about half 
of the shed by 3 o’clock yesterday after­
noon, and they were impeded by a guy 
wire running to the post with the live 
wires on it. Bambrick and Scotney 
went down .off the roof of the shed to 
move the guy wire, and to do this they 
had to loosen a screw that was used to 
tighten it. They were working at this 
for some time and Scotney was holding 
the wire while Bambrick was working 
at the screw. Scotney and Bambrick 
were being watched by Lock, who had 
also climbed down from the roof, and 
was standing in under the shed. .Sud­
denly the job was finished, and the two 
men were just starting to shift the wire, 
when they got a shock, which literally 
burned and to#e them to pieces, and 
which was sufficient to kill a hundred 
men.

The two men were absolutely 
unrecognizable. Bambrick had his hand*» 
and arms burned to a crisp and his ab­
domen was torn open. His legs were 
also broken. Scotney was burned fright­
fully, and his face was puffed up till 
the skin was at breaking point. The 
two men ivere both well liked by their 
fellow employees. Scotney has not been 
in this country long, and has been work­
ing at Greening’s for about one year, but 
Bambrick was born and raised in the 
west end, and has been employed in the 
one place for about fifteen years. He 
lea\-es several children and his wife to 
mourn his loss, but Scotney, Avho Avas 
only 23 years of age, had not been mar­
ried long, and his wife and two-weeks- 
old babe are the only two left to mourn 
him here.

PUSHING WHITE
SLAVE WAR.

FEDERAL MARSHALS TAKE
THREE GIRLS FROM RESORT

Syndicate Heads in Jail—Alphonse 
and Eva Dufour Surrendered by 
Bondsman, Pat O’Malley.

Chicago, Jud*» 25.—In pursuance of his 
plan to drive “whits Aave" dealers out 
of Chicago and break up the syndicate 
of French,nen that has been selling 
French girls in the south side levee, 
United Mates District Attorney Edwin 
II. Sims last night ordered a raid upon 
Mme. Eva's resort at 2U21 Armour av­
enue.

A squad of deputy United Sûtes mar- 
shala under charge of William Griffith* 
surrounded the Armour avenue lcu4e in 
the ex*ening and captured three yo.mg 
French girls. They were arrested on a 
special warrant that came from Wash­
ington during the day, signed of Of.car 
S. Straus, secretary of the Depa.*tment 
of Commerce and labor.

The Government has evidence that 
these girls have been in the United 
States Iras than three years and »n at­
tempt will be made to deport them, at 
well as to punish those veijon-.i il» f-,r 
their presence in the house. The wo- 
men arrested are: Charïo ;te Cilles, 20 
years old; Miry Penroy, IS years uid; 
Harriet Richards, 19 years old.

In default of bonds the women were 
locked up in jail. They will be arraign 
ed at 2 o’clock this afternoon before a 
board of special inquiry to be named bv 
Immigration Inspector Davies. The 
hearing wi»i be held in the offices of 
the Department of Commerce and I.abor 
in the Commercial National Bank build­
ing.

Mr. Sims came down to his office in 
the evening to interview the prisoners.

“They show that they have been 
drilled 'remarkably well",’ he said. 
“\\ hen I asked them separately how 
long they had been in this country, each 
said five years. Asked how they got 
here and into disorderly houses, they 
told stories of simMer character. One 
said she came over to work in a corset 
factory in New York and was unable to 
get any more work. Another said she 
had come'-over with a French family 
six years ago and after the family went 
back to Paris she stayed in New York. 
The step from the Tenderloin to the Ar­
mour avenue house fn Chicago was easy. 
We have information sufficient to de­
port these girls, and it will be brought 
out in the hearing.”

It is believed the three women arrest­
ed are among those brought to this 
country by the Dux-al-Dufour-Bosque 
syndicate, against whom raids were 
made last week. The heads of the syn­
dicate, which conducted a "retreat" for 
girls in Blue Island, were arrested and 
their cases will be taken to the grand 
jury this week.

Government agents have been work­
ing since last week’s raids to establish 
the fact that the inmates of the Ar­
mour avenue place were brought here 
for a specific purpose during the last 
trip to Paris made by the agent of the 
syndicate. The raid was conducted 
quietly, and few in the district knew 
what was going on. Deputy Marshal 
Donovan made a rush through the house 
as soon as entrance was gained and 
took up a stand to cut off escape. Grif­
fith made the arrests, while Assistant 
District Attorneys Ben Davis and Harry 
Parkin, who are in charge of the legal 
end of the investigation, stood on the 
sidewalk and awaited developments.

FOR CAMPERS.
Dont’* That May Safe Maay 

Thousand Dollars.

1. Don’t, when in the woods, throw 
down a lighted match, cigar stub or 
other flaming objeeb; make sure that 
the flame has been thoroughly extin­
guished before throxving it axvay.

2. Don’t build your camp fire larger 
than is necessary.

3. Don’t, under any circumstances, 
leave your fire unguarded, ex-en for a 
comparatively short time; see that it is 
dead out before6 you go away.

4. Don’t build your fire in leaves, 
rotten wood or other inflammable mate­
rial.

5. Don’t build your fire against a 
large or hollow log. where it is hard to 
be sure when it has been entirely put

To these “don’ts” it may be added that 
in windy weather, or iu a dangerous 
place, it is well to confine the fire In 
a hole dug clean down to the mineral 
soil. A fire may smoulder in the humus, 
or “duff for days, only waiting for a 
strong breeze to fan it into a flame that 
may burn over miles of timber.

Dry Milk, th* New Food.
It is a well-recognized fact that the 

curse of milk is water. This is not said 
facetiously, for while we shall speak 
later of what is sometimes called the 
baptism of milk we now allude only to 
the water which it contains as it comes 
from the cow. This water, however, is 
87 per cent, of the bulk, so that it can 
be seen at once that cow's milk must ba 
considered a highly diluted and there­
fore correspondingly unnutritious food.

The fundamental idea of dry milk is 
simply to remove this 87 per cent, of 
water. The process by which this i» ac­
complished is very simple. The milk as 
soon as possible after it comes from the 
cow—in most cases an hour or two—is 
passed, without preliminary treatment, 
physical or chemical, except straining, 
over polished steel rollers in a thin sheet.
The rollers are heated to a temperature 
of two hundred and forty degrees Fahr,. 
and the milk remains on them only 
about two and one-half second. It comes 
off the rollers a dry powder containing 
less moisture than flour, only 5 or 6 per 
cent. It is then packed in boxes or bar­
rels and can be shipped far or near as 
required. Its chemical composition has 
been unchanged and it will now keep for 
an indefinite period, or until the re-addi­
tion of water. I, myself, have drunk 
milk more than two years old.

In the first place all germs are killed 
by the temperature of two hundred and 
forty degrees to which the milk is sub­
jected. The milk itself does not suffer 
any chemical change, as in the case of 
sterilisation, on account of the short 
space of time it is subjected to this heat, 
only two and one-half seconds instead of 
txventy or thirty minutes. Secondly, 
bacteria develop only in the presence of 
moisture. It ha- been ascertained that 
there must be 15 pc- cent, moisture for 
the propagation of geir—. Now, aa dry 
milk contains only 6 per cat. of mois­
ture, any germs which may subsequently 
get into the powder cannot dewrtop; Of course, a _ 
hence the milk keep* indefinitely or uut0 ways after he *.

IMPORTANCE OF THE SUN.

Our Knowledge of it the Key in As­
tronomical Study.

In an article on “The Nature of an 
Astronomer's XX7ork,” in the North 
American Review, XX*illiam XX*. Campbeît, 
Director of Lick Observatory, says:

“If we would learn the nature of the 
stars, whether they are solid, liquid or 
gaseous, whether they are new or com­
paratively old, whether their tempera­
tures are high or comparatively elow, we 
should begin by making a study of our 
own star -our sun. It is the only star 
near enough to present a disk, and there­
fore to let us study it in some detail. 
All other stars remain as points of light 
even when the powerful telescopes mag­
nify them three-thousandfold. There 
are observatories established for the sole 
purpose of investigating the sun, and 
many astronomers are constantly em­
ployed in studying the structure of all 
its visible portions, the laws followed by 
the heat and light radiated from all 
parts of its surface, and the conditions 
indicated by the spectrum of each part. 
It is/not to much to say that our physi­
cal knowledge of the stars would to-day 
he almost a blank if we had been un­
able to approach them through the study 
of our sun. Several of the most inter­
esting portions of our sun are invisible, 
except at times of solar eclipse. Our 
knowledge of the sun will be incom-

FOR BETTER TAX LAWS.
The meeting of the International Tax 

Association, to be held in Toronto, Oct.
6 to 8, might be made exceedingly useful 
If it lent impetus to a study pf taxation 
upon scientific principles. The taxing 
power too frequently rails into the hands 
of the unscientific; and the administra­
tion thereof is frequently entrusted to 
men whose views thereupon are limited 
by the notion that the best tax laws are 
those which bring in the largest amount 
of money with the least squealing on the 
part of the taxed. A careful study of 
the late Hon. David A. Wells’ work on 
the subject would do much for the en­
lightenment of our legislators and the 
officials who have to deal with the sub­
ject. Our Ontario assessment and tax 
systems are fearfully and wonderfully 
made, and every amendment by which 
anomalies are sought to be rectified but 
seems to render the confusion greater. 
The crying need in taxation is to get rid 
of the idea that the first object to be 
served is to “get taxes” without regard 
to their incidence, and to acknowledge 
the principle that the first object to be 
served is to justly apportion among its 
individuals the burden of the state, pro­
vince, or municipality, as the cabe may 
t>e. It should be realized that no sys­
tem of taxation which is not founded 
upon the broad principle of taking from 
the individual for the uses of the com­
munity according to the Wnefits which 
the community confers upon him has 
any right to be styled a just or equit­
able one. The extent of the average 
municipal official’s idea of taxation is to 
take from those who have, and without 
any regard to how they may have at' 
tained the wealth taxed, or to what uses 
they put it. It was this spirit, cham­
pioned largely by Hamilton and King­
ston officials, which, a few years ago, led 
to the production of the freak assess­
ment law now in force in Ontario, after 
a Commission had studied the question 
at length and presented a series of re­
commendations which embodied many 
excellent points. If the framing of the 
tax laws were made the duty of intelli­
gent statesmen dissociated entirely from 
those who deal with their administra­
tion, there would be hope of obtaining 
measures fouiided upon scientific prin­
ciples of justice rather than upon tem­
porary expediency. If this tax associa­
tion serves to impresss that idea upon 
our lawmakers and the public, its organ­
ization will be justified.

factor in progress ; to put an end to his 
ambitions and responsibilities ; to de­
prive the "world of the achievements of 
his initiative, and to make him but a 
soulless, sponge-like organism whose 
life-purpose is to suck sustenance from 
the State. How the State is to be sus­
tained is,a question too remote for the 
consideration of those concerned in the 
advocacy of schemes of this kind.

Germany h^s, it seems to us, been 
more fortunate thus far in avoiding the 
quagmires into which Great Britain is in 
danger of floundering if she goes on 
with this pension invitation to pauperi­
zation. Germany adopted a “deferred 
annuities” system in 1891. Under it the 
recipients are contributors to the fund 
along with the employers, the State add- 
ing its share. The right to a pension 
begins at seventy, when the old man or 
woman receives an annuity based upon 
the amount insured, plus an imperial 
grant of $12.50 a year. There are four 
classes of insured ranging according to 
wages, and with an insurance payment 
amounting to from four to eight cents a 
week. The employers are responsible 
to the State for payment, but are per­
mitted to subtract half, being the work­
men’s share, from wages. The payments 
are made through the post of five and 
are recorded by means of special stamps 
on special cards. Repayment» are made 
to the widows and children of men who 
have died. Pensions must be claimed; 
and by the law of 1897 there is now an 
imperial fund tending to equalize the 
burden between manufacturing and ag­
ricultural dfstricts, the latter of which 
have been found by experience to have 
by far the larger number of old age 
pensions.

That the German system requiring 
those who are to benefit by the pension 

| to contribtue does not prevent working­
men from availing themselves of it is 
proven by the fact that 13.000,000 of 
the 69,000,000 Germans are thus insured 
against accident, sickness or old age. Of 
every 1.000 working people 920 are en­
rolled. But the German system is not 
the British, nor has it any friends among 
the British Socialists.

BRITISH OLD AGE PENSIONS.
The old-age pension scheme of the As­

quith Government cannot be one that 
has in it the element of permanency. It 
satisfies nobody. The Socialistic cle­
ment accepts it simply as the entering 
wedge of a programme which looks to 
the State for the support of the indi­
vidual, no matter how idle, shiftless or 
undeserving generally he has been, while 
cautious Liberalism wonders whether it 
is being led, and stolid Conservatism 
looks for a reaction that will deny to 
those who have not been sowers the 
right to reap.

There has long been a feeling in Great 
Britain that an old-age pension scheme 
to which the beneficiaries-to-be would 
be contributories was one that offered 
great difficulties. Sir Henry Campbell- 
Bannerman regarded the difficulties of 
such a scheme as practically insuperable, 
involving “inquisitorial machinery alto­
gether inconsistent with the best tradi­
tions of the country and the thoughts 
of the people.” The proposal presented 
restricts the pension grant strictly to 
British subjects who have never been in 
jail, who are not in receipt of $130 a 
year, and who are not provided for un­
der the poor law or other form of re­
lief. An estimate of the cost of the 
scheme thus restricted is that a pension 
of five shillings a weet to all the old 
people in the United Kingdom not al­
ready in receipt of some tangible income 
would cost, for those over sixty-five, 
some $53,000,000; for those over seventy, 
$30,500,000, and for those over seventy- 
five $15,000,000 per annum.

Mr. Asquith has adopted the age limit 
of 70 in his scheme, and he estimates 
that the number of those vrho will qual­
ify for pensions under it will be nearly 
500,000, costing somewhat in excess of 
$30,000,000, a sum large enough, it may 
be supposed, to be noticeable in the 
budget.

Such a scheme falls far short of meet­
ing the views of the Socialist Labor par­
ty, who claim the right to live at the 
expense of the State, demanding pen 
sions for all over 50 years of age, with 
out regard to desserts, and State sup­
port of widows, orphans, the sick and 
disabled. Under that scheme, placing 
the age limit even as high as 65 years, 
a 5-shilling-a-week pension would cost 
the United Kingdom $137,500,000 a year, 
the equivalent of a tax of $2.66 for 
every man, woman and child. And the 
sum would increase. Even that is not 
the worst of such a pauperizing scheme. 
There would, it is to be feared, be an 
inevitable refié* damaging to industry 
and destructive to self-respect. It is 
but a part of the war on the individual, 
which is waged to extinguish him as a

The Hamilton Times has made the 
wonderful discovery that the inquiry in­
to the marine department was "demand­
ed” by Hon. Mr. Brodeur.

Supposing, what 
we can hardly think possible, that pro­
tectionism should prevail in England, it 
would have to assume the form of an 
imperial zollverein, and in that form we 
know it would fail.

President of the Canadian Northern 
Railway, had become president of the 
marine enterprise. J. G. Morton be­
comes vice-president, and A. J. Mitchell 
secretary-treasurer. Hie other directors 
are Frederic Nicholls, the former presi­
dent; Z. A. Lash, E. R. Wood, H. G. 
Nicholls and Aemfttns Jarvis.

The effect is to bring the steamers 
Lakeside and Garden City and the trol­
ley line from Port Dalhousie under one 
management.

The development is simply the out­
growth of a move made in January, 
1905, when Canadians purchased the 
United States’ holdings in the company, 
which was formerly an international af­
fair.

A HORSES 

Many Find it a Difficult 
Determine.

WEIGHT.

Matter to

Many people, even among those who 
frequently make use of horses, have lit­
tle idea what an ordinary horse weighs, 
and would have much difficulty to guess 
whether a given animal, standing before 
their eyes, weighs five hundred or fif­
teen hundred pounds. Yet they would 
have no such difficulty with a man, and 
probably be able to guess, especially if 
they were good Yankees, within ten or 
twenty pounds of his weight.

The Governments of Europe have long 
been purchasing and weighing horses 
for the military service, and transferring 
them from carriage or draught employ­
ment to the various branches of the cav­
alry and artillery. The animals are or­
dinarily assigned according to weight.

The French military authorities find 
that an ordinary light carriage or rid­
ing horse, such us in the United States 
would be called “a good little buggv 
horse,” weighs from 300 to 400 kilo­
grammes—say from 800 to 900 pounds.

Such horses as these are assigned 
to the light cavalry corps.

The next grade above, which, in civil 
life, passes as a “coupe horse,” or car­
riage horse of medium weight, ranges 
in weight up to 480 kilogrammes, about 
1,050 pounds. This horse goes to help 
mount the cavalry of the line.

Next comes the fashionable "coach 
horse” of persons of luxury, which 
weighs from 500 to 580 kilogrammes, or 
from 1,000 to nearly 1,300 pounds. These 
horses go to serve the purposes of drill 
for the cavalry belonging to the reserve 
military forces.

Above these there are still two grades 
of heavy horses. The first are those 
used for ordinary draught purposes and 
are commonly found drawing the omni-

Mayer Will Sign Cataract Contract

Re-orgaaiiatioa Heat Big Qaestiea 
te be Tackled.

Mayor Stewart waa surprised to learn 
when he made enquiries if the city had 
received the $17,000 due from the cele­
brated Kramer-Irwin suit yet, that the 
case was still In a very unsettled condi­
tion. It was reported to His Worship 
several months ago that a settlement 
had been reached. The trouble dates 
back to the time when D. L. Van Vlack, 
manager of the company, died. Lawyer 
Kilbourne, of Toronto, was looking after 
his estate for the heirs. When the city 
threatened legal action the lawyer point­
ed out that it was in the interest of the 
heirs that the estate should not get tan­
gled up in litigation. He intimated that 
a satisfactory settlement could be made 
if the city waited until the etreet rail­
way was sued for the work done between 
and for two feet outside the tracks. The 
city consented. To-day J. W. .Nesbitt, 
of Nesbitt, Gauld & Dickson, showed the 
Mayor a statement to which President 
Giheon, of the Street Railway, signed 
his name, the company paying as
its share. The only explanation the city 
has received yet for the delay in finally 
winding the matter up is that the liqui­
dator refused to accept the settlement 
because it was not a binding one. In the 
meantime Mr. Kilbourne is in the t ’.d 
country, and there is nothing to do but 
wait untV he returns.

Mayor Stewart to-day denied a report 
to the effect that the proposition to re­
organize the engineering and other civic 
departments had been dropped. Aid. 
Peregrine, who is chairman of the special 
committee which has the matter in hand, 
informed his Worship that he did not 
think it was wise to take the matter up 
uptil the street railway and power ques­
tions were disposed of, and the Mayor 
takes a similar view of it. These big 
questions will be settled on Monday 
night, and the aldermen will then tackle 
the reorganization scheme.

Mayor Patterson, of Galt, has taken % 
very decided stand on the power ques­
tion. and refused to sign the Hydro- 
Electric contract, although instructed to 
do so by a majority of the Council. The 
mayor says that the people did not au­
thorize him to sign a contract for power 
costing more than $2*2. and until he has 
a guarantee that the price will not be 
more or the people are given another 
chance to vote on the question, he will 
not attach his signature to the contract- 
Mayor Stewart declared to-day that If 
a majority of the Hamilton City Council 
instructed him to sign a contract with 
the Cataract Power Company he would 
do so. although he is one of the most en­
thusiastic supporters of the Government 
scheme in the Province.

Part of the street railway by-law will 
he in the hands of the printers to-day. 
and City Solicitor Waddell is confident 
that it will be in shape for the Council 
to tackle on Monday night. The sub­
committee will have another session this 
afternoon, when it is expected the speci- 
fieations for the new cars will be ready 
for discussion. The extensions, as cut 
down by the company, have been put In 
the by-law. as have also a number of 
things which the company is not likely 
to agree to. Th# indications are that 
there will be a very lively debate at the 
■ext meeting of the Council.

You 
would not be so impolite. You might 
hurt their feelings.

But when you meet a fat man, it’s 
different. Everyone recognizes him 
as legitimate prey. He is a butt for 
jokes, a subject for condolence, an 
object for advice. Even the man so 
thin that he does not know whether 
it is his back or his stomach that 
hurts him, takes it for granted that 
he is the fat man’s ideal, and in­
sists on giving him advice on how to 
reduce. Everyone imagines that the 
fat man must be unhappy because he 
weighs more than the average per­

il is to be admitted that there are 
some disadvantages in being fat. They 
don't make neckties long enough for 
eighteen and a half necks. A fat man 
that sees a lot of pretty waistcoats 
in a shop window never can find one 
big enough to fit him. When you get 
over two hundred it is a little trouble 
to stoop down to jace your shoes in 
the morning. It is embarassing when 
your wife thoughtlessly addresses you 
as 'darling’ in public to have some 
small imp of a newsboy make a trum- 
yet of his hands and shriek joyfully :

'Hev, fellers, come an’ see 'Dar­
ling' :’

If fat men had not gentle disposi­
tions, the impertinence of people each 
day might lead to murder. Take any 
fat man any hot day. His wife be­
gins it:

'Now, dearest, don't work too hard 
to-day. It is going to be very hot, 
and you know you cannot stand it, 
as you used to before you got so

He has heard the same remark a 
thousand times ; but he chortles cheer­
fully, 'Don’t you worry about me 
working too hard,’ and descends to 
breakfast- Before he can give his or­
der,—and ordering breakfast is al­
ways a pleasure to a man of girth,— 
the waiter is upon him.

'Ah don't suppose you want no oat­
meal dis mawnin'. It’s powerful heat­
ing to fat people dis hot weather ’ 

He does want oatmeal ! No hot 
water and a boiled egg for him ! He 
eats his oatmeal with lots of sugar 
on it, along with some fruit, a couple 
of eggs, some chops, two or three well 
buttered muffins, and two cups of 
coffee. He washes it down with cop­
ious drafts of ice water in calm con­
tempt for those thin people who as­
sert that it is unhealthy to drink 
water until two or three hoxirs after 
eating. Gifted ever with a splendid 
appetite, he lingers so long over break­
fast that he has to hurry to make 
his train. As he clamors aboard, the 
grinning brakeman observes:

'Brings the sweat out on you fat 
fellows to have to run for it on a 
morning this this.*

With scornful silence bred of long 
familiarity with such impertinent 
flings he enters the car and planta 
himself comfortably in the unoccupied 
half of a seat designed for 'two aver­
age persons.’ His seat mate edges 
over with a frown, which quickly 
changes to a smile as he beholds a 
corpulent victim of this hot weather 
wit.

‘Kind of a day that catches fellows 
of your weight he grins complacent- 
lj’- ..‘Are you doing anything for it?’

With stoicism the fat man assures 
his inquisitive neighbor that he is 
fat because he likes to be that way, 
and, unmindful of the pitying glanes 
in which doubt and derision mingle 
settles down at peace with all the 
world to read his paper.

Coming up from the ferrv, he falis 
in with Jones. Right in the midst 
of an interesting diseuseion on the 
Presidential outlook, Jones stops

“Maybe I'm walking too fast for you, 
old chap. I forgot all about vour being 
so fat. You ought to try golf. U'a great!
1 took off ten pounds that wav last 
month.”

Privately he is of the opinion that 
Jones would look much better if twenty 

thirty pounds heavier; but he ie too 
polite to sav so. Patiently he asserts in 
the eight hundred and seventy-second 
time this summer that golf does not in­
terest him.

With Jones' parting words, “Bp care­
ful of yourself to day," still sounding in 
his ears, he enters the building where his 
office is.

T don’t see how you stand it," ia the 
elevator starter’s greeting, with an un- 
ileaaant accent on the “you.” 'Mr. 
Imith, up on eight, was overcome by 

the heat yesterday, and he ain’t near 
as fat."

He know» Smith by eight, and has 
long been of the opinion that he does 
not look nearly so fat as Smith: but 
still he is not discomfited. As he neats 
himself at his desk the office boy ap­
proaches, explaining:

“I turned that fan around so it would 
blow on you more than on the others.
I guess you need it most."

As he mutters hie unwilling thanks, 
the Young Boss in passing stops long 
enough to say: “I rather imagine you 
must suffer from the heat a great deal; 
don’t you?” Politely assuring him that 
such is not the case, he goes to the Old 
Boss’ office to hear and, after the man 
ner of wise employees, to smile at the 
Old Boss’ pet remark:

“A little fat is only natural at my 
age; but if I was a* young as you I

should be worried about getting so fat.’’
The fellows in the office, the old apple 

woman, chance callers, everyone, all day 
long take a shot at him, and when he 
starts out to luncheon the stenographer 
observes :

j “Your collar is a sight; but 1 suppose 
j you can’t help that, being so fat."
I Half a dozen friends he meets make a 
. point, of inquiring how he stands this 
j weather, and a dozer, strangers are 
: equally solic-itous. Going out on the

j He would hate to have the reputation

| Generally he stands it all placidly, un- 
! til the last straw comet; at the dinner 
I table, where his wife, cool in her white 
! waist and skirt, and rested by her sies- 
I ta. eyes him inquiringly with:
I “I don't see what makes you so irri- 
! table every evening when you come 
| home. I guess it mus. be the heat.
• Since. I began getting stout (she weighs 
i one hundred and thirty) I know how I 
i have felt it, and you are so fat you 
! must suffer awfully. You had better 
! stay home while this hot weather lasts, 
j and let me telephone the office that vou 
! are ill.”
; But he does nothing of the kind. He 

has a double portion of everything there 
is for dinner; lots more ice water; goes 
over to the Wilkinsons to play bridge; 
eats a lot of sandwiches and ice cream 
at midnight: and comes home to sleep in 
dreamlese bliss the night through.

Think of the effect of a dav like that 
on a thin dyspeptic! He would succumb 
before the week was gone; but fat men 
only thrive under such treatment. With 
corpulance always comes a sense of hu­
mor. Wihat would annoy other people 
only makes them smile. From their 
obese pinnacle they look with joyful 
contempt on the rest of the scrawny 
universe. Every fat man ie fat because 
he wants to be. He knows how to put 
off weight if he. wants to. Didn’t Taft 
lose fifty pounds? All you’ve got to do 
ie to exercise a lot, and be careful what 
you eat. You mustn't eat bread, or po­
tatoes, or beans, or parsnips, or pie, or 
meat, or ham, or sugar, or butter, or 
anything you are fond of. These thin 
fellows couldn't get fat if they tried. No 
matter what they eat, they say at the 
same weight. Yes, sir. a fat man is fat 
because he want# to be!

Just think of the advantages he has! 
Did you ever m all your life know an 
unhappy fat man? Did you ever hear 
of a fat man having dyspepsia or get­
ting tuberculosis? Did you ever know 
of a fat man going crazy? The fiction 
that corpulence is undesirable is only 
an envious libel of those morbid skele­
tons not yet thin enough to get circus 
jobs. It is the fat men that get all 
the good things in life. In a restaurant 
you will notice that it is a fat man that 
has the best table. In the theatre you 
will observe that all the fat men* in 
some way have managed to get aisle 
seats. Where a thin man gets into a 
fight with a car conductor, the fat man 
passes it off as a joke. Somehow, too, 
the fat men seem to get enough of the 
world’s circulating coinage so they can 
live comfortably. You never see a fat 
beggar or banhandler; and who ever 
heard of a fat man starving?

When a fat man goes into anyone’s 
parlor, doesn't he always get the most 
comfortable chair? When his hat blows 
off on a windy day. doesn’t some one 
always run after it for him? No one ex­
pects him to get up and give his car seat 
to a woman, because he would block the 
aisle if he did. Even his wife doesn’t ex­
pect him to stoop to pick up things 
when she. drops them. Everybody tells 
him their best stories, because they like 
to hear him laugh. Despite the plaintive 
wail of the comedian that “‘Nobody loves 
a fat man,” did you ever .see a fat man 
that did not have a good-looking wife? 
Possibly it is because she has a fat, good- 
natured husband that she keeps her 
looks. Persistent insurance agents never 
pester fat men. All the fat man has to 
do is to point to his aldermanic paunch 
and say, “Too fat. Your company 
wouldn’t take me," and that settles it.

And don’t you believe for a minute 
that their corpulence deprives fat men 
of their share of the world’s fun and 
sport ! Did you not read about Taft 
dancing at the Kuroki ball? Isn’t Gro­
ver Cleveland noted as a hunter and 
fisherman? And there’s President. Roose­
velt, over the two hundred mark, and 
still playing tennis, and boxing, and rid­
ing, and everything else. There are lots 
of fat men that are excellent bowlers and 
billiard players. Every pinochle cham­
pion is a man of weight. Thin people do 
not get half the fun out of eating, either, 
or of living, for that matter, that fat 
men do.

Fat men, too, make good citizens. Did 
you ever hear of a fat burglar or wife 
beater? Only one man in every forty- 
one weighs over two hundred pounds; 
yet look back over the world’s history, 
in whatever age you will, and you will 
find that fat men have been doing their 
share of the world’s work, and winning 
perhaps more than their share of the 
world’s laurels. Caesar was fat. Napo­
leon was fat. Johnson, Swift, Adison, 
Steele—all were fat. Of the twenty-odd 
presidents we have had in the United 
States, two of them have been in the 
“over two hundred" class, and you can 
find lots of people who say that Cleve­
land aed Roosevelt arc two of the best 
Presidents we ever had.

It is funny, too. how corpulence seems 
to go with political success. Police Jus­
tice Klees, out in Aurora. Illinois, heads 
the list with five hundred and sixty-five 
pounds. Watertown. Smith Dakota*, once 
had a judge. Julian Bennett, that tipped

NO CHARITY.
THREE RIVERS ONLY WANTS A 

GOVERNMENT LOAN.

And Within Two Years a New City, 
With Broader Streets, Will Arise 
on the Historic Site—Foodstuffs 
Come in.

Three Rivers, June 24.—The people of 
Three Rivers are self-reliant. The Mayor 
declares that, aside from a Government 
loan of one and a half millions, now be­
ing arranged for, they want no outside 
aid, and that within two years time 
they will have built for themselves a 
new city, with broader streets, and far 
more handsome in every respect than 
the old one which was wiped out in the 
great fire of Monday. Lord and Lady 
Grey are visiting the city this after­
noon. Their Excellencies came up the 
river aboard the Government vessel 
Lddy Grey. Another important visitor 
is Premier Goulu; who reached the city 
by rail about 11 o’clock this morning. 
Hon. Mr. Gouin’s visit is of a private 
nature. He was met by the Mayor and 
some friends, and immediately conduct­
ed to the Mayor’s residence, from which 
he gained a wide view of the ruins. The 
Premier’s visit is for the purpose of ar­
riving at a means of relieving the city, 
piobably by means of floating a loan.

The work of relief for the sufferers 
made good progress this morning. Many 
of the families whose houses were burn­
ed have now been settled in tents, and 
there is a regular camp at one end of 
the town. Last night and early this 

i morning, a couple of heavy showers 
: made it rather uncomfortable for those 
under canvas, but on the whole they 
are fairly well fixed.' Others have found 
shelter with those whose housés are 
still standing.

This morning supplies of food arrived 
from Montreal and arrangements were 
made to have them distributed to the 
victims.

The work of tearing dowrf the more 
dangerous of the ruins was proceeded 
with this morning, while other gangs 
of men were busily engaged in cutting 
away the tangled wires which block the 
streets. Signs of order can now to seep 
in the chaos caused by the conflagra­
tion, and the rebuilding of some of the 
stores and larger buildings will be com­
menced this week.

PANIC ON A STEAMER.

Seventeen Women Drowned in Wreck 
Off Spanish Coast.

Paris, June 25 —A special despatch 
received here from Corunna, Spain, 
save that the Spanish steamer Ear­
ache went on the rocks in a fog near 
Muroa, where the cruiser Cardin il 
Cisneros was wrecked in 1905. The 
Larache sunk rapidly, and a panic 
followed. There were 97 passengers 
and 54 of a crew, including stewards, 
waiters, etc., aboard.

CHURCH CONGRESS.
Great Thankofferiiff of Men and 

of Money at St. Paul’».

London, June 24.—The Pan-Anglican 
Congress, one of the greatest religious 
councils ever held,.came to an end at 
noon to-da\, when the two hundred and 
fifty attending bishops from all parts 
of the world, walking in long and sol­
emn procession, bore the thank offer­
ings of their dioceses into St. Paul s 
Cathedral and laid them on the high 
altar there during the thanksgiving ser­
vice. The gifts were made to mark the 
gratitude ot the people tor the splendid 
memories behind the Anglican Uhurch, 
memories which have strengthened the 
church’» sons in many a rough path 
which they have been forced to tread.

The ceremony of the presentation was 
one of the most impressive ever held 
within the glittering walls of St. Paul’s 
Cathedral. The holy communion was 
celebrated with Cape Uonstantia wine 
sent by the churchmen of South Africa, 
and then the thank-olfering of men was 
made. The Bishop of Docking, one of 
the suffragans of the Bishop of Win­
chester, and nine men from his diocese 
offered themselves to the church’s work, 
to leave home and friends, to go any­
where, where the colonial and foreign 
secretaries of the church and the mis­
sion societies send them.

It was hoped that the money thank- 
offering would reach a million pounds, 
and it is currently reported that the 
hope has been quite realized.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

ANY EVEN-NUMBERED SECTION OF 
Dominion Lands In Manitoba, Saskat­

chewan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, noc 
reserved, may be homesteaded by any per­
son who la sole bead of a family, or any 
male over 18 years of age. to the extent of 
one-quarter section of 160 acres, more or lees.

Application for entry must be made la 
person by tty» applicant at a Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-agency for the district la 
which the land is situate. Entry by proxy 
may. however, be made at auy agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mother, 
son. daughter, brother or sister of an In­
tending homesteader.

DUTIES—(1) At least six months’ resi­
dence upon and cultivation of the land In 
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if be so desires, 
perform the required residence duties by 
living on farming land owned solely by him. 
not less than eighty (80) acres in extent. 
In the vicinity of his homestead. He may 
aleo do so by living with father or mother, 
on certain conditions. Joint ownership In 
land will not meet with this requirement.

(8) A homeetepder Intending to perform 
his residence dutlee In accordance with the 
above while living with parents or on farm­
ing land owned by himself must notify the 
agent for the district of such Intention.

Wm. Morris’ Plans.
The following article refers to William 

Morris, the booking agent of the Savoy 
Theatre, and is from the New York 
Journal:

After an absence abroad of more than 
two months, William Morris, the active 
head of the Independent Vaudeville Syn­
dicate. arrived home on the Carjpania. 
Mr. Morris' European trip, which was 
for the purpose of making a comprehen­
sive study of the foreign vaudeville field, 
embraced visits to the principal cities of

Niagara Camp, June 25.—The Cana­
dian Engineers practised work of demoli­
tion at camp yesterday. Miss Cotton, 
daughter of Brigadier-General Cotton, 
pushed the plunger of the exploder and 
detonated the wads of guncotton lashed 
to the steel rail on the lakeshore. Gun­
cotton was used throughout because it 
is safe and easy to transport, as it will 
burn with a clean flame and cannot be 
set off by shock. The experiment with 
the rail was to show the method by 
which tracks could be torn up and 
troops held back. Another spectacular 
feature of the demolition was the blow­
ing up of a raft. A water-tight bag con­
taining the guncotton was dropped under 
a raft which had been towed out into the 
lake.

When the plunger was thrust down 
a column of water boiled into the air, 
and the raft—oh, where was it? That 
was to illustrate the utility of fixed 
mines to protect a harbor. The third 
experiment "in destruction was the fon- 
gn-sse. Behind a tumbled mass of hard 
knobs of scrap iron the guncotton was 
placed, and the intaginary army marçh- 
ing by was blown into the lake when 
the connection was made.

Yesterday the C. E’s. were bridge- 
building. Across the railroad cut at 
Paradise Gfove they threw a sling 
bridge, which Major Lang introduced 
this year, and which is largely used in 
India in frontier warfare. A stout cable 
forms the foothold, while the passenger 
moves hand over hand along the two 
ropes stretched above to serve as sup­
ports. The double lock bridge made of 
spars and lashings spans the cut at a 
width of seventy or eighty feet. It is 
intended for the carrying of heavy trans­
port, and Capt. Biggs rode his horse over 
it. The C. E’s. are 111 strong, in addi­
tion to their university unit, which is not 
in camp, and they could have had 250 
men if they wanted them.

Colonel Paul Weatherbee, of the head­
quarters corps at Halifax, inspected the 
engineers yesterday, and was very pleas­
ed with Major Lang's outfit.

If the enemy really did land at Ni* 
ngara-on-the-Lake, as the general idea 
of the sham fight indicates they might, 
they would find about five thousand of 
tne six thousand troops out of the 
way. They marched out of camp shortly 
after noon yesterday; tb* “blue,” or de­
fending force, for a point on the Wel­
land Canal, which the "red” force de­
sires to seize. The attacking force left 
a little later to bivouac along the St. 
David's aud Queenston road. At 4 
o’clock this morning both forces moved 
forward. It is expected that the brisk­
est skirmishes will take place in the vi­
cinity of the Welland Canal.

To equalize conditions the “reds” out­
number their opponents by 1,224 men.

Mad Dog or Mad Man.
The other day I went Coloring in the 

outskirts of east New York. Threading 
my way along the child-littered side­
walk my eye caught the always inter­
esting antics of a small pup—perhaps 
three or four months old—frisking 
among the youngsters. On a sudden a 
faint-hearted child the puppy had ap­
proached drew baek and set up a cry. 
Abashed by this unexpected and un­
usual reception the wagging tail was 
drawn between his legs as the pup sidled 
against another kiddy looking no doubt 
for fuller understanding. Rut the fright 
of the faint-hearted child was contagi­
ous—the alarm spread instantaneously, 
and at once there was a shrieking -gnd_ 
scrambling of terrified youngsters. Down

the street came a horrified mother to 
raise the cry of “mad dog,” and in less 
time than it takes you to read this 
that erstwhile playful pup was tearing 
down the street, in fright, chased by 
men and boys hurling stones and clubs 
past at its pour wondering little head. 
The pup l rescued trembling like a leaf 
and scare! nearly into a fit—but the 
men and boys were appeased only after 
long and patient argument.

This was an actual experience, and 
is by no means an unusual illustration 
of what constantly happens. It’s the 
way that 75 per cent, of the mad-dog 
scares start. Scarcely a day passes 
without some newspaper account of a 
“mad dog" that has been chased to its 
death. Most of the mad dogs are mere­
ly thirsty or have been chased until 
they are crazed with fright and exhaus­
tion. XX e need a little common sense in 
these approaching dog days, and we 
need—perhaps more—a little kindly 
thought. It the hot days are trying to 
we humans who can make known apx 
wants and assuage our thirst when we 
will, what must they be to a dumb 
beast the horses that toil all day in 
the blazing sun—the dogs that go un­
watered for the most part?

Have mercy. Exert your influence to 
secure drinking troughs for horses and 
basins for dogs in your citv.

At the same time, the mad dog—-when 
he is mad—is a dreadful scourge. He is 
the most common distributor of hydro­
phobia, and hydrophobia is the most 
horrible disease in the long list of dis­
eases to which flesh is heir. That is 
why the cry of “mad dog" is such a ter­
ror-breeder, and why there should be 
every precaution for the prevention of 
dogs going mad, and intelligent action 
in case of attack.—From Caspar1 Whit­
ney*» “View-Point,” in the Outing Maga­
zine for July.

Beauty in Coinage has Deteriorated.
It is a strange fact, and one that does 

small credit to modernity, that a# the 
World has progreesod in every other de­
partment of life the one dominating 
factor of the globe, money, has deterior­
ated in design, in beauty of idea and in 
cleverness of execution. Our American 
coins for more than a century have been 
a series of metal nightmares. Our earli­
est money pieces—the New England shil­
ling. the Pine Tree pence of 1652, the 
coins sent over for use in the American

colonies by George the Third, and the 
several dollar, half dollar and penny pieces 
bearing portraits of XVashington—are 
all of better design than anything now 
in circulation in this country. Crudely 
minted as these first coins were they 
at least have simplicity, an understand­
ing of the limitations of metal stamp­
ing and a good balance of inscriptiosn 
with the pictorial effect. Take any of 
the pieces now in circulation in these 
United States—anything from the cop­
per one-cent piece with its aenemic In­
dian head to the silver half-dollar with 
its pseuo-Greek profile and its fright­
ened eagle rising from a garland of 
garlic, and you have a set of coins com­
pared with which the mintage of Eng­
land, France, Austria, Italy, Germany, 
Spain and every other continental coun­
try are as the sculptures of the Par­
thenon beside the snow-man of your 
small boy in the backyard.

We are a commercial people, proud of 
our supremacy in trade, industry and 
invention, and yet we are content to 
handle, day in and day out, a calculating 
medium which is less attractive than 
wampum and not ns beautiful as some 
buttons. It would seem that we as a 
nation of money-worshippers should em­
ploy the highest skill and the keenest 
brains obtainable when it came to a 
question of moulding the form before 
which we bow down. The trouble has 
been all along that the designing of our 
coins has been left in the hands of the 
mechanics of the mint; men well-mean­
ing and practical enough in the mere 
manufacture of money, but men with­
out a scintilla of taste or training in art. 
When the new coins were needed these 
men have given the American eagle » 
different twist of the neck, added a 
wing-feather or two, hidden its poor, dis­
torted anatomy with a shield or have 
turned to the other side of the medal 
and portrayed Liberty in a fool’s cap 
and have branded her with a strong 
Hebraic east of countenance.—From “The 
Coin of the Realm,” by Perriton Max­
well, in the Bohemian Magazine for July.

BOMB IN ROME CHURCH.

Dastardly Attempt to Kill the Arch­
bishop of Turin.

Rome, June 24.—While Cardinal Agos­
tini) Riohelly Archbishop of Turin, wo» 
saying mass in ithe cathedral at noon to­
day in honor of the feast of St. John, 
the city's patron saim>, a petard explod­
ed within the building, making a ter­
rific din. The congregation, which was 
composed of mostly women, wae thrown 
into a state of panic and made a wild 
rush for the doors. Many persons were 
thrown down and trampled upon, some 
thus receiving severe injuries. Nobody 
was wounded by the explosion.

The petard consisted of a tin box con­
taining gunpowder and revolver cart­
ridges.

SIR. WM. WHITEWAY DEAD.

He Was Prime Minister of Newfound­
land for Fifteen Years.

Ottawa, June 25.—Before the Com­

mons got down to work this morning an 
hour was spent with “questions of privi­
lege” raised by Mr. Telford and Mr. Tur­
riff, who called attention to misrepre­
sentations being circulated in Tory cam­
paign literature.

Mr. Telford called attention to 405 
resolutions sent him from church or­
ganizations, Women’s Christian Temper­
ance Unions and similar bodies, recom­
mending the passing of an act relative 
to the use of cigarettes by young boys, 
and which was passed yesterday. He 
had unfortunately not been in the 
House when the bill was read a third 
time, but he thought it only right to 
bring the matter of the resolutions to 
their attention.

Mr. Telford also denied a statement 
made use of by the Opposition press 
and speakers, and recently referred to 
in the House, the effect of which was 
that the registrar of North Grey had 
spoiled ballots in a Provincial election, 
'lhat was a falsehood, he declared. Op­
position members raised points of or­
der, and the Speaker ruled that Mr. Tel­
ford could not discuss the matter. Tel­
ford, however, managed to reiterate 
that the story was untrue. “The court, 
the trial Judge and ninth command­

ment,” he said, “are all against the 
statement.” (Laughter.)

Mr. Turriff, on the question of privi­
lege, said his attention had just been 
drawn to the statement ;n a speech de­
livered by the Hon. Geo. E. Foster on 
Feb. 6th, copies of which were now being 
franked from the House of Commons 
—(Liberal cheers)—and being sent all 
over the country. That speech con­
tained statements respecting himself 
(Turriff) that were absolutely false— 
(liberal cheers)—that was shown by 
evidence on timber lease matters given 
before the Public Accounts Committee 
and by Turriff’s statement in the House.

At this point there followed consider­
able cross firing, resulting in more or 
less confusion and disorder over a point 
raised by Mr. Foster that Mr. Turriff 
had declared that the member for North 
Toronto knew when he made the eta Vs 
ments that they were felc—

Mr. Turriff—1 did not say that the 
hon. gentleman knew that what he said 
was absolutely untrue and false, but 1 
think I might have gone as far as that.

Mr. Speaker ruled that such a sugges­
tion should not be made, and it was 
withdrawn. Finally. Mr. Turriff con­
cluded with the statement that he had 
grown quite used to misrepresentations 
on the part of Mr. Foster, and knew 
now not to expect anything in the way 
of fairness from that honorable gentle­
man. The statements made by that 
member and which he complained of 
were, he reiterated. absolutely false. 
It was an outrage that when Foster had 
found they were false he should continue 
to send out his speech containing them.
