PRINCE OF
WAIES PRIZE.

It Has Beer Won by Canadians

Several Times.

The splendid vietory Black
burn, of Winnipeg, in the Prince of
Wales' mateh at Bisley yesterday re
calls the fact that this prize, next in
importance 1o the King’s, has been
brought to Canada a good many times
in the past 30 years

It was Col. J. M. Gibson, now Lieu
tenant-Governor of untario, then a cap
tain in the Thirteenth Regiment, who
first won it. That was in 1870

Again the honor eame to Hamiiton in
18582, when Lieut. Wm. Mitcheil won the
Prince of Wales'. Lieut. Mitchell was
not at that time a member of the Thir-
teenth, but of the 32nd Bruce Regiment.
However, he had learned to shoot with
the Thirteenth, his mother regiment.

Staff-Sergl. Tom Mitehell, of this city,
who is doing well at Bisley this year, is |
a nephew of L ieut. Wm, \lm)ull Shoot |
ing runs in vhe Mitehell blood.

Nor is this year's victory the first
for Winnipeg. In 1887 Pte. Gillies, of
the 90th Regiment, carried off the same
trophy.

In 1889 Staff-Sergt. T. H. Hayhurst,
then a member of one of the old coun-
try regiments, won the Prince of Wales',

and a few ye later was the first to
bring the “Queen’s” to Canada, when a
member of the Thirteenth, with which

he has been connected for the past 17
ears.

In 1891 Capt. McMicking, of Niagara
Falls, won the Prince of Wales’, and in
1898 Lieut. Robertson, of Dundas, tied
for the prize, but lost in the shoot off.

London, July 20.—DPolice dogs have
proved so successful on the Continent
in tracking criminals or overpower-
ing them when caught in some ne-
farious act that the thieving frater-
nity are now retaliating by training
dogs to attack their  victims, .and
especially  policemen.

1906-07 the per capita consumption of
spirits was .861 gallon. For the last fis-
cal year it was .806. The per capita con-
sumption of beer, which was 5.255 gal-
lons in 1906-07, increased last year to
5.348 gallons. In wines the per capita
consumption shows a slight decrease
from .91 gallon per capita two years ago
to .85 last year.

Former Employee of Dominien Ex-
press Company Charged.

Montreal, July 19.— Charged with
having defrauded the Dominion Ex-
press Company to the extent of some
$3560, Stanley Coates, of 227 Richmond
street, was arraigned before Judge
Lanctot this afternoon. Coates is said
to have obtained the money by a seriés
of cleverly-planned forgeries, using blank
orders of the Dominion Express Com-
pany, with whom he had formerly been
employed. Then, after cashing a num-
ber of them through various well-known
firms, he left the city. Chief Carpenter
was put on his trail, however, and after
a long chase he was arrested in Toronto
on Saturday.

The alleged forgeries were perpe-
trated on June 30 last. Coates’ plan is
said to have been to call up by telephone
a city agent of the company, aund stat-
ing that he was speaking from ' the
Dominion Express Company, ask the
agent to give a book of money orders
to the bearer of the note. Coates then
called himself at the agent’s office, and
accompanied by his friend he had no
difficulty in obtaining a book contain-
ing eight money orders.

Then it is claimed Coates filled in
the eight unissued orders, appending
fictitious names and forging the name

of one of the agents now in the employ
of the Dominion Express Co. The orders
were then sold to eight different business
men for a diseount, The highest amount
that can be made out of one order by
the Express Company is $50, and Coates
filling in each cheque for various sums,
ranging from $40 to $45.

It was not until these business men
who ecashed the money orders went to
deposit the orders in the bank that they
made the discovery that they were
worthless. Though the orders . were
cashed on June 30 it seems that none of
them were banked until July 2

GYPSIES FIGHT.

Bands in Legal Battle Present Lavish
Display of Wealth.

Ottawa, July 19.—The 'p‘\-pc_\ bands in
Hull were engaged in a legal battle to-
day over the custody of a girl. who, it
is alleged, was sold by her father to a
member of another band. The girl claim
ed to be maltreated, and returned to her
father, only to be recaptured by her
lover. The arrest of the latter, charged

with abduction, preeipitated a hearing
this morning hefore Recorder Desjar
dine. That official decided that the girl
must remain in the custody of the law,
pending final judgment. but to this
both sides strenuously objected, the
mother throwing herself at the re
corder’s feet and beseeching him to

reverse his judgment.

Both sides made a lavish display of
wealth, hiring all the available automo
biles and carriages in the city. One
woman is said to have displayed $2.500
in gold.

SLAYS OFFICER.

Russian Army Punishment Brings
Double Tragedy.

St. Petersburg, July 19.—The system
of flogging. which is still used as a
means of punishment in the so-called
disciplinary battalions of the Russian
army. led to a tragedy to-day at
Miedyied, Novgorod Province, where the
largest battalions are located.

BELGIAN AUTHORITIES FIND
THEM VALUABLE FOR SCHOOLS.

Lectures as They Run—History and
the Arts Easily Taught by Actual
Enactment Before Classes.

Although the average schoolboy of
Eurove probably does not realize it,
his lot is infinitely preferable to that
of his forbears. It is
sidered that the work
the yvoung, to be effective, should be
seven and unattractive. On the con-
trary, everything is now done to make
the task as interesting and as pleas-
wnt as rvible. Most of the foolish
punichment: that were inflicted on
vehooit vys forty and fifty years ago
have now been abolished, and any-
thing th.at can be done to help pupils
to acquire a liking for school and
the subjects which form the elements
of their instruction is carefully culti-
vatad,

The latest innovation in the meth-
ods ot public-school teaching on the
Continent is the introduction of the
cinematograph. Experiments made
in certain schools in France have
shown that the blackboard may ad-
vantageously be’ replaced by “living
pictures,”” and in Belgium, where the
system has been tried with the best
results, the cinematograph has just
been introduced in the Normal School
of Brussels. The great progress ac-
complished within recent years in
photography enables a great number
of events and phenomena to be repre-
sented not only in their forms, but
in their movements; and the days is
not far off when photography in
colors will complete the illusion of
the t.enes from real life thrown on
tho s1.ematographic screen.

ECTURES WITH THE PICTURES.

Care of New Trees,

Many beginners who plant trees and
shrubbery are somewhat disappointed
that the trees do not immediately go to
growing. It generally takes trees and
shrubbery one season to fully recover
from transplanting. No matter how
carefully the work is done, there will
always be a loss of roots, from which
the tree must recover before much new
growth is made.

If the trees come out in leaf and seem
to hold their own pretty well, it is about
all you can expect the first season. Some
of the shoots and branches of newly-
planted trees may die, while the rest
will come out nicely. Dead shoots should
be all eut ofi. Use a sharp knife and
cut close back to the green wood.

When fall comes heap earth several
inches high around the base of each
tree and tramp it down very hard. This
keeps the tree from working loose dur-
ing the winter season. Many trees die
the first winter from negleet of this
precaution. Of course, we need hardly
add that the first business the following
season is to remove these mounds and
restore the ground around the tree to
its former condition. The mounds are
hardly necessary the second winter, as
the trees are generally sufficiently es-
tablished to get along without it
