JAPANESE QUARANTINE REGULATIONS

San Francis' o, Aug. 2.— Reporte from 
Peking show the Government’s determin­
ation to resist Russian advanceefin Ilia at 
all hazirds. Preparations are progressing 
for transferring a large part of the army 
about Peking to the extreme west.

Considerable excitement has been caused 
in consequence of the British Minister’s in­
terference with the Japanese quarantine 
regulations. Cholera prevails in the south­
ern parts and strict quarantine is ordered 
for Yokohama. The United States Minis­
ter issued immediate instructions for the 
compliance of Americans. The British 
Minister denied the right of the Japanese 
on account of extra territorial jurisdiction 
and declared any English ship should break 
the quarantine and be protected by British 
men-of-war. Giving to indignant remon- 
itrances from influential quarters, especial­
ly from Governor Hennessey, of Hong 
Kong, now visiting Japan, the British 
Minister modified his attitude, and now 
consents to co-operate with the Japanese 
Government, but still asserts his right to 
break quarantine. The German Minister 
supports him.

Lord Aeaconsptxld, replying to the

text of acquiring a scientific Indian 
frontier, we had launched the oeuntry 
into a war full of disasters, this impraoti- 
cable treaty has been fully executed. Not 
a single Russian soldier now remains in 
Turkey. The Czar hae honourably ful­
filled his engagements, and is now co-oper­
ating with England and the other Powers 
in endeavours to maintain peace. It has 
been stated that Turkey has not 
been so faithful in executing her 
engagements, and that consequently 
we had not realized the reforms in her 
provinces promised by the Sultàn, but 
it is only just to consider that her 
domains were only a few days since freed 
from the presence of the invader; and since 
the signing of the • Treaty of Ber­
lin, qneetions more numerous and 
more difficult in the re-arrangement 
of the Turkish provinces have risen 
before the Sultan than have probably rmen 
within the same time before any monarch 
heretofore. I do not wish to add any­
thing relative to the Treaty of Berlin. 
This treaty has taken its place among the 
archives of the capitals of Europe. 
Its end is to assure the general 
peace, and if dangers and difficulties super­
vene in the countries to which the treaty 
specially relates, I believe its conditions 
and resources will suffice for every eventu­
ality. Regarding the Indian frontier, the 
object of the war has been accom­
plished with great precision. Rela­
tive to the Zulu war, it is be­
lieved that in a very short time news 
will arrive of a satisfactory solution of all 
African questions. As to the commercial 
depression of the country one of the 
secondary causes is imprudent speculation, 
and there are already signs of its ameliora­
tion. If there|are good harvests in all parts 
of the world, I believe the darkest 
days of the depression will have been 
seen.’’ Lord Beaoonsfield insisted that 
landed property ought to continue as at 
present. «

The conclusion of Lord Beaconsfield’s 
speech was received with frantic cheers. 
The speeches of the other Ministers re­
ferred to purely local topics.

London, July lib—In the House of 

Commons the Chancellor of the Exchequer 
stated that the Government proposed to 
ask for a vote of three million pounds on 
account of the expenses of the war in 
South Africa, which sum if not sufficient 
would at all events suffice for the expenses 
until next session of Parliament. The
new credit thus asked for will
raise the expenditure for the
Zulu war to £4,500,000. The
Chancellor stated that the new credit 
would transform the surplus estimated at 
the introduction of the Budget into a de­
ficit of £1,163,000. He said that the Gov­
ernment hoped to recover this sum from 
the South African colonies, and would ask 
authority to raise the remainder by Ex­
chequer bonds.

In the House of Lords the Marquis of 
Salisbury, Foreign Secretary, replying to a 
question by Earl Stanhope, confirmed the 
statement that the last Russian soldier had 
left Eastern Roumelia.

Manchester, July 31.—A London cor­
respondent says some Conservative mem­
bers of the House of Commons, who are 
about to take long journeys, have been as­
sured that they need not fear a general 
election during the autumn or winter.

It is stated there is reason to believe 
that Right Hon. H. Beuverie Brand will 
resign the Speakership of the Commons at 
the end of the session, and that he will 
probably be succeeded by Sir Matthew 
Ridley, Under Secretary of State for the 
Home Department.

London, Ang. 4. —In the Commons to­
day, the Chancellor of the Exchequer, re­
plying to a question as to whether the ex- 
Khedive plundered Egypt of property 
worth six millions on his departure, said 
he had heard unofficially that the ex-Khe­
dive had ordered a large amount of pro­
perty to be taken aboard his yacht, but 
the Government had no official knowiedg 
of the nature of the property or' th 
amount.

A Conservative demonstration took place 
at the Marquis of Salisbury’s country Best 
at Hatfield to-day. Viscount Sandon, dis­
cussing the Conservative chances at the 
next election, said the great struggle would 
come in a year or sooner.

In the House of Commons to-night, after 
a protracted debate, the vote of credit o 
£3,000,000 for the Zulu war was agreed to 
without a division.

Sir Stafford Northeote moved that the 
thanks of the House be given to Lord 
Lytton, Viceroy of India, and the officers 
and men of the Afghan expedition.

The Marquis of Harrington and others 
supported that part of the motion in rela­
tion to the officers and men, but opposed 
the vote of thanks to Lord Lytton.

After a party debate, Sir Stafford North- 
cote’s motion was adopted without a divi- 
sion.

ADVENTUROUS CANOEISTS.
A Trip from Use Gatineau te Lake

Ottawa, Aug. 4.—Three weeks ago, 

Wm. Brock and three companions left the 
Desert, at the head of the Gatineau river, 
for Winnipeg, in a canoe. They intended 
going from the Desert to Kakabongs, 
thence to Grand Lao, thence to Temi»- 
camingue, thence, via the Mattawa, to 
French river and Georgian bay. From 
thence the adventurers will proceed eta 
Lakes Huron and Superior to the Dawson 
route.

An emigration association has been form­
ed at Sheffield for the purpose of aiding 
workingmen to obtain a livelihood in the 
Western States of America,

Reports from France state that the crop 
of the sugar beet root in France is failing, 
and this is expected to give strength and 
impetus to the colonial sugar trade.

The miners of Warwickshire, at a mass 
meeting, have declared that the award of 
the umpire in the dispute between them­
selves and the masters means starvation.

Telegrams from Stockholm announce 
that the steamer Vega, with the Arctic 
explorer Nordenekjold on board, has been 
freed from ice and safely passed Behring 
strait.

A correspondent at Vienna announces 
that the Archduchess Christine and her 
mother have left for Biarritz, where it 
believed they grill be visited by the King 
of Spain.

The German Goverrment opened eight 
new telegraph offices in Berlin last week, 
which are provided also with telephones.
Ten more telephonic offices will be opened 
this month.

A Paris despatch says it is stated that 
Osman Pasha has been appointed Com- 
mander-in-Chief of the army of observa­
tion on the Greek frontier, numbering 
84,000 men.

A Madrid correspondent reports that it 
is said in official circles thatrthe marriage 
of the King of Spain with the Austrian 
Archduchess Christine will take place dur­
ing the autumn.

A Rome despatch says it is stated that 
the manifesto, in form of a programme for 
the reign of a universal republican associa­
tion. is merely a literary fossil, dating from 
the Mazziman age. '

The Italian Minister of the Interior en­
joins the prefects to watch unceasingly all 
instigators of demonstrations and disor­
ders, and to prevent any demonstration of 
tiie Italia imdenta party.

Contracts for the supply of coals to 
British ironclads in Besiks Bay mention 
the Mediterranean ports of Constantinople,
Galipoli, and ports in the Sea of Marmora 
as possible places of delivery.

A telegram from Athena on Jnly 30th 
states that in consequence of the threaten­
ing movements of the Turks, a large num­
ber of new rifles have been distributed 
among the Greek troops, and six batteries 
of artillery have been completely equipped.

On Monday next a member of the House 
of Commons will aak whether the Govern­
ment have any information respecting the 
rumoured establishment of a naval station 
at Sebastopol by the United States Gov­
ernment under a conceasion from the Rus­
sian Government.

A Glasgow special lays the enthusiasm 
for Talmage continues unabated. Daring 
the past three weeks he has lectured 

. nightly to thousands, and on Sundays he 
hae preached to tens of thousands. In St.
Andrew's Hall yesterday, he preached to 
six thousand worshippers in Glasgow.

A Rome despatch says General Garibaldi 
recommends a scheme for diverting the 
course of the River Po, He would have 
the river communicate in s straight line 
with Milan, thence by a northerly bend 
with Turin, and by deepening its bed 
would secure direct communication with 
the sea.

The first news of the battle of Ulundi 
was conveyed both to Sir Garnet Wolseley 
and Sir Bartle Frere by s newspaper cor­
respondent. Mr. Forbes, of the Daily 
Newt, rode from the battlefield to Land- 
man’s Drift, a hundred miles distant, and 
telegraphed the news of the victory to 
Cape Town and Dorban, after a ride of 
fifteen hours.

Rev, Newman Hall has renewed his 
suit in the Court of Probate for divorce or 
separation from his wife. He instituted » 
similar suit some years ago, which decided 
against him. Since then he and his 
wife have not lived together. He 
now renews the suit, having obtained, 
as he alleges, information that will compel 
the Court to grant his plea. The evidence 
which he has produced heforehearing of this 
esse thus far is of extremely repulsive and 
scandalous character, bnt toe friends of the 
lady insisted that this evidence is fictitious 
and that its falsity can be proven.

A despatch from Eeooriaza, Spain, an­
nounces the death of the Infanta Maria 
Del Pilar, second sister of King Alfonso.
The deceased Princess was bora June 4th,
1861, so that at the time of her death she 
was 18 years of age. She hae been suffer­
ing some days from catalepsy, complicated 
with nervous fever, and her life was con­
sidered in such danger that her brother 
the King and elder sister the Prinoees of 
Asturias, were sent for from Lagraiga, 
where they were sojonming. They reached 
$>coriez* too late to be present at her 
death. The King was greatly affected by 
the death of his sister, to whom he was 
much attached.

FAMINE ANTICIPATED IN ZULULAND.

V ^■•Ltive—assignation or Lord

Ï»N don, July 30. —The British Admiral­
ty have erdered all Indian troop ships to 
be in readiness for six months’ continuous 
service with a view to bringing home troops 
from South Africa.

Capetown, Jnly 15.—Lord Chelmsford* 
has resigned, and is; retiming to Durban.

Lon non, Aug. 3>—A Capetown despatch 
°f,Jnly 13- a»y»|fityera1 Cfeal^A*. cavalry 
ouniea uncum and Mugwende on the east­
ern line of the British advance. Dabnl- 
manzi, Cetowayo-’s brother, and other im­
portant chiefs have surrendered to Lord 
Chelmsford.

The movement ef troope retiring from 
the neighbourhood of Ulundi was expect­
ed to be delayed by heavy rains ana in­
creasing transportation difficulties, which 
would prevent any re-advance this season, 
even if such a movement was necessary. 
Ekowe is to be reoecupied. The Naval 
brigade has been reembarked for England. 
The volunteers originally raised for the 
campaign against Secoceni have been or­
dered into position between Fort Weber and 
Derby to the north of Znluland, so as to cut 
off Cetewayo’s retreat northward and pre­
vent raids by the Znlns in the neighbour­
hood of Intombi and Assegai rivers.

Colonial Ministers have informed the 
Assembly that they consider the present 
an inopportune time for riving effect to the 
recommendation of the Home Government 
in favour of confederation, byt they would 
take steps to carry them ont as soon as 
peace was restored. The action of the Cape 
Government is generally appr oved.

Sir Garnet Wolseleydespatch to the 
War Office says :—“I propose to form a 
brigade of artillery and engineers and a 
squadron of cavalry for the Transvaal. I 
am reducing the expenditures. I have 
given permission to Lord Chelmsford to 
return to England. I am disbanding some 
of the expensive and irregular cavalry. 
Cetewayo is said to be in Ingome forest. ”

A despatch from Kawamagwasa, July 
11, states that the colonial cavalry corps 
has been ordered to be disbanded,

London, Aug. 4.—Later advices from 
Capetown state that Sir Garnet Wolseley 
has stirred up the Swazeris and other 
tribes against Cetewayo, and they will not 
follow Inmto the foresta.

London, Ang. 4. —A Capetown despatch 
says Chief Moirosi has submitted. The 
present trouble with the Bssutos is there­
fore settled, bnt much discontent still 
exists.

It is feared there will be a severe famihe 
next year in Znluland, as now is seed time 
and no land is being sown, while much 
seed has been destroyed and many cattle 
seized.

It is rumoured that troubles are impend­
ing in the Transvaal. It is feared il the 
Colonial Ministers take enezgetis measures 
in that province Immediate disturbance 
will ensue. * The announcement of the 
despaidB of troope and the approaching 
visit of "Sir Garnet Wolseley probably dis­
quiets the Boers.

A Fort Dnmford despatch of Jnly 13th, 
says King Cetewayo, when leaving the 
battlefield of Ulundi, told his chiefs to 
look to their own safety and seek terms of 
peace as beet they could. His army is 
broken up and the nation dispersed. The 
King is a fugitive. Znluland will pro­
bably be divided into three or four separ­
ate principalities, each under the rule of 
an independent noble. Cetewayo’s brother 
Oham will receive his own territory under 
this arrangement.

London, Ang. 4.—Special despatches of 
the correspondents in South Africa agree 
that the capture of Cetewayo is all impor­
tant, because as long as he is free he will 
remain the centre of conspiracy and mis­
chief, General Wolseley, however, has no 
intention of panning him with British 
troops as the nature of the country 
renders such a course impracticable. 
His policy rather is to stir up the 
neighbouring tribes against the King. 
Agents have been sent to the 
Swazers and Amatongas with this object in 
view, and 5,000 cattle have been offered to 
Oham if he will capture his brother. One 
telegram even says that a price has been 
set upon Cetewayo’s head, but this seems 
an exaggeration. Gen. Wolseley, ia an ad­
dress to a nnmber of chiefs on July 12th, 
informed them that he had no desire to take 
any of their territory, but that Cetewayo 
was a fugitive and could never more be 
king.

Sir Garnet had summoned all the native 
chiefs to meet him at Emangwene, about 
nine miles north of the Umlatoosi river, on 
Jnly 19th, to hear his final words of settle- 
ment.

The chiefs who were present at the meet­
ing on July 12th declared the Zulu nation 
had now no head. They wished to have 
no more black kings, and said they would 
prefer John Dunn forking. They prom­
ised to bring all the chiefs of the coaat dis­
tricts to the Emangwene meeting. These 
tribes, however, do not constitute the most 
warlike part of the nation.

It is reported from Lnneburg that Cete­
wayo, with 7,000 follower», is endeavour­
ing to escape across the northern border to 
joiç Seoocoeni. The authorities are keep­
ing a good lookout tor him John Dunn 
and other well-informed parties think 
there is great probability that Cetewayo 
will be killed by his followers if hs con­
tinues to give trouble.

All of the Zulus wounded at the battle 
of Ulundi were killed by a native contin­
gent in the employ of the British.

LIEUTENANT CAREY’S CASE.
London, Ang. 1.—It hae been ascertain­

ed that her Majesty will be advised to 
allow Lieutenant Carey to return to duty, 
as the authorities merely find him guilty 
of indiscretion.

The proceedings of the court martial in 
the case of Lieut. Carey have been quashed 
on the grounds of illegality. The United 
Service Gazette states that the sentence 
was death.

London, Aug. 4.—Much indignation is 
expressed in various quarters at the 
action of the Commander-in-Chief and 
Secretary of War in quashing the 
proceedings of the court martial ia 
the caee of Lieutenant Carey on the ground 
of illegality. It is held that Carey wae either 
guilty of a great and flagrant breach of 
duty and of cowardice, or else wee guilty 
of nothing, In the one ease it ia contend­
ed hie punishment should be severe and 
exemplary-; in the other that heehould be 
discharged from arrest in order to return 
to duty, not through any mistake on the 
parte of the judges who conducted the 
Court Martial m Africa, or of any quibble 
in the law, but on the mere merit» of the

Information of a recent date has already 
been obtained to clearly demonstrate 
the extravagance of the award 
of the Halite tribunal.

Washington.

New "ïork* Aug. 2.—A Washington 
special to the World says Minister Wélah’e 
successor at London will not be a mere 
politician, but probably an envoy will be 
sent capable of managing delicate^nd pro­
longed negotiations concerning the fishery 
question.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 5.—Grave 
complaints have been received at the State 
Department from United States fishermen 
in the Gulf of St. Lawrence. They allege 
that the Colonial authorities have ordered 
the local regulations to be enforced against 
them within the three-mile limit, and 
that these regulations interfere so mate­
rially with the methods of fishery 
followed in the vessels that this 
enforcement is a practical denial of the 
privileges secured to them by Treaty. The 
Secretary of State has decided to make en­
quiry into the facts as thus reported. For 
this purpose the Kearsage, now cruising in 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence, has been in­
structed to stop at some one of the ports of 
New Brunswick or Nova Scotia and take 
on board special agents of the Depart­
ment, who are directed to visit the fishery 
grounds and report as to the conduct of 
the inshore fisheries by our fishery fleet, 
and their treatment by the local authori­
ties and population.

YELLOW FEVER.

Proposed Precautions la England-Shlp- 
ping Blockade la New lurk.

St. John, N. B., August 1.—The death 
is reported of Capt. Andrew Rourke of the 
brig Wanderer, of this port, at Mirsgosne, 
Hayti. Capt. Rourke had been instructed 
by cable to St. Thomas to proceed to 
Sagua, but as freights were rapidly declin­
ing in Cuba, and hoping to do better for 
the owners, he accepted a charter from. 
Mbageane and had jest completed loading, 
at that port for Falmouth, Esq,, when he 
was overtaken by yellow fever and died in 
less than two days. His death will be a. 
sad blow to his aged mother, who resides 
at St. George, and who was always kindly 
cared for by him.

Memphis, August 2.—Much alarm is. 
felt here at the prospects of disturbances 
arising from the stand taken by the 
negroes. The minute men are now thor­
oughly organized to the number of 20Qi 
The Howards have $20,000 on hand, and 
the expense is about $256 a day, but is 
daily increasing. ,

Eight more cases were reported to the 
Board of Health this afternoon. Five ad­
ditional deaths occurred to-day. The total 
deaths for the week ending six this after­
noon were 44, yellow fever 26. Last week 
the total deaths were 77, yellow fever 34. 
Physicians are sanguine that the maximum 
death rate has been reached and that a 
decrease in the number of deaths can 
reasonably be expected, A drenching rain 
fell this afternoon.

New York, Aug. 4.—The yellow fever 
scare has resulted in patting an almost 
complete embargo on vessels arriving here 
from Cuba, Mexico and other places where 
disease exists. There are thirty vessels 
lying in quarantine detained by the health 
officers. This wholesale blockade is caus­
ing considerable comment among [shipping 
merchants, who are fretting under the in­
convenience and additional expense. The 
quarantine season continuée to November 
1st. Merchant* in the West India trade 
are embarrassed. One firm is at an addi­
tional expense of $500 a day. There are 
now six yellow fever patients in the 
quarantine hospital.

The brig Athol Crane, of Halifax, reach­
ed this port yesterday from St Jago, Cuba, 
which place she left twenty-five days ago. 
Soon after sailing from St. Jago yellow 
fever broke out on board, and Wm. Mc­
Leod died on. July 3rd, and three days 
after Henry Decosta fell a victim to fever. 
The third and last death occurred July 
26th, when Matthieson died.

ITALY.
Rome, Ang. 2.—A decree has been is­

sued imposing a quarantine on vessels 
from the United States because of the 
prevalence of yellow fever there.

PORTUOAL.
A Lisbon despatch reports that the 

Gazette contains a notice stating that New 
York and New Jersey (sic) are considered 
infected with yellow fever. In regard to 
other Atlantic porta action i* suspended.

ENGLAND.
London, Ang. 4.—Considerable interest 

is excited here, especially in commercial 
circles, by the announcement that in din- 
sequence of the existence of yellow fever 
at American ports, the Italian Govern­
ment hae quarantined all America* vessels 
arriving at Italian porte on the Mediter­
ranean. In some quarter» itjs urged that 
similar precautions should at onoe be taken 
by English authorities, but ae this would en­
tail extreme inconvenience to passengers, and 
serious obstruction to commercial trans­
actions, it is argued, on the other hand, 
that the existing sanitary investigations 
which are made by English health officers 
will be sufficient to prevent the introduc­
tion of the plague into any English, Irish 
or Scotch port. ___

'Three Men Killed by the Fall­
ing or a Wall.

Wii.iT.Toif, Aug. 1.—The greatest fire 
that ever occurred here broke out this 
evening, at the comer of King and John 
streets, in the finest building in the city, 
known as the Mclnnes Block. This block 
was owned and partly occupied by Messrs. 
Mclnnes Bros., wholesale dry goods mer­
chants. The ground floor was used by the 
u..t of F—and the Hamilton and 
Provident Loan Association offices, and 
the western end by Fumer, Livingstone 
t Oa's wholesale fancy warehouse. This 
block was erected eighteen years ago, at a 
cost of about $160,000. It was four stories 
in height, and had a' long frontage on 
King street, extending up a considerable 
distance on John street, where it was sep­
arated from the stores adjoining by an 
alley. The alarm was given at 5.60 p. m., 
but some little time elapsed before the 
brigade reached the scene, which was a 
lew blocks distant from the Central fire 
station. When the firemen arrived, it 
seemed as though it would be nsnlnai 
for them to undertake the task of exting­
uishing a conflagration that had already 
assumed such huge proportions. Tmmimui 
crowds soon assembled, and a. the flames 
rushed through thé windows with terrible 
violence and the glass on the roof fell in 
With a terrific crash, the wildest excite­
ment prevailed, and many predicted that 
the whole of the buildings on that side of 
the street would be reduced to ashes before 
the fire could be controlled. It was first 
diaoovespd in the bottom flat of Fumer 
Livingstone A Co.’s, which is connected 
with Mclnnes’ by windows and a door all 
made of iron. The latter were open, and it 
is supposed the flames were sucked 
through by a current of air, and in a 
moment the inflammable goods in Mclnnes’ 
warehouse were ablaze. One of the em­
ployés in Mclnnes’ says that when he saw 
the fire coming through the windows, he 
endeavoured to shut them, but was driven 
back ; and the employés had only time to 

. get into the street before the whole flat 
was one sheet of flame. The fire made 
steady hallway, and, despite the efforts of 
the firemen, who had to work at great dis­
advantage owing to the insufficient supply 
of water, the splendid pile was a huge 
furnace, emitting such a fierce heat that 
it was impossible to approach within one 
hundred yards of the place. On the opposite 
side of King street, the buildings were in 
danger of catching fire, but strenuous ef­
forts on the part of the occupants averted 
that catastrophe. The block on the «finer 
opposite to toe burning building did not 
fare so well, as it at once caught, and in a 
few minutes a portion of the cupola on 
Sandford, Vail A Bickley’e handsome 
block fell into the street. In this building 
are Messrs. Sandford, Vail A Bickley’e 

' wholesale cloth and ready-made clothing 
warehouse, and the Merchants’ Bank on 
the ground floor. Previous to the fire 
seising the building, the books and valu­
ables of the bank were carefully secured 
and some of the goods taken out of the 
warehouse.

Abandoning the now hopeless task 
of staying the fire in Mclnnes block, 
the attention of the men was directed to 
this building ; but so great was the heat 
that they oould not approach near the 
John street side, and it soon fell an easy 
prey to the flames which were now volley- 
mg forth half way across the street. In 
ten minutes the fire ran along and caught 
the store occupied by Dixon Bros., fire­
work makers, and simultaneously a tre­
mendous sheet of flame accompanied by a’

made havoc of this block, utterly destroy­
ing it in an incredibly short space of time. 
The danger to buildings in other parts of 
the city now became apparent as large 
lumps of glowing cinders driven by the 
wind were falling on the streets to 
the north of the scene of the 
fire. The aim of the firemen was now 
to try by might and main to oonfine 
the fire to the blocks in which it was now 
raging. They succeeded to some extent in 
this operation, lines of hose being dragged 
to the roofs of the adjoining premises, and 
waterbeinj; poured in avalanches upon the

At 8.30 when the flames in the Sandford 
block were nearly controlled, the standing 
portion of the wall came down into John 
street with a loud crash ; and in the Mc­
lnnes block a portion of the heavy stone 
coping of one of the windows in the fourth 
story also collapsed, the crowd flying from 
the spot, thinking the whole wall would 
tumble into the street. The fire now raged 
in the bottom of the building like a huge 
cauldron, and sent up sparks which issued 
from the upper windows and were carried 
far and wide by the wind.

Methodist Episcopal (colored) Church on 
Rebecca street between John and Catha­
rine streets caught from the flying 
sparks and was completely gutted despite 
the efforts to save it. It is said to have 
been insured. As this building was in the 
same block and in dose proximity to the 
extensive foundry and stove works of R 
A C. Gurney, A Co., desperate efforts were 
made to confine it to close quarters ; and 
so well did the men work that the Messrs. 
Gurney’s establishment escaped, although 
portions of it were on fire more than oooe. 
Brennan’s lumber mill on King William-st. 
had also a most miraculous escape. It was 
on fire several times, and would certainly 
have been destroyed had it not been that a 
reel of hose was kept on the premises. This 
hose was soon attached to the hydrant and 
was bandied ro well by the employée that 
the fire was quickly drowned out every 
timerit broke out. The row of stores on 
the north side of King street, immediately 
opposite the burning building, had a nar­
row escape. The heat was scorching, and 
Iffie burning cinders flew in brilliant clouds. 
Tne roofs caught fire repeatedly. The store 
of Campbell Bros., dry goods merchants, 
and the next building occupied by the 
Methodist Episcopal Bookroom and Print­
ing office, were saved only by the most 
strenuouseffprts of the gentlemen interested 
who fought toe flames with pails of water 
for more than an hour until a branch hose 
oould be spared them. Messrs. Campbell's 
stock in the top flat was much damaged by 
water. Larkin Hall on John street, near 
King street, a fine block of four stores only 
recently built, had a narrow escape. As 
it was, it was considerably damaged, chief, 
ly, however, by the water which was play­
ed on it in order to quench the fire which 
had obtained a hold under toe roof. The 
front of the row is not much damaged, but 
a new roof will have to be put on, and the 
water has soaked the place from bottom to 
top. Hogan’s clothing establishment and 
Mutphy A Murray’s grocery store were on 
fire several times,, but the flames were 
•becked by hard work.

Josephine to fall back farther, she being 
the smaller boat. The engineer, at the 
same time, slackened the stern line, and, 
aa toe bow was slackened, the boats spread 
rapidly apart, and the captain of toe 
Josephine, taking to the situation at a 
glance, immediately commenced paying ont 
the bow line, bat a kink to the rope 
oanght, which prevented the Josephine 
from swinging around, and broke the line. 
Throe on board all fan to one ride of the 
boat to see what the trouble waa, and that 
caused toe vessel to capsize. She imme­
diately filled, and, to a few seconds, sank 
in sixty-five feet of water. There were 
eighteen persons on board tbs Josephine at 
the time, thirteen of whom were with 
difficulty saved, and five ladies w> 
drowned. The names of the lost are 
Mrs. H. Purcells, Binghamton ; Mrs. J.

IN THE AIR.
Recent Aecenelen ef the Balloon Canada.

Montreal, July 31.—The balloon ascen­
sion, to make a second trial of Cowan A 
Page’s serial oar, took place this afternoon 
from the Shamrock lacrosse grounds. A 
large concourse of people assembled on the 
ground and to the vicinity, and watched 
with interest the inflation of the balloon, 
which had been to program since five 
o’clock this morning. The service 
of gas was first-rate, much better 
than st the last experiment. At four 
o’clock the inflation of the gas bag con­
taining 70,000 cubic feet was complete, but 
the high wind prevailing delayed the start 
some time. At length by six o’clock all 
was prepared, and the balloon waa at­
tached to the oar, to which were affixed 
the “paddles" and rudder. All being 
ready, the vouageurs comprising Messrs. 
Harper, of toe Star ; Browning, of the 
Herald, and Moulton, late of the Witness, 
with the inventors, end Prof. Grimley 
stepped into the cage. The first two or 
three attempts to ascend were unsatisfac­
tory, and a return was made to readjust 
the ballast.

The deceased, who was 46 
yean of age, was appointed «Bishop on toe 
16th of Fehraary, 1876, and consecrated 
on the 18th of too following April He 
waa born to the village of RaiUon, near 
this oity, and from 1856 to 1864 acted as 
director of Regiopoli* College, g

BRockville, August 2.—The remains of 
the late Bishop O'Brien arrived here at 
3.12 this morning, by Grand Trunk train, 
end were met at the station by about fifty 
of the most prominent citizens of the |own, 
aa well as a number of clergymen and lay­
men from Kingston, who arrived by morn­
ing express, jfhe romaine were conveyed 
to the Roman Catholic church, where they 
lie until the arrival of toe train this after­
noon.

The connection of the 
colonies with an empire adds mainly 
to toe importance and value of an 
empire, and we look upon Canada as i very 
important colony.

MEMORIAL HAH. TO GEORGE STEPHENSON.

The Duke of Devonshire has opened a 
Hall at Chesterfield, which has been raised 
in memory of George Stephenson, who 
spent the totter years of hie life in that 
town, and m boned there. The hall ia a 
handsome structure, erected at the cost of 
£13,000, and-it ia intended to apply it to 
scientific, literary, and educational par- 
poses. It novf contains a valuable collec­
tion of picture# and other works of art, 
which have been placed there on loan, and 
a large quantity of mining appliances, the 
latter contributed by the Derbyshire Insti­
tute of Mining Engineers, whose head­
quarters will in future be at the Stephenson 
Memorial Hall. 'His Grace was accom­
panied by Admiral Egefton, M.P., by Mr. 
Binner’s, a friend of George Stephenson’s, 
and by many interested in railways mid 
mining.

SPURGEON ON THE SITUATION.

AMERICAN VINES.

The most cele­
brated, of these aie the river gXMW,Jthe ash 
grape, the summer grape, and the heart- 
leaved grape, all at which have been studied 
in great detail by M. Millard et, professor at 
the Faculty of Science» in Bordeaux.

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CREATING GRIEVANCES.
Our Reform friends must have » 

grievance. They would not be happy un­
less they were distressed. The bigger the 
grievance, the happier they are. The 
idea of a declining revenue makes them 
quite cheerful. They are pleased at the 
idea of “national bankruptcy.” They 
rejoice at the prospect of “ direct taxa- 
“ tion.” At the least hint of “ peree- 
“ cution” they become jubilant When 
they can produce a case that looks like 
persecution, they rejoice with exceeding 
gladness—probably in the belief that the 
blood of the martyr is the seed of the 
Church, and that for every Reformer 
dismissed the party has made half a 
dozen canvassers, including the dis­
missed party and his sisters, his cousins 
and his aunts.

The latest grievance is contained in 
the Government's reorganisation of the 
Weights and Measures servies. Our 
contemporaries daim that this measure 
will not save any money, and has been 
adopted mainly for the purpose of cut­
ting off the heads of Reformers in minor 
positions. The thought naturally oc­
curs to any one who has listened to 
these grievances about the dismissal of 
Reformers—that if the present Govern­
ment cannot effect a single departmental 
change without disturbing a dozen Grit 
officials, the late Government must in 
the course of five years have filled up 
the offices of the public service with a 
surprising degree of partisanship. Our 
contemporaries accuse the Minister of 
Inland Revenue of putting out Reform­
ers in the Weights and Measures service, 
and keeping in Conservatives. Pray how 
many Conservatives did Mt/Mackenzie 
appoint to that service! He had the 
opportunity of filling up all the places. 
Did he put a single Conservative into 
office 1 We might ask for a reply ; but 
there is no need to do so. No man in 
his senses will suppose that Mr. Mac­
kenzie appointed any but his own party 
friends. Therefore, if the present Gov­
ernment reduce, as they have reduced, 
the number of officials, it is dear that 
some Reformers must go since there are 
none others to dismiss. We venture to 
nay that after the system is reorganized 
fully, the present Government will be 
able to challenge a comparison without 
fear of adverse criticism. Of the ne­
cessity for a re-organization no one can 
doubt. Even during the last year of 
the late Government, the complaints of 
the public and the members were open 
and loud. And since the present Gov­
ernment have had an opportunity 
of examining the system, the 
facts discovered make us wonder 
that the complaints were not 
louder and more frequent than they 
were. For the fact is, that the weights 
and measures service had come to be the 
worst example of administrative bung­
ling and party corruption that could be 
imagined. Man were appointed to 
office under the act long before the stan­
dards of weight and measure had been 
obtained from England. Men were 
appointed in districts where they had 
nothing to do. Men were appointed 
who did nothing and were proud of it. 
And it was stated in the last session, in 
the House, that in one district the in­
spector had not, down to the day of 
election, paid a visit to one half the 
places in the district About election 
times these inspectors became rather 
busier than before, and some, many of 
them, went about taking the weight and 
measure of the electors and the consti­
tuencies, sending—as they must have sent 
—false reports to their leaders and em­
ployers. In so far as the duty of their 
offices was performed, these men in­
flicted a great deal of annoyance upon 
the public and caused a good deal of ir­
ritation.

The present Government’s plan is to 
reduce the number of officials ; to en­
large the districts ; to get rid of useless 
men ; to discharge incompetent men ; 
to make the system less costly, less bur­
densome, more efficient and accurate. 
In that plan they have already succeed­
ed in part ; and we are sure they will 
succeed altogether if they cany out in 
practice the intentions they have an­
nounced to the public. We have the 
same confidence in the honesty of their 
intention that we have in the wisdom of 
their plan, and feel certain that both 
will be fulfilled.

A BILIOUS FREE TRADER.
Thb London Examiner took strong 

ground against the new Canadian tariff, 
and even urged the Imperial authorities 
to veto it The tariff having become 
law, the Examiner now urges the Mother 
Country to let us go. It declares that 
Confederation has been a failure, and 
bids us seek annexation without delay. 
It doubts whether there is any gain on 
either side by the retention of Great 
Britain’s hold on Canada. “ Her oon- 
K nection, with the Mother Country,” 
it declares, “ disturbs her, while to us 
“ she is a pregnant source of disquietude 
“ and a perennial expense.” Absorp­
tion into the American Union would, 
the Examiner think», prove beneficial in 
a high degree, and it goes on to say : 
“ Canada needs new life, fresh im- 
“ pulses and increased population. All 
“ these advantages would naturally and 
“ inevitably ensue were her destinies 
“ united with those of her neighbour. 
“ As it is, Canada is but dragging out a 
“ miserable existence, struggling, as it 
“ were, against Fate, and going from 
“ bed to worse with every tentative at- 
“ tempt made by her statesmen in order 
“ to insure her prosperity, progress, and 
“ autonomy.”

This is the sort of talk the Liberal 
press, particularly that section of it Re­
presenting the Manchester school, in­
dulged in ten years ago, when Mr. 
Gladstone, with the view of cutting 
down the army expenditure, withdrew 
the Imperial troops from Canada, and 
even auctioned off the guns in the 
Citadel of Quebec. But it is veiy cer­
tain that the Examiner and its ilk do 
not represent English sentiment Of 
late years, the policy of the Imperial 
Government has been to strengthen the 
tie, and to make the Colonies feel that 
they are indeed and in truth part and 
parcel of the British Empire. Wy 
venture to say that policy will be ad­
hered to in the future, no 
matter which party rules. There are 
dark days in store for England. 
Her mechanics are suffering from for- 

I eign competition, and her farmers can­
not live in the face of the exports of 
agricultural produce from this side of 
the Atlantic. The wisest economists 
predict that things will grow worse in­
stead of better. The North American 
export trade is but in its infancy, and 
is capable of unlimited development ; 
and the same is true of the arts and in­
dustries ef thi« continent. With thia 
gloomy prospect before her, the Mother 
Country cannot afford to turn us adrift. 
The Canadian North-West will yet be 
her granary, and the home of her re­
dundant population. Nor would a 
policy of disintegration suit her political 
position. Her star may not be on the 
wane, but undoubtedly she is no longer 
the arbiter of the world. Two years 
ago, when a general European war 
appeared inevitable, the Examiner urged 
Englknd to keep out of it at any cost, 
as her military strength was not equal 
to that of her probable opponents. If 
that was true then, it js just y true now. 
The Colonies with their hardy and in­
telligent population would be a source 
of enormous strength to the Mother 
Country in case she were attacked by a 
combination of nations such as opposed 
her in the days of the fiffet Napoleon ;

THE FUTURE WHEAT FIELD OF 
THB WORLD.

In one of his many felicitous speeches 
on the Canadian North-West, Lord 
Dufferin prophesied that that vast 
region would before many years become 
the “ wheat field of the world.” It is 
now generally admitted that wheat 
grows best in the northernmost limits of 
the temperate zone. In the southern 
temperate zones, the warmth of the 
spring season develops the juices too 
rapidly, and the plant runs to straw. 
The Saskatchewan valley, for this reason, 
grows better wheat than Southern 
or even Northern Minnesota. The 
average yield in the North-West ter­
ritory, Manitoba included, is much 
larger than that of any State in the 
Union. The averages in the wheat­
growing States are as follows : Minne­
sota, 20 bushels to the aeee ; Pennsyl­
vania, 16 ; Ohio, 15$ ; Wisconsin, 14 ; 
Northern Illinois, 13} and Northern 
Iowa, 13$ bushels ; whereas the returns 
from Prince Albert and other Saskat­
chewan posts is over 38 bushels, and the 
general average of the Canadian North- 
West is 32 bushels. CoL Dennis, who 
has devoted much attention to 
the subject, is authority for the 
statement that there are 200,000,000 
acres of virgin prairie land fit for wheat 
cultivation within the Canadian North- 
West. Supposing this vast region were 
put under wheat, and that the average 
yield was 32 bushels to the acre, the 
product would reach the amazing total 
of 6,400,000,000 bushels—enough to 
feed five worlds like this.. It is believed 
that within the next five years, at least 
4,000,000 acres of land in the North- 
West will be under wheat cultivation. 
At 32 bushels per acre, this will mean 
an annual out-put of over 120,000,000 
bushels. The average importation of 
wheat and flour reduced to a wheat 
Equivalent by Great Britain, is in round 
number 100,000,000 bushels. It will 
ice seen, therefore, that the Mother 
(Country will be able within five years to 
obtain all the wheat she requires from 
this Dominion. With the construction 
of the Pacific railway the settlement of 
•i/e Saskatchewan country will proceed 
apace, and it is impossible to even guess 
M the output which this region will pro­
duce before the close of this century. If 
the schem e for establishing a line of ves­
sels to sail during the short season of 
navigation between Liverpool and Port 
Nelson, should succeed, the capabilities 
of the North-W.est as a source of supply

ada out of court It is true the 
Mother Country sought to compensate 
us by-endorsing our bonds, but that 
rather emphasized than justified the 
utter want of principle displayed 
by the American Government They 
obtained for their Alabama claims a sum 
of money which was confessedly in ex­
cess of the amount necessary to pay the 
claimants, and refused to pay a dollar 
for claims which, to say the least, were 
quite as well founded and legitimate.

WHEA T-GRO WING IN ENGLAND.
A revolution in agriculture is being 

silently accomplished in England, and 
every squatter on the Manitoba or Kan­
sas plains is aiding its fulfilment. Wheat­
growing is being abandoned by the Old 
Country farmer as a profitless pursuit, 
and increased, attention is being be­
stowed on stock raising and dairy pro­
ducts. Such is the programme for the 
future. Its wisdom is apparent The 
average return per acre to the grower of 
wheat in the United Kingdom has fallen 
during the last three decades froth 
£9 12a 7d. to £9 la 4<L, and thence to 
£8 3a 3d The decline during the last 
six years is especially marked Within 
that period there were four bad har­
vests, in each of which the yield of the 
wheat crop fell short by about one- 
fourth. The losses to the British 
termer upon the three and a 
half millions of acres under wheat 
cultivation is estimated to have 
reached £37,620,000. Not only Jias 
the yield been poor, but the price 
has been steadily low. The average 
price of wheat in New York fell from 
S3.00 in 1867 to 95 eta this spring, and 
similar low rates ruled in England The 
poor crops and inadequate prices have 
compelled the British farmer to turn 
his attention to some other branch of 
agriculture from which increased profits 
may be realized. High rents can no 

nger be paie " 
ising and da

— agriculture_______________________
of tile United Kingdom can hope to 
successfully compete with his Canadian, 
American and Russian rivals. The 
freight on cattle acts as his protec­
tion in the meat trade, and the English 
breeder should, therefore, be able to 
extend his business to a larger extent. 
The old country cannot, however, raise 
sufficient stock for home consumption, 
and, therefore, the trans-Atlantic trade 
will continue, although a large supply 
may be drawn from its own sources. 
But the breeders in the midland coun­
ties should be able to successfully com­
pte with Canadians, which they have 

itherto failed to do. Although the 
price of beef has increased by/d. per 
stone, and the price of mutton by lr "
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in the United Kingdom has been re 
duced since 1872 by 621,000, and the 
number of sheep by 2,266,000. 
When it is remembered that 
the population is uniformly increasing, 
the necessity for a foreign supply Is 
apparent. The land is not sufficiently 
stocked, is the opinion of many English 
authorities. It is possible to feed five 
beasts to the acre, which rate, comput­
ing the grass and tillage land at fifty 
millions of acres, would give ten mil­
lions of head of cattle. One-quarter of 
the present supply is killed yearly ; but 
the importation of live cattle from 
abroad is only in the proportion of ten 
per cent, to the home-fed production. 
“ Breed more stock” is the advice given 
to those who complain of foreign oom-

gttition. Wheat growing having failed, 
ritish farmers are compelled either to 

pursue stock raising and dairying, or to 
emigrate. A large number have accepts 
ed the former alternative, which in 
many cases will prove preparatory to 
the latter.

RATES OF FREIGHT.
The English newspapers are engaged 

in a vigorous discussion of a subject 
very familiar to people on this side o£ 
the Atlantic, vis., rates of freight. The 
matter was brought up in the House of 
Lords en the 17th ult., by the Marquis 
of HunTlt, who stated the popular 
grievance with some warmth. It ap­
pears that for two or three years past 
certain English railway companies have 
been in the habit of giving preferential 
rates in favour of American produce 
from the sea coast to London. The 
charge for conveying American 
meat _ from Liverpool to London is 
26 shillings a ton in quantities <rf not 
less than ten tons, and that for the car­
riage of English meat 60 shillings. The 
charge for American meat from Glasgow 
to London is 60 shillings a ton, and 
for fresh Scotch meat, sent at consigners’ 
risk, 70 shillings, or at the Company’s 
risk, 77 shillings. The railway com­
panies, on their attention being called 
to the matter, frankly admitted the 
accuracy of the Marquis’ figures, and 
said that if they did not offer the advan­
tage of low rates, American meat would 
not come over their lines, but would be 
carried to London by ship. In the com 
trade also, the railways discriminate in 
favour of American produce, American 
corn-being sent from London into the 
provinces at one-third the rate levied 
on English com. In the discussion 
that followed the Marquis of Huntly’s 
statement, several peers held that this 
discrimination was nothing less than

Çr6 tec tion <to the American fanger., 
'he Government promised to bring the 
subject to the attention of the Railway 

Commission, but some of the leading 
newspapers, notably the Timet, think 
that sterner measures should be taken. 
It appears that the Railway Traffic Act of 
1873 contains a provision setting out that 
no company shall give undue preference 
or advantage to any individual or com­
pany or in favour of any particular 

the

English roads were built by private in­
dividuals ; the State never contributed 
a sixpence to any one of them. But in 
Canada, the Government was the prin­
cipal promoter of nearly all our great 
roads, and forty millions of dollars" of 
the people’s money (irrespective of 
municipal bonuses) is sunk in the three 
oldest Canadian lines. John Bull 
talks about discrimination in fav­
our of the Americans, but 
what wouh| he think et the through 
rates, say, on the Grand Trunk ! 
A bushel of wheat is carried from Chi­
cago to Montreal for less than the rate 
charged from Stratford, or Toronto, or 

‘even from Kingston to that port. The 
American farmer, who has pot a dollar 
in the roads, is protected to the disad­
vantage and detriment of the Canadian 
farmer who ha*' to pay taxes for the an­
nual interest on the money he borrowed 
wherewithal to subsidize them. The 
railroads, of course, have a plausible 
case, contending that through freights 
are more profitable than local 
or way business ; but that the Canadian 
people are unfairly dealt with cannot 
be gainaayed. The time has come for 
the appointment of a tribunal, endowed 
with powers and functions similar to 
those exercised by the Railway Com­
mission, to stand between the rail­
roads and the people ; and we hope 
to see the question taken up by the Do­
minion Government^ and a carefully 
prepared measure introduced at the 
next session of Parliament.

A letter in the Timet on the agricultural 
depression in England, says the average 
oast of producing a quarter of wheat 
47s 6d to 48a. On the other hand Ameri­
can wheat can be laid down at Liverpool 
for 36a a quarter. The cost of a pound of 
English butcher’s meat, so far as the pro­
ducer is concerned, ia 7$d per pound { 
whereas American beef can be arid in Eng­
land at 6$d per pound. The writer says 
oontinuanoe in this rivalry means ruin to 
the Kngliahman—ruin abort, sharp and de­
cisive. No fortune whatever will enable 
a man to faoe competition of this kind 
The farmers are accordingly retreating 
from their farms, and those who are stay­
ing are farming badly, and trying to draw 
from the earth every available penny. He 
thinks the question will have to be dealt 
with by tile Government, but oonfes 
hie inability to suggest a remedy.

Cattle aredyingin Herkimer county,N.Y., 
from what appears to be a new case. 
Veterinary surgeons who have examined 
the animals, are unable to alleviate or class 
the malady. The oowa aioken and die 
within forty-eight hours after the attack. 
Some are dead within ten heurs after the 
appearance of the disease. The symptoms 
are first apparent by the oow’a milk dry­
ing up, whioh occurs suddenly and without 
any warning. At one milking the cattle 
will seem in good health ; at the next, the 
milk will have disappeared, and death 
follows within half a day. Some of the" 
dead ones have been examined by autopsy, 
bat no evidence of known diseases can be 
detected. The lungs seem in a normal 
condition. It was thought that the gram 
might have contained a deadly weed, but 
changing them into other Adds seems to 
have no effect.

Twelve thousand machines are now en­
gaged in Southern Russia in the task of 
exterminating the oorn beetle. large 
sums have been voted by the authorities 
of the Provinces towards the expenses in 
vrivud in hiring thousands of hands to 
destroy this post ; but its ravages are re­
ported to be on the increase, notwithstand­
ing all the efforts exerted by the Government 
and the people. A new visitor has, more­
over; arrived in the neighbourhood of 
Odessa, in the shape of the Hessian fly. 
The wheat crops in the district where it 
has appeared present the aspect of having 
been subjected to a devastating hailstorm. 
This destructive insect waa never previ­
ously known to cross the Russian frontier.

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Considerable excitement prevails In Eng­
land regarding the information conveyed 
in n recent Government report on one 
thousand samples of Indian wheat. The 
principal wheat mewing districts in India 
are the Punjaub and the North-Western 
Provinces, in each of whioh the produce 
about equals that of the United Kingdom. 
Next come Onde, Bengal the Reran, and 
Bombay ; while in Southern India hard red 
wheat is grown to a considerable extent. 
The produce of these wide-spread and tar- 
distant districts may be arranged in four 
principal groups, embracing the white soft, 
white hard, red soft, and red hard varieties 
of wheat. Of these the white soft is the 
most suitable for the English market, as it 
yields the finest floor. On account of ita 
dryness it is extremely useful for mixing 
with damp English wheat, and is specially 
liked by millers owing to ita power of ab­
sorbing moisture and the tendency it con­
sequently shows to increase in weight, 
while undergoing the process of grinding. 
Another British colony will no doubt assist 
at an early day the Dominion in feeding 
the people of the Mother Country.

The proposal of Secretary Everts to send 
a war vessel to cruise on our inshore fish­
ing grounds in order to obtain the latest 
authoritative information respecting our 
fisheries, is a startling one. Not long ago 
the Americans declared these fisheries were 
practically useless to them, and the cancel­
lation of the fisheries clauses of the Wash­
ington Treaty waa demanded. At the same

A Canadian’s diary, picked up at Iian- 
dnla, contains memoranda written on the 
very day of the massacre, and one item 
must have been inserted within an hour of 
the enactment of the tragedy.

Pope, of the Second 
Battalion of the 24th Regiment, who was 
among the killed. This officer waa a 
cousin of the Hon. J. C. Pope, Minister of 
Marine. Portions of the record cast a 
lurid light on some of the events of the 
dreadful day. The entire record is as fol­
lows Four a. m.—A, C, D.JS, F, H., 1, 
2-3, . N.N.G., mounted troops, and four 
guns off. Great firing. Relieved by 1-24. 
Alarm. Three columns Zulus and mount­
ed men on hill E. Turn out ! Seven thou­
sand more E.N.E., 4,000 of whom went 
round Lion’s Kop. Durnford’a Baautos 
arrive and pursue with rocket battery. 
Zulus retire everywhere. Men /all out for 
dinners.” The first sentences evidently re­
fer to the departure of Lord Chelmsford early 
that morning with a portion of the column, 
and to the compoeition of the force led by 
him. The rest is sadly significant. The 
Zulus suddenly appear in great force in 
different directions. After making their 
observations they rapidly disappear in one 
direction, pursued for several miles by 
poor outwitted Col’ Dnmford. All looked 
serene. The soldiers fall out for dinner. 
But meanwhile the crafty savages are 
rapidly forming their orescent behind the 
shelter of the hills, and with such celerity 
did they move that in about one hour from 
the time of the record by poor Pope of the 
falling out for dinner the massacre at the 
camp waa over.

Oft For Manitoba.—About sixty per­
sons, principally of the agricultural class, 
left the Great Western station by the 
12.55 train yesterday for Manitoba. The 
party waa under the care of Mr. Prittie, 
who will look after their welfare until 
Winnipeg ia reached, whioh is expected to 
be accomplished by Friday night or Satur­
day morning. Acquisitions to the party 
are expected to be made at Hamilton, 
IngenoU, London and other places along 
the line of the Great Western.

At Toronto the annual sale of postage 
stamps amounts now to about $160,000. 
At Montreal it ia $160,000 ; Hamilton, $50,- 
000 ; London, $35,000 ; Quebec, $35,000 ; 
Halifax, $40,000; Ottawa, $30,000 ; St. 
Catharines, $12,000 ; Brantford, $13,000 ; 
Guelph, $13,000 ; St. John, N.B., $40,000 ; 
Sherbrooke, $7,000. There is food for re­
flection in some of these totals, when pop­
ulation is considered ; and if we forbear 
from making any remark it is because the 
intelligence, education, and business activ­
ity of a community may be judged by ita 
correspondence, and modesty forbids fur­
ther allusion to the subject.

About eleven on Saturday morning an 
old pensioner named Robert B. Foster was 
found dead in his room in a boarding house 
in York street His body waa discovered 
on the floor of the room by a son of the 
boarding house keeper, Mrs. Simpeon. A 
tumbler in the room had contained Paris 
green, and in the wash-basin a quantity of 
the poison had been mixed with water. 
From the appearance of the body it was 
evident that the man had died in great 
agony. Coroner Riddell waa notified, and 
ordered the removal of the body to the 
morgue. Dr. McPhedran, who examined 
the remains, decided that death had re­
sulted from a dose of Paris green.

Wife Beating.—On Saturday ’night a 
man named Charles Ashby, who resides 
near the railway track on the Kingston 
road, attacked his wife and gave her a 
sound thrashing. On Sunday he repeated 
his brutality and drove his wife and child­
ren out into the street. He had been 
drinking heavily, and was thoroughly in­
toxicated on both occasions. The poor 
woman was bruised from head to foot, and 
was taken by a county constable to Wood’s 
hotel and her woupda droned by Dr. Car- 
roll. The husband waa arrested. It is said 
that the hard usage the wife has received 
has affected her mind.

Accident to a Boy.—On Saturday a 
aérions accident happened to a little boy 
named Goddard, eleven years of age, living 
at No. 194 Chestnut street. Just before 
the wind storm which, it will be remem- 
bered, occurred on that morning, the lad 
was seated on the door-step in the front of 
the house. A glass door behind him slam­
med violently to, breaking the glass. A 
Urge fragment struck him on the leg, in- 
footing a deep wound and severing two ar­
teries, Drs. Russell and McFarlane were 
called to attend the lad, who had nearly 
bled to death. With great difficulty they 
succeeded in uniting the arteries, and the 
sufferer is at present doing well

Chase was given, and the robber, followed 
by about two hundred persons of all ages 
and sizes, covered nearly half the city in 
his flight. The pursued amused himself 
occasionally by turning on the crowd and 
discharging a revolver shot into their midst.

The treaty was simi­
lar to those previously made at the North- 
West Angle and Qu'Appelle, and is proving 
advantageous to tiie Indiana of this district. 
In the same year, Mr. Morris was entrusted 
with the duty of settling the controversy 
with the Indians, included in treaties num­
bers one and two, made by Governor Archi­
bald and Mr. Simpson, respecting the pro­
mue* made and not recorded in the trea­
ties. He was accompanied by the Hon. 
James McKay, and they succeeded in 
effecting a satisfactory disposition of these 
vexed questions, with all the Indians with 
the exception of one band, that of Yellow

mlta of thi
thereof have been highly satisfactory. The 
Inspector of Indian Affaire in the Manitoba 
Superintendency, /Mr. E. MoOoM, reports 
in 1878, “ that the general progress of the 
Indians in agriculture throughout this 
roperiatendency is extremely gratifying.”

In 1876, Governor Morris, Messrs. Chris­
tie and McKay were appointed Commis- 
Boaen, and undertook the duty to deal 
with the Plain Croe Indians of the Saskat­
chewan country. They met the Indians at 
forts Carlton and Pitt, undertaking a jour­
ney from Winnipeg and back, of eighteen 
hundred miles, to accomplish their task, 
which was successful, sad thereby the right 
of Canada to the fertile belt was secured, 
and the relations of Canada to the Indians 
from the height of land beyond Lake Supe­
rior to the Blackfoot country in the viem- 
'ty of the Rocky Mountains defined. These 
treaties were similar in character to those 
previously negotiated, and if faithfully 
carried out wifi secure peace and order in 
the North-West territories and the friend­
ship of the Indian tribes. Governor laird, 
foliowing'in the footsteps of his predecessor, 
Governor Morris, reports “ that if it were 
possible to employ a few practical men to 
instruct the Indians at seed-time, I am of 
opinion most of the bands on the Saskat­
chewan would soon be able to raise suffi­
cient crops to meet their most pressing 
wants.”

The conclusion of these treaties in 1876 
with the Creee, Aasiniboinee and Saulteaux 
Indians left bat » small portion of the 
territory between the boundary line and 
fbe 54th parallel of latitude unsurrendered, 
including about fifty thousand square miles, 
mbabited by the Blackfoot Indiana. The 
Minister of the Interior reported in 1877 
“1‘t Mr. Morris had recommended that

Not- 
withstanding bis careful treatment, two of 
the children. Camille, aged eleven, and 
Azatie, aged fourteen years, gradually 
grew worse, and he, therefore, called in 
the aoaietanee of Dr. Dube, from an adja­
cent village, but without avail, for the 
boy Camille died on Saturday morning, 
ana Asalie en Sunday. Aa Dr. Gaboury 
did not think it necessary to notify the 
coroner, an inquest was not held, and the 
victims were buried on Monday last. At 
the last moment before the day of 

«burial, Dr. Gaboury prevailed upon the 
distressed parents to allow him to 
make a port mbrtem examination of the 
girl’s body, and he found that the inside of 
the stomach from the throat down was 
very much inflamed and covered with 
large ulcere.

RATES OF FREIGHT.
The English newspapers are engaged to 

a vigorous discussion of a subject very 
familiar to people an this side of the At­
lantic, vii, Rates of Freight. The matter 
was brought up to the House of Lords on 
the 17th nit., by the Marquis of Huntly, 
who stated the popular grievance with 
some warmth. It appears that for two or 
three years past certain English railway 
companies have been to the habit of giving 
preferential rates in fgvonr of American 
produce from the sea coast to London. 
The charge for conveying American meat 
from Liverpool to London ia 25 shillings a 
ton to quantities ot not lees than ten tone, 
and that tor the carriage of English meat 
60 shilling!. The charge for American 
meat from Glasgow to London ia 60 shil­
lings a tan, and for fresh Scotch meat, 
sent at consigners’ risk, 70 shillings, or at 
the Company’s risk, 77 shillings, The 
railway companies, on their attention being 
called to the matter, franldÿ admitted the 
accuracy of the Marquis’ figures, and mid 
that if they did not offer the advantage of 
low rates, American meat would not 
oome over their lines, but would be carried 
to London by ship. In the oorn trade also, 
the railways discriminate to favour of 
American produce, American oorn being 
sent from London into the provinces at one- 
third the rate levied on English oorn. In 
the diecemioo that followed the Marquis of 
HuntiVe statement, several Peers held that 
this discrimination was nothing lees than 
protection to the American farmer. The 
Government promised to bring the subject 
to the attention of the Railway Commis­
sion, bat some of the leading newspapers, 
notably the Times, thinks that sterner 
measurers should be taken. It appears 
that the Railway Traffic Act ot 1873 con­
tains a prevision setting ont that no com­
pany (hall give undue preference or advan­
tage to any individual or company or to 
favour of any particnlar description of 
traffic, but the clause is clumsily worded 
and the companies’ lawyers have found a 
means of evading it. The Times advocates 
the entire recasting of the act, and thinks 
the Railway Commission should be endowed 
with larger powers. Discussing the arrogant 
claim» and pretensions of the great Englii 
railroad corporation», it says, and its words 
are even truer of some Canadian made :— 
"The power of these great corporations 
overshadow* the land. They are the best 
living illustrations of the growth of feuda­
lism. They wield authority not far short 
of that of a Norman baron with power of 
pit and gallows over his retainers. And, 
just as it was necessary that the Crown 
should curb the local despots of feudal 
times, so must some central authority lay 
a firm hand on railway companies which 
abuse their position. If it ever was proper 
to keep watch over powerful and some­
times aggressive monopolists, the reason 
remains!”

The grievances of the English people 
with regard to freights are nothing as com­
pared with those of our people. The Eng­
lish roads were built by private individuals ; 
the State never contributed a sixpence to 
any one of them. Bpt to Canada, the 
Government was the principal promoter of 
nearly all our great roads, and forty mil­
lions el dollars of the people’s money (irre­
spective of municipal bonuses) is sunk in 
the three oldest Canadian lines. John 
Bull talks about discrimination in favour of 
the Americans, but what wtrald he think 
of the through rates, say, on the Grand 
Trunk ? Annabel of wheat is carried 
from Chicago to Montreal for less than the 
rate charged from Stratford, or Toronto, 
or even from Kingston to that port. The 
American farmer, who has not a dollar to 
the roads, is protected to the disadvantage 
and detriment of the Canadian farmer who 
has to pay taxes for the annual interest on 
the money he borrowed wherewithal to 
subsidize them. The railroads, of course, 
have a plausible case, contending that 
through freights are more profitable than 
looal or way business ; but that the Cana­
dian people are unfairly dealt with cannot 
be gainsaid. The time has oome for the 
appointment of a tribunal, endowed with 
powers and functions similar to those ex­

FRUITS.
The arrangement of fresh fruits for the 

pble affords play for the most cultivated 
jyteand not e little real inventive genius, 
gelons, oranges, and indeed all kind of 
huit», are appropriate breakfast dishea ;

» raised centre-piece of mixed fruits 
furnishes a delicious dessert, and is an in- 
dr,pensable ornament to an elegant dinner- 
pble. Melons should be kept on toe, so ss 
to be thoroughly chilled when served. 
Clip the ends of water-melons, cut them 
ucro# in halves, set up on the clipped ends 
on » platter, and serve the pulp only, re­
moving it with a spoon ; or, oat across in 
dices, end serve with rind. Nutmeg 
melons should be set on the blossom end, 
,nd cat in several equal pieces from the 
item downward, leaving eeeh alternate 
piece still attached ; the others may then 
be loosened, and the seeds removed, whm 
the melon ia ready to serve. Fruit should 
be carefully selected. Havana and Flori­
da o ranges are the beet, but do not keep 
veil, and on the whole, the Messina are 
preferable. A rough yellow akin coven 
the 
more

tin___ „___ ___
Messina lemons, “ November out,” are the 
best, and come into market in the spring. 
Freestone peaches with yellow meet are 
tie handsomest, but not always theeweeteefc 
California pears take the lead for flavour, 
the Bartlett being the best. The best 
vinter peer is the “ Winter Nellie.” The 
•• Pound” pear is the largest, but is rood 
only for cooking. Fine-grained pears are best 
foresting. A pyramid of grapes made ap 
of Malagas, Delaware», and Concorda, 
routes a showy centre-piece and a delicious 
dessert. The Malaga leads all foreign 
gripes, and comes peeked in cork-dust 
which i» s non-conductor of heat and ab- 
oorbent of moisture, and so is always in 
good condition. Of native grapes, the 
Delaware keeps longest. In pine-apples, 
the “ strawberry’ is beat, while the 
“ Sugar Loaf” rank» next, but they are so 
perishable that to keep even for a few days 
they must be cooked. When served fresh 
they should be cut in small squares and 
sprinkled with sugar. Buy ooooa-aut 
cautiously in summer, heat being likely to 
sour the milk. In almonds, the Princes» 
is the best variety to buy in the shell ; of 
the shelled, the “ Jordan” is the finest, 
though the “ Sicily" ia good. For cake 
or confectionery, the shelled are most econ­
omical. In raisina, the “ Seedless” rank 
first for paddings and fine cakes, but the 
“ Valencia" are cheaper and more Com­
monly used ; for table use, loose Mus­
catels" and layer raisina (of which the 
“ London Layer” it the choicest brand) 
tike the preference. In melons, every 
■action has its favourite varieties, any of 
which make a wholesome and luscious 
dessert dish. Sliced fruits or berries are 
more attractive and palatable sprinkled 
with sugar about an hour before serving, 
ind then with pounded ice just before send­
ing to the table. An apple-corer, a cheap 
tin tube, made by any tinner, ia indispen­
sable in preparing apples for cooking. They 
ire made in two sizes, one for crab-apples 
rod the other for larger varieties.

AMBROSIA.
Six sweet oranges, peeled and sliced 

(leeda and as much of the core as possible 
taken out), one pine-apple peeled and 
iliced (the canned ia equally good), and one 
large cocoa-nut ; alternate the layers of 
orange and pine-apple with grated ooooa- 
nut, and sprinkle pulverized sugar over 
each layer. Or, use six oranges, six lemons 
and two cocoa-nuts, or only oranges and 
cocoa-nuts, prepared as above.

APPLES IN JELLY.
Pare and wre small-sized apples without 

cutting open ; then put them, with some 
lemons, in water te oever, let boil slowly, 
anti tender, and take eat earefally, with­
out breaking; make a syrup of half a 
pound white sugar to a pound of apples ; 
cat lemons in slices and pot them and the 
apples into syrup ; boil very slowly until 
the apples are dear, take them out in a 
deep glam dish ; put to the syrup an ounce 
of i«inglam dissolved, let it boil up, lay a 
•lioe oflemon on each apple, and strain the 
lyrop over them.

APPLE SAUCE.
Pare, core, and out in quarters apples 

thst do not oook to pieces easily, ana pat 
on to stew in odd water with plenty of 
■agar. Cover dose and stew an hour or 
more. The addition of the sugar at first 
preserves the pieces whole. If they are 
preferred finely mashed, add sugar after 
they are done.

BAKED APPLES.
Cut out the blossom and stem, in the

bake till soft ; serve either warm or odd. 
For an extra nice dish, pare and core ap­
ples, place in pan, put butter and sugar in 
cavity, and sprinkle cinnamon over them, 
and serve warm with cream or milk. Or, 
pare and quarter tart apples, put a layer in 
earthen baking-dish, add ltunps of butter, 
md sprinkle with cinnamon, then » layer 
of apples, etc., till dish is full ; bake till 
loft,

ICED APPLES.
Pare and core one dozen large apples, 

•fill with sugar and a little butter and nut­
meg ; bake until nearly done, let cool, and 
remove to another plate, if it can be done 
without breaking them (if not,- pour off the 
juice). Ice tope and sides with cake-icing, 
and brown lightly ; serve with cream.

pried apples.
Quarter end core apples without paring ; 

prepare frying-pan by heating it and put- 
tog in beef-drippings, lay the apples in 
to pan, akin side down, sprinkle with a 
little brown sugar, and when nearly done, 
tiro and brown thoroughly.

BLACK CAPS,
Pare and core tart apples with apple- 

corer, fill the centre with sugar, stick 
four cloves in the top of each, and bake 
m deep pie-plates, with a little water.

riLXBISf nLRAinS,
Peel and slice" lengthwise, fry in butter, 

«prinkto with sugar, and serve. Thus 
prepared they make a nice dessert. The 
bananas must be ripe.

ICED CURRANTS.
Week and drain dry, large bunches of 

iry currants, dip into beaten whites ef 
eggs, put on a sieve to they will not 
touch each other, sift powdered sugar 
thickly over them, and put in a warm 
place till dry. Charrie* and grapes may 
oe prepared in the way,

GOOSEBERRY TOOL.
Stew gooseberries until soft, add sugar, 

tod press through a colander (earthen is 
beat), then mile a boiled custard, or 
tween enough rich cream (about one gill 
to each quart), and stir carefully into the 
gooseberries just before sending to table.

ORANGES nr JELLY.
Boil the smallest-sized oranges in water 

until a straw will easily penetrate them, 
clarify half a pound of sugar fer each 
Pound of fruit, cut in halves or quarters, 
tod put them to the syrup, eetover » slow 
tie until the fruit is clear ; then stir into 
it an ounce or more of dissolved isinglass, 
tod let it* boil for » short time longer, 
before taking it up try the jelly, and if it 
‘.8 not thick enough, add more isinglass, 
ti*t taking out the oranges into a deep 
glass dish, and then straining the jelly 
over them. Lemons may be prepared in 
the same manner.

MINUS IN STYLE.
Hew Ike Lend an Lord Mayor Entertains 

at Takle.
(Edward Kintfe Letter in Bwton Journal)

And now, if you please, we will arrive at 
the prince pal entrance of the 
House at half-past six in the evening, and, 
descending from our carriage, we will pass 
up through a crowd of begging urchins, 
each one of whom insists that he opened 
our carriage door, and each of whom is 

kely to soil our raiment ; then through a 
line of stalwart policemen, each one of 
whom lifts a huge forefinger and pointa 
respectfully onward. At tost we reach the 
top of the staircase, and in the huge cov­
ered way we find a crowd of gentlemen, 
some in brilliant uniforms, some in plain 
evening drees, and some in quaint costumes 
which represent the ancient dignity and 
splendour of London, all engaged in 
tugging at their white gloves. The English 
gentlemen do not wear gloves at the opera, 
the concert, er the reception, but they put 
them on when they oome to see 
the Lord Mayor. That dignitary’s car­
riage—a miraculous affair, with the flunkey 
standing bolt upright behind it—has just 
driven away, and the Mayor is now in his 
retiring-room, where the accompanying 
officials are assuming their robes of cere­
mony. Once gloved, we peas on into an 
immense hall, brilliantly lighted and de­
corated, through rows of gorgeously attir­
ed servant» until we reach the table where 
a polim young gentleman —k« us our 
names. When he learns who we are he 
hands us a plan printed in gold on a white 
ground, showing the position of —k*» table 
and of every.person’s seel, ear own names 
being marked with a red peneilinark 
against them, that we may all the more 
readily find them. Now oosne throngs, 
•cores, hundreds of personages ; fgenerals' 
publishers, authors, reviewers, journalists 
of a political and journalism cl a poetical 
stripe. Presently there is an awe-stricken 
silence, and while the band stationed 
at one and of the hall plays a 
classical selection the Sheriffs, m spark­
ling uniforms, resembling a combina­
tion of a Court suit and a Field 
Marshal's drees, pass through the admir­
ing throng, followed by the bearer of the 
•word of office, an imposing medieval 
figure in a long gown and a fur cap, and 
the maoe-bearer, in a gown, but bare­
headed. Between these tost two ia the 
Lard Mayor, in evening dress, and with 
no other decoration than a collar, with a 
rosette at his throat, the insignia of his 
honourable office. Behind is a retinue of 
servants, handsome boys, beautifully dress­
ed. The Mayor takes up his petition at 
one end of the hall, and the master of 
ceremonies begins to prêtant, individually, 
each of the 300 or 400 guests. The pre­
sentation is entirely democratic, - “ first 
come, first served ;’’ there is no crowding 
down of the common herd by titletoes 
people. The master of ceremonies cries 
our names in a stentorian voice ; we go up 
and shake his Lordship by the hand, then 
retire to gossip until another still more 
stentorian voice is heard crying, “ Your 
Lordship and gentlemen, dinner is served.”

The Lord Mayor tits ia a huge gilded 
arm-chair, behind whtoh.cn a carven buffet, 
lie the sword sad maoe, and many "rich 
golden and silver vessels, and around him 
stand half a dozen servants. And now 
the human animal feeds, and there is a 
gradual ris» in the conversation until it 
bursts out in the full diapason of unre­
strained after-dinner talk, to be interrupted 
only by the loud voice of the toast-mas- 
tor

Gentlemen, please to charge your glasses I 
Please silence for his Worship the Lord 
Mayor !"

The music stops, and the Mayor rises, 
with his written speeches in his hand and a
smile oh his kps. Somewhat disconcerted 
by, the tempestuous Gallic cheering, to 
which he is evidently unaccustomed, he 
pauses for a moment ; then reads the usual 
toast to the Queen. All the guests rise, 
and the foreigners cheer while the English­
men remain strangely mute. “God“Save 
the Queen” ia played by the bend in the 
gallery, afcd then the toast-master having 
repeated the toast in his most thunderous 
voice, comparative silence settles down 
until the Lord Mayor arises onoe more, to 
be once more heralded as before! and 
to offer a second toast. The guests of the 
evening are called out one by one, and to hear 
Edmond About endeavouring to speak the 
English, or Frederick Thomas raiding a 
fiery sentiment, or Baron de Leaseps an­
nouncing the progress of negotiations far 
the new canal of international fame, or 
Prof. Owen dilating on the delicts of 
French literature, or the honourable 
Sheriffs swaggering through set speeches 
while their oordans jingle end their uni­
forms glisten, is supposed to be sufficiently 
keen delight to suspend all conversation 
of a private nature. ,

Meantime the loving cup* are passing 
around the table. Each guest takes the 
huge silver tankard handed him by his 
neighbour end the two rise and bow to 
each other. One drinks while the other 
holds the tankard’s cover ; a second bow 
is made and the oup, which is filled with 
“hippocrae,” is passed on.

So, after much music and many Speeches, 
and after the toast-master has oned him­
self almost hoarse, the Lord Mayor arises, 
and, escorted by his brother-officials, leaves 
the dining ball in solemn state, after which 
the guests disperse to meet again in a 
second hall and to chat over coffee and 
cigars nntil midnight. In whichever 
direction they may turn their eyes they 
find a liveried servant awaiting them, with 
cigars and cigarettes in a box in one hand 
and a lighted slow match in the other.

AGRICULTURAL.
DIFFERENT BREEDS OF FOWLS,

TRENCH BREEDS.
Crsveccsitrs. —This breed has been the 

longset known in, England, and is the one 
most preferred in France for the quantity 
and quality of its flesh. The full-grown 
oook will not unfrequeotly weigh 10 pounds, 
but 74 to 8 pounds is a good average.

In form the Crève ia very full and com­
pact, and the legs are exceedingly short, 
especially in the hens, which appear al­
most as if they were creeping about on the 
ground. In accordance with this confor­
mation, their motions are very quiet and 
deliberate, and they appear the meet con­
tented in confinement of any fowls we know. 
They do not sit, or very rarely, and are 
tolerable layers of very large white eggs.

The oomb is in the form of two well, 
developed horns, surmounted by a large 
black crest, and giving the bird a de­
cidedly “diabolical” appearance. Wattles 
full,- and, like the oomb, a very dark 
rod. The throat is also furnished with 
ample whiskers and beard.

Plumage mostly black, -but in the 
largest and finest birds not unfrequeotly 
mixed with gold or straw on the hackle 
and saddle. Which ia to be preferred

prizes, such birds must of course be 
selected both for breeding and show par- 
poses ; at the same time we should fail in 
our duty were we not distinctly to record 
our opinion that such » chqjoe is meet 
unfortunate, as the goldeo-plumaged birds 
are generally by far the largest and finest 
specimens. It should be remembered that 
the Frenop have mainly brought these 
breeds to-perfection by seeking first; the 
utejul qualities, and if oer “ feather-breed­
ing” propensities be applied to them, we 
much fear that uniformity will only be at­
tained at the price of the deterioration of 
the strain in size and real value.

The merits of the Crève consist in its 
edible qualities, early maturity, the facility 
with which it can be both kept and reared 
in confinement, and the fine large size of 
its eggs. The hen is, however, only a 
moderate layer, and the eggs are often 
sterile, while the breed ia rather delicate 
in this country, bring subject to roup, 
gapes, and throat diseases. This delicacy 
of constitution appears to improve some­
what aa the fowls get acclimatised, and we 
should, therefore, recommend rood Eng­
lish-bred rather than imported birds. Al­
together, we do not recommend the Crève 
as a good breed for general domestic pur­
poses ; but it is certainly a splendid fowl 
for either table or market, and as such,

especially on a large scale, in favourable 
localities, well repay the breeder.

Our engraving was drawn in France from 
remarkably good and perfect specimens.

COMPOSTS. ,
There are a variety of crops raised on the 

farm, and especially in the garden, which, 
however rich the soil, are all the better for 
a little well-digested compost in the hilL 
In all districts where manure must he used 
more or let*, for all crops, this is well un­
derstood. Hence the large amounts of 
commercial fertilisers bought each year. 
Asa role in all the newer sections of the 
country, the farmer having virgin land can­
not spend the time to make compost. The 
more thickly a country becomes settled, 
and the greater the diversity of the crops 
raised, the mater the necessity cl the 
manure. The making of oompoet for 
special application next follows. The 
crops to which oompoet is especially valu­
able are those raised in hills and drills, 
such as sorghum, corn, potatoes, etc. 
Strong commercial fertilizers, sa guano, 
must not be allowed to oome directly in 
contact with the seed. It is apt to kill. 
Farm composts, however, may be applied 
directly in the hill or drill, and immedi­
ately in contact with the seed.

Compost is simply any vegetable or alli­
ai substance reduced to a homogeneous
sis of bring thoroughly rotted ana mixed
ith earthy or mineral substances, aa
da, loam, muck, peat, ashes, salt, gyp­

sum, etc. To make it, it is simply neces­
sary to prepare a piece of ground so that 
liquid constituents may not escape. In­
to this, any trash, weeds, litter, strong 
earth, all the wash of the house, and if pos­
sible the drainings of the barnyard, if any, 
may be carried; also any dead mim.l mat­
ter that may accumulate. To this add 
what ashes is made, and gypsum and salt 
at the rate of fifty to one hundred pounds 
to each ton of other substances employed.

To insure uniform moisture, it is well to 
have a hogshead tank in the bottom of the 
heap, connected with a pump, for throwing 
the liquid back upon the pile from time to 
time. When the whole ia sufficiently de­
cayed so it may be broken np, turn and 
mix all thoroughly, and so proceed until 
the whole becomes an uniform and homo­
geneous mould- In this condition from a
double kulful tv • email ehovelful So the
hilL according to the nature df the planta, 
will force vegetation in its earlier stages 
wonderfully. For garden work, especially, 
it will be invaluable, either applied to the 
hills or drills, or scattered broadcast over 
the surface and raked or harrowed in.

In preparing compost manure many per­
sons make the mistake ef working the 
msM too often. All that is needed after it 
has laid long enough to become disintegra­
te is to be thoroughly mixed in all its 
parte. Then one more turning will gener­
ally suffice.

There is much difference of opinion in re­
lation to the action of compost for general 
farm operations. We have always advised 
drawing the green manure directly to the 
land, and ploughing it under. This will 
apply especially to our prairie soils. On 
such soils, strong to compact loams, the 
action is two fold, mechanical and chemi­
cal, Very often the mechanical action is 
of fully as much value as it ia in the plant 
food the manure contains. It acts as a 
divisor and disintegrator of the soil, and 
decays less quickly than most porous soils. 
Hence again the value of compost in" all 
olaysy soils in assisting plants while yet 
they are young, and especially so to the 
gardener.

We have heretofore shown that in the 
case of clayey garden soils both wood and 
9°*1 ashes were especially valuable as dis­
integrators. Coal ashes contain but little 
manorial value. Its value consists princi­
pally in its mechanical action in disinte­
grating the particles of soils, rendering 
them as sand would, light and porous. 
Coal ashes may be applied to such soils, 
from time to time until they form about 
one quarter of soil, to the depth to which 
it is worked. Few sandy soils coal ashes 
should not be used. A better application 
would be to use from twenty te forty loads

hundred pounds of salt per aero will also 
be found valuable.

MANITOBA—HINTS TO INTENDING 
SETTLER.

To (he Editor of The Mail
Sir,—In dealing with qaestions affecting 

Manitoba and the North-West territories, 
the preM of the older Provinces has, with 
few exceptions, behaved with praiseworthy 
fairness and liberality, and it ia therefore 
the more to be regretted that recently some 
unfounded assertions respecting the pros­
pects of settlers here have been so widely 
copied that to allow these to remain an­
con tradioted would be to tacitly admit their 
truth. Before referring further to them 
allow me to state a few facto which may 
prove of interest to those who contemplate 
coming West.

The Immigration to the North-West 
(and in this term for the purposes of this 
totter is included Manitoba) during the 
present season has been largely in excess 
of any previous year, bet haa been by no 
means overdone, and there are to-day even 
greater inducements for settlers than at 
any period in the past history of the Pro­
vince. Bat we want no pauper immigrants. 
Farmers, with small capital ; farm labourera, 
labours* to work on railway construction, 
and domestic servants, are the nlsssre re­
quired. The idee reams to have prevailed 
that seen of all kinds were wanted, and 
that. they had only to land in Manitoba, 
with a dollar or two in their pockets, re­
gardless of their occupation; to at once 
find employment at high wages, and 
rapidly accumulate wealth,.;"Never was a 
greater mistake made, and'the sooner the 
publie to the older Provinces is disabused' 
of sneh an idea, the better will it be for the 
people of those Proviso*, and for the 
future of this great territory. For the 
capitalist, there is an unlimited field in 
business enterprises, land transactions, 
and loaning, in which good security and 
a high rate of interest can be obtained. 
For the farmer of means, there is a 
chance -to settle his eons on farms, 
or to obtain for himself a much larger 
area of land than he can secure in the older 
Provinces, and the consequent improved 
opportunity of making money afforded by 
conducting his business on a more exten­
sive scale. The tenant fanner, the far­
mer’s son, or the farmer with from $500 to 
$1,000 capital, can obtain a good sized 
farm, and the necessary stock and impie 
menu to secure a revenue from it within à 
year ; a moderate number of farm labourers

can get a cheap rate of freight, otherwise
™ cost *f transportation will be found a 
renoua item. A farmer, wiling ont in On- 
torio, might bring home*, waggon, har­
rows, hand tools and some household of- 
foots^rather than sell them at-auction at a 
■aenfioe, bat those who have to buy new 
goods will do as weU hero aa in Ontario, 
when everything is taken into considérai 
bom A settler’s farming outfit should 
consist of a yoke of exen, which be 
bought here for $125; Bed River cart, $12; 
double harness, $10 ; cow, $36 ; plough, 
$25 ; harrow, $20 ; total, $227. Provisions 
tent, et*., are, of course, extra. A wag­
gon can be got for $86, but is not so well 
adapted as the cart. Oxen, for » time at 
least, are preferable to,horses, being more 
useful for prairie ploughing, and easier and 
cheaper to keep, fftoel plough. are the 
best, and iron ones should not oe brought.

The best way for settlers to get heft is, 
without doubt, to come with some of the 
parties which are continually bring organ­
ised. Merer». Brittle, of Toronto ; Patter- 
•on, of Paris ; and Taylor, of Ottawa, have 
already brought a huge number through 
successfully. Though a comparatively new 
rendant of this Province, ample opportu­
nity haa been afforded me to become con- 
vinoed of the greet future which is in store 
font, and to feel that
"Here thehw spirit of mankind at length,

Throws Its last letters oS, end who shall place AUmltto the giant’s unchainedstrength,P
Or curb his ewtftneee In the forward race ? ”

- The present season has-been exception­
ally wet, end a few may have been dis­
couraged, but, on the contrary, thousands 
of settlers have gone to wort with a will, 
and are thoroughly satisfied with their 
change ef home. The alteration of the 
route of the Canadian Pacific Railway, 
wlqch will now run south of Lake Winni­
peg, and the intention of the Government 
to immediately build 100 wflw of coloniza­
tion road West of Winnipeg, will give an 
unparalleled impetus to the North-West, 
and provide a means of outlet for the pro­
duce of its farms. Work on the male Une 
of the C.P.R. to Thunder Bay ia being 
pushed rapidly, and bat a short time wifi 
elapse before there is through communi­
cation with Lake Superior, and cheap tran­
sit for the comparatively ekhansttore lum­
ber of Keywadin.

At the Dominion Exhibition, to be held 
at Ottawa in September, a very complete 
display of products of this region will be 
shown, and it is hazarding nothing to pre­
dict that tke thousands who wiU visit the 
capital will be struck by tile remarkable 
proofs of the fertility of the prairie soil, 
which, unlike the wooded lands of Ontario, 
requiring weary years of clearing, has but 
to be ploughed and sown to yield a return 
within a year.

Me­
chanics, alerts, bookkeepers, Ac., are here 
in abundance, and others coming out “ on 
spec,” are more than likely to have a hard 
tune.

Masons, carpenters, and other mechanics 
and tradesmen $2.50 per day.

Store hands and salesmen, $50 to $100 
per month. «

Domestic servants, $10 to $16 per month 
and board.

Fraser, Manning A Co., contractors for 
section 42, Canadian Pacific railway, some 
100 miles east of here, inform me they oan 
give employment to any reasonable number 
of men, in addition to those already em­
ployed, at from $1.25 to $1.50 per day. 
Board will cost from $3.50 to $4 at the campe 
on the line. The 100 mile* of colonization 
road, west of ’Winnipeg, to be oommenoed 
this autumn and finished within e year, 
will give employment to a considerable 
number. Good board can be obtained from 
$4 peg week in boarding-house* in Winni­
peg ; the rates in hotels and private 
families are, of course, higher. Persons 
intending to farm should not oome out . 
with 1res than $500, and if possible they 
should command from $600 to $750. A single 
man oan, of oouree, get started on tore, as he 
will not have so large an outlay in provid­
ing provisions till he can harvest » crop. 
The best time for farmer* to come is m 
September or October. An intending 
settler can then look around leisurely, 
select his location, have the benefit of good 
roads, put up a house and barn, buy stock, 
and get ready to make an early start for 
next year’s crop. . Those starting in the 
advanced spring reach here too late to get 
a crop the same year, and are but little 
further ahead than others following them 
in the autumn. -*

TRADE IN WOOD WORK WITH 
. AUSTRALIA.

To the Editor of The Mail. ,
Sib,—It was thought that the good sense 

and patriotism of the people of Canada had 
settled th(^question of tariffs to our entire 
satisfaction, and that it was hardly neces­
sary now to refer to the abcurditiee of the 
Globe on that subject. But an article in 
to-day’s issue of that organ ia so glaringly 
at variance with the foots of the caw, fid 
so manifestly unfair to our manufacturers, 
that I am induced to invito the attention 
of your readers to the absolute ignorance 
on the subject and want of national feeling 
on the part of its author.

In referring to the “-Trade in Wood 
Wort with Australia,” the writer says 
that “before the new tariff was passed 
Canada oeuld have commanded the whole 
of this trade, the transportation difficulties 
being the only trouble in the way.”
