New Law Provides
Stiff Penalties

Smagglers of liguaar, local bootieggers
and even purchases of an occasional bot-
tle, now face stiff jail sentences as am
amendment to the Custcms Act, passd
at the recent session of the Federal Par~
B iment, has greatly increased the pemal
ties for the smuggling of liquor into the
country. The full text of the amend
ment has bcen received by the Custcm
Officers and they are instructed thag
heavier sentences are possible foroffend-
Ts.

According to the instructions received
the man who may be found with on,
bottle in his possession upon which the
lawful customs duties have not been paid
is liable under the amendment, and may
be sentenced to prison at the discretion
of the magistrate,

In the past the penalty for the offence
which is now indictible, was an imprison-
ment for six months or pay convicted
person. Under the amendment of a $200
fine, uptional with the ment upon the
first coaviction, the term of imprisonment
1o be imposed is not less than one year
and not exceeding seven, while for an
«ld offender, the term may stretch any-
where from three to ten years. Fines
when imposed will be in proportion to
the value of the hiquor seized.

THUNDER FOR ALL

At any moment, statistics show
there are on an average about
1,900 thunderstorms in progress
in the world giving 360,000 lightn

JOE WGINITY
WONDERFUL MAN
OF BASEBALL

Twenty-five Years in Organiz-
ed Baseball---He says Pitch
ers are Not Worked Enough

At the age of 54 Joe McGinity,
the original “Iron Man” of the|
major leagues, has finally retired |

box. McGinnity began to atiract

than twenty five years ago and he
has been using his salary wing,
also his head, ever since. The
“Iron Man” became a minor
league star as a member of the
Baltimores after that club had
been cut out of the National Lea-
gue circuit in 1898, Ned Han-
1on, then managing the Brooklyns

signed McGinity a year later and
wus handsomely rewarded. The
“Iron Man’’ shared the pitching
burden with Bill Kennedy, Frank
Kiston, Jay Hughes, and Jimmy
McJames in 1900 when the Brook-
lyns won their second pennant.

McGinnity really the star box-
man of the 1900 champions, used
a “raise ball” a greater part of
the time. His understandor **Sub-
marine” delivery was copied years
later by the noted Carl Mays.
But McGinnity also shifted to the
*‘side arm” or “overhand”’ meth-
od of shooting his curves and
specders to opposing hitters.

Under fire, the “Ironman was
as cold asice. He had nerves of
steel and unlimited stamina. Fur-
thermore he was a fighter and a
driver, qualities that appealed to
John McGraw, who signed; him
up in 1903 to pitch for the Giants
McGinnity together with M ith-
ewson, Wiltse and others, pite 1ed
the Giants into their fir:t Nat-
ional League champions! Ip under
McGraw in 1904, De, eat ng in
1905, the Giants won the world
series with the Athletics, four
games out of-five, McGinnity
recording one of the victories.

After receiving his release from
McGraw, McGinnity became the
manager, pitcher and part owner
of the Newark Internationals.
But he soon became disgusted
with a losing venture and went
out west to seek his fortune.

The “Iron Man’, was a typiczl
rolling stone. He tried his arm
with one minor league team after
another—so many of them that it
became hard to keep track «f his
whereabouts. But he continued
to pitch with muchk of his old
cunning until Father Time called
him out of the game forever,

McGinnity was a horse lor
work, always ready to answer the
call of his manager. He once
told me that a first class pitcher
needed only two days of rest bee
tween games and invariably he
practicegl _what he preached. In
perfect physical ‘condition at _all
times, the “Iron Man" frequently
worked out of his turn with win-
ning results. Yet his salary when
he pitched for the Brooklyns and
and Giants didn’t exceed"$5,000,
