And indeed till our own day the
custom of baptizing babes, the ignoring
of the Apostolic precept of abstaining
trom things n(rang‘«l. and the transfer-
ence of the Lord's Day from the Tth to
the 1st day of the week, are so many
taugible proofs thaf revelation is practic-
ally in tradition, and in the written
word, the Scripture. So far for the na-
ture and extent of revelation.
