When that meeting is over
they are taken down and sent
ahead, yet another move to
enable town number three to
offer convinecing proofs of
loyalty.—Prince Albert Sask.

Progressive Land Taxation
in Australia.

e

The first measure to be in-
troduced by the Labor Gov-
ernment in Australia and
pushed through the Common-
wealth' Parliament was the
progressive land tax. The
essence ofthe progressive land
tax is nof taxation ; the rates
are fixed not to bring in
revenue, but to have a certain
effect on landowners. Briefly,
the intention is to wmake the
acquiring or holding of great
areas of and, without putting
them to the fullest use, an ex-
ceedingly expensiye proposir
tion. = The measure 'is not
directed against land-owing,
but against a certain class of
landowners ; it is a campaign
undertaken not in the name
of any abstract or general pro-
position equally valid, or ias
valid, all the world over;itis
a practjcal attempt to cure a
particularly Australian disease.

The Australian correspond
ent of the National Review,
in describing the vast, untilled
areas of good agricultural land
held by single owners, which
have no;hing on them but
some sheep or cattle, writes;—

“As the train runs north
out of Melbourne to Mace-
don, Bepdigo and Echuca, it
passes almost at once on to
many miles of open plain—
fairly good soil, to all appear-
ances, but empty of habita-
tions. Here is a description
of part of that land, authorized
by the owners; “A great
portion of it is suitable for
agriculture. There are some
hundreds of acres of black
land on {¢, sujtable or potatoes,
onions, or any kind ef yoof
crops. The rainfall in the
district is over 25 inches.
Particular attention is drawn
to the fact that this groperty
{s only 25 miles from Mel-
bourne, and has never been
cultivated” The owaer js so
proud of this that he repeats
it: “None of the land has

ever been broken up—the

under the plough. Mel-|
bourne has more than half the
population of the State of
Victoria ; and for years young
Victorians have been leaving
that State and settling in the
north coast districts of New
South Wales, because there
has been no farming land ob-
tainable in Victoria.

To quote again from the|
same correspondent :—‘Yes- |
terday I wasin a town which|
you will find marked on most|
maps of Australia ; on a map|
of New South Wales it would
have the dignity of capital
letters. Yet it has not enough
population to pay for lamps
in the streets. Outside the
central batch of hotels and
shops, which use acetylene
gas, the town at night is as
dark as nature chooses. And
the last fifteen miles of the
railway journey which took
me there were through one
man’s property—go 000 acres
for good chocolate soil with a
rainfall quite adequate for
wheatgrowing—on which one
saw nothing the whole way
but a woolshed with its huts
and some sheep. Right up
to the town itself the station
runs ; on one side of the fence
is the empty land, on the
other the stifled town,"

The Sydney Morning Her-
ald, the leading paper of New
South Wales and one of the
leading papers of Australia,
says;—‘‘Almost every town is
landlocked, suffocated, and at
a standstill, surrounded by
thousands of acres of rich land,
suitable for cultivation, cap-
able of supporting thousands
of families but at present giv-
en over to stock and stations.
Whether we go West or South
the story is much the same.
Here and there a splash of
brighter color marks the ad-
vent of the closely settled area
but the bright spots are only
sufficient to throw into bold
relief the cold grey masses of
unpeopled lands.”

Such are the conditions in
New South Wales, of the total
population of which about one
third live in Sydney, a city of
considerably over half a
million people. Victoria,
New South Wales, and Tas-
mania are the States in which
the need of population is great-
est and the evil of vast areas
of land being devoted to sheep
or ecattle is greatest. The
State Government of New
South Wales is trying repur-
chase and subdivision of suit-
able estates—which paturally
puts the price of land still
higher, so that the Herald
says:—*‘As afinancial problem
alone the project gets be-
yond the scope of practicabil-
ity.” The beauty of private
subdivision s that any ong
can buyas much land as he
likes, and several recently sub-
divided gstates have in the
end simply been partjtioned
by adjoining _station-owners.

A drastic care for thd sorb
landowning which is such an evil
in Australia was suggested in the
last Commonweslth Parliament
not by an egtrepist Labor mem-
ber but by Senator Millen, a
member of the late Coalition
Government, of which Premier
Deakin was the head, and that
Governmppt's leading representa-
tive in the late Senate—for the
Australian Senate is not like the
Canadian Senate, but is elected.
Said Benafor Millen :—"“Say that
a man owned 50,000 acres of land
in & district where 10,000 acres
was a living area. I would make
it iaw that 40,000 acres in excess
of the living area must be sold by
the owner; and in the event of
this instruction not being carried
oit, the {}overnment should ! wve
power to eome along with its
auctioneer and sell the launl it
self.”

The average Canadian reader,
says the Vancouver News-Ad-
vertiser, is tempted to cynical re-
mark by the solemn leaders which
are found in the metropolitan
British press concerning the Can-
adian free trade revolt, and es
pecially referring to Sir Wilfrid’s
assurance that he is a free trader.
“What do the tariff reformers
think of this ?” “What have the
British advocates of a preferential
tariff to say now ?” demand the
Libewsl organs. They quote the
Grain Growers memorials as if
they had been signed by every
tarmer in Canada, They reprint
Sir Wilfrid’s latest statement that
protection is robbery as if he had
not said so in stronger language
fifteen years ago and continued
the robbery ever since

The London News quotes two
or thee of the memorials pre-
sented to the Premier and says
“Sir Wilfrid so far from resenting
welcomes the demand of the west.
He is a free trader and he merely
asks for driving force behind to
carry Canada in the wake of
England’s shining example. The
West is supplying the driving
force and Canada is turning
against the tarift in the very hour
that English protectionists are ex-
horting her to testify on behalf of
protection.”

Not long after these words were
printed Sir Wilfrid was hearing
from a western delegation a de-
mand for highsr tariff on lumber,
and  was speaking comfortable
words inreply.

a Protectionist with academic
sympathy for Free Trade.” And

until a couple of hours later.

The range is at the west end of
the town, dangerously
located. There is no high stop
butt as in Charlottetown and the
bullets go across the mouth of the
harbor.—It is just as if riflemen
ab Keppock were firing in the
direction of the Blockhouse. Com-
plaints have previously been made
regarding stray bullets flying
over the” harbor, In one case the
crew of a vessel entering had to
get below to avoid being hit. It
is probable that the accident yes-
terday was due to a bullet rico-
cheting, and flying off at a differ-
ent angle from which it struck
the water as it is hardly possible
that a rifle would be discharged
whilst the boat was in the direct
line of fire. The Ross rifles which
were used yesterday are danger-
ous almost up to 3000 yards.

They fire an elongated nickel
plated bullet, which does not
cause blood poisoning. In a

wound, such as sustained by Mrs.
Webster, there are hopes of re-
covery when the spinal cord or no
large blood vessel has been in-
jured. Mrs. Webster, who is
about 60 years of age, is a native
of Lot 16, and has a number of
distant relatives on the Island.
Two sons and a daughter reside
in Boston,

The bullet came within half an
inch of the spine and came oat on
the side of the heart, fortunately
without injuring any of the larger
blood vessels. Local physicians
and Dr. Ferguson of Moncton did
not deem an operation negessary,

Mr. Holman in giving the facts
about the accident says that boat
was about 50 yards from the light-
house when the accident occurred.
They heard a report, whigh sound-
ed at first as if it had been caused
by the engine, but when Mrs.
Webster told of her injury, then
it was known that a rifle had
been fired. After she had col-
lapsed the occupants of the boat
were afraid that she might not
survive to get’to the shore. On
the way in they had to force her
mouth open to give her water:
On arrival at the wharf her pulse
was very weak, Dr. Ferguson
who was wired for made a fast
run from Moncton to Shediac in
his automaobile daing the 18 miles
in 30 minutes, The Empress was
held at Pt.

How to Tell Fresh or
Stale Eggs.

(W. F, Purdupe, in Canadian Farm.)

In summer when & large number
of hens frequently steal nests outside
of the poultry house, it is often de-
girable to be able to distingnish the
fresh eggs from the stale ones when
these hidden nests are discovered.
The general appearance of the eggs
will often gid in picking out the stale
ones, a8 these will be badiy discolor-
ed, particularly if they sre more
than & week old and bave been lying
where the sun and rains could reach
them,

DerEOTING STALE OR FRESE Eces.

Bat to determine definitely
whether~the eggs sare fresh or stale,
they can be examined with a strong
light or even by holding to the sun=
light, after a little practice. The
freshness of the egg is judged by the
sige of Lbe air bubble, whioh is situ-
ated a little te pnp gide of the large
end in each egg. The air bubbje is
very emall in & new laid egg, being
barely large enough to be noticeable,
but it grows a little larger each day,
and in 8n egg that lacks considera—
bje of being fresh, it will be as large
as a guarter, By comparing eggs
that bave been collected from nesty
and koown to be several days old,
with perfectly fresh eggs, the differ.
ence in sige of the air bubble will be
readily notfecd.

The contents of a fresh cgg adhere
to the shell when cooked, but the
shal] of a stale egg will peel off
readily.

WHEN AT THEIR Brse.

Authorities qualified to know de-
clare that eggs are sl their best for
tood purposes tweive hours after be=
ieg leid. Eggs from which the
animal heat has not escaped are not
fit fer food, so we see that an egg
cin be too fresh as well as too stale.
An important point to remember
in preserving eggs for table use, is
that they absorb the impurities and
odors of their surroundings, For in.
stance, a cau of kerosgene oil will so
distinotly flavor eggs which are neary
by that they soon become unfit for
use. Oaiors will also impair their
flavor,

The Leaning Tower of Pisa

The Leaning Tower of Pisa is one
of the world’s wonders, and thou-
sands who have never seen Italy
koow it for a familiar thing. For
this reason, snd becsuse, like all the
things, it is@ possession not only of
the town in ‘which it stands but of
those who love art everywhere, the
disquieting information concerning
it which was made public last week
must be received with very real con-
cern all over the world. The sub-
stance of the news is that the lean
has iucreased; to be precise, that
whereas eighty years ago it lesned
fifteen feet and a half an inch ont of
tbe perpendicular it now leans ten
and a half inches more. There is
danger, it seems, of its suffering the
fate of the famons Campsauile in
Vevice, its rival smong the bell-
towers of Italy, and one day tumbla
ivg to its foundations, They have
stopped the great bells from rioging
and are striking the smaller ones
with ‘a8 hammer lest tolling them
should make the building away to
destruction. The history of its
building is one of the romsances of
architectare. One Bonano of the
oity began it seven centuries ago
with the help of a German, a certain
William of Ibnsbruck. While they
were working on it the foundations
slipped and the building was aban-
doned, standing unfinished like &
second Babel for a hundred and fifty
years. About 1340, just at the s'art
of the Hundred Years’ War in Eng-
[land, it was completed by Tomaso
| Pisano, the son of the famaus Pisan
sculptor Andrea. 8o is established
the strange fact that the lean which
has given it its fame, and gave Gal.
ileo an experimental station for his
researches in dypamics, was acci-
dentsl, and po part of the original
soheme. Apart from its ouriosity,
it is & very beautiful piece of archi-
teoture—the crowning example, so
the authorities eay, of Southern
Romanesque. It is strange and im.
pressive to think of age gradually
and imperceptibly inoreasing its ing
clination towards ultimste destruce
tion, bat perhaps the measurements
on which the fear is based, made in
1329 by two Eoglish investigators,
may be wrong, and the Tower is ot
falling after all. Bat, remem bering
the fate of the Campanile at Venice,
which perished through peglect, the
authorities are wisely taking pre-
oasutions in time. — Manchester
Guardian,

Homely Facts Worth Re-
membering.

To renovate a black coat which has
worn shiny, sponge it with equal parts
of ink and strong tea.

A good glove powder may be made

in a mortar with pipeclay.

Rusty flatirons may be restored to
their original smootbness by rubbing
them over with beeswax and lard.
New tins should be set over the fire
with the bojling water in them for
several hours before food is pu* i
them,

Provided the water has beet ! pt
boiling, it is a sign that vegetables are
sufficiently cooked when they sink to
the bottom of the pan,

To clean fruit or acid stains from
knives, wipe them, and rub the stains
well with a piece of raw potato dipped
in fine brick dust, then clean as usual
on the kni‘e-board.

To preserve egg-shells for eollect-
ing purposes, when the egg has been

hlown, pour into the shell a solution |
of corrosive sublimate, and shake it
abont so that it comes in contact with
eyery portion of the membrace.

To make fireproof mortar for stoves,
etc., take twosthirds of the best lime
and one-third of smith’s block-dust,
mix well together, and form into a
stiff mortar with cold water. When
set this mortar will be nearly as hard a8
iron,

If alight silk blouse has become
slightly soiled, take it in band before
it gets really dirty. Heat zome bran
in the oven and rub the soiled part of
the silk with this, The dirty pars
will speedily disappear, and the blounse
look like new.

A very good way to warm up a joint
of meat is to st-am it in an ordinary
potato or pudding steamer, allowing
ten minutes to each pound if uonder-
done ; from five to seven, according
to thickuess, if well done. The meat
will be very tender if recooked in this
way.

Lemon juice will cleanse other
things besides the skin. Copper may
be cleansed by rubbing with a lemon
skin and salt, It shculd be wiped
at once with a cloth or chamols.
Iron ruft and ink stains may be re-
moved from linen by rubbing with
lemon juice and salt and then expos-
ing the spot to the sun.

Do not throw away bones or leave
tbem in the pantry till tainted ; but as
soon as the meat is all used crack up
the bones, put them into a saucepan
with cold water and a little salt, boil
up, skim, and then boil gently for one
and a balf to two hours. Pourintoa
basin, let the stock stand until cold,
and tske off the fat, This makes
good gravy or stock for soup.

To wash chamois leather gloves
make a lather with a good brand of
soap and water, adding a teaspoonfdl
of amonia to a quart of suds, When
tepid put in the gloves and leave them
to soak for a quarter of an hour,
Then press them between the hands,
but do not wring them. Rinse the
gloves in fresh, cold water to which a
little amonia bas been added. Press
the worst of the moisture out by plac-
iog them ina towel. Dry them by
hangiog them in the open air.

Desert Riches.

The Pampas of Patagonia, famous
for their sheep ranches, are great des
olate deserts, sometimes level as far as
the eye can reach, sometimes undul-
ating in graceful monotony, and again
a chaos of lava rock. A few swift,
daogerous rivers have ploughed steep
canons. In slighter depressions, where
snow melts and water accumulates
there are grassy méadows. Several
hundred sheep were brought from the
Falklands in 1877 to Puota Arenas
and theep raising was then introduced
into the regions of the Strait, From
this nucleus and shipments which fol-
lowed the stormy Territoria de Mag-
ellanes (of Chile) today carries per=
haps 2,000,000 sheep.

Punta Arenas is its centre and base
of supplies. To the north of the
Strait, south of Rio Banta Cruz (Ar-
gentina), the littoral and contiguous
river valleys support perhaps 1,000,
QoG more

Thus this little lonely Strait settle-
ment, the Mecca of southern Chile
and Patagonia, is one of the great wool
exporting ports of the world, shipping
away on steamers three years ago over
16,000,000 pounds of wool with a
commercial value of over $1,600,000,
In addition to this there was a sale of
nearly 400,000 pelts. Thus sheep
taising in these regions has been more
lucrative than gold digging and more
profitable than copperr

Although here in Southern Pata.
gonia the few million sheep graze on
gome of the poorest land in Argentine
territory, yet they go far toward piling
up her enormous total of perhaps
70,000,000 head of sheep, making her
first as an exporter of frozen meat and
second only as a shipper of wool,
justifying her maiotaining in ber beau-
tiful capital the Central Produce Mar.
ket of Buenos Ayres, the largest wool
and hide market in the world.
