We have every reason 
to believe that the respectable hotel 
keepers throughout the county will ob­
serve the law strictly, but there are a 
few in every section who wijl endeavor 
to make the law unworkable. The last 
named fellows should be attended to. 
To this end the local Scott Act as­
sociations should be thoroughly organiz­
ed and placed upon a sound working 
basis.

The Canadian aborigine has attracted 
a good deal of attention in several ways, 
as a loyal ally, as a good neighbor, and 
in some instances, but only of late, as a 
troublesome ward. It remained for the 
ingenuity of Sir John A. Macdonald to 
invest him with all the interest attaching 
to a political partizan, whose vote will be 
useful at election time. Individuals of 
the race have been known as politicana 
before now, but the race itself, by rea­
son of its state of tutelage and depend­
ence, has been kept as a whole from the 
excitements and dissipations of the cau 
eus and the campaign. A clause in Sir 
John’s federal franchise bill proposes to 
make him an elector. The limits of this 
provision have not been very intelligent­
ly defined, but the opposition roundly 
assert what has not been authoritatively 
denied, that it is sufficiently far-reaching 
in its consequences to include not only 
the educated aborigine» of Ontario, but 
such nomads as Piapot and his kin. The 
chief objection to the enfranchisement 
of Indians who maintain the tribal re­
lation is that they are ward of the nation, 
dependent upon the grace of the servante 
of the party ill power, and therefore 
short of the status, and unqualified for 
the duties of citizenship. The spectacle 
of an Indian agent voting a whole tribe, 
many of whom would require to have 
their ballots marked for them, for the 
nominee of the government party, would 
be eminently calculated to excite indigna­
tion and disgust It is quite probable 
that the investment of the tribal Indian 
with the franchise would open wide the 
door for such abuses.

Mr. Solomon White, M, P. P. ,is nomi­
nally an Indian chief, although practi­
cally a French Canadian. Mr. John 
Joseph Hawkins ia nominally an adop­
tion to the late Chief Johnston, of Brant, 
who was a hot Tory. Mr. Hawkins still 
cherished designs against the Hun. David 
Mills’ constituency, in which there is an 
Indian reserve, upon the votes of which 
he is suspected uf counting, should the 
bill pass without further amendment. 
There are also Indian reserves in Brant 
and, Lambtou, the enfranchised occup­
ants of which could* probably be voted 
for the government party. The objec­
tion» to the proposition are therefore 
strong and well taken. When an Indian 
abandons his tribal privilagea, forfeits 
his guvermer.t allowance, and assumes 
the standing and responsibilities of an 
independent citizen, we are willing to 
recognize him, politically, as a man and 
a brother, but not till then. So long as 
he remains a dependent upon the bounty 
of the country, he has no right to de 
aaind the ballot, though the Tories seem 
determined to give it to him, to suit 
‘heir own sinister purposes {Toronto 
News find

Ottawa, May 3.—The band of Liber­
als in the House at whom Sir John* hur­
led the threat that ho would crush them 
in a week by pushing his Franchise Bill 
through in that time, have taught him a 
lesson that he will remember. They 
have shown him that they have suEcient 
intelligence, determination and vigor to 
no Id him at bay and thwart his attempt­
ed tyranny. When the debate was stop­
ped1 by the striking of 12 by the town 
cloak on Saturday night, Sir John found 
himself with the Franchise Bill, in his 
hand, not having made a single line of 
progrès» since Thursday, when his fol 
lowers pillowed themselves in their seats 
to wear out the minority sitting opposite 
them, This, too, aftor a constant dis- 
cnaeion of 61 hours, each of the three* 
days being broke by two hours of a re­
cess, from 6 to 8 o'clock. During the 
whole period until Saturday evening, 
with a few minutes’ exception,the apeak 
ing was confined to liberal members, 
Conservative» sullenly refusing to reply. 
The debate has brought to the front 
Liberal member» hereto silent, who have 
shown themselves to be debaters of re­
markable talent.

On Saturday* afternoon* Messrs. Flem­
ing, of Pëel, and Somerville, of Brant, 
delivered addresses which for incisive 
eloquence are deserving of great praise. 
Mr. Fleming addressed himself closely to 
the question Indian enfranchisement, 
and showed bow utterly at variance the 
bill in this respect was with the genius 
our institutions.

. BIO BEAUS OS PREDATION.**:
Winnipeg. May 3. —Several letters 

reeeived today from tne Fort Baokatehe- 
wan correspondent of the Times, under 
the date of April 19. He „»aya : “Ou 
the 8th news waa received of the murder 
of Thomas Quinn, Indian agent at Frog 
Lake, and Delaney at tho same place, 
with the looting of rho Saddle Lake In­
dian sgsncy. Scouts sent out brought 
news, that the Indians are uneasy. A 
scout sent to Beaver Lake had a narrow 
escape. The settlers there had bean 
visited by a small party of Indians, who 
helped themselves to provisions and made 
themselves generally at hums. It is 
thought thst but for the presence of an 
old Indian hunter and scout, named John 
Whitford. there would have been Wood­
shed. A big council was to b» held at 
Battle River on the 10th by the Croee,
8tonies, Blackfeet, Heroes* and Piegans 
to decide combined movement against 
the whites. News was received on the 
17th from Mr. McLaughlin, the Metho­
dist minister at Victoria, that in addition 
to the murder of Quite) and Delaney two 
priests had been tilled. Quinn and 
Delaney were taken prisoners in ths early 
part of the troubles, and when shot their 
bodies were thrown into.* cellar and 
barned. The* men were allot as they 
w-ere travelling, became they did not 
move fast enough The‘.wo priests at­
tempted to.pray, over the. bodies and 
were shut. Five men who were building 
a mill at Frog Lake were also shot. The 
lixth escaped. This m dune by Big 
Bear’s hand and some half breeds, who 
purchased. Mrs. Delanzy mid another 
white woman from the fndiaiuas wives. 
Rev Mr. Quinney, of the Ohurch of Eng­
land, missionary at Onion Lake, and wife, 
were taken prisoners and-stripped by tin 
Onion Lake Indians, but were sent into 
Fort Pitt unharmed. Several unsuccess­
ful attack» were mad» on Pitt by the Ind­
ians, but on tho 12th an attempt waa. 
to be made to burn it with bundles of hay 
soaked mcoal oil. Big Bear ia not well 
supplied with ammunition, and was very 
much disappointed at not getting some 
at Frog Lake, all having been sent to 
Pitt. His plan of action is after leaving 
Pitt to move westward, gathering force 
as h**- comes, to attack Victoria. Fort 
Saskatchewan, and Edmonton The 
Victoria people will come to Fort Kas- 

1 katchewan. Aa we stand, tho Indians, if 
I they come ia force, will make » clean 
szieep of the buildings and stores, and, 
perhaps, cf tho fort, Mo time should bo 
lost in sending help. If this it done 
with a force of 500 men, our Indiana will 
not rise, but should Big Bear reach this 
neighbornoodbefore the troops, 500 me* 
would he hut a mouthful to the Indians, 
who will rise en masso on his approach.”

Father Laconibe'» description of the 
capture of Mrs. Delaney is that Quinn 
and Delaney were invited to a parley, 
but was shot before a word waa spoken. 
Tha priest went to say prayers over the 
two men, aa they were not dead, when ho 
waa shot, and h.a assistant who went to 
hit rescue was also killed The others 
fled to the priest’s Ionise, hut were pat to 
death, ar.d the woman made a prisoner 
The bodies were carried into a house 
where coal oil was poured upon there,

April 17th, the Court of Appeal of the 
Dominion of Canada gate judgment in 
the case of Beatty v. The Northwest 
Transportation Company. The action 
was brought by Henry Beatty on liebalf 
of himself and other shareholders of the 
company, seeking to rescind a purchase 
of tie steamship Vnited Empire by the 
company from James H. Beatty, a share­
holder and director of the company. 
The purchase was made by the directors, 
and the shareholders afterward ratified 
it by a majority of six votes. The casa 
was tried at Toronto, on Dec. 21 snd 22, 
1883, before Chancellor Boyd, who de­
cided m the plaintiff's favor and pro­
nounced a decree setting aside the pur­
chase. There was no doubt that the 
purchase was invalid until ratified by the 
ehareholders, and the question was, in 
the language of t ne Chancellor, “Wheth­
er the purchase from the director having 
been submitted to the body of share 
holders and adopted by a majority of 
votes, it is open for the dissentient plain­
tiff to undo the sale by the intervention 
of the court." In this case had the ven­
dor J. H. Beatty, abstained from voting 
the majority would have been largely 
against the purchase. The Chancellor’s 
decision was expressed in these words : 
“If the vote of the director who was the 
owner oWle vessel, and also the largest 
sliareholde|, could turn the scale, hj 
would be virtually voting the compan; 
assets into hie own pocket against tl 
will of a majority of disinterested 
shareholders. His threefold character 
of director and shareholder anl vendor 
necessarily involved a conflict between 
duty and interest, and the rule of the 
court is, not to permit a man so citcum- 
stanoed to hold or exercise the balance 
of power in the conduct of a company’s 
affairs to the prejudice of any of the 
ehareholders. * * * My judgment 
proceeds upon the ground that the ven­
dor’s fiduciary position incapacitates him 
from coercing the minority by means of 
a majority secured by his own vote in 
hie own favor, without regard to the 
fairness or unfairness of transaction." 
The defendants appealed, and the Court 
of Appeals have now overruled this de­
cision, and directed that the action should 
be dismissed. Mr. Justice Burton in 
his judgment laid down three proposi­
tions : (1). That the directors are
agent of the company and of the com­
pany only ; (2) Any shareholder has the 
right to vote although he is interested 
in the subject on which the vote is taken ; 
(3) A resolution of the majority is bind­
ing on the minority and on the com­
pany. The other members of the court 
agreed in upholding the transaction as 
good in law and equity.

A Warning to Travellers.—W. H. 
Thornton got into a pretty tight place by 
•topping a train last week. He wished 
to go to Wanatead, but as the fast express 
does not stop there lie bought a return 
ticket lo Wyoming. He, however did 
not get off at Wyoming, but proceeded 
to Wanatead, when he pulled the bell 
and stopped the train. The conductor 
reported the matter to the superintend­
ent at London who ordered the conduct­
or! to watch for Thornton on his return 
trip. There happened to bo only one 
return ticket to Wyoming, so that by 
giving all the conductors the number of 
the coupon detached by the conductor 
it was easy to find Thornton. Chief 
Windied watched every train, and on 
Friday last Thonton was handed over to 
him. The stopping of a train is a 
éliminai offence, and is nut punishable 
by tine, so that Thornton is in a pretty 
bad fix, as thirty days is the smallest 
sentence which can be imposed and two 
years the largest. This will be a warn­
ing to others not to risk the lives of a 
whole train for their own convenience.
If another train had been following close 
behind where would Thornton and the 
other passengers have been !

He expressed the opinion that 
it was not surpassed by any institution 
of the kind that he has ever Been in 
Great Britain or on the continent. He 
expressed himself as particularly pleased 
with the thoroughly practical nature and 
yalue of the experiments that are con­
ducted under Professor Brown's manage­
ment He waa pleased with the sight 
of eo many really excellent and finely 
bred bulla both at the Experimental 
Farm and elsewhere throughout Qntario.

Mr. Ritchie, Conservative, asked if the 
government proposed to auapend negotia­
tions with Rrneie until after Mr. Steph­
ens’ arrival.

Mr. Gladstone replied “ No."
Mr. Gladstone bringing up the subject 

of the vote of credit on army and navy 
account asked the hoore to vote the en­
tire $60,000.000 en bloc. He said that 
he hoped the motion to divide the credit 
would not be pressed. The government 
would not devote any portion of the 
money for particular purpose* for use in 
the Soudan, but would reserve discretion 
to apply the money taken for Soudan ac­
count for the purposes of special prepar­
ations.

Mr. Gladstone said the government 
conaiders it necessary to have the entire 
resources of the empire ready for use and 
application wherever required. Events 
since the fall of Khartoum have shown 
that the mahdi'e power haa collapsed. 
England’s possession of Khartoum would 
not put a atop to the slave trade, and 
therefore it would be useless to shed 
blued and treasure in the Soudan. In 
regard to the smallness of the special 
vote, he reminded the house tnat it waa 
the largest asked since the Crimean war. 
He would aay in regard the sad conting­
ency of an outbreak of war or the rup­
ture of relations with Russia, that her 
majesty’s government had striven to con­
duct the diplomatic controversy in such 
a way tbat if it unhappily ended in vio­
lent rupture they might be able to chal­
lenge the verdict of civilized mankind 
whether or not they had done all that 
men could do and had used every just 
and honorable effort to prevent the 
plunging of two such countries into 
bloodshed and despair. [Cheers]. There 
exists abundant cause for the wer pre­
parations which are being carried on. 
[Cheers], The starting point waa the 
obligation to the emeer which should be 
fulfilled in no stinted manner. (Loud 
cheers). The covenant with Russia of 
March 1C waa one which England hoped 
and believed would be recognized ae one 
of the most sacred ever made between 
two great nation» and if any deviation 
occurred there should be a jealous rivalry 
between the two nations to sift to the 
bottom all that remained in suspense. 
A bloody engagement occurred March 
30, allowing that one or both failed to 
fulfil the covenant. England considered 
it the duty of both countries to ascertain 
how that calamity occurred. He would 
not anticipate that the British were 
right. He felt perfect confidence in the 
British officers, but would not assume 
that they might not have been misled. 
It ia certain the Russians were the at­
tacking party, and the Russian» suffered 
in life, spirit end repute. Knowing that 
a blow had been struck at the credit and 
authority of our ally, we are unable to 
cloee the book and aay we will not look 
into any more. We must do our beet to 
have right done in the matter ; there­
fore, there’s cause fur the war prepara­
tions,

Mr. Gladstone a worda created a pro­
found sensation. The opinion in the 
lobbies tonight is that the tpeech indi 
cated that war is inevitable.

The proposal to separate the Soudan 
credit from the credit for special prepar 
ationa were rejected by 229 to 180,

Mr. Gourley, radical, asked whether 
the government would endeavor to have 
the diapute with Russia referred for ari- 
tration to the United States.

Mr. Gladstone answered : “The gov­
ernment are quite sensible of their hesvy 
responsibility to maintain the honor and 
good faith of the country on the one 
hand, and on the other, to use every 
means consistent with that honor to 
avoid war. I can give no more particu 
lar reply than this"

The utterance was accepted as signifi­
cant and received with cries of “ hear, 
hear."

The house then went into committee 
of supply, and Mr. Gladstone explained 
the object of the vote of credit. The 
entire credit, $65,000,000, was voted 
without debate, after one of the most 
powerful and telling speeches liy Mr. 
Ulsdstone. The premier was cheered to 
the echo during aril at the close of his 
speech, snd was enthusiastically cheered 
when leaving the house afterwards.

The usual spring floods have not failed 
to put in an appearance. It has been 
with us the greater part of this week. 
The water is quite high submerging the 
roads in many places. Although not 
nearly eo high as on some former floods 
the water proved high enough and heavy 
enough in volume Thursday morning to 
•weep away Messrs. Johnston and Turn­
er’s dam and carry it some distance down 
the stream. The loss to Messrs. John 
ston and Turner's will be heavy and was 
althougher unexpected as the dam in 
a new one and supposed to be strong 
enough to withstand the flood, as having 
been broken last year it was rebuilt by 
Mr. Arch. Fisher, an expert in such mat­
ters. The sudden rush of water caused 
by the dam breaking, washed away the 
embankment of the mill race in several 
pieces and the inundation of a consider­
able portion of a greater part of Lower 
Wingham.—[Times.

contaminated. He had used distilled 
water for three years, and found that 
there is no foundation for the popular 
notions that it is disagreeable to the 
taste, difficult to digest, and does not 
contain air. It is easily tested : a solu­
tion of nitrate of silver gives a precipi­
tate when added to ordinary drinking 
water, but is dissolved in the dis'.illed 
article.

Good Habits.- There are many little 
matters which enter into good manners, 
which must be so learned aa to be habi­
tual, if we practice them at all. For 
example, manners at table involve cor 
tain forma of eating, the disposal of 
hand», the observance of acts of polite­
ness, all of which should be constantly 
practiced, in order to become natural. 
So in general society, the art of being 
agreeable involve* gréa* delicacy and 
tact. Too much or too boisterous con" 
venation ; a frigid or uninterested man­
ner ; lack of agreement in the discussion 
of topics, the assertion of personal pecu 
liarities, and much else, are entirely out 
of order.

If ft strong tuber of the Spotted-Leaf 
lily (ball* Hixtata Varigata)can be pro­
cured, it will form a hivhiy ornamental 
plant. We saw one last season planted 
in a twelve inch pot, that was a beauty 
indeed. It tilled the pot with strung 
•hoots, the leaves being beautifully spot­
ted and so nearly transparent that one 
could almost see through them. This 
lily is also a very free bloomer, although 
the flower is not as large nor as white 
the regular Calls lily.

The single petunia, which is seldom 
seen outside of the garden, is a most 
satisfactory plant for the window. It 
will blossom constantly and profusely. 
The flowers of the magenta-colored var­
ieties are very bright and cheerful. It 
requires hut little care. It can be train­
ed tu a trellis, or allowed to droop. It 
will grow well in either way. It can be 
grown from seed, or from cuttings. For 
the ordinary sitting-room it will give 
much better satisfaction than many other 
p ant) usually grown theie.

With the apple geranium, where the 
leaves, when about half size, curl up,

Frail eaters Meed so Darters.

We were struck recently by the re 
marks of a doctor friend of ours, who said 
no one thing will do so much to make 
people independent of the medical pro­
fession as the daily free use of fruit. He 
had noticed that those farmers in whose 
families fruit was regularly and largely 
consumed, seldom needed his service*. 
We thought what a pity that every farm­
er in the :and could not be convinced of 
these truths. It is a deplorable fact that 
farmers' families do not enjoy that ro­
bust health that country air and out 
door life, with plenty of exercise, should 
give. It is also a fact that living on 
farms whose rich acres are aching to pro­
duce abundant crops of the varied fruits, 
but very few have plenty, and many 
never have any fruit, except it may be 
an occasional apple. The standard food 
in a majority of farmers' houses consists 
largely of bread, butter and meat (most­
ly pork' fried in grease, and where pas­
try or cake is used, it has lard in large 
proportion in its composition ; and this 
food is eaten at least twice, and, in many 
families, three times a day, year in and 
year out. Is it any wonder that they 
are not more healthy, and that their 
prevailing diseases are such as indicate 
an over consumption of greasy foi>d ? If 
fruits were expensive or difficult to raiae, 
there would be some excuse ; but there 
ie no part of the country without plenty 
of varieties adapted to its soil and cli­
mate, and just such aa are fitted by na­
ture tobothnourishand cleanse the body, 
and no more skill is required to grow 
them than to grow corn or wheat.

Why is it that so few farmers make 
any attempt to provide an adequate sup­
ply of what would add much to their 
pleasure, and save many times its cost 
in doctors’ mils, to say nothing of the 
sufferings and loss of their dear ones t 
We entreat you, decide just now not to 
let the spring pass without planting a 
fruit yard, Surely it is better to grow 
fruit than to be continua'ly dosing with 
medicine.—[Rural.

A Methodist Merer**»"» Delate».

Speaking in the Methodist Church, 
Bloor street, Toronto, Rev. E. R. 
Young, who spent many years in the 
Northwest, explained why the Indiana 
were so ready to listen to Riel. He 
thinks that they do not number more 
than 30,000 in all. They are wretched­
ly poor and in a deplorable position. 
The worst feature of the case ie that the 
Indiana have been swindled by the Gov­
ernment agents. Mr. Young say* :

“Those men who had been sent out tc 
deal with the Indians had tried to make 
as good a thing out of it as possible for 
tkemselvos while there. * * Within 
the past few years the country had spent 
over a million dollars on the Indians. 
Allowing that there were 33,000 Indians 
in the Northwest,this amounted to about 
$30 per head. But the Indians only re­
ceived $5 per head, and the country had 
been paying $25 a head per Indian to 
tho official* who distributed this allow­
ance.’

Mr. Young did not speak favorably of 
the half-breeds, but he said : “There 
were many who had just claims which 
they had presented time and again, and 
which had been ignored by the Govern 
ment. Then large quantities of land had 
been given to tho Canadian Pacific Rail­
way and the colonization companies by 
the Government, and French half -breeds 
who had settled upon these lauds had 
been turned away."

Many contend that iron plates are just 
as durable as steel for metal vessels. At 
the request of several steamboat-owners 
a test was made at the Detroit Dry-Dock 
recently. Two plates were cut of equal 
size, three feet square and three six­
teenths of an inch thick, one ot wrought 
iron and the other of steel, and each 
were placed under a 950-pound round 
iron ball. The ball was raised twenty- 
four feet In the air and dropped upon 
each plate twice ; the first test was made 

ith the iron plate. Tho first blow broke 
it squarely in two parts, and tho second 
blow, on a half piece, produced the same 
result, "llie steel plate was then tested. 
The first blow made an indenture in it, 
but failed to fracture it. The plate was 
turned over and another blow given, 
which bent it to some extent, but not 
the slightest fracture was visible

The Prohibition Flag Now Waves 

in Huron.

In the days of the prophet of Nazarjth 
the demons which he cast out left the 
tortured bodies with violence and hate 
ful sounds ; and to on Thursday of last 
week the evil spirit of public dnrking 
left the body politic of the County of 
Huion with curses loud and deep, 
and yet at the same time revealed its 
real impotence and utter defeat.

On Thursday evening, as but a few 
hours existed between the day of license 
and the new era of prohibition, those in 
sympathy with the liquor patty hun;

1 During the night fights were frequent, 
and some drunken fellows plugged one 
another, giving yent to awful oaths, on 
West street for nearly an hour.

A number of fellows Who were able to 
keep tlieir legs, and had begged, borrow­
ed or stolen some crape and old pieces 
of black lining,, went around the town 
and had an hilarious time of it bedecking 
the trees of the square, the lamp posts, 
and the doors of prominent Scott Act 
men who happened to be Reformers, 
with crape. The scene next morning, 
with pieces of black flying from every 
quarter was a gloomy one. The whiskey 
party had, actually gone to its own 
funeral !

Household Hints.

At this season of the year potatoes 
should be put into boiling salted water. 
This will make them mealy if within the 
possibility of any process to do so.

It is still “good form” to ornament 
the lamp shade by covering the porcelain 
oyer with a thin outer covering of tinted 
bilk and face, or of lace alone, put on in 
rows over tarleton or 6ne set.

A very little cream of tartar in the 
frosting for a cake will hasten the hard­
ening process. If the knife is often dip­
ped into .water while spreading the frost­
ing, it will givo a gloss or polish greatly 
to be desired.

If you have a cold roast of beef and no 
gravy left, cut tficcee of the fat off, wi»h 
some little broÀvned outside places ; put 
them in a saucepan over a hot tire, and 
you will soon nave a foundation fur very 
good gravy, Considering that it is not 
from the fresh Vast.

“Children’s pocket cakes’’ are made of 
one [tint of flour mixed with the yolk of 
one egg ; sweeten with a cup of soft 
brown sugar, flavor with any favorite 
seasoning, mace, nr nutmeg, or cinna­
mon. Roll out quite thin and cut in 
fancy shapes. Rake quickly.

A pretty brush broom pocket is made 
by taking a piece of macreme lace and 
doubling it ; fasten it securely, then tie 
(he fringe together loosely about two 
inches below the bottom cf the bag ; tie 
with ribbon or with cord. The bag may 
he lined with bright colored silk or silesia 
if you please.

A delicious side dish is made of apples 
and is called apple omelet. Peel and 
stow, stir in a large lump of butter, a 
little sugar, and four well beaten eggs ; 
add fine bread crumbs and fry in hot 
lard, on a griddle, drooping from a spoon. 
«Ifyou have no stale bread use flour or 
craîHetfr crumbs.

If your oid stand or small table needs 
upholstering to make it look respectable, 
try this way of doing it : Cover the top 
with dark, double-faced Canton flannel, 
t.lv'ii sew or tack a deep fringe around 
the edge. This can be bought all colors 
and widths, and the wider or deeper it is 
the prettier.

An orange charlotte is made by lining 
a deep dish with sponge precisely as if 
you were about to make charlotte russe, 
tlieu cut up enough oranges to fili the 
dish, cut them in thin slices, sprinkle 
sugar over them, pour a rich boiled cus­
tard over all, let it stand long enough to 
moisten the cake before sending to the 
table.

A breakfast dish that is especially ap­
petizing is made by broiling some very 
thin slices of ham. Butter some thin 
slices of toast and lay the ham on them ; 
then pour over it a sort of omelet made 
by beating eight eggs with about cne cup 
of sweet milk ; add pepper and salt, and 
fry this in a saucepan in which you have 
put a lump of butter and allowed it to 
melt. Serve at once and while very hot.

I*eying Bonnet*.

Mr. Labouchere, in the London Truth, 
wisely remark» that ‘the feeling that a 
new and pretty bonnet is as becoming as 
it can be, often transfigures a common­
place young face, and, if it lends beauty 
to a plain face, it must of necessity add 
renewed charm to the face of a beauty ; 
therefore the choosing of a new bonnet 
is not as easy a matter as our male rela­
tives would have us believe. It is, if 
one is limited as to means, a matter for 
deep conderation, for then a bonnet has 
to be chosen that will not only be be­
coming but also suitable to wear with 
many dresees, and then, indeed, the 
amount of thought and worrying the 
bonnet seeker through is enough unless 
her nerves are unusually strong to bring 
on a slight attack of brain fever before 
she has come to a final decision,—I say 
final because she generally decides many

Six boys and 
seven girls in a big lumber sleigh, 
all yelling to keep themselves warm,land 
at the dour. The room is about seven 
eighths full. Grangers stand around the 
stove discussing the Egyptian war and 
the next Fenian raid. Hugging up to-

most distressing part of all is that it is 
not many days in her possession before 
she is harrassed with doubts as to wheth­
er she has really bought the most be­
coming one after all all. and these doubts 
are not dispelled by the frank, outspoken 
remarks of an unkind brother or hus­
band, ‘Why where did you make the 
rise of the ugly bonnet V I don’t know 
how it is, but somehow bonnets have a 
way—and a mean, unkind way it is -of 
seeming to be, when one tries them on

The woman whose deft fingers 
can fashion her own bennets well and 
stylishly, giying them the charm of her 
own individuality,isgreatly to be envied.

The Government succeeded in getting 
the House into committee upon the Elec­
tive Franchise Bill st 5 o'clock on Satur­
day morning. We have already pointed 
out to our readers many of the atrocious 
provisions of this measure. It belongs 
to the same type aa the Gerrymander 
Bill. It ia each a measure as a Mexican 
adventurer who had eucoeeded in being 
elected President might propose for the 
purpose of perpetuating his rule amongst 
the people. Sir John Macdonald has 
spoken about his policy being similar to 
that of "public men in England. No 
statement could oe more void of truth. 
His political course haa not the slightest 
resemblance to the course taken by any 
public man in England on either aide of 
politics. Had judge Jeffreys obtained a 
seat in Parliament, it is possible that, 
with the low state of public opinion in 
his day, that he might have been dis­
posed to adopt a course like that which 
tho Prime Minister of Canada has adopt­
ed here. But we know of no statesman 
on either side Of politics since the révo­
lution who would ha* ventured to per­
petuate his rule by the source which Sir 
John Macdonald has taken.

We 4u not fear that it can have the 
effect which he hopes it will have. Logi­
cally, no doubt, tha conclusion which he 
draws naturally follows from the course 
he has taken, but people arc not like so 
many pawns upon a chess-board, and 
they cannot be moved simply at the will 
of a designing and unscrupulous man. 
The practical results are always different 
from those which a statesman of Sir 
John Macdonald's type anticipate! The 
more nearly he is successful in removing 
the restraints of a healthy public opinion 
fairly expressed, the more certain will 
his course be such as to lead to his poli­
tical destruction. He has misgoverned 
the Northwest, and has now upon bis 
hands a rebellion Millions of dollars 
will be spent and scores of lives will be 
sacrificed. He'knows what the effect of 
this will be, and he hopes to neutralize 
the expression of public opinion upon it 
by radical changes in the constitution of 
the constituéneies. But we have no fear 
that such a course will result in success. 
There is a power in the universe that 
makes in fav t of right and against 
wrong, and it is because this is so that it 
is impossible that human rascality can 
ever be entirely successful. -[Loudon 
Advertiser

There is a great difference in the feed 
of cows in various milk tests, and the 
results are is often tests of the different 
kinds ot feed and skill of the feeder as 
of the capacity of the cow. If all milk 
and butter tests were inadu on grass as 
feed their value to most cow buyers 
would he greater.

In England the farmers pay annual 
rentals per acre larger than the price of 
some firme in this country. They live 
only by keeping the land in the highest 
cultivation. If English farmers can 
afford such a system there ia no reason 
why our farmers, who own their lands, 
should not make their iarms pay a hand­
some pi otit every year.

A good feed for breeding ewes is corn 
and oata, equal parts, coarsely ground 
tow l her, and mixed with one part of 
wheat bran—thoroughly wet. but not 
allowed to sour. Give each ewe a quart 
of the mixture daily. A tables poo uful 
of flaxseed will be a valuable addition 
slid will be found beneficial also to feed 
turnips, potatoes, carrots aud beets.

Heavy soils, and those rich in vege- 
tilile matter, should receive frequent 
light dressings of salt. It dues not act 
directly as a fertilizer except in very 
rare instances, but soit in small doses 
helps to dissolve and make available 
other plant food of which heavy soils 
usually have an abundance, though not 
in available condition for use. On 
land entirely deficient in vegetable mat­
ter, salt is usually of little oenefit.

The doctor, aa things now are, livei 
by the existence of disease. If we were 
all, and always, in good health, hia occu­
pation would be gone. But every good 
doctor—i. e.. every doctor except possi­
bly, a few unspeakable wretches —tights 
disease to the very utmost of his power. 
He gives it no quarter wherever he see» 
it. Hie one work in ife is to destroy 
that by which, under our arrangements, 
he gets hia bread. He haa no faith in 
disease. He believes in health, and in 
that only ; and if any physician waa 
known >o sow disease broadcast for the 
sake of gain, the real, i-stead of thank­
ing him fur making then work, would 
kick him out of society—yea, out of the 
universe, if they could, and it were law­
ful. And when a time of especial social 
danger comes, when the great pestilence 
sweeps through the cities, tho doctor’s 
ethics require that every physician shall 
take his life in his hand, and shall be at 
his poet, waiting for every call i f distress 
that may come to him. That is, aa Rue- 
kin saya, “the point of honor" to the 
profession—the point at which the doctor 
must die rather than yield. And that is 
why the medical profession is a liberal 
profession, because it has a standard of 
duty and of honor which ia not that of 
selti-li gain and pecuniary advantage. 
When that great Scottish physician, Sir 
James Y. Simpson, was borne to his last 
resting-place, what constituted his crown 
of glory 1 Was it that mea counted up 
the sovereigns and nobles who had called 
him to their bedsides, and had poured 
wealth into his hands in payment fora 
skill that might give them back life and 
health ? Or waa it that Edinburgh 
emptied her wynds and alleys of her poor 
to weep over the bier of the man whose 
ear had been open to every cry of their 
misery 1

England Will Have the Beet of It.

If Russia has a great army, England 
has a great navy. The Russian army 
cannot reach England. The English 
liayy can reach Russia. The great army 
and the great navy nr.ay be held to count­
erbalance each other. England is not 
obliged to tight on the line of Herat, but 
will probably do so in order to strength­
en her alliance with the ameer, to secure 
the support of the Afghans, whose power 
of annoyance to an enemy advancing in 
their own country is too great to be 
disregarded, and to keep the scene of 
hostilities as far as possible from India. 
Each step on that road will add to 
Russia’s costs by adding to the distance 
to be traversed, and if she succeeds 
eventually in reaching the con tinea of 
India, the war will be no nearer termin­
ation than before—will have only reach­
ed the stage where England is bound to 
do her heaviest fighting and will be best 
able to fight. Her resources will be no 
less effective than they were at the be­
ginning, since they consist of an earning 
capacity which it is impossible for Russia 
to put her hands upon. There is no 
apparent reason why England should 
not tight a quarter of a century with as 
little financial difficulty as she fought 
from 1793 to 1815.—[New York Evening 
Post.

Maklax Brady far she Sreil Act.

The liquor stores have done an 
enormous business all month, but 
especially this week. Extra delivery 
wagons have been kept running from 
early morning until closing hours. In 
some cases surprisingly large quantities 
of liquor have been bought for private 
use. We are informed that scores of 
men who have not ordinarily kept liquor 
in their houses have purchased a few 
gallons for medical purposes—for cases 
of emergency From all we can learn it 
would probably be safe to state that as 
much liquer has been sold here this month 
for family use as is ordinarily sold in 
nine months. Even many of those who 
sincerely desire to see the Scctt Act en­
forced, and who have no thought of 
changing their temperate habits seem to 
think it better to have a little of the stuff 
in their cellar. The wholesale dealers 

j have made a rich harvest before stepping 
down and out. — [Woodstock Sentine 
Review.

Gen Liumsden Summoned 

London.
to

London, May 5. — Mr. Gladstone 
stated in the commons this afternoon 
that Sir Peter Lumsden and Col. Stewart 
had been ordered to come home immedi­
ately. tie said Gen. Lumsden had not 
been recalled, but had been consulted 
upon the subject, and in conformity with 
his own views had been requested to 
return to England. As it had been de­
cided to carry on in London future com­
munications with Russia about the main 
points in the Afghan frontier lino, both 
Gen. Lumsden and Col. Stewart had 
been directed to come to London.

In the house of lords this afternoon 
Earl Granville stated that he could con­
ceive of nothing better than referring the 
dispute over the Petijdeh incident, in­
volving the honor of two officers, to the 
decision of a third party, in whom each 
tide had perfect confidence. In this way 
tile whole matter could be closed honor- 
;ib!y fur both sides.

GEN. LUMSDEN’s SUCCESSOR.

London, May G.—Col. Ridgeway will 
take command of the British boundary 
commission in place of Gen. Lumsden. 
Capt. Yale will be second in command.

STILL UNCERTAIN.

London, May 5. Baron De Staal and 
Earl Granville had along conference to­
day on the question of what guarantees 
should be provided against Russian 
advance on Herat. It is reported Earl 
Granville proposed a treaty pledging 
Russia against further advance, and re­
cognizing an English protectorate in 
Afghanistan.

Uncertainty remains in diplomatic and 
official circles, as to the maintenance of 
peace. The naval and military prépara­
tions will continue.

COMMENTS of THE PKE8S.
London, May 5. — The Ne tvs says : 

‘'The government must be ready tor the 
worst, even while they believe the worst 
is not to come.”

The Post says : “One mure humiliation 
when they crowd so thickly on us, would 
be of little moment, if thereby we avoid­
ed war, but the inevitable conflict will 
mlr be postponed for a brief period.”

The Standard says : “Earl Granville 
-hrows up the sponge in the most artistic 
manner. We have no doubt, when the 
British empire perishes, it too will have 
learned to die æsthetically,”

The Times says : “There is little to 
be thankful for, except the fact that war 
bas been avoided at a price which cannot 
be calculated. " *

Moderate papers approve the present 
plan of settlement, as it will allow Eng­
land time to put her army and navy in 
perfect fighting order for the final 
struggle, which is believed to be certain.

St. Petersburg, May 5.—The Novoe
