SIXTY MINERS
DIE IN EXPLOSION

Dust Causes Explosion in Mines in
Birmingham---Rescue Work
Slow.

Birmingham, Dec. 16—Advices to-
night from /Yolande indicate that
about sixty men met death by an ex-
plosion in the mines early today. The
work of reseue is slow. While theve
are hundreds-of miners from the ad-
jacent (‘dlll])s present to assist, it is
thought all the dead cannot be brought ,
out bLfme tomorrow. Only twelve bod-
ies-have been - recoversd up ‘to ‘day-
light. Nearly one hundred men were
in, the mine at the tinie of the explo-
sion. -

The cause of the explosion has not
been officially determined, but it is
supposed to have been caused by dust.
For two hours after the explosion it
was impossible to venture near the
mouth of the mine so hot was the air
that rushed out. The terrific force of
he o\plouon blew out dust and timb-
ers in great quantities and destroyved
many small buildings near the land-
ing.

Officers of the mining company im-
mediately organized a rescue party
and got men below the surface. With-
in an hour fourteen men crawled out
of the mine. Their description of the
interior conditions 'is appalling. Sev-
eral of the men were severely
burned.

SUSTAINS APPEAL

Highest Tribunal in Canada Says
C.P.R. Prosecution by Saskat-
chewan is Ultra Vires.

the Supreme Court of Canada the pro
vince of Saskatchewan is deprived of an:
other right to make laws relating t«
matters affecting the welfare of the pro
vince, The decision in this case relates
to presecution under the prairie fire!

adian Pacific Railway for starting prai
rie fires in this province, because thc
company operates under a Dominior

End of Long Case,

The decision of the Supreme Court o
Canada, which was handed down at a
session in Ottawa on Friday is the enc
of long litigation between the compan)
and the province. Officially the case i
known as “King vs. CP.R.” It originat
ed at Mortlach about a year ago, wher
befare two justices of the peace the Can
adian Pacific Railway Company wat
found guilty of negligence in allowing
a prairie fire to escape from control, anc
a fine was inflicted. The case was ap
pealed to the supreme court of the pro
vince, and there the conviction by the
lower court was sustained. The C.P.R
then appealed to the court en banc of
Saskatchewan, and the appeal was agair
sustained. The final appeal was to the
Supreme Court of Canada, before whicl
the decision of the court at Regina was
reversed, and the convicticn quashed.

Province Has No Power.

The conviction against the railway was
quashed on the ground that the province
has no power to pass a law which con
travenes the provisions of a Dominior
law in so far as it effects the C.P.R. Th«
result of the decision is that hencefortl
the Canadian Pacific Railway can al
low prairie fires to get beyond contro’
in this province and no act of the Sas
katchewan legislature can inflict a pen
alty for so doing,

ALBERTA BEETS BEST.

Sugar Than
Western States.

Jontain  More
Grown in

Those

Calgary, Dec. 21—Sugar beet grow-
r3 all over the world who have been
nore or less skeptical as to the quality
f sugar beets that can be produced
n the Northwest, wil be deeply in-
carested in a sugar beet test just made
by the Knight Sugar company of Ray-
mond, Alberta. The beets were from
v car lcad shipped that company by
the Canadian’ Pacific Irrigation Col-
nization company from their demon-
tration farm at Gleichen and tested
ro-efficient of purity eighty-eight and
mne-tenthr per cent. and nineteen and
wo-tenths per cent, sugar in the beet.

This test has conclusively proved
the contention of Canadian sugar beet
rrowers that the farther mnorth the
beet can successfully be grown, the
greater will be its purity and sacchar-
ine contents. It is estimated that the
yutput of the Roymond iactory will ba
five million pounds of sugar this year.

Tillman Wants to Know.

The forest’area is amply sufficient, if
rightly managed. to produce eventu-
ally enough. timber to supply all our
needs, but unless corrective measures
are soon adopied the price of timber,
the government asserts, will
such high pric
purposes will be prohibited.

WHERE DID THE MONEY GO?

It has become fashionable of late
for'Conservative journals and €onser-
vative members of Parliament to lay
claim to the tariff policy of the Gov-
ernment, claiming it to have been a
continuance of the policy they inau-
gurated when in power. If the policy
is the same the resulta should be the
same, or proportionately the same.
But.they are pot the same, nor even
similar, =Formerly our current ex-
penses used up most of our income;
under the present policy our income
has far out-run the current expenses.
The results of this difference stand out
in the records of the national debt.
Under the former policy we had to
wortow the capital we needed for the
construction of public- works; under
the present policy we have been able
to pay as we went along. This differ-
ence was tersely put by Hon. W, 8.
Fielding a few days ago, He said:

“In the last eleven years of the Con-
“servative Government these special
“expenditures amounted to a little
“over $80,000,000 above the ordinary
'}chm-ges. The Conservative Govern-
“ment had to provide for these mon-
“eys, and how did they provide for
“them? They piovided for them by
“charging $62,000,000 of the $80, 00,600
“to the public debt” account «f -he
“country-and left that $62,000,000 to
“bear interest for future years, We
“have had in our eleven years of of-
“fice larger charges of that character;
“we have had to-provide for capital
““and spetial expenditures amounting
“to $127,000,000 and vut of that $127,-
‘000,000 over and above the ordinary
“expenses of the country, we have
“provided out of our “daily receipts
“every dollar of that, except $5,000,-
“000. When the Conservative Govern-
“ment with-$80,000,000 of capital ex-
“penditure had to - charge $62,000,000
“to the public debt, and when you
“find .that the present Government
“with' $127,000,000 capital expenditure
“have only added $5,000,000 to the
“public debt, I think that is a record
“to which our gide may occasionally
“refer with pride, and we must make
“some allowance for honorable gen-
“tlemen opposite if the comparison
“is distasteful t®them.”

Under the former policy it took
nearly all our revenue to pay running

tyfive dollars out of every hundred
that we invested in permanent im-
provements; under the present policy
our revenue has so far exceeded om
ruRning expenses that we have had
to borrow only- four dollars out of |
every hundred weé have spent in per- |
manent improvements.

If out
of $80,000,000 invested we ran in deb’
for $62,000,000, out of $127,000,000 in-
vested we should have been foreed tc
borrow $98,000,000. And if to make
$80,000,000 capital expenditure the for-
mer Government laid upon us an in
terest charge of two and one quawe:
millions per year; to make $127,000.(0(
capital expenditure they would have
been obliged to saddle us with an i»
terest charge of fhree and '‘ne hal
millions per year.

DANGEROUS BUSINESS.

twenty years ago. And yet the Tele-
gram affronts the intelligence of the
Canadian elector by telling him that
under high tariff the present financial
stress “‘would not have affected Can-
“ada at all.”

CURRENT COMMENT.

The Montreal Gazette dives into
statistios and performs mathematical
evolutions to prove that the people of
Canada are taxed heavier than .  the
people of the United States. The Un-
ited ‘States collected last year $601,-
000,000 in customs and internal reve-
nue taxes; Canada collected $51,000,-
000; therefore, concludes the Gazette,
the people of Canada pay $10.40 per
head while the people oi the United
States pay $7.156 per head. But the
Gazette leaves out one element in the
calculation—the taxes paid by the
American people ‘but. not received by
the American Government. Accord-
ing to the chairman of the Tariff Com-
mittee of the American Manufacturers
Association, the protected interests of
the United States bleed the purse of
the people to the extent of $500.000,000
per year; that is, the people pay
for their -manufactured goods every
year this enormous sum more than
they would have to pay if the tariff
did not prevent importation. Instead
of $600,000,000, thereiore, the Ameri-
can people pay $1,100,000,000 per vear
én account of the tariff and internal re-
venue taxes; or per head of popula-
tion. $13.09, against $10.40 paid by
the people of Canada, The difference
i3 that of the $13.09 paid by the Am-
erican only seven dollars goes to the
Government and six is pocketed by
the manufacturers, while oi the $10.40
paid by the Canadian every cent goes
to the national treasury.

The attention of Mr, Geo, W. Fowl-
er, M.P., is to be directed to some-
thing more prosaic than wine, women
and graft; or at least he is asked for
the time to fix his attention more
particularly on the latter of the three.

HOW TMMICRANTS
PASS ENTRANCE TEST

Many New Comers Are Detained at
Canadian Ports of Entry—Keeping
Out Undesirables—Review of the
System of Medical Inspection.

Ottawa,Dec. 19—The system of med-
ical inspection of immigrants has now
oeen in operation in Canada for
about five years, and it is possible
now to form someé conclusions in re-
gard to its tendencies and results.

In his last annual report presented
to parliament this session Dr. P. H.
Bryce, chief medical officer, reviews
the whole period since the inception
of the system in 1903, and sums up
his’ judgment in these’ words:

“There ‘seems but one conclusion to
be arrived at, which; is to the effect
that whether compared with those en-
tering the United States, or those
crossiing into Great Britain from the
continent, Canada is today absclved,
not only from the accusation that she
is the recipient of undesirables not
admisgible elsewhere; but further that
she is receiving and welcoming more

FINANCIAL TIDE WILL
TURN IN THE SPRING

J. D. McArthur, Grand Trunk Pacific
Contractor, Refers to Stringency—
Says West Cannoet be Kept Back.

Calgary, Dec. 20.—JF. D. MecArthur,
railway contractor, of Winnipeg, who
has charge of the construction work on
the western division . of thz Grand
Trunk Pacific, has been in the city for
the past two days, registered at the
Alberta,

When seen last night, Mr. McArthur
said he was not prepared to say what
significance could be attached to his
presence in Calgary. He himself had
been west lately on business connected
with the firin, with what result he was
not prepared to give out for publica-
tion.

Work on the G.T.P. was proceeding
at a very good rate—much faster than
this time last year. The weather had
not interfered to any appreciable ex-
tent with the amount of work done.
In fact, the conditions for carrying on
the work were much mor> favorable,
on the whole, than those of last year.

Asked as to wheiher the firm had
experienced any difficulty in getting
supplies, Mr. McArthur stated that
last year, on acccunt of snow block-
ades and the intense cold, there had
been som> difficulty. = But this year
they did not anticipate that the 'sqnie
obstructions would be met with.

“Why,”” said Mr. McArthur, “we
could go ahead all the time with
w2ather such as we are having today.
With a clear sky, and the amount of
snow on the ground, all would be clear
sailing.”

The Financial Stringency.

Coming to the financial problem,
Mr. MecArthur said that, in his opinion,
the crisis just passed had shown the
solidity of the Canadian banking sys-
tem and exposed the poor basic work
of the American system.

He had been in Montreal and New
York and oth2r eastern points only a
few weeks ago, and found that the
people did far more shouting over the
tight money than in the West. Th=
West is strong in its own strength and
knew its resources, which wos a great
deal more than ths vast majority of
eastern capitalists could say. More-
over, it was a great deal easjer to scare
an easterner than it" was the average
wekterner.” One was a fanlt-finder and
the other was an optimist.,

Tide to Turn in Spring.

“I think,” said Mr. - McArthur,
“‘that the financial world ‘will remain
about the same as it is until.. next
spring, when;, . with the increased im-
migration and flow of traffic, ths West
will once more bound ahead. "With a
good crop next year, which we can all
reasonably expeect, if this present wea-
ther is any eriterion, the West will
onece more resume its place in the van
of the Dominion. This time next year
the whole of the country will once
more be in its mormal condition of
progress.”

| WOULD STARVE ' WESTERN POSTAL

In the debate last week on the ad-
dress in reply to the speech from the
throne Dr, MclIntyre, M,P. for Strath-
cona, spoke as fol'ows (Hansard):—

M. W. MeclIntyre—Mr. Speaker, if
hon, gentlemen opposite expect to dis-
coneert me by political fireworks, they
are doomed to disappointment. My
only reason for. speaking at this par-
ticular moment is to discuss the mat-
ter which would natyrally call for dis-
eussion under, the amendmernt pro-
posed by the+hon. member for East
Lambton, (Mr.  Armstrong). In. that
amendment the hon. gentleman puts
forward a proposition which' it is the
duty of the members of this house t&
discuss, not as it affects the ‘constitu-
éncy of East Lambton, but as it af-
fects the whole Dominion of Canada.
It does seem to me; ‘without making
any. criticism' cehcerning the 'differ-
ent sections of the country, that there
must be some laxity of employment
on the part of cértain men from the
eastern portion of this great Domin-
ion, when they take up their time dis-
cussing matters which to my mind be-
long more to the hustings than to the
floor of this house. That does not
apply to one side of the house alone.
[t seems to me that as representatives
of certain bodies of people, it is our
duty to discuss more particularly what
is for the betterment of this country.
The proposition contained in the am-
endment. of the hon. member for East
Lambton is that of the enforcement of
rural mail delivery. That question is
one which possibly affectg his con-
stituency specially, and he seems to
think that it should apply to the
whole Dominion of €anada. The hon.
gentleman, in discussing the question,
gave us ‘a great mass of statistics
which he assured, us had been taken
from the reports of the post office de-
partment of the United States; and
from these he attempted to prove that
it would "be'a good business proposi-
tion. for .the Dominion of Canada, at
this stage of its growth, to institute a
system of rural mail delivery. I -wish
to say that when an hon. member is
considering matters cooncerning his
own constituency, he must as a fed-
eral representative bear in mind that
there are other parts of this great
country to be comnsidered. If you take
the meagre surplus which we have
from the post office department today
and spread that over the various por-
tions of this great Dominion which
must necessarily be served by the post
office department, you will find that
you cannot inaugurate any great re-
form in any particular portion of the
country without affecting the whole
country. The hon. member for East
Lambton, when giving his statistics,
had the misforture ito suggest under
what conditions the system of rural
free delivery. should apply. At page
396 of Hansard fhe hon. gentleman
said :— '

It is -distinctly ‘and
down by the :department

plainly  laid
that the

i} route must, be twenty-four miles long,
that there must be one hundred fam-

ilies on that route''ind that eighty-five
of these familied:thust' not: only put

.up hoxes: but.agree{to..take, xyral free

delivery. Thus the pural free delivery
systermn can only be installed in a dis-
triet where it ‘c#n be’ successfully éar-
ried en and if thesé requirements are
not fulfilled,. the system -cannot. be, in-
stalled until the population increases.

The hon. gentleman, in putting for-
ward any such condition as that, cuat
western - Canada. entirely out of the
grasp, ‘and if ‘we should; institute any
grasp, and if ye should institute any
such service in the Dominion at a cost
of $10,000,000—the <American. system
cost $35,000,000—what would be the re-
sult? 'In my constituency we have the
different settlements stretching out in-
to the more remote parts.

Mr. Armstirong—The hon. gentleman
is mistaken. If he had read the
whole of my speech he would not make
the statement that he has made,
Twenty-four miles 18 ‘a standard route,
and in Dakota the ‘routes were thirty
miles long. I gave the salaries paid
to the men up to thirty miles and un-
der twenty-four miles.

Mr. W. McIntyre—The hon. gentle-
man gave us the regulations under
which -this matter was.carried on. He
has put himeelf on record, and by
that récord must he be judged. He
cann make ahy other additional routes
he ¢hobses. - He can make it twice as
long, and he still cuts out our great
west in the operation of this alto-
gethér. * In" his ‘'scheme- . of carrying
out thése 'regulations he thas not taken
into consideration the. fact that the
condition of our roads out west is
such as to entail vety great difficulty
in travelling. There aré mail routes
that run, not one hundred miles, or
ten or twenty-four miles, but that run
hundreds of miles, and you must take
this inté consideration, that when you
use up the surplus, when you use up
in the mew scheme the money that
goes to carry on the post office opera-
tions, where are you going to get
money to institute new mail routes
and establish new post offices and new
post office centres? We are complain-
ing in the west today with a great
dedal of feeling that our post office
system is mnot extended far enough.
But what would be the case under
such a system as the hon. gentleman
advocates? It wquld result neces-
sarily in a further starving of the
west, and I would be remiss in my
duty if .I did . not. stand. up and pro-
test here,against any such’system be-
ing instituted.. Rural delivery miay be
good in. those places where it:can ber
carried-on, but L am here to speak for
those places where it cannot. What
we want out in the west is our pres-
ent systém extended. We want more
frequent service, ‘a greater;namber of
post offices,. and . in order. to give us
that you must use the surplus—revenue
you now have. You can institute no
great reform in the system which will
not interfere with furnishing the weut
such conditions as are now obtained
in the .older settlements of Ontario.
Speaking of the number of miles a
farmer has to travel to get his mail,
the hon. gentleman pointed out how
much a certain constituent of his has
to cover in a week in going for his
mail, But what would he say of a
man - who has to travel once a week
for forty-miles in order to get his mail,

He was

who has to take his team-—possibly

the only one on the: homestead—and| and there is little hope of

miles. The hon. gentleman, if he had
a case of that kind in his constitu-
ency, would know something of hard-
ship, Here is a man in a village who
no.doubt has children who could
gﬂsﬂy go for the mail, who lives with-
in a mile and a half of the post office,
what great hardship is it to him that
he has not rural mail delivery? That
man knows nothing of the difficulties
of a homesteader or pioneer settler
out in the west.

On the subject of increased postal
facilities I have this to say. On. in-
quiry at the post. office department I
find that I am supposed to be the last
man- to grumble, ‘for within the last
month my: constituency has received
more.  mail congracts than any. other
in the Dominion.

. An hon. member—How do you do
it? : 4 2 R2LEE

Mr. W. MeIntyrée—Thé-dnly trouble
withame’ issthat: I.do not db enough.
We. must still - widen out; we.must
still more increase our service, but if
you use up your surplus’in instituting'
some great reform, these peép'e out
in the west will not be able to-get the
service they are entitled to. No
doubt some hon. gentlemen will say
that in the thickly setfled portions of
this. country a greater revenue is sup-
plied and that the postal surplus
really comes from the eastern prov-
inces. But we are legislating for the
whole Dominion. We are besides
carrying on:an immigration propa-
ganda, and when you bring people in
you must give them a fair measure
of postal facilities, If we had the
rural delivery system, it would be
idle to think of citing to you the en-
ormous distances you would have to
cover to go aover my consatituency
alone. In my constituency alone
there is as much arable land and as
fertile as you can.find in the whole
province of Ontario south of Lake Nip-
pissing, 1f you are going to establish
a rural free delivery:over so great an
area, you are going to use up practic-
ally in so doing all the. surplus you
have now. Another feature to be re-
membered is-this, that in the constitu-
ency -which I represent is one-third
the population of Alberta, and yet to
institute on the lines laid down by
the hon. gentleman (Mr. Armstrong)
regular routes would practically de-
prive my whole constituency of rural‘
free delivery. One hon. gentleman;
last year, in reply to an hon. member
from the west, said that we were not
having a fair, square deal in this par-
ticular of mail delivery generally. He
said that one reason why we did not
deserve greater post office facilities
was the fact that we were an unread-
ing class of people.

Mr. .W., McIntyre—I. did not say
that any hon. gentleman on that side
made it. What T said was’'that -an
hon, ‘Mmembér of this house mede:it:
The question is one that resolves it-
self simply, into a business question,
and as such it must be considered in
all its aspects. It' may be a' vexéd
question in eertain thickly sett}ed
populations, but with us the question
is greater post office facilities under
the present eystem. I believe '’ that
hon. gentlemen who will study this
matter carefully will see that any
argument brought forward to support
rural free delivery, in our present
condition, is fallacious, and the. car-
rying out of any such system }\'oultl
result in increasing the facilities at
one point and further starving them
at another.

Every Man From President to ‘Office
Boy Will Participate.

Montreal, Dec. 20.—The Grand
Railway Co. have issued a new pen-
sion scheme to-day. The system will
maintained by the company without
any assistance from the men, and
every employee, from C. M. Hays
down to the latest office boy will par-
ticipate, Provision is made for- men
incapacitated by accidents, and for
men discharged without cause. At
the last annual meeting of the share-
holders, $2,000 was set aside as a nu-
cleus, but it is thought that at least
$75.000 additional will have to be set
aside annually.

The scheme takes effect on New
Year’s Day, and reaches 35,000 em-
ployees. Every emplovee must retire
at the age of 656. 1f ‘“an employee
gerves fifteen vears ot more; ‘he is en-
titled to an annuity of one per cent.
on-his annual ayerage salary, for the
previogs ten years. Thus men who
have served thirty years ,afid having
an “‘average of $1,000 annually, ‘- fo¥
any ten years, would -be entitled: to
$300 per annum: Further, provision
makes the minimum . allowance of
$200 irrespective of the rate of pay
or service. Funds will be administer-
ed by a board chosen from the em-
ployees, who will have -authority to
settle all matters appertaining to the
administration..

St. Petersburg, Dec. 18.—Rojestvensky
spoke today spoke today upon the cruise
of the United States fleet. He 'said that
the British fleet, which ranks among
the most effective in the world, found it
necessary to drop the lagards during its
recent manoeuvres. This would be fatal
in war time, The Russian admiral then
spoke of the effect of the American
squadron in the Pacific on the Japanese
and said: “While this voyage will be
valuable in welding the fleet into a
homeogenous weapon, it will also:give
a higher strategic check to the preten-
sions of the Japanese, whose jingoism
has considerably abated since the an-
nouncement of the transfer.” He dist
paraged the idea of duplicating the bat-
tleship squadron, one for the Atlantic
and -one for the Pacitic, He declared
that one fleet would be adequate for the
pacification of both coasts and its trans-
fer could be made periodical with ad-
vantage to both ships and crews. The
fleet would have its base at San Fran-
cisco.or some other American port, while
in the Pacific.

Contrasting the American and Japan-
ese fleets, the Russian admiral said:
“The Jpanese personnel, man for man,
is now undoubtedly more efficient than
the American, This was due to prac-
tice in battle, but the American ships
so exceed thé Japanese ships in strength
and numbers that th .. . no question
of American superiority. I consider that
the question of war between Japan and
the United States is quite excluded.”

Continuing the conversation, Admiral
Rojestvensky said he was opposed to
the necessity of the Russian fleet, He
believes that Russia’s future will be on
land, and that the money that the
fleet would cost would be better spent
in building a commercial marine.

“We may spend four or five milliards
in the next ten years,” Admiral Rojest-
vensky went on, ‘““‘as iti'is propesed to
overwhelm  Russia “with debt in order
to- secure a, fleet. stronger than Japan
but. the future of our Asiatic posses-
sion .will b€ determined by the army,
riot by the fleet. Russia is doing noth-
ing’ to- strengthen her army. We are
holding 500,000 ' soldiers on the Polish
frontier, 1,000,000 in Russian Turkestan
and only 85,000 in all Siberia, where the
Chinese and the Japanese are building
up a portentious military power.”

“But will the Russian fleet be recon-
structed?”” was asked the admiral.

“Alas, yes,” he replied, “urfortunate-
ly there are many people in Russia who
wish to fill their pockets, and the ex-
ecuting of a big naval program will give
them a glorious opportunity.”

GEN. STOESSEL WAS
NERVOUS AND COWARD

General Gurko Makes This Accusation
in Trial of Defender of Port Ar-
thur—Kuropatkin Knew of His
Reputation.’

St. Petersburg, Dec. 19—The trial
of Lieutenant General Stoessel for the
surrender of Port Arthur to the Jap-
anese was continued in this city this
afternoon and in the course of the
prooeedings General Stoessel was ac-
cused oi having shown the white fea-
ther on more than one occasion. This
accusation was made by ‘General Gur-
ko, who was on the stand as a witness.
The charge was made while the court
martial was investigating the circum-
stances of General Kuropatkin’s order
of June 18, 1904, in which General
Stoessel was told to turn over the
command  of the fortress to General
Smyrenoff and join the Manchurian
army. General Stoessel disregarded
this order and it was repeated three
times, He suppressed the copy of
the order addressed to General Smy-
renoff, and finally was allowed to re-
main at’ Port Arthu..

Kuropatkin Had Suspicions.

General Kuropatkin  testified that
early in May -disputes had arisen as
to the fitness of General Stoessel to
command the fortress, sowing to his
nervousness, This idea was strength-
ened by the communication sent by
General Smirnoff to his aide, Colonel
Gurko, that Stoessel was a coward
and apt to lose his head during an
assault, and that it might he necessary
to place him under arrest to prevent
the fall of the fortress. General Kuro-
patkin related the confifmatory details
of this statement.

Answering Gen. Stoessel’s query as
to what grounds he had for making
such a statement-to General Kuropat-
kin, Colonel Gurko related two inst-
ances in which General Stoessel had
ordered his staff to scatter under fire,
himself heading the dash for shelter.

Colonel Golovan, who was in charge
of the coding of messages at Port Ar-
thur, established- the receipt by Gen.
Stoessel of General Kuropatkin’s or-
ders. He said he gave the order for
General Smirnoff to assume command
of the iortress. General Reiss, who,
after conferring with General Stoessel,
directed him to ‘recover the copy from
the files and suppress the record there-
of. ‘Only five men if the fortress knew
of the order. The testimony brought
to light the surprising fact that Gen.
Kuropatkin before thé war had re-
commended the abandonment of Port
Arthur and the- restoration of the
Kwang Tung peninsula to the Chin-
ese, who were to pay $125,000,000 for
1t.
He considered that the opening of
Port Dalney destroyed the strategic
importance of Port Arthur. General
Kuropatkin said he had finally de-
cided not to interfere with General
Stoessel, owinig to his unexpected sue-
cess in holding the fortress, which
theoretically required 129,000 men to
be defended successtully.

In the first place it may be said that
milk in a healthy' cow’s nudder: con-
tains no bacteria. If the animal is
affected with : tuberculosis, ; or,, any ;

imation. This may resuit from an im-
pure atmosphere of fhe stable, germs
dropping from the Body of the cow, a
milker’s dirty hands, dirty utepsils, or
pouring milk from vessel to vessel on
the dusty streets. Perhaps the most
flagrant violation of sanitary precau
tions is where -the digease germs ar
transmitted directly from the =i
person to the milk supply. as w
be the case where milk exposed
in a house occupied by a person sick
with sonie disease.

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\ remarkable case of the latter
source of contamination -occurred a
Jféw years agdé at Stamford, Connecti-
cut, in which 460 casés of typhoid were
traced to the milk supply of a single
milkman.

In Chicage alome, the rate of infant
mortality has been reduced by
pér cent. since 1891, and during the
same time there has been a decrease
of 39.2 per cent, in the death rate of
all ages.

Clarification of Milk.

This is an entirely diiferent process
to pasteurization and means simply
running the milk through a centrifug-
al separator for the purpose of re-
moving the impurities ,the milk and
cream being ‘mixed mgethex before
bottling. In spite of all ordinary pre-
cautions a® to straining, etc., the bot-
tom of the bottle will sometimes show
a layer of sediment, This is never
the case when the milk has been pro-
perly clarified.

The prineiple ‘made ude of is, that
the centrifugal force generated in a
rapidly - Fevolving ~bowl #&ill separate
the impurities of the milk from the
oféam ‘and, skitn milk ‘and deposit
them in the periphery of the bowl.

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PEACE RIVER—DREAMLAND OF CANADA

Is th-re a name in Canadian topo-
graphy about which a more haunting
glamor gathers than about those three
mystic words, Peace River trail? We
are speaking of the glamor of things
as th:y are today, not of that which
clings around certain historic locali-
ties from immemorial deeds and con-
flicts.

Peace River! The name haunts.

The Railroad’s Limit,

Lines of latitude are not muecl
guides for climate: Edmonton is ¢
few miles north of Liverpool, speak
ing geographically. But it is also
great many miles north of Winnipeg
which is a tolerably cool place at th
right time of the year, and it is the
most notworthy main line railway sta
tion on the continent except its tw¢
next deor neighbors five or ten miles
further.

Edmonton undoubtedly has a ver;
svere winter, though whther appre
ciably severer than that of Winnipe;

The Beautp of the Rolling Land.

No one would accuse the ordinary
p-airia country of Western Canada of
beauty.

to the full st and richest of gold and
beckons for the harvester, the land-
scape presents an attractive scenz. It
may be that the market quota‘ion enter
a little into th: aesthetic feeling pro-
voked by the latter scene.- But the
rolling country of the district behind
Edmonton is sheer biauty in itself,
at any season of the year.

dense-packed clusters of trees, so close

that man cannot penetrate far into
their midst, so thickly leaved that the
eye can scarcely descry the birds that
inhabit them. Photographs do but a
poor justice to this elusive suggestive
beauty. As well photograph the Nor-
thern Lights that make the night a
thing of overwhelming grandeur when-
ever there is any night lasting more
than an hour or two; for in summer

t is scarcely longer than that that the
suggestion of daylight is absent from
the northern gky. Only a few hundred
miles separate this land of magic from
he absolute commonplaceness of Kan-
sas, and not a single natural barrier
somes in between.

Go fifty miles from Edmonton, and
rou may find yourself in one of the
most fascinating hunting and trapping
ountries in the world. Scores of new
settlers every year keep themselves
roing financially over the first sum-
ner by the profits of a season in the
voods the winter before.

Here, within an easy 'jaunt of the
ailway, the rarest fur-bearing animals
i Canada flourish and Edmonton it-
eli and the posts back of it are the
weadquarters if an enormous trade
vith the Indians and “‘ breeds,” who
ive by the pursuit of animals. tI is
his quality of the closeness of high
ivilization and culture—for Edmon-
on is a government town and boasts
n extremely desirable sociely of its
wn—and the most picturesque phases
f wild life that makes this part of
‘anada peculiarly attractive,

You will not find these points of the
icturesqueness of the life of North-
rn Alberta, nor of the beauty of its
andscape, nor of the fascination of
ts atmosphere and the glory of its
Northern Lights, nor even of the al-
urement of its social attractions, put
rth in .the advertising literature of
he provinece, ‘and quite rightly, for
hey are not considerations that afiect
he averagze settler,

And yet there may be still a few
eople who would like to move out
Vest if they could be assured that it
5 not all dead-level prairie, as devoid
f trees as of the pleasures of society
nd the delights of nature.

If there are such, they should con-
ider the case of Edmonton and the
'eace River country;

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Three quarters of the Province of
Alberta is in a state of nature, The
Peace River district, in spite of the
fact that it sent to the Chicago World’s
Fair of 1893 a sample of grain which
captured a first prize, is only“just be-
ginning to be understood. The idea
that further north means sharper cold
has been the handicap of Northern
Alberta, and it is not true. Appar-
ently, too, the idea has prevailed that
the further west one went the nearer
to the Rockies and the higher in ele-
vation, the colder it would also grow.
People argued that because the centre
of the contivent is cold, and the Red
River country has severe winter, the
conditions further west must be even
worse. But as a matter of fact the
shelter of the Rocky Mountains and
the tempering warm winds of the Pa-
cific Ocean make the climate of Al-
berta a delightful one. This has been
recognized of the southern portion of
the province, and is equally true of
the northern part. Any map showing
the northern line of growth of trees
and cereals, shows a wonderful curve
to the north taking in the whole of
Northern Alberta. The same is true
of isothermal lines. A surveyor who
recently went down the Mackenzie
River valley stated on his return that
what could be grown a thousand miles
north of Edmonton.

Regular lines of steamers ply on the
Athabasca and Peace rivers, and by
using the waterways it is possible to
make a most enjoyable and instruc-
tive pleasure trip through the north
country. It is regularly taken by
those in search of adventure and sport
and it is not uncommon nor particu-
larly difficult for ladies to make the
trip for a great distance northward.
Here may be felt to the full that
strange fascination of the wild north
of whier so much is to be read in the
literature of the day. In a few years
the country will be almost as full of

farmers as the south districts, but its

wonderful atmospheric and scenic at-
tractions will always remain.

THE DETAILS OF THE
TERRIBLE MINE HORROR

At Jacob’s Creek in Pennsylvania—
Two Hundred and Fifty Men
Were Caught Like Rats in Trap—
One Man Escaped.

Jacob’s Creek, Pa., Dec. 20.—An ex-
plosion of gas in the Darr mines of
the Pittsburg Coal Co., located here,
yvesterday entombed between 200 and
250 miners, and there is scarcely a
ray of hope that a single one of them
will be taken from the mine alive.
Partially wrecked buildings in the vi-
cinity of the mine and the condition
of the shafts were found to indicate
an explosion of terrific force had oc-
curred, and it is not believed that
anyone could live in it. In all 30 bod-
ies have been taken out up till nine
o’clock, and all were terribly man-
gled.

This is the third mine disaster since
the first of the month in the veins of
bituminous coal underlying western
Pennsylvania and West Virginia, for
the Naomi mine near Fayette City,
and the two mines at Monongah, W.
Va., are located on the same belt as
the local workings. This swells the
number of deaths due to mine gas to
between 550 and 600, 3

That yesterday’s disaster does not
surpass in loss of lite the West Vir-
ginia disaster is due to the devotion
of a considerable number of miners.
In observance of the church festival,
many of the four hundred or more
men employed in the mime, did not
go to work this morning, Those who
escaped through this reason are mem-
bers of the Greek Catholic church,
and they suspended work to celebrate
8t. Nicholas Day. As was the case at
Monongah, the explosion followed a
brief shut down, the Darr mine was
closed Tuesday and Wednesday. It
was just 11.30 o’clock when the tenth
trip o1 loaded cars had been brought
out and there came an awful rumb-
ling sound, followed immediately by
a loud report, and a concussion which
shook nearby buildings, and was felt
within a radius of several miles. At
the same time there came from the
mouth of the mine an imrhense cloud
of smoke and dust that floated across
the Youglogheny .river. Intuitively
everyone in the vicinity knew what
had happened, and all started for the
one place—the moutn of the mine.
Only a portion of those who started
or the scene were able to reach it,
there being scant iacilities for cross-
ing the stream.. The smoke and dust
pouring from the mines seemed. to
ircicate flames back in the workings

and from this source came reports that |

were persistent until late in the day
that the mine was burning.

Only One Man Escaped.

The ventilating fans were kept in
operation almost without interruption,
however, the power plant having with-
stood the force of the explosion, and
up to this timg the rescuers found no
one in the mouth. 8o far as known
only one man who went to work this
morning escaped, Joseph Mapleton,
a pauper, emerged from one of the
side entrances shortly after the explo-
sion. He had left the part of the
mines where the men were working,
and was on his way to the engine
room for oil,

“I was near entty 21,” said he,
“when I heard an awful rumbling, T
started. towards the entry but the
next instant I was blinded and for a
little time I did not know anything.
Then I got to the side entry and work-
ed my way out.”

The Rescue Party,

William Kelvingstone, supecrinten-
dent of the mine, was not in it when
the explosion occurred, and he quick-
ly organized rescuing parties, with
reliefs at short intervals. While the
officials have not the slightest hope
that any of the men are living, all
work is being carried on the theory
that some may have found places or
safety, and every point of the work-
ings will be explored at the earliest
possible moment.

About 1,500 feet from the mouth of
the mine a heavy fall of roof was en-
countered by the rescuers. It is Le-
lieved that most of all the men will
be found nearly a-mile and a half be-
yond this point. How long it will
hequire to remove the debris to open
a passage to these remote parts, can
only be conjectured, for it depends
upon how frequently these falls sre
met with, It is hoped from the pro-
gress made up to,nmow, however, that
the farther section will be reached
early to-morrow. There are several
side entrances and through which
some of the men will be reached.

One remarkable feature of this dis-
aster is the almost complete ‘absence
of the harrowing stenes usually en-
actéd by women friends and relatives
of the victims on such occasions. Con-
ditions preventing of easy access to
the mouth of the mine are partly re-
sponsible for this. and those in charge
of the work are doing everything pos-
sible to keep the women and .child-
ren away from the scene,

The blacksmith shop has been fitted
up as a temporary morgue and a num-
ber of physicians are in waiting to
render any service thatj may be re-
quired of them,

A considerable number of the n:in-
ers were Americans, some officers to-
night estimating that probably 1aore
than half of the vietims are Amerik
cans, as many foreigners did not werk
to-day,

The Dar mine ig located °n the
west side of the Youghlogheny 1iver,
forty miles southeast of Pittsburg, and
is one of the largest of the Pittspurg
Coal Company, having a daily capa-
city of two thousand tons, and it is
modern in all equipment, including a
complete electrical plant.

A new air shaft for the mine is le-
ing constructed, working having Leen
started on it several months ago.
Had this been completed it is . said
the loss of life would have been ;. uch
less.

Some Imorisoned.

Smithton, Pa., Deec. 20.—The miost
reliable estimates obtainable at this
hour place the number of men eaught
by the explosion at the Barr mine of
the Pittsburg Coal Company <t 250.
No one has come out of the mine t ince
the explosion but there is hope ti-at
some of the men are still living. It
is expected that the imprisoned men
will be reached by midnight,

CONDITIONS IN
COW COUNTRY

It has always seemed to me that
with respect to the interests of the
farmers who are isolated contributors
to the stores of the world, the ordinary
commercial papers give little atten-
tion to stock taking over the whole
field of this ‘industry. Every .other
producing and ‘distributing interest,
particularly that of a town or city,
has its day to day editorial analysis
of conditions and its expert forecast.
It is a blessing that our agricultural
journalism in Canada is of outstand-
ing merit but our agricultural papers
are perhaps not appreciated and sup-
poried as they should be. Their <tock
taking is generally worth while and it
should be taken advantage of to a
greater extent than it is.

From an Alberta stand-point the
stock taking that seems to be of great-
cst present importance is that relat-
ing to the condition of the beei in-
dustry, The changes that have been
taking place in the character oi beef
production, and a feeling that the pro-
duction interest has not been getting
its due, are the causes that impel to
a study of the question.

There has been a feeling current
among superficial observers that the
“‘passing of the range,” which is a
term that has become rather fashion-
able meant the same thing as the
“passing of the steer.” If this were
the case we might save the timme and
energy involved in an analysis of the
subject, leave it as a dead issue and
turn to a more live theme. But this
is not the case. A glance at the vol-
ume of beef exports from the province
over the past six years shows that the
contrary is the case. As the returns
cannot be given accurately for the
province before inauguration two
vears ago, the figures given for 1901-
2-3 and 4 must be regarded as approx-
imate rather than absolute. In 1904
the exports of beef from Alberta were
about 86 per cent. of the exports from
the whole oi the territories and if the
same proposition held for the three
previous years the figures, would be
about as follows for the six years: For
1905 and 6 the figures are taken from
the stock inspection records of the
province and may be regarded as cor-
rect.

From a study of figures showing
the output at different points, it ap-
pears that most of the output is from
points including Calgary and south
oi Calgary to the extent of perhaps
90 per cent. This probably does not
represent the proportionate produc-
tion in the lower part and more dense
population in the centre and mnorth;
the amount required for home produc-
tion is much greater in the latter than
in the former section. Though the
exports north of Calgary are relative-
ly small it is worth noting that the
number exported in 1906 is twice as
large as in 1905, which shows the
growth of a desirable tendency to pro-
duce more export beef in the mixed
farming area, the number being 7,663
in one oase and 3,776 in the other.

It will appear from this that the
beef problem is practically the range
problem, if we may still be permit-
ted to use the term for the country
which in the past has been the centre
of the pastoral industry. Medicine
Hat is the largest individual shipping
point with 11,567 in 1905 and 11,531 in
1906, which is the highest total for
two years combined. The recent in-
quiry by the beef commission inaug-
urated by the Alberta government
must be presumed to have (een
prompted by the existence of a feel-
ing of dissatisfaction with returns
from the beef industry in the southern
part of the province.

A study of the methods of produc-
tion and marketing of this stock must
b> undertaken in order to explain the
conditions. It is the case that the
bulk of the stock is marketed during
four or five months in the year. Ship:
ping generally begins early An July
—it was later this year—anJ contin-
ues until about the end of November,
with a few later than this and a num-
ber of light shipments scattered over
the winter months. It will appear
from this that the exported cattle are
grass cattle and that feeding to finish
is so far from general that it may be
considered on the contrary as excep-
tional. No doubt feeding for ordinary
sustenance and the providing of some
shelter are more general to guarc
against actual loss, but our beef pro-
duction is still a grazing rather thar
a feeding proposition.

This method has obvious disadvant
ages. In the first place the iailure tc
distribute the supply over the yea
makes it impossible for the produce
to get the advantage of the best mar
ket in the old country—particularl;

| the spring market—and also puts him

into the position of one who has tc
sell as respects the middleman. Th
distance from the market, of course
is very long and makes it necessary
for the dealer to buy at a safe margir
as the British market is a very sensi
tive and fluctuating one. This prob
ably cannot be remedied or avoided.

The neglect of feeding has anothe
important disadvantage. It lowers the
proportion of export stuff and leaves
a glut of light grade stuff for hom
consumption. This is an importan
matter as it is estimated that 50 pe
cent. of our beef is used for loca
consumption. If half of this residu
were raised to export quality it would
raise the whole of our output to ex
port price and not leave the small pro
ducer of fair butcher’s cattle at the
Jnercy of the local buyer.

The shipping of range -cattle it
wasteful in the extreme. Wild cattl
when put on the care frequently re
fuse to eat or drink for three or fou
days and the shrinkage must be large
This, of course, must come back o
the producer. Shipping on the hoc
is likewise wasteful as it involve
freight on meat and offal alike. Thi
is a question for the trade and com
merce department along with the Do
minion department of agriculture
Cold storage shipment must ultimat:
ly form part of our transportation sys
tem. Our output, ii fed, could b
supplied at any time and if cold stor
age were available shipped at an)
time. At present the shipments. i

It is not to be
supposed” that the railways are no
anxious to see shippers satisfied anc
to meet demands. Their anxiety o
course- increases step by step witl
competition.

The rail
ways want to handle all stuff anc
handle it expeditiously. In the ad
ministration of a big concern, how-
ever, ~the strong shippers get thei;
own way—easily with machine subor
dinates and the little fellow has to sit
back. It is perhaps about right tc
say that the policy of efficiency in
tlie heads of the large directors o
transportation does not filter dowr
in any degiee of strength into the
noddles of the local agents. It i:
probable, however, that the railway:
would like to haveg the buseiness ship
ping coonsolidated as it means econ-
omy for them and it is equally the
case that the exporters and commis-
sion men would like to discourage thc
small shippers. There is no reason
why the railway commission should
not demand and secure scheduled
stock trains to offset, for the sake of
the small shipper, the natural ad-
vantage now held by both the big
company and big shipper and the ease
with which they plan inot each oth-
ers hands by reason of their strength
and importance.

It is impossible to avoid the con:
clusion to which producers have
come in the West that Gordon and
Ironsides control the export price and
Burns the local price in Alberta.
With regard to this, Burns’ own state-
ment is good evidenee. Beiore the
beef commission, Burns reported as
follows: ‘“There are a lot of people
in this country who think it is the
right thing to knock the C. P. R,
Gordon and Ironsides and Burns, but
I want to say that we three have made
this country and it is a pity that there
are no more Burns’ and Ironsides’ in
this country.

IN THE SUPREME COURT.

There was a startling denouement
! yesterday - afternoon’' in the case
against AMréd Edmonds, charged with
stealing - a“fur-lined coat from the
Mac’s élothing store on Namavo ave
nue.  George Ames, one of *he wit.
nesses, was+on the stand on Thar:lav
afternoon at the first . hearing, and was
recalled - yesterday.s After a few min-
utes’ testimony he was allowed to
leave the etand, but as he was walk-
g out of the court he was seized by
Detective Griffith and locked up on
the gharge for which he was the main
witness against Edmonds.

The case against Edmonds was dis-
misged and he .was giten a clear dis-
charge by the magistrate. From the
evidence it might appear as if he were
the vietim.of some of the other men
who saw him at the International he-
tel bar, and in endeavoring to secure
the reward of $25 for the capture of
the thief as advertised by the Mac’s
clothing stote 'deliberately attempted
to fasten the erime upon an innocent
man,  Edmonds is a very respectable
appearing man, an old sergeant-major
in the British army after twenty-one
vears’ service in Egypt and South Af-
rica.” After a full investigation it was
thought by the guthorities that the
accused was innocent,

The coat was taken from the cloth-
ing store on the 90th, the night of the
municipal- election and after a week
George Ames, the porter at the hotel,
and -another man named Greenley, re-
ported that it was in the Internation-
al storeroom. They also said in their
evidénee that they had seen Edmonds
come into the bar on the night in
guéstion with.the coat on his arm,

For the defence Edmonds himself
and two witnesses swore that when
he went into the International Hotel
he .did not have any coat as sworn to
by Ames and Greenley. The Magis-
trates, Major Belcher and Wilson, af-
ter considering the evidence, dismiss-
ed the -case against Edmonds giving
him an honorable discharge.

DAWSON TO HERSCHEL.

An expedition of the Royal North-
west Mounted Police will be dispatch-
ed from Dawson for Fort Macpherson
and Herschel island on the Arectic
ocean, at the mouth of the Mackenzie
river, some time the last of Decem-
ber, says the Vancouver Province.
Preparations are being made at the
Dawson barracks of the police under
the direction of Major Z. T. Wood and
Captain Wroughton, for the dispatch
of the expedition in good time, The

- He . got back
much earlior than -expected. He took
a route lying up the Twelvmile, thence
over the divide to the Wind and the
Peel. The course was through an un-
broken waste of-snow the entire dis-
tance after leaving the Guggenheim
power camps, fifty miles northeast of
Dawson.  The party ran low on sup-
plies, but got fresh game along the
route, and pulled through none the
worses and all fecling like fighting
machines at the finish.
