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CHINESE BANDITS ARE
SWARMING THE CITIES

Despite Military Rule They Rob
Banks, Stores and Hotises Without
Being Mpolested—Piracy Has Been
Chécked to Certain Ixtent.

Hong Kong, China, Dec., 1—Al-
though the reign of piracy cm the
West river has been checked by the
vigilance of guards on board river
steamers, the situation on shoure ig ut-
terly chaotic. In the towns and settle-
ments along the river most deplor-
able outrages are frequently vccuning.
Even in Canten the military regime
has prowed itself wholly * inefficient.
For several davs armed bands of rob-
bers and hoodlums have gone about
Canton looting shops and houses. To-
day five ruffians bristling with re-
volvers, walked boldly  into a bank
in a scuthern suburb and got away
with $5,000 in cash. About the same
time a band of seven armed natives
blustered into.the open market and
plundered two shops before the eyes
of thousands of panicasstricken on-
lookers. They secured several hun-
dred dollars in money., Fighting goes
-cn continually in all parts of the
country and those killed and injured
include many inneoéent bystanders.

The government has adopted the
sterngst measuras to./.repress . rioting
f iere. One unusual piece of législation
adopted at the request of the poHce,
permits the flogging of prisoners for
mincir offences against peace.

There have been no developments
of importance on the niver. Steamers
all preceed under guard and keep con-
stant watch against attack by pir-
ates.

WORTH OPENING UP,

The session ¢ the Lesgislature whicn

opens today will be memoranble as
| mar the introductéon of a com-
plnhrnﬂ»e scheme for opening up the
[ northern portion of the Province by
{ railways., Hcw many lines it is pro-
| posed to arrange for at this time, and
| where these are to run, are points
which naturally and properly have
{not .been made public, but reserved
for scrutiny beforehand by the mem-
| bers of the House. It has been defi-
'nitely given out by Premier Sifton,
however, that the program will be cne
providing for the construction of such
lines as are needed to open up the
‘districts into which settlement has
ibeen flowing, and of those also which
| though not settled to great extent are
known to contain resources which re-
quire and would justify the lending of
provincial credit.

It would not be correct to say that
this program will provide {"r the be-
ginning aof northern rai cxten-
sion, for railway ex.ci mm into the
northern country hs con proceed-’
ing during the past summer as rapidly
as men and moncy couid carry on
work on the lines already provided
for. To the ncrth the grade has been
| practically completed to Athabasca
L.anding and the lay f the steel is
{ @ matter requiring énly a short time.
Early in the summer trains should be
!running from Edmcnton to this near-
lcst point on the great northern water-
| way system. Tc¢ the northwest, too,
;mpid 'prngress has been made on the
line heading for the Grande Prairie.
From its junction at Onoway with the
 main line of the C. N. R., grading has
{ been done for some fifty miles and it
is understood' steel-laying is in pro-
gress at this time.

If arrangements could be made for
extending the. narthwesterly line
through to the Grande Prairie as
quickly as practicable this
settle the question in the public mind
as to railway facilities for the north-
western distriet, would some
estimate to be formed as to when the
‘faci]ilies will be available, and wou:d
thus permit the settlement of the
cauntry to proceed with some definite
idea of how long the pionecers will
have to wait for communication with
the outside world. The extension of
the Athabasca Landing line to Fort
McMurray would allow the develop-

with as rapidly as possible. Another

Rome, Nov. 30—The concluding an i

their rank. From early morning a2
immense stir was visible all cver tus
city, the places of residence of the
new cardinals being the centre of a'-
traction. Much attention was caused
by the movement of the American
cardinals and large crowds gathered
around the doors of Hoter Bristol to
see Cardinal Farley enter his carriage,
and about the Hcetel Quirinal, where
Cardinal Falconio rests with his
brother Franciscan monks. Thousands

also gathered on balconies and roofs '

and along the streets to witness tne
passing of the cardinals, the great
clerical nobles, ambassadors and
guests, invited teo attend the ceremony
in the Vatican.

The wooden forms for the concrete
may be either fixed or movable, Fixed
forms .are merely two boxes without
top or bottom, which fit one within
the other with an 8-inch space be-
tween for the concrete. Such forms
are made of 2 by 4 inch studding
spaced two feet and sheathed next to
the concrete wall with 1-inch
The forms should be held in place at
the bottom by timbers called “liners,”
and should be well braced. To save
lifting the concrete, the outside boards
may be nailed on as the contcrete is
placed in the forms.

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$100,000 SENT 0UT OF
THE CITY IN NﬂVEMBER

Through Post Office Orders and Postal
Notes—The Amount Sent in Total-
1éd $20,000 Less—Building for the
Month Largest of Any Nevember
on- Record.

The money sent to practically all
the nations of the worl@ by residents
of Edmonton and surrounding country
mounts into big figures each meonth.
Through the post office of this city
alone $101,025.60 was mailed out in
November to every peint of the globe,
according to the monthly report of
Pcistmaster May. A large portion of
this meney, it is believed, represents
a part of tbe earnings of men who
have come to make their homes in
Central Alberta and their families are
left behind until such time as they
can bring them here.

While over one hundred thousand
dollars were Sent away, the post office
figures show that four-fifths of that
amcunt—or $80,389.53, to be exact—
camé through the mails to people 'n
the Edmonion district last month,
leaving @ margin of $20,639.07 less
than the amount sent out.

Charles Allard and a number of men
are riding hard aiter the bison, and
already have succeeded in " drivi ing
four or five of the animals into The
big buffalo corral puilt for the round-
up. )

Norman K. Luxton, of Banff, is now
in® Montana and has joined Allard in
the ~ puffalo chase. Lincoln = Ells-
wonth, 0f New York, a young natural-
ist, who has spent several summers
in the Canadian A Rockies, and last
summer explored the Jasper Park re-
glon, has been buffalo hunting in the
Flathead reseérve on his own ac-
count. After 21 days | of actual
hunting he succeeded in shooting a
buffalo. It was on top of a moun-
tain when shot and rolled down the
side a quarter of a mile.  The gett-
ing of the animal to the boittom was a
work of five hours for Ellsworth and
his party. He writes an interesting
letter to Mr. Douglas descriptive of
the humnt. The letter is as follows:

Missoula, Montana, Nov. 26.

My - dear Mr. Douglas,—Alfter
twenty-one days oi actual hunting, at
last 1 have gotten my buffale. It took
iwo or three different men to find
him. At last I got Allard, and high
up on. top_of the nidges in the thick
timber and rocks we found an old
bull, fifteen years old, and it took
séven shots to bring him down. We
had to stalk him, and he saw us first
and pretty nearly got away. He
rolled down the hill a_ guarter of a
mile and. then it took us just five
hours to get him to the bottom. It
was a hard hunt, for I got caught out
in that bad stonm and our horses play-
ed-out on us, but it was all well worth
while. Many, many thinks to Yyou.
Sometime i shculd ke to hear from
you and to -know how many you get.

Mecting Passes Resolution Endorsing
the Gravity ~ Wauter

The Pigeon Lake gravity secheme of
water supply was again the subject of
diseussion last night at a pubdic meet-
ing held under the auspices of ' the
promodiers in ‘the Royal Hall, Kinis-
tino avenue. The followirng resolution
was passed:

“That this meeting of citizens called
for the purpose of considering the
question of water supply to the city
emphatically endorse the project to
procure a water supply for the city
by .gravity from Pigeon Lake and be
it further resolved that the citizens
present be constituted a standing com-
mittee or association for the purpose
of doing everything possible to further
such project and secure its adoption
by the municipality.”

G. H. May, secretary to the commit-
tee onganized several weeks ago to
push the project, occupied the chair.
Mr. Elmslie, who ig associated with

Dr. Robertson gave a brief account
of the visit which he made to the lake
in company with'a number of locail
medical men, declaring it to be'a most
attractive body of waiter and uging the
adoption of the scheme.

G H May dwelt at length upon the
inadeguacy of the present water sys-
tem, both from the pcint of view oL
fire proteetion and public health, He
called attention to the danger 1o
which the city was exposed on Tues-
day when a main burst and no water
was available to extinguish the fire in
the Courrier de I'Ouest building. In
support of his contention that "the
river supply presehted -danger of in-
fection from typhoid he g ed from
the report of Prof. Edwards, of the
Iniversity of Alberta, on the typhoid
epidemiic in Strathcona, in which it
was declared that the prevalence of
the fever coudd he traced to contam-
inated watter. He also quoted figures
showing that when the river water
was treated by the sterilizing process
the number of cases of typhoid was
reduced in the proponiion of 6 to 1
Mr. May contended that the danger
both from fir and fever would be ap-
preciably lessened by the adoption of
the Pigeon Lake scheme.

One Opponernt.

J. C. Macdonald, of the Maedonald
Clothing Co., spoke in oppositicn to
the resolution, reminding the audi-
ence that Alexander Potter, the New
York sewer and water expert had re-
commended against the scheme,  and
urging that the city engineer, whose
ability was well recognized, should be
heard from before such a resolution
was passed by a public meeting com-
posed of persons who could not Ilay
claim to expert knowledge in a maitter
that was essentially technical.
