Russian Criminals,
Must Suffer Death or Life Imprison- 

ment for Murders and Robberies.
St. Petersburg, June 18.—Penalties 

of death or life imprisonment have 
been meted out to the men and wo­
men members of the youthful band 
that for eighteen months during 1907- 
8 committed a series of murders and 
robberies that kept the residents of a 
lake territory in a state of terror. 
The sentences pronounced were re­
cently sumbitted for confirmation to 
General Haenkampf, commander of 
the St. Petersburg garrison. Twenty- 
nine men, ranging in ages from 18 to 
2o years, were sentenced to death. 
Eigth women escaped hanging be­
cause of their sex, but were sentenced 
to imprisonment fop life. A fifteen- 
year-old boy, who was shown to have 
been an active outlaw, was sent -to 
the colony for Juvenile offenders. The 
exploits of the band are described in 
forty volumes of testimony that was 
heard at their trials. The most sen­
sational feat was accomplished on 
August 23, 1907, when they held up 
a train on the coast railway and rob­
bed the cashier of the Sestraretska 
Imperial Arms Factory, of $6,500. 
Col. Sudeikin, who sat near the cash­
ier, was shot and fatally woun&d. 
This daring robbery was committed 
when the train was nearing the St. 
Petersburg station.

Many factories and wineshops were 
looted, and among those who suffered 
death at the hands of the desperadoes 
were a student, a woman, and several 
policemen. The condemned showed, 
great bravado during their trials, 
jested as their sentences were pro­
nounced. Some of them turned to 
acquaintances in the court room and 
laughingly indicated how the halter 
would soon be about their necks. 
Several of the accused had been tried 
earlier and convicted of individual of­
fences. One of the number commit- 
ted^suieide while in jail awaiting

Sev­
eral of the Placentia skiffs were dis­
masted on the grounds in the stormy 
weather of last week, and the dories 
which were driven off in the gale 
would have been lost but that their 
crews boarded the schooners fishing 
on the outer grounds. She reports 
whales plentiful in Placentia Bay, 
and saw two killed by the whalers 
moored 6 miles off Ship Cove, on 
Saturday. At Rose au Rué one fish 
was on the slip and two others moor­
ed nearby. The factory, there is short 
handed and men will nbt work for the 
wages offered, prefering to go to the 
codfishery. The schooner reports the 
big " fish to be very plentiful aleo 
along the Southern Shore.

would like to say a few words In 
your paper about a recent visit I had 
to Smith Sound, T.B. To begin with 
I paid a visit to that beautiful local­
ity about thirty years ago, and as I 
sailed up the Sound this time I could 
not help wondering at the many 
changes for the better that one can 
see all around.

A Schooner Lost.
By the s.s. Susu we learn that the 

schr. Beothlc, Capt. Jas. Barbour,’ was 
lost at Newtown, B.B., in the storm 
of Thursday last. With all her gear 
on board, Including cod traps, seines 
and other fishing gear and provisions 
for the Labrador voyage, and when 
the storm began increasing in vio­
lence she was hauled from the wharf 
at which she lay into the harbor and' 
was moored with two anchors. These 
held for a while, but as the seas rose 
the Strain became intense, the an­
chors dragged and she was driven 
out the port, going ashore on Green 
Island, where she was quickly dash­
ed in pieces by the action of' the 
waves, Two of her crew, natives of 
Salvage, were on board and had to 
escape in their dory when the vessel 
began to drift. They had a close call 
for their lives and landed in an ex­
hausted condition. The loss to Mr. 
Barbour is a heavy one as the vessel 
■Was worth fully $1,800, While the 
fishing gear and supplies are worth 
approximately $3,000, so that nearly 
$5,000 in property went to bottom, on 
which there is not a cent of insur­
ance.

In the stormy weather of last week 
Willis Reid of the Battery had' his 
two traps swept away with the sea 
and only secured three grapnels with 
some rope attached. This is a mon­
etary loss of over $600 and a pros­
pective voyage of fish. T. Snelgrove 
lost his trap also, and Geo. Lowe's 
trap is pretty well torn up, the re 
mains of it being landed at the King's 
Wharf Saturday. The schr. Norah 
picked up a trap buoy and 7 fathoms 
of rope attached out around the Cape 
Saturday. All the people of the Bat­
tery, except one or two, have either 
lost their traps or they are badly 
torn up by tlie sea. At Quid! Vitli 
a similar tale is told, and in the 
eastern settlements in addition to 
traps, boats and stages lost or par­
tially destroyed, many herring and 
salmon nets are gone. This is a

METHODS.

PROTECTION AGAINST FIRE.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—I am in search of a lit­
tle information concerning a matter 
of grave interest to the city, but I am 
afraid that I shall have to wait for 
a time before I obtain it. You are 
aware how utterly impossible it is 
to provoke the present Municipal 
Council to give an answer to the per­
tinent enquiries which I have address­
ed to it. I shall therefore respectful­
ly submit the question I have now 
to put to the Council which will soon 
enter upon its duties. I wonder 
whether IT will answer. My ques­
tion concerns the ordinances which 
the Legislature has made to protect 
us against such a devastating fire as 
swept the town in 1892, and the man­
ner - in which those ordinances are 
obeyed or disobeyed by the Municipal 
Council. If you will ttlrn to the Mu­
nicipal Act you will observe that the 
statute forbids anybody to “build, 
erect, or put up any building or erec­
tion other than such as shall be built 
of brick, stone or other uninflammable 
material" on the south side of Duck­
worth Street, and to the southward 
of Duckworth Street. Now this is 
peremptory law, and the Council has 
no discretion to appeal or over-ride 
such a peremptory enactment. It is 
worth while, then, to enquire the ex­
tent to which the present Council has 
obeyed this law and the extent to 
which it has disobeyed it. I do not 
propose to go into the matter ex­
haustively—I shall content myself 
with citing an instance where the 
observance of the law comes in ques­
tion. On the south side of Duck­
worth Street there is a building now 
occupied by the business of W. A. 
Slattery, which is understood to be 
managed by Mr. John L. Slattery, the 
Secretary-Treasurer of the Municipal 
Council. This building was original­
ly wholly of fire proof material, bat 
when it fell into the occupancy of 
Slattery it became necessary to en­
large it, and it was in fact, some 
months ago, enlarged until it now 
extends from Duckworth Street to 
the narrow lane in the rear. But is 
this extension built of brick, stone, or 
other uninflammable material? That 
is the question. In point of fact it Is 
built, to a large degree at least, of 
wood covered with Iron. Now iron 
is uninflammable material, of course 
but wood is not, and I am anxious

to know whether the present Council 
regards a building of wood with ail 
iron cover upon it as being an iron 
building. If it is not, then this ex­
tension of the Slattery building is 
not built of uninflammable material 
as the act ordains. ' I think the man 
in the street will be inclined to think 
that a building of wood simply Cov­
ered with iron can hardly be describ­
ed as an iron building or as a build­
ing erected of uninflammable materi­
al. And the Municipal Act seems to 
take the same view of the matter, for 
when it permits a building in tins 
locality to be roofed with iron it 
uses words which imply that the iron 
used .in roofing is merely a "cover­
ing.” If the iron on the rbof, then, 
is only a "covering,” thfe iron on the 
sides Is only a “covering” also; and 
this building cannot be described ai 
an iron-built building, or as unin­
flammable. I therefore propound to 
the incoming Council the question 
whether IT regards this building as 
being erected in conformity with the 
terms of the Municipal Act. If it 
does not, I would respectfully ask 
it to enquire whether the present 
Council so regarded it, and Under 
what circumstances it gave the per­
mission to build this extension :n 
such a manner. In particular I would 
ask whether the Engineer was asked 
to report upon the question whether 
this building of wood, covered with 
iron, was such a one as the Municip­
al Council contemplated to be erect­
ed on this site, and whether he ap­
proved of it as being an uninflam­
mable building satisfying the require­
ments of the Act. I would also re­
spectfully ask whether any plans for 
this building were submitted to tile 
Council before it was erected, and 
whether those plans were submitted 
to and approved of by the Engineer, 
and whether the plans provided for 
an extension made of wood covered 
with iron. If the plans submitted de­
scribed the extension as being in­
tended to be built of wood covered 
with iron, 1 should like to know niton 
what principle the Council adopted 
them as being a satisfactory cômpil- 
auce wlttf the Municipal Act. This 
matter is not a trivial one, but one 
of vital interest to the town. It is 
highly important that we should 
know whether the commonly accept­
ed views of what is a Are-proof build­
ing are acquiesced In by the Council 
or not. If the Council takes a dif­
ferent view of this matter from what

the town believes and from what the 
Législature apparently intended, It is 
important that the Legislature should 
be asked at thé next session to en-, 
force its ordinances by amendment 
to the Municipal Act. The surround­
ing circumstances' of this case make 
it ah especially grave’ one, for the 
buildings which adjoin this section 
seem to be constructed in the same 
way as this, namely, of wood covered 
with iron. We thus have in a close- 
ly-built-over part of the town a row 
of buildings which are bric.k or stone 
in front, hut are merely wood and 
iron in the rear, and there is no 
break of connection, so far as can be 
seen, bet*één the front and the rear.
I think, whatéver may be the facts 
attending this matter, that they 
should;' be fully and frankly laid be­
fore' uk so that we may know just 
where we stand and take such pre­
cautionary methods in the future as 
shall, so' far as is humanly possible, 
save us from a repetition of the dis­
aster of 1892.

At the Pleasant Sunday Afternoon 
Class, held in the Congregational 
Church, yesterday, a large audience 
listened attentively to a thoroughly 
practical address delivered by Dr. 
Wilfred T. Grenfell on the nature of 
his work in connection with the Deep 
Sea Mission. The doctor's prelimin­
ary remarks were an interpretation 
of Christian service, he said, wopld 
doubtless be considered heterodox 
by some people; but it was the result 
of a close study of the mind of 
Christ, and the voice of God speaking 
to him through his intuitives. The 
Christian churches to-day were 
composed of members who thought 
that church-going, and the living of 
an upright life, constituted the es­
sence of Christianity. It was infinite­
ly easier to talk of bearing the cross, 
an'd wearing the crown, than to do 
work of a practical nature. The 
speaker also dissented from the dis­
tinction so frequently drawn between 
secular and spiritual labours. If he 
correctly interpreted the life of 
Christ, ministrations to broken bod­
ies were as spiritual in their nature 
as ministrations to wounded spirits. 
The setting of a limb was appreciated 
by the Master equally as much as 
showing a man thè way to Heayen. 
He firmly believed that the citizens 
of St. John’s who were devoting 
their money and their energies to an 
attempted eradication of tuberculosis 
in the colony, were apostles of the 
Lord Christ, and would' ultimately 
accomplish a task that was none other 
than the work of God.

Dr. Grenfell briefly outlined the 
progress of his work in Labrador 
during "the last eighteen years, and 
enumerated a series of incidents in 
connection with the labours he had 
to perform. In concluding, he ap­
pealed lor the sympathy, and, more 
particularly, the practical assistance 
of his audience in the great work of 
alleviating the lot of his fishermen 
in Labrador and Newfoundland.
