, x< ause. Mr. Geo. J. Coughlin, of the 
IT. A. & Society, sent a note expres­
sing his regret that he could not at­
tend. , _

After a hymn and prayer had been 
recited the Lord Bishop -addressed the 
meeting. He congratulated the So­
ciety on the large attendance saying 
that it was no doubt an indicator of a 
good winter’s work. The C. E. T. S. 
had each season v irked with a well 
defined object and the present cam­
paign would be no exception. Work 
and not talk was required, and the 
C. E. T. S. members were all work­
ers. It was a gratification to know 
that they had the loyal support oi 
hosts of friends who did not belong 
to the Society, they were all willing 
to help. Quoting from a" letter re­
ceived from .theSecretary of the City 
Council the Lord Bishop said thaï 
there were ICO houses unfit for hu 
u«tn habitation—about five hundred 
people living ' in insanitary houses 
We should tty to get a better place 
for them to spend their spare hours 
than in the saloons and grog shops 
to which they are driven by reasot 
of their uncomfortable surrounding! 
in their homes. Our appeal to tin 
Licensing Bqard to reduce the num 
her of saloons was quilt reasonable 
and if the other. ' temperance bouiei 
would back us up wo would certainly 
succeed. When "temptation is re­
duced drunkenness is reduced. 1 
our better class people would become 
totgl abstainers they would do mort I 
good than if they spent all theii 
goods in so-called works of charity.

Rev. Mr. Bell then moved the fol 
lowing resolution:—

Be it Bfsohed: —That the Societ, 
gratefully acknowledge its profount 
satisfaction at the Temperance mens 
urea passed last March tf? the Legis 
lature, and congratulate the kindrei 
Societies and fellow-workers in th 
cause on the splendid unanimity 
shown in their endeavour to promet 
Temperance Reform, us the Societ; 
is of the opinion that these measure 
have already decreased the daily 
amount of liquor consumed in St 
John’s and will eventually produce 
marked diminution in drunkenness;

The Hoesing Problem :— That th< 
Society hail with much, gratification 
the effort which is beihg made 
remedy and improve the housing 
the poor, and pledge itself to give the 
movement its full support;

A Public Analyst:— That the So­
ciety strongly recommend the im 
mediate appointment of a duly quali 
fled analyst, in order that Sections 22 
23, 24, 25, 26 and 27 of the Licen­
sing Act, 1906, may bet enforced pro­
perly and in order that the public 
generally may know the percentage 
alcohol contained in. the different 
medicated wines, some of which art 
known to be highly alcoholic and 
therefore liable to be brought under 
the provisions ôf the said Act;

The Licensing Board: — That the 
Society-having for the past four years 
protested vigorously against the ex 
cessive number of licensed houses in 
the city, has still to deplore the fact 
that any attempt that may have beer 
made to reduce them in compliance 
with the law, has not proved effective 
and again urges that the Licensing 
Board carry out the spirit and intent 
of the law in this particular ;

In Conclusion:— That the Society 
emphasise the necessity and import­
ance of personal work and individual 
responsibility on- the part of every 
citizen in helping to 'put down the 
most prevalent vice in our midst, and 
should conditions prove such that 

•' public opinion demand that another 
appeal be made to the electorate of 
St. John's District to adopt Local 
Option with the rest of the Colony, 
the Society believes it could claim

MrN Bell made a forceful speech in 
putting forward the resolu|ion. He 
said that it was the 5th in fchich the 
Society had taken up a Resolution on 
Temperance,, each one being on some 
particular phase of the question. 
Progress had been made in every 
case though it may not have been 
always apparent. It was a great 
thing to have the continued support 
of His Lordship the Bishop on all 
those oc das ions, and to quote the. 
words of the Hon. D. Mo risen in„ the 
House of Assembly last winter, “The 
Lord Bishop was a tower of strength 
in the Temperance cause.” He has 
been a consistent advocate for tem­
perance reform ever since the be 
gining of his episcopate here 33 
years ago* The C. E. T. S. were 
proud of this fact. Much had been 
done in the way of Temperance Re­
form in Newfoundland but much more 
remained to be accomplished. They 
must not sit down and be content but 
rather get up and work. Ever since 
the Local Option campaign of 1909 
the sentiment in favour of temperance 
had increased in 9t. John's in a very 
hopeful degree. United action was 
the great lever, and temperance peo­
ple knew this well and would act ac­
cordingly. There was no doubt that 
the temperance legislation of 1910 
and 1911 has made a great improve­
ment in the city. While liquor is to 
be had there will be always drunken 
people. Many of those arrested are 
old offenders and black listers. One, 
he was told, had been convicted 14 
times, another, 9 times, and those 
cases help to make things appear to 
the public worse thahxthey really 
are. It has been said often that 
drunkenness can be reduced if those 
who sell liquor to drunken men were 
watched more closely and punished 
when caught. It was also thought 
that the liquor being analyzed would 
help to lessen the drunkenness. .Me­
dicated wines sold in the grocery 
stores should be analyzed and the 
proprietors not permitted to sell them 
when they contain the 2% per cent, 
of alcohol. The sale of these wines 
wads demoralizing the people of the 
outports who were in the habit of get­
ting them from St. John’s.

The C. E. T. S. was glad to see 
that the Housing Problem was taken 
ap. He hoped that the Licensing 
Board would reduce- the- number of 
licensed houses. He exhorted all the* 
temperance people to stand united 
md keep up the. good fight till the* 
flag of temperance floated over the; 
whole Island.

Mr. R. G.»MacDonald seconded the: 
resolution and strongly endorsed the 
dea of having a public analyst. The 
;emperance sentiment was gaining 
ground all over the world. Drinkers 
ire being passed over by business 
men and the sober men are sought 
:or in every walk of life.

A broken alpenstock bearing the 
carved name "Dr. J. Bean, Baltimore." 
has, the Jxindon Chronicle says, just 
been found by a Chamonix guide in 
the ice of the Glacier des Bossons, 
which ’’flows" down direct from the 
summit of Mont Blanc to the valley 
of Chamonix. The find recalls the 
most terrible accident in Alpine his­
tory, when eleven climbers perished 
on the summit of the Great White 
mountain in violent snowstorms 
which lasted a week, in September. 
1870, the Rev. G. McCorklndale uf 
Glasgow and two Amerioanÿ. Dr. J. 
Bean of Baltimore and Mr. Randall, 
both elderly men with little experi­
ence of the Alps, set out from*('ham 
Qhix with eight guides and safely 
reached the summit In doubtful wea­
ther. Hardly bad the descent com­
menced when the snowstorm started 
and not one of the eleven climbers- 
was seen again alive. A strong force 
of guides some days Later found the 
bodies of five victime, Including the 
clergyman and Dr. Bean, but the oth­
er six were never found, having most 
probably fallen Into crevasses. It is 
now thought, owing to ihe discovery 
of the broken alpenstock, that the 
bodies of the six climbers, who have 
been buried in their tomb of Ice for 
the last forty-one years, have reached 
the end of the glacier, which travels 
at the rate of about 506 feet a year, 
and are not far from the surface of 
the Ice at the lip of the Chamonix 
vatlev.—St. James’ Gazette. .

What a Boy Thinks ol 
Pigs.

Teachers In Bury have recently 
been asking their scholars to write 
essays on animals, in view of the 
Royal Lancashire Agricultural Show 
which has been held, and the county 
is chuckling over the following de­
scription of the pig, which emanates 
from a secondary school; —

‘‘A dirty, grovelling mass of flesh, 
grunting and wallowing in the mud 
with which its sty is copiously sup­
plied, That is the subject of my es­
say. Who would imagine that useful 
articles could be made from that dirty 
skin, and that the flesh beneath it 
could yield the most delicious flavors? 
In life the pig is of very little use, 
and is often the cause of a great deal 
of mischief. But for the pig to die is 
to be born again into a sphere of 
much greater utility. In life he >s 
often an object of contempt; in death 
he gains greatly in importance.

“In a few words I will endeavor to 
show how the dead animal can enter 
into one day of our life. We rise in 
the morning and utilize his bristles to 
brush our hair and our clothes. For 
breakfast we have a crisp, savory 
piece of bacon. We take out or wal­
let at school and find that it is made 
of pigskin. Then the tender pork 
chops for dinner send us back to our 
work with an increased capacity for 
study. When we return home, to find 
beautifully done pork sausages friz­
zling in the pan. we are in the seventh 
heaven of delight. But our sleep is 
disturbed by a last meal of cold pork 
sausages for supper, and as we lie 
comfortably in our beds we drowsily 
murmur, ‘Bacon,' sausages, and pork 
chops’. And the cause of all this is 
the pig.”

The Hygienic Aspects 
of Gas Lighting and 

Cooking.
Experiments werd made at the 

Lewisham Infirmai-^ during the 
month of November 1910, with the 
following in view:—

(1) To compare hyglenically the re­
lative values of the open Are and the 
Gas Radiator as warming agents.

(ZT’To ascertain if, and to what ex­
tent. the quality of the atmosphere of 
a room is affected by incandescent 
gas burners and lamps.

(3) To ascertain the hygienic value 
of the gas fire.

The experiments were carried out 
by Dr. F. S. Toogood, M.D., London, 
D.P.H., the Medical Superintendent of 
the Infirmary, and the full report of 
the experiments appeared in the Lon­
don Medical Magazine. February 1911.

The general conclusions arrived 
were as follows: —

(1( That both large and small 
apartments which have normal 
means of ventilation gas con­
sumed in modern incandescent 
burners can be used for light­
ing without any detriment to 
health, being found, in fact, to 
assist ventilation by the in­
creased circulation of the air.

(2) That a gas fire, properly con­
structed and fixed, not only 
does not vitiate the air, but is 
a valuable adjunct to the ven­
tilation of the room. Its ad- 
vatages In the sickroom in re­
spect of its reliabilty, avoid­
ance of noise, freedom from 
dust producing propensities, 
and saving of both work and 
anxiety, are obvious to every 
professional man or woman.

(3) That in large rooms, adequately 
ventilated, flueless gas" stoves 
can be used for heating wjth- 
out any hygienic disadvantages, 
the heated products of com­
bustion (mainly C 02 and water 
vapour) ascending quickly 
above breathing level. This 
method of heating by rediation 
and convection from flueless 
gas stoves, is economical, but 
proper ventilation of the build­
ings in which It is adopted i 
essential, which, of course, is 
also the case whatever means 
of heating is adopted.

Clan McDonald.
Tossing zTTli For the Chieftainship.

A treaty of peace, which the par­
ties hope may endue pernamently, has 
been arranged for the settlement of 
the historic Scottish feud, "four hun­
dred years old, concerning the chief­
tainship of the Clan Macdonald.”

With the smash up of the lordship 
of the isles at the end of the year 
1400, the policy of the Government 
of the day was to breed discord 
among the three branches of the clan 
—the Macdonalds of Sleat and the 
Macdonalds of Clanranald and Glen­
garry—until jealousy became almost 
an hereditary instinct. That con­
tinued during the centuries down to 
the present day to the detriment of 
the Clan.

The claim to the supreme chieftain­
ship of the clan Donald led to a great 
controversy. All three claimants 
professed an unbroken line of pedi­
gree. Even if it could be proved that 
one of them represented the senior 
line, that would not make him chief 
of the whole clan.

So an ingenious compromise, 
thought out by Sjr Alexander Bos- 
ville Macdonald and the Macdonald 
of Clanranald. has been embodied in 
a treaty, which is to the effect that 
none of the three renounces his in­
dividual claim to be head of the 
senior branch, but that for the gqod 
of the whole clan they all agreed' to 
bury the hatchet and act in aniity 
with one another. When any ques­
tion of procedure at festive boards 
arises it will he decided by the toss 
of a coin, the winner receiving pre­
cedence for the occasion.

The signatures to the treaty have 
been appended in widely separated 
places—one in Russia, the second in 
South. Africa, and the third in Eng­
land.

A Graduated Scale.
Criticism in the German army 

adapts itself to the rank of the criti­
cized with an exactness which is il­
lustrated by the following passage 
from a recent hook by I. A. R. Wylie, 
entitled “My German Year”:—

At the manoeuvres a jeertain regi­
ment fails, let us say, etp distinguish 
itself. The general calls - the colonel 
to him: —

"Lieber Kamerad, a little more 
smartness is necessary ; 'the men are 
too slow. 1 should be grateful if you 
would see your way to effecting] an 
improvement.”

They shake hands. The colonel 
calls the major to him : —

"Herr Major, his excellency has ex­
pressed his dissatisfaction over the 
conduct of the troops. The wretched 
crawling and sloveliness particularly 
attracted his notice. I trust you will 
assist me in correcting these fail­
ings."

The major salutes, and calls the 
captains to him:—

“Meine Herrn, the colonel is furi­
ous with the disgraceful management 
of the men. It is unheard of. I must 
request you, both by word and ex­
ample, to bring the regiment back to 
its old smartness. This sort of thing 
cannot go on. It is the duty of the 
younger officers—”

The captain to the lieutenants: — 
“The colonel is beside himself 

about yesterday ; never saw such a 
wretched performance in his life. The 
leading and behaviour of the men 
were beneath all criticism. There 
must be an Improvement in these mat­
ters. It is the duty of the lieuten­
ants—”

The lieutenants to the under offi­
cers :—

“What’s the matter with your men? 
Miserable performance yesterday ! 
Can’t you bring them up to the mark 
better than that? Upon my word, I’m 
ashamed of the lot of you, and if 
there isn't a change for the better in 
less than no time—”

The under officers to the men: — 
“You idiots, you dolts, you sheep's 

heads, you—”
But the English language cannot 

keep pace with the under officers’ vo­
cabulary. It is peculiarly rich.

go and was, of course, new to the 
business. A good-natured comrade 
brought him a sandwich, and the re­
cruit was about to consume it, wher 
the major appeared. As the officer 
was in mufti, the sentry did not re­
cognize him. and did not salute.
