Refutation of

McGrath’s

Calumnies.

Yesterday, McGrath = afforded the
public. a means of convincing them-
selves of his utter umscrupulousness
in the fabrication of false charges.
The proof is simple but conclusive.
We pass by the insult. Here it is.
Yesterday the Herald had this: “The
Telegtam’s simpleton gleefully pro-
claimed that he was going to Brigus,
next week with - Coaker, apparently
unconscious that in the past ‘going
to Brigus’ was a polite term for a real
big ‘drunk.” The idea insinuated
here is that ‘we proclaimed with glee
that we were ‘“‘going to Brigus,” and
that we ignorantly used a phrase that
as a cant expression meant going for
a real big “drunk.” - Now what are
the facts? Our readers can see for
themselves and convince themselves
of McGrath’s absolute unscrupulous-
ness. Here are the only words we
used in this connection:

“We-direct the attention of our
readers to the letter of Mr. Coaker *
* 7 * in which he makes it
known that the fishermen of Port de
Grave have invited us over there with

him to address them at a public meet- |

”

ing.
These are all the words we used
in connection with the matter. We
stated simply that we had received an
invitation from the fishermen of -Poit
de Grave. We did not even say we
had accepted. We did not say whether
we were going to Port de Grave or
not. - Moreover we were invited to the
town of Port de Grave and not to the
town of Brigus. The whole statement
that the Telegram editor gleefully
proclaimed he was “going to Brigus”
next week with Coaker, -apparently
unconscious that in the past “going
to Brigus” was a polite term, for a
real big ‘“drunk” is a clear case of
‘fabrication from beginning to end.

The whole insinuation and insuli
is based on our supposed use of the
phrase “going to Brigus.” Our readers
can sée for themselves that we did
not use the phrase at all. We did not

say we were going to Brigus. We did
not even say we were going to Pont
de Grave. We mentioned merely the
invitation. This is a simple and con-
vincing instance of McGrath’s fabri-
cation. He is heartless, cruel and
fiendish in his insults, and absolutely
satanic in concocting a charge to in-
jure an opponent. We have shown
him up now as a base fabricator of a
false charge and a brazen perverter
of truth.

Now, we will turn to what Mec-
Grath calls “That Strange Rumor two
years ago about the Evening Tele-
gram.” In reply to our denial that
either the proprietor or editor of the
Evening Telegram had approached the
Morris party two years ago with a
view of supporting it for certain con-
sideration, McGrath says:

“It is but natural that Editor Lloyd
should deny this rumor. No one
would expect him .to admit it now,
when he is working overtime to try
and have the people believe that he
never wavered in his loyalty to his
leader the past four years.

“We submit, however, that his mere
denial will not satisfy the public, who
will want something more than a

bare assertion that the rumor is not
true. They “will ‘want, for instance,
some information as to why, during
all that time, the Telegram was sil-
ent on public issues, printed nothing
political, and was supposed by many
to have ‘gone out of politics.””

So says McGrath, and as usual over-
reaches himself. Would it not be un-
natural if Editor Lloyd did not deny
such a falsehood? But McGrath wants
more than a bare denial. He wants
proof of a negative against all codes
of argumentation. In pressing home
his point, he shows the weakness of
his hand. He wants to " know “why
during all that time the Telegram was
silent on public issues.” The only

period of time mentioned by McGrath
| is the past four years. The Telegram

We commented on the
Reciprocity issue and the visit of Mr.
Pepper, the Washington Commission-
er. We opposed the movement to per-
mit the exportation of pulpwood from
the Labrgdor. We supported Sir Rob-
ert Bond during the session of 1910.
We opposed the Railway Extension
Bill and the Loan Bill. We criticized
severely the extravagance and pic-
nicking propensity of the Government.
We criticized the Canadian Naval
plans in which Morris and Watson had
apparently not protected Newfound-
land in a series of articles entitled,
“Under the Maple Leaf” We criti-
cized strongly the slackness which the
Government showed as to the
Bait Act, in regard to the Corkum
business and the Trefethen and Lord
scheme. We have been constant in
criticizing the waste of money in the
appointment of Agricultural Commis-
sioners, &c. We have exposed the
granting of large areas of timber land
to party supporters and relatives and
associates of members. We opposed
the amendment of the Crowns Land
Act, and asked for a Royal Commis-
sion to investigate the extraordinary
way in which timber land of the Gov-
ernment has been dealt with. We op-
posed the Sanitoria expenditure. We
took a large share /ithhe exposures
made in the Morison Memorials. In
fact we have been all the time on the
watch and dealt with the principal
issues as they arose.

If however, McGrath’s ‘“all that
time” is in reality meant to apply for
the part of the past four years, pre-
ceding the time of the alleged rumour,
which he gives as two years ago, our
answer is contained in the last para-
graph, for the first part of it deals
with issues during that period. If
Mr. McGrath contends that we were
not constantly- and persistently heck-
ling the Government, our reply is that
we dealt with all the main issues as
they rose, and that our plan of cam-
paign was decided on after consulta-
tion with Sir Robert Bond, and that
part of the plan was to give the Mor-
ris Government rope in the expecta-
tion they would hang themselves; and
everyhody knows that the policy was
sound -and that thé Government has
killed itself with the constituencies.
McGrath has overreached- himself on
this reference to the Telegram’s criti-
cism, for the course pursued was kept
up in close consultation with Sir
Robert Bond. ¢

The rest of the McGrath case is even
more unsound. He charges Mr. Her-
der with offering to sell out theEven-
ing Telegram with part consideration,
a seat in the Legislative Council. The
proof offered is peculiar It is that Mr.
Herder could “fairly claim” it for
turning over the Evening Telegram.
A ‘delicious tit-bit of political moral-
ity. But what a proof! Now for the
other side. Mr. Herder denies it
categorically. MeGrath, however, says
this term was originally agreed on.
MecGrath’s logic 'involves the Govern-
ment in offering to give Mr. Herder
a Methodist seat in the Legislative
Council when the Government had not
one at its disposal At ghat time the
Government had not a Methodist seat
at their disposal.

We
know it was unconscious, but it is
there all the same, and the position
is now on record in public print.

He turns next to Mr. Lloyd. He/|
says that we offered to support Mox"-
ris for a safe seat in the House of As-
sembly and legal pap. The charge is
untrue. The proof offered is of the
same flimsy nature as the rest of the
McGrath proofs. He says that Mr.
Lloyd has been to three districts and
has had legal patronage from the
Bond QOvernment. What proof is there
in that of Mr. Lloyd offering to sell
himself to the Morris party?

inference is quite different. As to the
seats, Mr. Lloyd has never sought a
safe seat.

‘*Another- faet possibly with a bear-
ing on this matter is that three times
last fall when Sir Robert Bond ecame
to town to discuss political issues with
his party, he failed to visit the Tele-
gram office or confer with Editor
Lloyd, who had to go to the railway
depot to speak with him.

“Might not this be fairly regarded
as evidence that the ex-Premier sus-
pects the Telegram people of having
tried to sell him out, and no longer
trusts them?”

The charge is grossly untrue, for
we have been in close touch with Sir
Robert Bond the whole, of -the time
referred to.

Frantle Parent Seeks to: Rescue, and
Nearly Loses His Own Life—Was
on His Way to Join Youths When
He Heard Cries for Help—Two
Brothers Went to thie Rescue of the
Others, But the Ice, Believed - to
be Thick, Crunibled Beneath Lads
as Man Watehed Efforts.

Syracuse, N.Y., Jan. 3.—Daniel Koh-
ler, of Croghan, near here, was on his
way to join his four boys skating on
Beaver River, yesterday when he
heard cries for help and ran to the
bank in time to see his four sons
between seven and sgixteen years of
age, go through the ice and drown.

While a considerable distance from
the river he saw two of the boys go
througle an ice hole which they had
been trying to avoid when he heard
their cries for aid. A moment laier
the two remaining boys plunged
through the ice in an effort to suve
their brothers.

Nearly Lost His Life.

Kahler ran out on the ice and leap-
ed into the water where the ice had
broken, and would have lost his ow¥n
life had not another boy shoved 2a
plank out to him.

ILeaving their home on the Mattson
farm, the boys—Ray, Roy, Francis
and Daniel—went to Beaver  Bank,
taking their skates and a skid with
the Their father promised to join
them a little later.

Two Died in Reseuning.

He saw that two of the boys could
have saved themselves, but they
chose to try to save their brothers,
and as théy reached for them the
cracking ice crumbled under them
and they too, went in.

The chill water is helieved to hove
cramped the father’s muscles, becanse
he sank again while trying to recch
the edge of the ice hole. Albert Lra-
vitt, a boy who had come in respousc
to the cries for aid, was then pushing
a long plank out over the ice, znd
when Kahler ¢ame to the surface
again he was barely able to grasp the
ond of the plank and hold on until he
was drawn out on the ice and pulied
ashore, ; :

Swept Down Under Ice,

None of the four boys re-appearad,
and neighbors, who quickly were cali-
¢d began to break up the thin ice ¢nd
-nke the bottom of the stream with
grappling hooks. With these imple-
ments two of the bodies were re-
covered, but it was believed that the
two others, who had been farther out
on the ice, were caught by the stream
and carried down under the icé.

The boys were good swimmers,
but they were weighted with their
skates and probably were affecied
with cramps soon after they fell in-
to the cold water. Unable to use
their muscles they went down quick-
ly and before their father had a
chance to save any one of them.

Kahler was taken back to his home,
where the deepest grief took the place
of what a short time before had been
the jolity of a happy home celebrat-
ing a holiday. He was'put to bed and
unless pneumonia results will re-
cover.

| The Curling Iron.

iron is a neat de-
vice which is used
to insert perish-
able Kkinks  into
straight hair. On
damp days these
kinks perish so
rapidly that a wo-
man has to hang
over a Kkerosene
lamp about three-
fourths of the
time in order to
keep from Ilook-
ing like the 1913 model of the Digger
Indian. 1

The curling iron is never effective
except when heated to the boiling

point. It has two thin legs, referred
to .in polite circles as antennae, and

is usually placed astride a lamp chim-
ney in the graceful attitude of a lean
citizen climbing over a barbed wire
fence. When the right leg becomes
heated to such an extent that it gets
red in the face, it is wiped carefully
on a powdered rag and plunged with
nervous haste into a handful of evap-
orated puffs.

This treatment results in causing
the hair to bulge unexpectedly-in o
series of parallel ridges, which will
stand erect for hours at a time and
impart kittenish aspect to the female
countenance.

It requires a good deal of practice
with a red-hot curling iron to avoid.
raising an unpremediated blister in
the vicinity of the thorax. .Some wo-
men are perfectly fearless and jab
hither and yon while standing on one
foot and eating fudge, while others
have to make preliminary incision and
then are just as Fiable to. land on the
lobe of the left ear as anywhere -else.
* Since the barbers’ union began to
advocate the pompadour, which calls
for a 35-cent hair cut, a great many
men are using -the curling iron to
create that natural waterfall effect
which is the triumph of the tonsorial
art. '

The woman who is trying to wrap
one leg of a curling iron around. her
back hair without throwing her ver-
tebrae out of joint goes through more
facial contortions than a near-sighted
bachelor trying to thread a needle by
moonlight. It sometimes takes a wo-
man several days to get her mouth ;
back in alignment with her eyebrows
after one of these exciting encoun-
ters.
