ECONOMY.

There is a message to-

day from London which

may awaken a slight feel-

ing of surprise in the

minds of many, who may
not have noticed exactly how things
have lately been going in England. It
foreshadows action by the British Par-
liament in connection with food regu-
lation “which may be the prelude of
even ’stricter measures. The conser-
vation of the supply of white flour
should not cause either astonishment
or uneasiness. It is a precautionary
policy fully justified by the existing
state of affairs. The wheat crop this
year has been .far below that of last
year and well below, we believe, the
average. Canada’s output is all be-
sepoken, that of the United Sates in-
sufficient for much beyond her own
needs. Add to this the great shortage
in shipping and the enormous demand
of food for the troops at the front and
elsewhere, and the need of systematic
supervision and control of the supply
is obvious. The ban, too, upon fancy
cakes and pastry is natural enough
and one of the first and most obvious
steps in an effort towards economy.
The restrictions on the sale of meat
suggest another aspect of the subject,
and in that direction also the London
papers have prepared us for some-
thing of the sort. The report of the
Board of Trade upon the greatly in-
creased prices of different foods indi-
cates that the situation, if not critical,
is serious enough to demand intelli-
gent action.

These things should not be without
a lesson to us in Newfoundland, for
we have long felt the pinch here and
are likely to feel it more severely as
time goes on. The great difficulties
that confront an effort to analyze
cause and effect in so complicated a
matter as the supply and distribution
of food, containing so many and so
various factors, have been brought
out, if nothing else has, by the ex-
tensive inquiry lately held in England
by some of her ablest men. Beyond
the primary and self-evident causes of
advances in prices there is constant-
ly alleged as another one the manipu-
lation of the supply by private indi-
viduals or combines, and it is suggest-
ive that the only recommendation that
Mr. Runciman was, able to make on
the subject was the appointment of a
special commission of inquiry. Here,
thanks apparently to the foresight of
our importers, there is little likelihood
of a shortage of flour, our most vital
necessity, and the fact is a good an-
swer to the charge made against them
of increasing the price, which has

‘only kept pace with the foreign mark-

et.

The important moral, however, of
the British action lies.in the fact that
it represents . compulsory saving,
which can, and should, be supplement-
ed by voluntary saving. So it is with
us. We should remember, when the
grocers’ and butchers’ bills cause a
sinking of the heart, the true saying,
usually attributed to the late James
Hill, that the high cost of living is too
often the cost of high living. We have
no patience with the man who com-
plains that he must spend $4 more
than formerly for a barrel of flour
and wastes several times that amount
on unnecessary purchases or other
expenditure. This duty of economy is
owed not merely to the self but to the
nation, and no principle of economics
is more firmly established and less
generally recognised than that he who
saves to himself saves to the nation.
Paradoxical though it may seem, one
who, from selfish motives, saves his

. money and gives nothing to the cause

does more for it than one who does
subscribe but:on generous impulses
wastes much more in one way or an-
other that is unnecessary. There are
not too many or too gratifying evi-
-dences of the desire to economise
among us, and where it is seen it is
more often due to “appearances” than
to a recognition of its real - value.
And an observer is forced too often to
the conclusion that it is only the ab-
sence of more opportunities of use-
less expenditure among us that fre—
vents its extension. We have, how-

Death of Rev.
Samuel Snowden.

News was received yesterday of the
death in Keighley, Yorkshire, on Nov.

THE HAGUE, To-day.

By a unanimous vote Parliament has
passed a resolution providing for an
amendment of article 80 of the con-
stitution so that henceforth there will
be universal  manhood suffrage. No
plural votes or compulsory voting;

moved by a resolution. The actual
granting of the vote to women, how-
ever, is still distant, as it depends on
the passing of an electoral bill which
at present is unlikely.

They have increased seventy-eight per
cent. over the prices before the war.
The prices of sugar, eggs, fish and po-
tatoes, however, are more than double
the pre-war prices.

| Believe that they Would Have Won

the War Long Ago But for the Ald
Glven by America to the Allfes.

New York, Nov. 6.—Herbert Bayard
Swope, staff correspondent of the Ne
York World, who recently ' réturn
from Germany, tells in the World
United
States and the reasons inspiring it.
Mr. Swope says in part: :

“Throughout Germany to-day the
hatred for America is bitter and deep.
It is palpable and weighs you down.
All the resentment, all the blind fury
Germany once reserved for England
alone have been expanded to include
us, and have been accentuated in the
expansion.

“The Germans have an outlet for
their feelings against England—they
express themselves on the battle-field,
and through the Zeppelins and sub-
marines, but against America they
lack a2 method of registering their en~
mity.

“And so, this bitterness that cannot
be poured out has struck in and satu-
rated the whole Empire.

“The chagrin and humiliation of
their failure to end the war before
row through victory are visited upon
America. The failure gave birth to
hatred. Through the length and
breadth of Germany the belief is cer-
tain and unqualified that had it not
been for America’s moral and physical
kelp to the Allies the war would hfxve
been long since over.

“With magnificent disregard of the
checks and reverses, both military and
economic, Germany has suffered at the
hands of the Allies; her sons, from top
to bottom, say that only America is.to
blame for the fact that the war is now
well into its third year, and the more
pertinent fact that as times goes on
the German chances are bound to
grow less.

“It is a common thing to hear in
Germany that America has a secret
alliance with England, under which
she is operating now. It is even more
of a commonplace to be told that Am-
erica is deliberately seeking to pro-
long the war and circumvent peace
for the “blood money” she is making
out of the struggle.”

Dictionary is Growing

Sir Ernest Shackleton is given
credit for the invention of more new
English words than any one else,
Colonel Roosevelt has a goodly num-
ber to his credit, as has also Gifford
Pinchot. The Buropean war has in-
troduced many new ones which will
be permanently retained, says the
Pathfinder.

An average of about 5,000 words
are added to thé English language
each year according to the measure
of the dictioaries during the past
thrée centuries. Bullokar’'s “Com-
plete Englifh Dictionary,” the first. i
the language, published in 1616, com=
tained a little over 5,000 words,
“The New World of English Words,”
published in 1658, contained 13,000
words. A dictionary published in
1720 by Nathan Bailey surpassed this
by 32,000. Twenty-five years Ilater
Dr. Johnson’s famous dictionary, con=
taining 50,000 words, came out.

In 1828 Webster's “American Dic-
tionary,” with a vocabulary mofe
than three times as great, appeared.
In the latter part of the nineteemth
century the “Imperial Dictionary,”
with 200,000 words, and the “Century
Dictionary,” with a still larger number
werce published. Then, in 1894, came
the “Standard Dictionary,” edition

words.
