port. The Post Office are prepared to 
give the scheme and that of a cheap 
small-parcel conveyance their best con­
sideration.

Town Connell.
The Council met on Monday. night. 

Present, the Mayor in the chair, Dr. 
Herod, Messrs. Holliday, Heffeman, Mes­
sie, Thomson, Howard, Buckland, Melvin, 
McCurry, Mays, Mitchell, Harvey and 
Sayers. The Clerk read the minutes. 
The Clerk read a communication from the 
Police Magistrate concerning six sheep, 
belonging to Mr. D. Allan which had 
been killed by dôgs.

The Mayor read a letter from P. Gow, 
Esq., M. P. P„ asking the advice of the 
Council with reference to the Municipal 
and Assessment laws. A committee of 
the House has been appointed to revise 
these laws, and Mr. Gow wanted the 
opinion of the Council as to what amend­
ments they considered necessary in order 
that he might lay it before the Com­
mittee.

Within four hour’s ride of Montreal, 
by rail, is a colony of from twenty thou­
sand to twenty-five thousand Highland­
ers. The county of Glengarry on the 
eastern frontier of Upper Canada, is full 
of them. In back settlements they retain 
their ancient language, sing their Gaelic 
songs, and have their Gaelic preaching. 
About half of them are Catholics and 
half Protestants. The Glengarry men 
are renowned for their size and strngth. 
It is said (bat the townships of Kenyon 
and Lochiel alone could turn out a thou 
sand Highlanders—not a man cf them 
under six feet in his stockings.

Fort Hayes, Kansas, Nov. 17th —Gen. 

Sheridan and staff left yesterday for the 
Canadian ltiver, about 150 miles south 
of. the Arkansas River, to assume com­
mand in person of the troops in the field, 
operating in that section against hostile 
Indians.

Gen. Sheridan’s 
force number about 2,700 men, besides 
small expeditions acting in conjunction 
from New Mexico and Fort Lyon.

Sun’tspecial says : “The government 
to-day refused to have anything to do 
with the agents of the Revolutionists in 
Cuba, who want to have conceded to 
them the rights of belligerente. Mr. 
Seward said that except to prevent any 
filibustering raids and to protect the 
rights of American citizens in Cuba, the 
government would not in any manner in­
terfere.

Times special says : The annual report 
for the fiscal year ending June 30th, 
1868, of Gen. Dyer.
