This was an action brought by Mr. Archi­
bald Filshie against Mr. John Hogg, both 
of Guelph, to recover the value of certain 

: property claimed to have been purchased 
^vby Mr. Filshie from Mr. Hogg under an 

agreement dated 10th March, 1873, and 
which Mr. Hogg declines to deliver. It 
appears that Mr. Hogg was owner of the 
Guelph Malleable Ironworks under the 
agreement referred to he sold to the 
plaintiff lots 12 and 13 on the west side 
oflSuffolk-striet^the Malleable Ironworks 
thereon, and all the tools and machinery 
about the said works connected therewith, 
also the sand in said works. The ques­
tion is whether or not certain iron pots, 
scales and weights were included in this 
agreement. The articles in dispute were 
60 amoaling pots, 15 tons of “ scales,” 
and 200 weights, about 23 lbs. each ;

Reported Robbery.—On Wednesday 
night or Thursday morning last the 
Ontario Hotel, Guelph, kept by Mr. 
Thomas Merlihan, was b roken into and 
a considerable sum of money and a 
silver watch stolen from the till. 
The robber in his haste overlooked quite 
a sum of money in one corner of tho 
till. No trace has as yet been found of 
the articles or the thief. We hope tho

Archibald Filshie stated that the ar­
ticles in dispute were required for the 
purposes of the manufacture carried on 
in the works ; that they were in') the 
building when he made tho agreement ; 
that when he took possession about a 
week alterwards they were gone ; and 
that in the interim he saw Mr. Robertson 
and two laborers moving them away, and 
protested against it. He then saw Mr. 
Hogg, who said that he did not mean to 
sell them, and refuséd to let plaintiff 
have them. Witness explained the pro­
cess of the manufacture of malleable iron; 
stating that ordinary castings after being 
cleaned were put in the amealing pots 
with a quantity of the “ scales ” referred 
to and heated. The “ scales” consist 
simply of the substance which peels off 
red-hot wrought iron under the black­
smith’s hammer. Heating the castings 
with the “scales” has thoeffect of tough­
ening the fibre of the iron, making it 
what is commonly known as “ malleable 
iron.” The weights are used to prevent 
the heated iron from expanding the 
moulds, which are made in what are 
called “ snap boxes. Snap boxes cannot 
he used without’ weights. In cross-ex­
amination by Mr. Guthrie, plaintiff said 
that the deed(dated 13th March) was made 
to Lis wife ; he did not tuko possession 
until the manufactured stock was re­
moved. Witness got the key about a 
week after tho agreement, and did not 
nail np the windows nor perform anv act 
of possession until then. Witness agreed 
to lea-ve the key until the manufactured 
goods were removed, when he saw Mr. 
Robertson, and the latter said the pots, 
Ac., were sold to a person in Hamilton. 
Did not recollect giving permission for 
the pots to remain on the premises until 
cars could be got. Witnèss now rents 
the property to a man who does sewing- 
machine work. Witness gave Mr. Hogg, 
in exchange for the works, some property 
belonging to his wife, and the deed was 
made to her for that reason. Mrs.JFil- 
shie’s property covered the cost of both 
works and plant. Witness made a fresh 
purchase of “ scales ” and weights from 
Mr. Hogg about the time of removal. 
These were a portion of the disputed 
goods. A reduction of 820 was made in 
the account from tho cost of the weights. 
All the disputed goods were not taken 
away ; that portion that witness bought 
were left on the premises.

Hugh Harley, moulder, practically ac­
quainted with the manufacture of malle­
able iron, said that the pots were neces­
sary for making it; scales generally used, 
but not absolutely necessary. They were 
implements used in the manufacture.

Mr. J. B. Armstrong, carriage manu­
facturer, said malleable iron could not bo 
made right without the use of the pots. 
Would call the pots tools of the trade.

The scales and 
weights could not be called tools. Ho 
took tho difference between tools and 
utensils to be that the former was for 
active and tho latter for passive opera­
tion.

His lordship said he held that the pots 
and weights were tools under the mean­
ing of the agreement, and that the scales 
were not ; and he should so advise the 
jury. The property was uumistakeably 
the wife’s, but for the purpose of this 
action it would be necessary to assume 
that Filshie had a right to deal with the 
transaction on his own account, and leave 
the question as between Filshie and his 
wife to be decided iu another court.

Mr John Hogg said he went to the 
works after tho deeds passed ; saw Mr. 
Robertson and Mr. Filshie at the works 
about ten days afterwards. Mr. Robert­
son was then shipping tho pots, scales, 
iron and other articles.

Some conversation ensued between his 
Lordship and Mr. Guthrie. The latter 
proposed to show that the goods were 
removed by Filshio’s consent thereby 
disposing of the count for trover ; but 
his Lordship said that he could not re­
ceive this evidence, because Mr. Guthrie 
could lie* undertake to prove that the 
wife’s consent was also given t > the re-

some of the pots to carry on the busi­
ness ; he said he didn’t know, ho might 
buy some of them ; he did not then say 
they were his. He had the key before 
the disputed articles were shipped, on 
the 25th March, and witness got it from 
him again. Did not consider that the 
pots and weights were tools.

His Lordship instructed tho jury to re­
turn a verdict for the plaintiffs for 8450.- 
22, the value of the pots aud weights. 
Leave was given for the defendant *o 
mo>o to have the verdict set aside on tho 
ground that the property belonged to the 
plaintiff ’b wife.

THE MABYBORO’ ASSAULT CASE.

Caspar Strattleboro was charged with 
wounding J. W. S. Tromanhiser, with in­
tent tog do grevons bodily harm, in the 
township of Mary boro’, in Juno last.— 
There were two other counts in tho in­
dictment, one charging the prisoner with 
assault with intent to do grievous bodily 
harm, and the other charging him with a 
common assault. Mr. Sinclair conduct­
ed the case for the prosecution, and Mr. 
Macdonald for ‘he defendant.

Wm. S. Tromanhiser, aged 19, stated 
that he was at Wm. Bowman’s store, on 
6th con. line, on the evening of 17th 
June, when prisoner broke plaintiff’s 
right arm by striking him several times 
with a'stick ; and he then blackened both 
of plaintiff’s eyes with his fist. The 
stick was about as thick as a tumbler, 
and two or three feet long. Did not say 
anything before or aLerwards to defend­
ant to provoke him ; was laid up ten 
weeks in consequence of the accident.

Cross-examined by Mr. Macdonald: — 
At the time prisoner struck me I had his 
wife down on the road, and was holding 
her by the wrists. She had previously 
assaulted me; her husband was then hid 
behind the store ; it was dark at the 
time ; I could not see the stick, but I had 
hold of it ; I did not strike prisoner’s 
wife ; I said she deserved to be ridden on 
a rail, when we were in the store previ­
ously. She struck me wtth a club just as 
I went out. I tried to get away from 
her, and we fell on the ground from tho 
steps. I tried to get away from her ; sho 
held me tight, and whilst I was raising 
myself front the ground, her husband 
struck me with the club.

Michael Dogherty, of the township of 
Mary hero’, generally corroborated prose­
cutor’s statements. No one interfered to 
prevent the assault. After the arm w .h 
broken, prisoner and his wife made pi - 
secutor say that “they had paid for tn* 
churn,” under a threat of “ giving him 
some more.”

John Tromanhiser, brother of prose­
cutor, gave similai evidence, and de­
scribed some of the circumstances that 
led to the quarrel which appears to have 
originated in a dispute about the chil­
dren of the two families. Some amuse­
ment was caused by the pertness and 
directness of witness’ manner in giving 
his evidence. He stated that the Stattle- 
boro’ family came to the store for the 
purpose of giving his brothers and 
himself a" whalin’,” and that his brother 
V.’Tlie told him Mrs. Stattleboro’ threw 
some pepjpfTin his face.

Joseph Ansman saw Mrs. Stattleboro’ 
and her sons gathering sticks on the 
side of the road before the fray com­
menced. He agreed with the account 
given by the former witnesses. When 
the blow was struck, Tromanhiser raised 
his arm to protect his head, and the 
stick smashed it. He called for help, 
but no one went to help him.

Dr. Fell, of Hollin, who set the broken 
arm, said that the injury was a simple 
fracture, not complicated by any flesh 
wounds. Siyh a fracture would take 
about two months to firmly unite.

For the defence, Mr. Macdonald said 
that only one person was able to state 
what the prisoner claimed was tho trtie 
state of the case ; that was the prisoner’s 
wife ; and she was unfortunately unable 
to be present. The prisoner’s statement 
was that the prosecutor had assaulted 
his wife, and he struck the prosecutor in 
her defence. There was a discrepancy 
between the present evidence of the 
prosecutor and that he ’gave before tho 
police court.

His Lordship said the first count could 
not be sustained, because tho skin must 
bo cut to constitute a wound in law. The 
wife' of the prisoner appeared to be as 
much or more to blame than the priso­
ner. There was no dôubt that he broke 
tho young man’s arm.

After about half on hour’s absence the 
jury found the prisoner guilty of assault­
ing with intent to do grevons bodily 
harm ; and the Judge deferred passing 
sentence.

plaintiff, stated that he made a contract 
with the defendant, Mr. John Chisholm, 
Owen Sound, to supply 50,( JO ties, at 16 
cents each, at the rate of 10,000 a month. 
In consequence of the failure of the def­
endant to fully carry out his contract, 
plaintiff was compelled to procure 1,842 
ties from the T. G & B. Company at an 
advanced rate—20o. each—which was 
what the Company bad to pay Mr. Shan- 
ly ; and they coat plaintiff 9137 additional 
to haul them from Proton, which was the 
nearest point at which they could be got. 
There was also an extra cost of 5c per 
tie incurred on 11,200 ties through the 
lateness of delivery. Plaintiff had also 
a contract to furnish the company with 
7,367 ties at 21o. each, and the deft, had 
agreed to furnish plaintiff with these at 16c 
oach ; he therefore claimed the difference 
of 5c. as loss of profit. The ties ought to 
have been piled at eqi il distances along 
the road, and were not, thus causing ex­
tra labor in distributing.

H-mry Bagnall, roadmaster of the 
Toronto, Grey & Bruce Co., said that the 
ties on Messrs. Mackenzie’s section wers 
short about 700 per mile on sixteen miles 
and it would cost at least 5c. a tie extra 
to put them in their places after tho rails 
Were laid. In cross-examination the wit­
ness was positive as to the cost, and 
made a decided hit by. saying very 
poii -edly to the counsel—“ If I were to 
take contract from you, I would not do 
it> for'less than Gc.”

Donald Ross gave evidence as to the 
cost of fetching the ties from Proton.

J. O’Hara and James Cameron testified 
that the ties delivered by Chisholm were 
not grouped at equal distances along the 
road causing about two-thirds more la­
bor in distributing them than would 
otherwise have been caused.

F. Symonds, reopvesentative of tho 
ltfte Mr. Shedden’s executors, stated the 
number of ties delivered.

For the defence it was contended that 
Mr. Chisholm delvered a larger number 
of ties than that stated in the plaintiff’s 
case and that he piled the ties as nearly 
in regular order as the nature of the 
ground and the state of the work would 
allow, and in the manner directed by the 
plaintiff, although not exactly in accor­
dance with the contract. Although the 
ties were nut deliverd within the stipulat­
ed, it was contended that they were de­
livered very shortly after wards, and the 
plaintiff waived the delivery at the exact 
time. It was shown in reference to the 
damages claimed for inserting the ties 
under tho rails that from 800 to 1,000 ties 
were left along the rails, and that Mr. 
Mackenzie purposely left out the ties 
in order to hastily prepare the line for 
the running of trains over it. Mr. Lane 
urged that Mr. Mackenzie had to pro­

The Crisis at Ottawa.
There is felt a general sense of relief 

at the altered political relations of the 
country. Many pronounced supporters 
of Sir John have given to ^he Reform 
leaders assurance of fair play and assis­
tance. The remark is now generally 
made that the time for a change had 
come, and the sense of relief at being 
saved by the final action of the Govern­
ment of the responsibility d having to 
give an indefensible vote is not concealed 
in any way.

Great indignation is expressed et the 
conduct of the late administration iu 
making the appointments referred to in 
another column. Mr. Crawford, it is ad­
mitted, was promised the Lieutenant- 
Governorship of Ontario two months 
ago. He was therefore as effectually pre­
cluded from discharging the duties of a 
member of Parliament, if the spirit of 
the independence of Parliament is to be 
observed, as though the patent had -ecu 
issued. In all probability Mr. Hugh 
Macdonald accepted the seat in the Prix y 
Council he Has just vacated, with the 
understanding that the judgeship should 
he open to him if an advi se vote de­
stroyed tho Administration.

A caucus of the Opposition, lately the 
Ministerial party, was held on Thursday, 
and by appointing Sir John A Macdonald 
leader, endorsed and adopted the in­
iquities for which lie has been so de­
servedly condemned by the House of 
Commons, whilst the party refused t: be 
led to destruction by a formal vote in the 
House, and managed to shirk the danger­
ous obligation. It is said John A’s policy 
is one of direct aud bitter hostility to 
tho new Administration, and to oppose 
some, if not all, of the members of the 
Cabinet who are compelled by the ac­
ceptance of office to seek re-election at 
the hands of their constituents. We do 
not believe for ono moment such tactics 
will be successful. It is notorious that 
several of tho late supporters of the 
Ministry refused to attend the caucus, 
and have openly expressed their 
determination to judge the Ministry by 
their measures, and not to offér any fac­
tious opposition in the selfish interest of 
a party chief who has brought disgrace 
upon himsolf, his supporters, and bis 
country.

It is understood that Mr. James 
McDonald, M.P. for P'ctou, leaves im­
mediately for the Maritime Provinces, to 
stir up any mischief in his power.

Resignation of the Macdonald 
Government.

While the whole country was wait­
ing with breathless expectation for 
the vote on Wednesday night, came 
the news that the Government had 
anticipated the verdict of the House, 
and had laid down the seals of office. 
At first men were credulous about 
the report, but later information con­
firmed it. Every one believed that 
the Government, having maintained 
the battle so long,would fight it out to 
the bitter end, and go down with the 
harness on their back. But Sir John 
Macdonald, astute and cunning to 
the last, disappointed all expecta­
tions ; though in handing in the re­
signation of his Ministry he virtually 
acknowledged his and their guilt in 
the tran sactions for which they were 
being tried by the people's represen 
tatives, and for whiTi they would 
have been most unequivocally con- 
tlemneu had they dared to face a 
vote, and allowed the trial to go on 
to its final issue. As it now is the 
Premier has the doubtful advantage 
of having shirked a vote which would 
have fastened attain upon his public 
character for ever, and he has saved 
home of his followers the degradation 
of giving a vote which, in their con- 
flciences, they knew was wrong and 
indefensible.

The Ministry and their friends 
were pretty confident of victory up 
ill Tuesday,; but Mr. Blake’s magni­

ficent speech the previous evening, 
and the avowal made by two of the 
Prince JSdward Island members, and 
by Mr. D. A. Smith, that they would 
support Mr. Mackenzie’s amendment, 
opened their eyes to the real situa­
tion, It was at last reluctantly forced 
on them that their sinking cause was 
irrevocably lost—that all the base 
and corrupt means employed to buy 
and influence votes had signally fail 
ed—and that there were men enough 
in the Ministerial ranks, who had the 
integrity and dignity of the nation, 
and the purity of its politics, more 
Sit heart than the mere allegiance 
due to a party or to a leader.

There is everywhere a sensible re­
lief felt at the downfall of a minister, 
who for , twenty years has been the 
.supreme mover in all manner of cor­
rupt acts in connection with the gov­
ernment of the country. It has at 
lost come to an end, and ho has fallen 
a disgraced man—the charge being 
brought home and proved that he

STEAMER BAVARIAN BURNED.
Fourteen Persons Lost.
three women berne».

Oshawa, Nov. 6.—The steamer Bava­
rian took fire last night about eight 
o’clock, when opposite Oshawa. She was 
a mass of flames in an instant, and only 
two boats were lowered, both of which 
reached land, containing twenty-two per­
sons altogether. There were fourteen 
remaining who are almost, without a 
doubt, lost. Amcngst the fourteen are 
the Captain, Carmichael of Toronto, the 
chief engineer, Wm. Finucane, of Pres­
cott ; the steward, Wm. Spence, of La- 
chine ; also, three lady passengers, Mrs. 
Sibbald and daughter, of Brockville, and 
Miss Ireland, of Kingston, and Mr. Hill- 
yard Wear, of Chatham.

Oshawa, Nov. 6.—When the steamer 
Bavarian was nearly opposite' Oshawa 
harbour going east, last night she was 
noticed to be on tire. The first intima­
tion the passsengeis and crew had of the 
disaster they heard two reports, and the 
steamer was envi loped in tiames| in an 
instant. There were four lifeboats on 
her, but the flames prevented more than 
two being launched. They only succeed­
ed in saving 22 persons. The purser was 
saved. He says there must have been 14 
lost. Amongst the missin» is Capt. Car­
michael ; me chief engineer, Mr. Finu­
cane, of Prescott ; the steward, Wm. 
Spence of Lachine ; also, three lady pas­
sengers, Mrs. Sibbald and daughter, of I 
Brockville ; Miss Ireland, of Kingston ; J 
and Mr. Hillyard Wear, of Chatham. 
The names of the others lost are unknown 
at present. Those that were saved ar­
rived at this poit about twelve o’clock, 
and received every attention which lay 
in the power of Mr. J. 0. Guy, the Har­
bour-master.

The purser, Mr. L. A. McPherson, 
gives The Globe the following statement 
with respect to the catastrophe :—

We left Toronto on We 1 ne 3d a; J after­
noon at five o'clock. When off Oshawa 
and about fifteen miles from shore a fire 
broke out amidships and the boat was 
almost immediately in a mass of flames. 
Three boats were lowered, one of which 
drifted away before any one got into it. 
It was not blowing hard at the time. 
The other two boats reached land in 
safety about one o'clock this morning. 
One of them was commanded by the first 
mute, John Henderson, of Charlotte, N. 
Y., and contained thirteen persons, two 
of whom were passengers and the rest 
members of the crew. The passengers 
were J. J. Parmenter, Toronto,and Mast­
er James Clare, of Manitoba ; the others 
were Chas. Bradley, second mate ; James 
Finucane, the watchman, two firemen, L. 
Lecont, wheelsman, Wm. Merchiston and 
John Revere, waiters, a mess room boy, a 
deck hand, whose name I do not know, 
and Henderson and myself. The other 
boat was commandai by the pilot, a 
Frenchman, whose first name is Napoleon, 
and contained nine persons, all belonging 
to the crew. Among them were the 
ladies’ maid, Ann Gerraghty; and John 
McGowan, fireman. The names of the 
ethers I do not know.

There were fourteen persons left 
aboard the steamer who could not get off. 
The flames spread so quickly that it was 
almost impossible to do anything. One 
of the small boats was scorched, and one 
of the mates got his face burnt. Amongst 
those lost are the captain, Charles Car­
michael, of Toronto ; the chief engineer, 
William Finucane, of Prescott ; the stew­
ard, William Spence, of Lachine, former­
ly of Kingston ; Mrs. Sibbald and daugh­
ter of Brockville ; Miss Ireland, of 
Kingston, who was returning home from 
Chatham, where she had been seeing her 
brother, and Mr. Hillyard Wear, of Chat­
ham, who had been travelling with her. 
There was very little screaming or any­
thing of that sort, but when we were 
leaving the steamer I heard something 
like moaning. Some one said that they 
saw two women standing on her stern. 
The last I saw of Capt. Carmichael he 
was in the water holding on to a plank. 
He called out “ Charley, Charley, Char­
ley,” to the second mate, and we went 
over to him ; a bov who was near him 
then got hold of the boat, and while we 
were pulling him in the captain seemed 
to paddle away from us, and we lost him. 
Some one said that he had a life preser­
ver, but it is not likely he lived long, the 
water was so cold. A tug was towing the 
hull of the steamer into Whitby this 
morning when I left. She had on board 
about 1,300 barrels of apples, about 50 
tons of bacon, and a small quantity of 
other freight when she was burned.

The Bavarian was the old steamer 
Kingston rebuilt. The Kingston, it will 
be recollected, was burned in the St. 
Lawrence a year ago last June, and her 
hull being of iron it was used in the con­
struction of the Bavarian. The latter 
was put on the lake and river route on 
the first of last Juiy. She was a very 
fine boat, valued at about $80,000. She 
was insured against fire to the amount of 
«.Lout $40,000 or 845,000.

Mr. Mackenzie having been sent for, that 
gome communication would be made to 
this House from that side of the House, 
and we wait for that communication.

Mr. Geoffrion—I have to state to the 
House that I have been requested by Mr. 
Mackenzie to state to the House that the 
formation of a now Ministry is in a state 
of progress, and to ask that the House 
adjourn. I therefore move the adjourn­
ment of the House.

Sir John A. Macdonald seconded the 
motion, which was agreed to.

The House adjourned till three o’clock 
to-morrow.
