New York,
Aryus this afternoon publishes a supple­
mentary statement from Theodore Tilton, 
in the form of an interview with one of 
the reporters, in which Tilton says all 
the counts of his cross-examinations by 
the Committee have been incorrect, one­
sided, and half-malicious misrepresenta­
tions of him, furnished to reporters by 
counsel of the Committee, for which the 
Committee themselves are not responsi­
ble. He says the Committee's counsel 
are full of tricks, distort the case ; that 
by their action in making an enquiry into 
his .(Tilton’s) female acquaintances they 
have given him the right to inquire into 
the character of Beecher’s lady friends ; 
and if such a liue of battle were pursued 
he could draw a sword with two edges to 
their one. If this new aspect is to char­
acterize the remainder of the controversy, 
it would be better for Beecher if he had 
never been born. Tilton denounces the 
assertion made by tho Committee that he 
had no evidence of Beecher’s adultery 
except from his wife, as an absolute fab­
rication. On the contrary, lie says :—“ I 
told the Committee distinctly that Mr. 
Beecher had confessed his adultery to 
me, that ho had confessed it to Mr. Moul­
ton, that lie had confessed it to other 
persons whom I named ; and further­
more, I gave the names of several persons 
who for the last four years have been per­
fectly well aware that Mr. Moulton’s en­
tire connection with this ease from 
beginning to end has been based on the 
one and only corner-stone of Mr. Bee­
cher’s criminality. I asked that all these 
persons be produced before the Commit­
tee; I asked, furthermore, for the privi­
lege of being present to cross-examine 
Mr. Beecher and" the other witnêKscK. 
I still further suggested that the case had 
become one of such magnitude that it 
would be better for the Committee to 
dismiss this informal examination, at 
which no one but myself had thus far 
spoken under oath, and adjourn to meet 
in Court. I expressed a willingness to be 
sued for libel, or to be put in any other 
way before a tribunal which could com­
pel witnesses to testify under oath, and 
which could punish perjury with the 
State Prison. If this case, with all the 
facts which lie behind it, revealed and 
unrevealed, were nôw before a Criminal 
Court instead of a voluntary Committee, 
and if Mr. Beecher’s printed statement 
had been made under oath, subject to 
cross-examination and overthrow, he 
would indeed be compelled to step down. 
I feel at liberty to speak freely, because 
Mr. Beecher’s counsel have falsified me 
to the world, and I have no resource but 
to smile at them in the face.”

The Beecher Examining Committee re­
sumed the session this evening at the 
residence of Augustus Storrs, Brooklyn. 
Mrs. Ovington was examined at some 
length with reference to the statements 
made by Mr. Tilton to her and her hus­
band. The Committee refused all in­
formation relative to the investigation.

Mr. Henry W. Sage, Chairman of the 
Beecher Investigating Committee, had a 
long interview with Theodore Tilton this 
morning. It is rumored that a complete 
change of front is to be made, and that 
Sage’s visit to Tilton was full of signifi­
cance.

Victoria Woodhull has arrived in this 
city. She denounced the story going the 
round of the papers purporting to come 
from her about her intimacy with Tilton 
as absolutely false. She says she will 
reserve what she has to say on the Til- 
ton-Beecher matter till both parties have 
exhausted themselves.

Frank Moulton is reported by the Her­
ald as having said yesterday that Tilton’s 
statement is totally inadequate to the 
occasion.

The Cow Qnestlon.
The frequency, within the past few 

days,of deaths among the cows, ha^|creat? 
ed a good deal of discussion as to the 
cause of this sudden falling off. The 
conclusion arrived at,—very naturally, 
we think,—has been that these sudden 
deaths were caused by poison. It is 
conjectured that the cows have ea|en 
weeds or potato stalks that have been 
sprinkled ,'with Paris green and other 
poisonous bug-destroyers. With this 
impression, some alarm has been oc­
casioned lest the cows which have not 
died may be so far in juried by the poison 
as to make the use of their milk danger-

18.
Whether the conjectures thus far are 

correct, we cannot yet say. We have 
consulted with Mr. Marriott, veterinary 
surgeon, who has had several cases in 
hand ; and whose opinion is worthy of 
consideration. In his study of the sub­
ject thus far,he has found no support for 
the theory above mentioned, but thinks 
the grass which these roaming cows have 
been-eating has- been sprinkled with 
poison, with the malicious intent of kill­
ing the cattle, In support of this, he 
asserts that there are no traces of potato 
stalks in the stomachs which he has 
dissected, and also that all the cases un­
der treatment have been those of roam­
ing cows, while those which are kept at 
home remain untouched. We would ad­
vise all who have cows to keep them from 
roaming on the commons, if possible ; 
but should any symptoms of poison ex­
hibit themselves they can be counteracted 
by a dose of moist hydrated peroxide of 
iron, promptly administered.

Why a man, as soon as he enters 

I the political world as an advocate for 
ertain principles, or as a candidate 
or the sutirages of his fellow-electors,

I should be stripped of everything that 
I made him, in his private capacity, a 
I virtuous and ùonorable citizen, is 
I one of those things that is hard to be 
I understood. That such is the case

Mr. Elliott said that the present over- 
• seer was either incompetent for his work" 
or else very careless. The objection 
taken to the report was that no details 
were given of expenditure.

Mr. Robertson moved, seconded by 
Mr. Harvey, that the report of the Road 
and Bridge Committee be referred back, 
with instructions to produce all the 
books kept by. the overseer of the time 
worked,lumber used, and nail purchased 
for the separate streets.

Mr. Raymond said by their resolution 
the Committee were called upon to do 
what was impossible; in fact it was equi­
valent to a request to resign, and that 
would be the result.

Mr. Robertson thought if the books 
were kept properly this vras not an im­
possible task.

Mr. Howard said the result of this 
resolution would not be what Mr. Ray­
mond thought. When the books would be 
brought down, it would be seen who was 
responsible. If the overseer has not 
kept his books properly, it would be 
competent for the Council to .dismiss 
him ; and if the Chairman—who had con­
trol of the affairs of the Committee—had 
been lax, he was responsible.

Mr. McCrae thought the overseer 
should come before the^Gouncil to answer 
questions. It was evident that the 
Committee had failed to get the desited 
informatiom.

Mr. Raymond said the Council should 
ask the overseer directly for the books as 
the Committee had failed to give satis­
faction.

Mr. Elliot said the facts adduced show­
ed that the overseer was totally ineffi­
cient. The question was whether he 
was worthy the confidence cf the Council. 
He then moved,seconded by Mr. Howard, 
that the report of the Committee be not 
now adopted, but that its consideration 
he referred to an adjourned meeting of 

\ the Council on Tuesday evening next, 
and that the Clerk notify the overseer to 
appear before the Council and pr oduce 
all his books connected with road 
accounts.

Mr. Coffee said that it was an overseer 
e that had been employed—not a book- 
~ keeper. It was questionable whether he 

could keep books. The names of parties 
had never been inserted in the accounts 
of this Committee in past years, but the

__ CounciLhere strained at gnats while
they had swallowed camel after camel.

After some discussion; Mr. 
Elliot’s motion was put and carried by à 
vote of 7 to 6. Mr. Robertson with­
drawing his motion.

The Council then adjourned. v
