A PAPER WITHOUT PRINCIPLE.

The Toronto Telegram is a ‘great organ
of public opinion, probably fhe greatest in

“all Canada, and'that for a reason which
may be ‘very -briefly ‘stated. Most other
journals find their ambition Batisfied with
being accredited representatives of one or
the other of the two political parties ; but
the Telegram,  disdaining such narrow
limits, aspirés’ to represent them Loth.
Speaking strictly as to limits of time, we
should perhaps add—not both at once, ex-
actly, for that might be infringing upon
the patent of the lrishman’s bird, ‘which
was able to be in two places at one and the
same instant—but alternately, the reform
party oné day and the conservative party
the next. *‘’Tis not in mortals to command
success,” it has been said ; but the Tele-
gram has done more, it has deserved suc-
cess in its efforts to represent both parties,
that is, on aiternate days. . The Globe is
reform, and the Mail is conservative, every
day in the week. The Telegram is greater
tlhan both of them put together, because
it is both reform and conservative,
which neither of the two dare pretend to
be. It supports both Sir John and Mr.
Blake as candidates for Toronto : let the
Globe or the Mail try to do that, if either
of them dare. It is not surprisingthata
journal of such vast power of inclusion,
feeling itself free as air and wholly un-
tramelled by principle, is able to mock at
principle and patriotism together in the
following.fashion :

““Our lively friend 1}10 World is anxious
to know why 1%s contempories do not make
a fuss about the railway amalgamatin. It
says it is the only Iyaper that makes a fuss
about anything. No doubt it is a great
affliction to it not to see other journals
tearing their hair and going into hysterics
every time it entertains itself in this way,
but it should stop and ask itself what is to
be gained by it all. If theshareholders in
rival telegraph companies or rival railway
companies see that they are going to make
more money by amalgamating than by sus-
taining competitive lines, they will amal-
gamate if all the newspapers in the eountry
tear their hair out by. handfuls, or go into
hysterics by the week. It is not a matter
of sentiment with shareholders at all. It is
simply a matter of pounds, shillings and

nce. The World says it has been argu-
1ng against the amalgamation of the two
trunk lines. What effect bave its argm-
ments had? None at all. The chances
are that the shareholders in England never
heard of our lively contemporary, or if
they did, that they were not in the least
disconcerted by its arguments. To make a
fuss when there is some prospect of pre-
venting & certain live of action being
taken, isright enongh ; but to maké a fuss
when it is as certain as anything can be
that nothing is to be gained by it is absurd.
It will be a great misfortune to Canada if
the amalgamation: of the two trunk lines be
earried out, but what do the English share-
holders care about Catada? It is the di-
vidends that they are concerned about, and
the dividends only. ”

Last session the Ontario assembly had
pressed upon it a number of railway bills,
some of greater and some of lesser impor-
tance. Some of them directly affected the
Great Western and some the Grand Trunk;
bnt every one of them that directly affect-
ed either road indirectly affected the other,
and that very materially tco. The World
argued that all bills calculated - either
to aggrandise the Grand Trunk
or to cripple the Great Western should be

+ mation, which it was the interest (i the
people of Ontario te prevent. Qur ‘argu.
ments were addressed, not to people in Eng-
land, but to the legislature, the press, and
the public of this province. The assembled
wisdom of Ontario saw otherwise, however,
and our counsel was ignored or rejected by
that august body, Our protests against
fusionist legislation having proved of no
avail to check it, the Telegram argues that
we made a ‘“fuss ” without reason. The
reply must be that we did right; and for
proof of this take the fact that the Tele-
gram admits that amalgamation would be a
great misfortune to Canada; while the
Globe, after”supporting all the fusionist
bills when they were before the local
house, says now that fusion must be re-
sisted by the people of this country at all
costs and hazards, The Telegram’s fault-
finding with The World amounts 1o this,
that it is very foolish to argue against any-
thing that is wrong, injurious, or un patri-
otic, if it appear that there is a majority in
parliament in fayor of it.

But we decline even now to admit that
fusion is virtually accomplished, and that
protests from Canada against it can be of
no avail.

- Its population is flying from it. There
18 n0 mistake about the matter,—the in-
habitants of Ontario are steadily leaving it,
Why is this?

We have good laws, and a large measure of
freedom, = There are no blizzards, no floods
no grasshoppers. Peace and plenty are
everywhere, and yet the people fly from it.
Why, we ask again, isthis? During last
year no less than 21,513 Canadians settled
in the‘northweat, most of whom went from
Ontario, and the chief of the bureau of sta-
tistics at Washington makes returns show-
ing that no less than 125,000 Canadians
emigrated to the United States during the
fiscal year. We cannot say what proportion
of this 125,000 went from Ontario, but we
Brecume the number was not very small.

‘cause, perhaps many, for this exodus of the

In the city treasurer’s department, Ald.

creases were taken up singly. The salary
of the clerks have been increased ten per
cent.

In the city clerk’s department the follow-
ing increases were given, Littlejoin $200,
Senderson $150, Bell $100 and Boyle $100
The city engineer's salary was increased
from 22500 to $2800. W. D. Shutt got
$:00 increase. Inspectors Lackey and
Wilsou werelgiven $200 and $100 respec-
tively.

The city auditors get $100 each. In-
spector Copping of the health department
was given $100 advance.

THE FIRE DEPARTMENT

PUBLIC SCHOOL BOARD.

P

The Kindergarten Successful and Likely
to be Introduced imto Toronmto.

The school board met last night in its
offices at 7.45 o’clock. Présent: Mr. Gal-
ley, in the chair, and Messrs. McMurrich,
Johnscon, Boxall, Mara, Crombie, Lambe,
Lee. Ogden, Roden, Donovan, Mills, Somers,
Hamilton and Wright.

A usumber of communications were read
asking for appointments as teachers.

The head teachers asked permission from
the board to hold a meeting in the offices,
but the board saw fit to ignore them.

A letter from C. E Ryerson was read
thanking the board on behalf of Mrs.
syerson and family for their expression of
sympathy and regret at the death of the
late Dr. Ryerson.

Mr. Roden submitted the report of him-
self and Mr. Hughes, inspector, on the
Kindergarten system, as found by them in
their visit to St. Louis. :

Mr. Hughes was requested to read the
report compiled by himself and approved
by Mr. Roden.

The - report was voluminous and
comprehensive. It dealt critically with
the system and somewhat cynically
with the system’s adverse critics. The
object of the system was not so much to get
knowledge into the children as to prepare
them to receive it by strermgthening their
physical natures, cultivating their observa-
tion and teaching them by actual demon-
stration many of the laws of nature. It
afforded children juvenile associates, the
lack of which was a great want, and by its
non-stereotyped system of calisthenics
gave them ease and grace of métion, which
was hard to attain when grown to maturity.

The Kindergarten had been establiched
in 1872 in St. Louis with only one school
and had grown regulaii'v till. now there
were 60 schools, 287 1: . 'chers and 5000
pupils in Kindergarten schools.

The report recommended its introduction
into the city schools gradually and sug-
guested requesting Miss Blue and Mrs.
Hubbatd, of St. Louis, to come here and
explain the system. It suggested the
establishment of a class for the training
of Kindergarten teachers and then the
gradual adoption of it generally.

The board ordered the report to be print-
ed in the minutes.

Mr. McMurrich gave notice of motion
that he would move that the board request
the minister of education to have the
system introduced into the model schools
and taught to primary teachers,

ALARM BOXES.

If a Change Should be Made, Why is it net
Made ?

Yesterday morning an alarm was rung
from box 21, corner of Queen and Beverley
streets, the most quickly alarmed box in
the city. As is generally known, in this
locality thereis very little likelihood of a
serious fire occurring, and this being the
case, why should the -box which takes the
shortest time to alarm be there? Frequent-
ly the firemen are in readiness to go before
the alarm is half sounuded, but have to wait
in the station till they know where to go,
Of course ringing the longest alarm does
not take a great time, but sometimes the
difference in time between the long alarms
and the short ones would be sufficient to
save thousands of dollars’ worth of pro-
perty. Box 21 and all other easily alarmed
boxes should be placed where there is the
greatest chance for conflagrations taking
place, such as along Front street or the
Esplanade from York to Sherbourne streets.
The changing of the boxes would causelittle
trouble and not much expense, and there
is no objection to redistributing them. This
being.the case why is the change not made ?
If the chairman of the fire and gas com-
mittee wonld speak to the chiefs of the de-
partment, we feel. sure that the suggestion,
before made, would meet their approval.

A Mysterious Disappearance.

About two weeks ago a young man, aged
22, from Birmingham, engaged as waiter in
St. Julien, _ King strest west. He took
two trunks containing clothing, etc., to
his rooms. He was steady, stuck well to
business, and seldom left the place. On
Mouday he complained of being ill, and
expressed his intention of going to see a
physician. Be left next morning without
drawing his wages or taking any extra
clothing, and since has not been seen. It
is-believed he is suffering from mental de-
pression or that some serious accident has
befallen him. He is of fair complexion,
and when last seen wore a drab overcoat,
brown hat and dark undercoat.

Fun at the New Fort.
Franklyn and Rosenthal, Jews and
second-hand dealers, went to the ngw fort
