Large crowds of people lined the route
taken by the royal party in going from
the depot to the palace, and shouted *‘Long
live Spain.” The king was repeatedly
greeted with cheers, and notwithstanding
the excitement the most perfect order pre-
vailed.

All classes are intensely angered against
Germany for the step she has taken. The
greatest irritation prevails in naval and
military circles over the affair. The
German legstion is guarded by cavalry,
infantry and artillery. The German
consul, Baron De Gulsehmid, in the

THE yUMPING ENGINES

Of the City Waterworks—The New Ma-
chinery and the Oid.

The new pumping engines at the water
works are now being tested before final
acceptance, and the result is a matter of
much interest to the citizens generally, A
brief description of both the old engines
and the new will therefore be in order.

Let it be stated at the beginning, then,
that the old engines are not ‘“‘played out”
by any means. They are good for many &
year's work yet—many millions upon mi
lions of galions of the indispensable fluid
will they yet send to the high level of the
ale reservoir. But the simple fact is
that the Queen .oity has outgrown their
capaeity; and, were they’ ever so good, of
their size, we must have more pumping
power. The two old engines are of unequal
size, the larger having a capacity ol;toM
million gal ons per day, and the smaller
of four millions. They were built by
Worthington of New York, and
their construction is extremely simple.
The piston rod of the pump cyclinder
is on @ line with that of the steam engine
cyclinder—one is, in fact, s continuation
of the other—and both have the same’]
motion.  Their ordinary speed is eleven or
twelve revolutions per minute, and for
each revolution there are two strokes of
the pump, one forward and one back, The
water enters by valves on the top side of
the oyelinder, and is driven out through
valves on the lower side, Main force is
what does it, The giant power of steam
pushes, and the water must go before it
and does. The Worthington engine has
two sfeam cyolinders—a smaller one, into
which the steam first enters, and a larger’
one, in which the same steam is made tc
do doty again ere making its escape into
the open air. - This is an adaptation of the
principle of the compound marine engine,
which 'has. reduced. the quantity of coal
required to drive a steamsliip across the
Atlantlc, per thousand tons of ship and
cargo ‘$ogether, to something like one-
eighth” of what was consumed thirty or
forty years ago.
