Mr. Meyers proceeded, bnt the scene was 
a stormy one.

Mr. S. .R. Clarke was howled down, and 
for a long time disorder was rampant. AS 
last, however, he was given a hearing, and 
spoke to the same effect as Mr. Meyers hsd 
done, but using different lines of argument.

At the conclusion of Mr. Clarke’s address 
he, Mr. Meyers and the chairman rose to 
leave the platform, bat N. B. Falkiner 
took the stand, and after denounc­
ing the previous speakers moved a reso­
lution, seconded by John Taylor, declaring 
that the meeting repudiate the sentiments 
and pnnciples of Messrs. Meyers and Clarke, 
and declaring that as Britons we would live, 
and as Britons die.

Mr. Falkiner then handed the motion to 
the chairman, whe refused to put it. Mr,Fal­
kiner did so, however, and the audience, 
a rising vote, passed it about unanimously.

Paris, April 6.—The morning session of 
the Behring Sea Court of Arbitration to­
day waa dull, and even the eloquence of 
auch pleaders as Attorney-General Rus­
sell and J. C. Carter failed to awaken in­
terest.

Even the members of the court seemed 
bored, and it was notioed that the august 
head of Sir John Thompson, one of the 
British arbitrators, frequently nodded, sug­
gesting £he awful suspioion that he was 
tempted to slumber.

In closing his answer to Mr. Phelps’ pro- 
potal to exclude the supplementary report 
of the British Behring Sea Commissioners 
Sir Charles Russell contended that the ob­
jections of the United States to the report, 
on the ground that it had not been subject 
to control or cross-examination, applied 
equallv to a large mass of evidence in the 
United States counter-case.

F or instance, four reports made by Copt. 
Hooper concerning seal life in the Prebyloff 
Islands had been incorporated in the coun­
ter-case, althongh these were evidences of 
the kind to which the United States had 
objected when it came from Great Britain. 
These reports, like much other similar 
matter, had been used in the American 
case without provoking the elightest pro­
test from Great Britain.

Phelps had asked to have excluded did not 
contain any newfacts, but simply the re­
sults of a re-examination of well-known 
facts.

FRANCO-CANADIAN TREATY.

The Difficulty Hns Been Temporarily 
Bridged Over.

London, April 6.—The French Govern­
ment have refrained from abandoning 
the Franco-Canadian treaty, as was serious­
ly contemplated when Hon.
Foster!» first declaration on the matter was 
made public.

The reason for this step is that assur­
ances have been received at Paris that the 
treaty will be submitted as a Government 
meaaure for adoption in the Canadian House 
of Commons at ite next session.

This infermation, coupled with a request 
from the British authorities that no present 
action be taken by the French authorities, 
has bridged over the difficulty in the man­
ner stated.

It is a matter of conjecture as to just 
how much Sir Charles Tupper’s interview 
with Sir John Thompson in Paris has been 
a factor in reaching this decision.

Proved Hie Fallacy.
Mr. Gladstone proceeded with a historic 

development of the rise and the causes of 
the demand tor Irish Home Rale. He said 
the progress of events in the past century 
had proved the fallacy of the arguments of­
fered by the opponents of Home Rule 
that time and patience would see Ireland 
pacified without special legislation. Never 
was there a time when the Irish people 
were so near to acceptance of the union as 
during the first 29 years after the Act of 
Union had been passed, and the reason was 
not because they loved it, blit because they 
were trodden under foot.

The Old Story of Lore and Jealousy 
and the Too Ready Use of 

the Knife.
San Bernardino, Cal., April 6.—One of 

the bloodiest and most revolting tragedies 
that ever occurred in thia city took pi 
11 o’clock thia morning, in which W 
Goldkoffer, a German, and Francises Flores, 
a Mexican woman, were stabbed to death 
by Jesua Fuen.

Fnen and the Flores woman had been 
living together, but had separated. This 
morning Fuen went to the house of the 
woman and after a few words drew a knife 
and attempted to kill her. She eluded him 
and ran across the street to the residence of 
Goldkoffer and appealed for protec­
tion. Goldkoffer, who was a cripple, 
attempted to shield the woman, and was 
stabbed iu -a dozen places by the infuriated 
Mexican.

Meantime the woman had again fled, .but 
was pursued and overtaken. Her head 
was nearly severed from her body by 
Fuen. After killing the woman, Fuen at­
tacked another Mexican who had come to 
the assistance of the woman. The at­
tacked man struck Fuen with a atone ren­
dering him insensible.

Cabled to Canada.

Ottawa, April 6.—A cable has been re­
ceived by the Government from Paris to­
day stating that the French Government 
approves of the action of the Canadian 
Parliament in declining to ratify the com­
mercial treaty recently negotiated between 
Canada and France until nextsesaion, pend­
ing certain modifications.

Would Make a Useful Addition to the 
Detective Force,

Great Dedication Ceremonies at Salt 
Lake Clly.

Salt Lake, Utah, April 6.—The Mor- 
* mon temple was dedicated to-day in the 

presence of a throng of believers.
The cap-stone was laid April 6,1892, at 

which time the date for dedication was 
’ fixed for April 6,1893, the 63rd anniversary 
' of the organization ot the Mormon 

Church and 40 years from the day the 
temple corner etones were laid. It coat 
$5,000,000.

The building is 186] feet long and 99 
feet wide. With the towers, it covers an 
area of 21,850 square feet. The foundation 
wall is 16 feet thick and 16 deep. On this 
the granite walls are 9 feet thick on the 
bottom and narrow to 6 feet at the square. 
The east part of the temple is for the Mel- 
chisedec Priests’ Order, representing 
the higher or spiritual affaire. The 
west is for the Aarenic priesthood, repre­
sentatives of temporal existence. The figure 
on the east central tower symbolizes the 
angel named in the 14th chapter and 6th 
verse of St. John’s Revelation. There are 
in the building many stones symbolical of 
different conditions of mankind. Around 
thejoase are hearthstones. Above these 
are moonstones, showing the moon in its 
various phases, and emblematic of terres­
trial glory. Still higher than theee are 
sun stones, typical of the celestial or 
tlie higher glory of the heavens. 
There are also star stones, representing 
the glory of the stars. On the west tower 
is the Ursa Major, pointing to the Polar 
Star, and indicating that there is a fixed 
guide for fallen mankind to return to God. 
Then there are cloud etones and others of 
like symbolical nature. The architecture 
of ihe building is without a known parallel 
in ancient or modern times. The cost of 
the building, as near as can be ascertained, 
will be slightly in excess of $5,000,000. The 
building is provided with all the modern 
appliances for lighting, heating, ventilatiug 
and sanitary arrangements. It is antici­
pated that the ceremonies will extend over 
a period of fourteen days, but the chief 
interest centered in to-day's proceedings.

The assembly room, on the fourth story, 
is the largest in the building, and it was in 
this that the services were conducted. It 
accommodates about 2500 persons, or 5000 
persons at the two sessions to be held eacli 
day. Arrangements have been perfected to 
admit between 60,000 and 70,000 persons 
before the services are at an end, and there 
ia a strong probability from official reports 
received that even the latter number will 
be exceeded.

Elut Toronto.
The directors of the Toronto and Scar- 

boro Railway Company met to consider the 
tenders for grading which have been re­
ceived. The three lowest were referred to 
the secretary and Engineer Gait for ex­
amination, and enquiry as to the securities 
offered by the tenderers.

As a result of the inspection by a deputa­
tion from the County Council, County 
Engineer McDougall and Mr. Galt, C E., 
for the railway company, meet next Mon­
day to go into the details of the conipany’s 
plane.

The dispute about the location of the 
track at the intersection of' Main-street 
with the Kingston-road has been settled by 
placing the track slightly to the north of 
the centre ot the road.

Toronto Junction.
An important meeting of the Town Coun­

cil was held on Wednesday night, Mayor 
Pears presiding. A number of communica­
tions were received, including one from Mr.
William Fitzgerald enquiring if the council 
felt disposed to contribute towards the 
support of the Smith children in the Pro­
testant Orphans’ Home.

The proposed sale of the corporation 
electric plant and the Toronto Incandescent 
Electric Light Co. was discussed at length.
The agreement provides for the sale of all 
the plant now owned by the town and the 
creating of a monopoly in the supply of 
electricity for light, heat and power for Iff 
years, the agreement containing stipula­
tions that the City and Suburban Railway 
Co. and the Davenport Street Railway are 
not to be allowed to furnish electricity for 
any other purpose than driving, heating and 
lighting their own cars. The price is 
$28,100—$8100 cash and the balance 
in 38 half-yearly instalments, with interest 
at 5 per cent. The company ale to fur­
nish arc lights of specified capacity at 30 
cents per night and incandescent lights at 
$20 each fier annum.

The members did not feel like disposing 
of a matter of this magnitude at one sitting, 
and Councillor Laughton’s suggestion to 
lay it over was cheerfully adopted.

The High School Board want $5000 more 
to carry out their proposed plans for the 
new building. Councillor Laughton opposed 
it; he claimed that the $25,000 they got a 
year ago should havs been plenty, if judi­
ciously expended; the site cost $7000, and 
$14,000 or $15,000 ought to be quite suffi­
cient for the building; this would leave 
$2000 or $3000 for equipment, which, he 
thought, was enough; anyway, the deben­
ture debt of the town was too big now and 
continually growing, and should 
added to.

Typuotd Statistics.
The Medical Health Officer’s report yes­

terday quotes figures in regard to typhoid 
fever which seem to establish an undoubted 
connection between our water and that 
disease. We began drinking bay water on 
Christmas Day. During January there 
were 32 cases of typhoid, in February 109 
and last month 139. The fact that the 
fever requires time to develop would ac­
count for the email number during the first 
month we began to use bay water. A work 
on fevers before us says: “Facts go to 
show strongly that the contagion ia 
tained in the intestinal evacuations, and 
that the disease may be diffused by 
of drinking water into which excrement in 
ever so small quantities has found access.
If the water we have been drinking lately 
is not the cause of this increase in 
typhoid cases, then we would like to 
know what the cause really is. Under 
proper sanitary conditions we would have 
no tvphoid fever.

| <1 am assuaed that before he got rid of 
Fehmy Pacha the Khedive consulted Lord 
Cromer as to his rights and prerogatives.
He waa informed that by the Egyptian con­
stitution he was at liberty to chooee what 
men he pleased for his advisers, 
he been lees secret in his choiee of Fehmy 
Pacha’s successor there would possibly have 
been no conflict.

That the English agent has gone too far 
is pretty generally owned. And by this 
time it must have become apparent to the 
English officials that they have lost more 
than they have gamed by the substitution 
of a self-willed, able statesman like Riaz 
Pacha for Fahkry Pascha.

The French and Russians, who are work­
ing hand in hand here, seem willing enough 
to assist Lord Cromer in covering sny back­
ward movement he may (and not improb­
ably) think fit to make.

Meanwhile Fahkry hae retired to his 
palace and Fehmy has gone south in searoh 
of health.

Contrary to the rumors which were lately 
current I hear that Ghazi Moukhtar Pacha 
will not leave Cairo. He gave a dinner to 
the diplomstic corps some nights ago which, 
it was supposed at first, might prove a fare­
well feast.

TBE WO BID’S CROPS.

The Outlook Pro us lies No Deficiency In 
the Harvest.

New York, April 6.—The Herald edi­
torially, ,aye: Despite the very general 
severity of the past winter in the northern 
hemisphere, the recent Australien and other 
Anetral lands floods and the backwardness 
of the American spring, there is now no 
reason to anticipate any widespread de­
ficiency or excess in this year’s harvests.
Still, the present weather-crop outlook ie 
interesting and suggestive, more especially 
eo ae the anomalies of the coming seasons 
may^ considerably affect the agricultural

A Dornbuech report published by The 
London Tieqes on the 24th nit. stated that 
id India the “unseasonable rainy period" 
wae passing away, and from what could be 

therèd tne wheat crop had “not suffered
__ Jr.” If, however, the winter’s rainfall
haa been heavy, the promie# for the sum­
mer is not auspicious. The late Mr. Blan- 
ford, long the Government climato­
logist of India, observed that “a 
heavy winter and epring rainfall 
takes the form of heavy snow on 
the Himalaya; and, as far as our limited 
experience goes, seasons in which the accu­
mulation ot snow has been excessive have 
been-followed by a more or lees prolonged 
euepension of the summer rainfall, as a 
rule in Northern India,' but sometimes in 
eome portion of the peninsula.’’ The 
Indian crop prospects cannot, therefore, he 
regarded as roseate, though no agricultural 

to re- failure in the Gaagetic Valley ie at present 
indica’ted.

The latest reports of the past season in 
Eastern European Russia and Asiatic Russia 
are very incomplete, bat, as far as they go, 
peint to a winter of great rigor. The Rou­
manian official Bolletmo Meneualr for Feb­
ruary and the journal Das Wetter publish 
the minimum temperatures of last J anuary
in these regions, among which are 32.8 de- HELP WANTED,
grées below' Zero at Moscow, 38.2 below at
Ekaterinenberg, 49 below at Barnaul and O ALARY. OR COMMIB8IPN-TO AGENTS TO 50 8 below at W, the intensity of the 
cold increasing as we go eastward Irom 
Moscow. It appears that all Asia has 
passed through an abnormally Severe sea­
son, wbicli prima facie ie not favorable for 
agriculture. Bnt the Asiatic climate caa 
turn wonderful somersaults in a few weeks, 
and, possibly, the coming summer may 
make very large amends for any tempera­
ture-delinquencies of the past winter.

Turning the eye southward from Moscow 
to the Black Sea region and also westward 
over Germany, Holland, Belgium, France, 
and even Great Britain, the agricultural 
prospect brightens unmistakably. It has 
recently been reported by Dornbueh that 
“the agricultural situation in the Danube 
provinces on the whole is favorable, and 
Russian fields promiee fair to fall results.”
The latest temperature returns from West­
ern Europe appear to very greatly etrength- 
en these hopeful aatiolpationa 

In the United States eome general idea ef 
the agricultural outlook may be obtained 
from the Government weather crop bulletin 
issued this week, which states:

The meaa temperature for the month of 
March differs bnt slightly from the normal 
throughout allagrioultnral districts eaetof the 
Rocky Mountains, except in the spring wheat 
regions of Minnesota and the Dakotas. In 
the Liulf States, the southern portion ot the 
South Atlantic States and in Missouri and 
Kansas the average temperature for the 
month waa about 3 degrees below the nor- 

. mal, while in the Northern States east of the 
Mississippi the departure was about 1 degree, 
there being a slight excess in Virginia and 
the upper Ohio Valley, with a correspond­
ing deficiency in New England. Over the 
spring wheat region the averege temperature 
was frem 5 degrees to 10 degrees 
normal

Thu» it appears that the spring eo far has 
been colder than usual in America, ae The 
Herald predicted. The same bulletin re­
porta March til have been “relatively dry 
throughout all districts east, of .the Missis, 
sippi, except in Wisconsin and Florida," 
with “less rain than usual in the eonthwest 
and ae far north ae Kansas and Missouri," 
and a deficiency of rain in the cotton region, 
but "more than the Usual amount of run in 
the States of the upper Mieeieeppi Valley 
and the Dakotas” ana “excessive rains” in 
California. Of coarse these data are en­
tirely insufficient for any conclusive calcu­
lation of the American harvest» in 1893.
But it-i* certain that after an exceptionally 
hard winter, followed by a late opening of 
epring, winter wheat and cotton must now 
be generally backward. Whether they

The Seilly Islands have In the last few 
years been made a paradise of flowers, and 
flowers are now almost the sole business of 
the inhabitants.

Paucity of Direct Heirs.
The emperors and kings of Europe num­

ber seventeen, and if the heads of the 
families of Bourbon and Bonaparte be add-

The grand duchess of Saxe-Weimar, 
who is 69, is heiress of her niece, the queen 
of the Netherlands, and the poor king of 
Servis seems to have no heir at all, unless 
his father will accept the position.

The Mocking Bird.
A Philadelphia darky was the cause of 

the writing of that famous song, “Listen to 
the Mocking Bird.” “Sep Winner, the 
author and composer, says : “I was born 
in Philadelphia in 18*27. There was in 
that city a street character known as 
Whistling Dick, an accomplishment in 
which he excelled, really making 
beautiful music, to which he strummed an 
indifferent accompaniment on the guitar. 
One of his specialties was the imitation of 
a mocking bird, which suggested to me the 
composition of a ballad of that character, 
and ‘Listen to the Mocking Bird* was the 
result. It was written to suit the small 
compass of Dick’s whistle, to whom I 
taught it, and this whistling genius did 
much to start the song on its successful 

The song won its greatest popu­
larity in the Southern States, where it was 
taken up by the colored people and sung 
far and wide. There are numerous young 
ladies in the United States to day bearing 
the name of Hallie, which was first used in 
this ballad. As the song was first publish­
ed in the year 1855, it will be seen that it 
is now nearly 40 years old.”
