The difference between celebrating
the Twenty-fourth as a perpetual
holiday, and celebrating June the
third, or any other day on which the
reigning monarch is born, is the
difference between true British pat-
triotism and flunkeyism. Long be-
fore Imperialism was fashionable,
Canada made a specialty of observ-
ing the Queen's Birthday. It was
the occasion of expressing the
chivalrous devotion of the people to
the Queen. It was the first real
summer holiday. It was the day
when the trees were touched with
the freshest, most tender green. It
was the day of firecrackers for the
kids and amateur . gardening for
their fathers.

The proposal to abolish this holiday,
and substitute for it a celebration
running all over the calendar, ac-
cording to the accident of birth of
the reigning soyereign, is unwise.
Edward the Seventh was nniversally
beloved, but the date of his birth
was forgotten by most people, and
nobody could be induced to keep it
as & holiday. It was too near
Thanksgiving Day; people would
not keep two holidays within two
weeks and they would not abandon
their practice of rendering thanks to
the King of Kings.

In the same way, June the Third
is too near Dominion Day, and we
do not intend to give up the celebra-
tion of our only distinctive Canadian
holiday. We are governed in the
British Empire not by the will of
the monarch but by the laws and
institutions which he represents.—
Star.

While New York leads the cities of
the world in its foreign shipping, it is
the only United States port in the first
dozen. London, which held the first
rank for generatious, not only lost the
lead a short time ago to the American
metropolis, but has been crowded into
third place by Antwerp.
