‘The Monthly Magazine (London) reports
Dr. Graham ax saying that it is not a cors
rect practice, after a cold is canght, to
make the room a person sits in much war-
mer than nsual, th increase the quantity

®,f bed clothes, wrap np in flannel, and
drink a large quantity of hot tea, gruel, or
other hot slops, because it will invariably
increase the feverixhnees, and, in the ma-
jovity of instances, prolong rather than
lexsen the duration of the cold. It is well
known that confining innoculated persons
in warm rooms will make their smallpox
more violent, by augmenting the general
heat and fever ; and it is for the same rea-
#on that a similar practice in the present
complaint is®@tended with analogous re-
sults, & cold being in reality a slight fever-
In rome parts of England, among the low-
er order of the people, a large glass of cold
apring water, taken on going to bed, i®
found to be a successful remedy, and in
fact many medical practitioners recom-
mend a reduced atmosphere and frequen!
draughts of cold fluid as the most effica-
cious remedy for a recent cold, particularly
when the patient’s habit is full and pletho-
ric.

Dr. Graham further says :

It is generally supposed that it is the
~expusure to the cold or wet atmosphere
which produces the effect calied cold,
w hereas it is returning to & warm tem-
puerature after exposure which is' the rea)
cauce of the evil. When a person in  the
cold weather goes into the open air, “every
time he draws in his breath the cold ai,
passes throngh his nostrils and windpipe
into the lungs, and, consequently, dimi
nishes the heat of these parts.  As long as
the person continues fn the cold air, he
feels no bad cffect from it ; but as soon
#s he retnrns home, he approaches the fire
to warm himsclf, and very often takes
xome warm and comfortable drink to keep
ont the cold, as it is said, The inevitable
conscquence is, that he will find be bas
taken cold. He feels a shivering which
makes him draw nearer the fire, but all to

_mo putpose ; the more he tries to hea
Limsclf, the more he chills. All the mis!
chief is here causced by the violent action
of the heart,

To avoid thit when you come out of a
very cold atmospere, you should not at
first go into a room that has a fire in it, or
if you cannot avoid that, you should
keep for a considerable time at as great a

as  possible, and, from
above all, refrain  frowm
taking warm or strong liquors when
you are cold. This rule is founded on the
same priuciple as the treatment of any part
of the body when frost bitten. If it were
Lrought to the fire it would soon mortify:
wherens, if rubbed, with snow, no bad con-
seqnences follow from it. Hence, if the
following rule were strictly observed—
when the whole body, or any part of it, is
chilled, bring it to its natural feeling and
warmth by degre~s—the fiequent colds we
experience in winter would in a great mea-
sure be prevented,

How to Use the Eyes«

There is no other sense to_which people
trust as much to as to sight, yet there are
fow who have ever taken any special pains
to improve the faculty of obscrvation. In
all canes of exciting events, witnessed by
many persons, it is astonishing to note
the wide variations in the stories of the
incidents told by those present. This is dne
principally to the faculty of observaticn
of the spectators.  Details are confused in
their'minds because they have not learned
to use their eyes properly. It is true that
some persons have great natural gifts of
obxervation, while others svem Junable to
fix matiers upon their memcries in their
true relation to each other. Thus, for
example, almost any one passing a group
of animals in a ficld, can distinguish
three, four or five without connting them.
Even when whirled past 1n & railroad car
mokt persons can glance 4t & very small
number of objects and be instinctively
able to tell just how many there are. But
a3 the number increases the attention must
be more and more fixed and the mind
strained to take in the exact number at a
glance, until, beyond a certain point, few
observers cait be accuratc in their appre-
ciation of the object they have merely
tiashed theif eyes over. Yet this accuracy
is of great value to people in all the
affairs of life, and often matters of the
greatest importance depend wholly upon
the impressions that have been left ou
casual spectators by a series of events, Iy
is manifest that a mind trained to note al'
that the eye mechanically sees has a great
advantage over one which gathers only a
yague picture, in which, even when all
the frathers are present, cause and effect
are inextricably confused.

Tt is an old story that Robert Houdin
paed to cultivate his powers of observation
while walking rapidly along the boleuvards
of Paris by selccting & shop windows and
noting in his mind the objects displayed
therein.

Restoring Rancid Butter.

Take as much care as we may, it will
not be strange if, during the Winter th:
butter besomes rancid from any one ol
several causes, This rancidity is due t
the presence in the butter of butyric acid ;
and, as soon as it is discovered, the buttcr
should be washed in good, new milk. It
may be cut up into slices and put into »
rotary churn, with a good quautity of the
milk, which will dissolve and wash out
the acid. After this is thoroughly done,
wash the butter in pure cold water, Th:
late Mr. Williard also recommended *the
tollowing : Beat up a quarter off a pound
of fresh lime in a pail of water, and afte:
it has stood for an hour, pour of the clea
portion and wash the rancid butter in that
In resalting the butter this is recomm«nd
ed : take ten ounces of fine salt, add to it
two ounces of saltpetre and as much su-
4ar. Mix these ingredients well, anc
work from a half to an ounce into eacl
pound of the butter, This will improv
its flavor and cause it to pass as a very fais
article. No one should fail to try these
methods, if he is so vnfortunate as fo bave
a lot of raucid butter. It may not be a,
all neceasary to make wagon-grease of it
as we have known peoplej to do.

To Coror OLp GoLp.—Silk - or satin
for piecing quilts may be dyed an old
gold color in this way: Take green
horse radish leaves, and steep them in
witer, making a strong dye. After
dipping the pieces into this till
thoroughly wet, wash in soft-soap suds.
Iron while damp, laying a cloth ove
the silk or ribbon.

(irease spots can be removed from
silk by sprinkling French chalk on the
spot and laying the garment away on
|u shelf in a dark ciSset. If the stain is
obstinate this may have to be repeated.
In ordinary cases thig will be sufficient,
but where the grease is not fresh and
has spread, it may be taken out by
placing blotting paper over it and ap
plying a hot iron to it. Do not let the
iron stand on it fong, and it must not
be very hot, as there is danger of the
color of the silk being changed.

To remove grease from an engraving
successfully : Lay the engraving with
the face down on some clean white pa-
per; over this lay another sheet of
white paper, covering the entire back
of the picture; this should be dampen-
ed evenly befure laying it over the
engraving; then iron this with an iron
that is not too warm. The best way to
dampen the paper is to lay a wet cloth
over it and press it for a moment with
the iron. If the frames and glass over
the engravings do not fit closely, it is a
good plan to remove the glass once a
year and wipe the dust from the glass
and the picture.
