— We were shown last week a little 
invention, patented by Mr. Wm. E. 
Forster, of Lawrenoetown, that will be 
hailed by sportsmen generally with 
pleasure. It is called the “ Eureka 
Fire Arm Cleaner.” It is simple, but ef- 
fective.and will take up no more room in 
the pocket than a pipe case. It consists 
of a cord with a small weight on one 
end which is dropped through the bar­
rel of the gun or pistol to be cleaned, 
to tbe opposite end of the cord, the 
cleaner,, consisting of a number of 
disks of rubber of graduated sizes, is 
attached. This is drawn through the 
barrel, either with or without 
a piece of rag wound around it. It 
cannot clog in the barrel owing to its 
peculiar shape and the flexibility of the 
rubber, and after being passed through 
one or two times, tbe cleaning process 
will be found to be satisfactorily com­
pleted. A sponge swab for washing 
out is also a part ol tbe device. Mr. 
Forster has already secured a Dominion 
patent, and has applied for one in the 
United States. He will commence the 
manufacture of bis invention very 
shortly at Lawrenoetown.

In the Provinces. When next you com* 
plain of the rates of pontage in your own 
fair country, please toll the whole story.
We admit that you have ample reason to 
clothe yourselves in sackcloth, sit on ash 
heaps and mourn because you have to pay 
three cents for mailing a half ounce letter, 
when in tbe United States tbe rate of let­
ter postage is only two cents for a whole 
big ounce. If, however,we carry the com- #% 
parison further, we find that book postage 
in the •• States'’ is one cent for every two 
ounces, while in the Provinces the cost is 
only half as much. For registering a let­
ter hero, the cost is never less than ten 
cents ; in the Provinces, one can be regie 
tered as low as two cents. Newspapers 
in the ” States” one cent ior every two 
ounces ; in the Provinces, one cent for 
four ounces. The rates for parcels and 
for money orders are also much * more 
favorable in the Province than here. Then 
again, when this particular correspondent 
of the Bridgetown Monitor, wishes to send 
a squib for publication in bis favorite 
paper, if be writes from Boston, be has to, 
pay ordinary letter postage rates hot if he 
writes from any place In the Province, by 
inscribing on the envelope the mngic and 
potent words, “ Printer’s Copy,” the article 
to he published can be mailed for one cent.
Is not such a statement of facte enough to 
make the mourners arise from the ash 
heaps, change their sackcloth for more
cheerful garb, and iejoice that their lot is GENTS' ONE-HALF HOSE ; 
cast on the British side of tbe boundary ?

True, there are many other matters of 
plaint besides postage. True, we 

have no Sunday newspapers in the Pro* 
vince, no Sunday horsecars, scarcely a 
Sunday railway train or steamboat, no 
labor strikes, and no John L. Sullivan to 
knock out the world in the other kind of 
striking. True, business is carried on 
here in Boston, with a push and a rush 
that leaves far in tbe rear, our conserva­
tive and rather slow-going provincial 
method. But we must consider that the 

• very conditions that point ont naturally 
and tend to build up a great centre of 
trade render business activity and enter­
prise, and keen competition, not only a 
necessity, but a natural consequence of 
those conditions. We all know that for a 
business firm, or an individual to attempt 
to get along in a great city in an easy­
going countrified manner would be not 
only unprofitable and impracticable, but 
would be just as unnatural as for a drop 
of water to move calmly along, or become 
stagnant in the wild rush of the torrent.
Give the New Englanders their proper 
share of credit for enterprise in building 
up this great city, but at the same time 
remember that there never could have been 
a Boston, if there had not existed natural 
conditions favorable for commercial opera­
tions But although Boston is the Mecca 
of so many Provincials, the shrine at 
which they worship Mrnnmon,and pay 
the penance of long, weary days and years 
of toil, in the hope of a Paradise of wealth 
or competence somewhere In the misty 
future, it does not represent the whole of 
New England, any more than New Eng­
land represents the whole union. Take a 
run “ Down East,” through the country 
districts of Maine and New Hampshire, 
and you will find as plain marks of slip­
shod farming as in any part of British 
America. Within easy reach ot tbe cities, 
there are plenty of farms that, to use an 
old expression, look as though the owners 
tickled the land with toothpicks, expect­
ing them to laugh with harvests. Look 
at Rockland, Maine, the great centre of 
the lime industry. Tbe quarries lie about 
a mile back of the city, and from time im­
memorial, the limestone has been carted 
with horse teams from these quarries to 
tbe kiln along tbe shore. Though it 
would he an immense saving to have this 
limestone brought to the shore by means 
of a railroad or even by a tramway, and 
thongh tbe most of the business men of f_^

customers to enable them to defraud the 
Dominion revenue. If the list is publish­
ed tbe names of several well-known 
American dealers who have conspired 
against the Dominion Government will be 
made public.

London, Jan. 3.—M. Blowitz, the Paris 
correspondent of the Timet, positively con­
firms his recent statement that Russia and 

I Germany have concluded a direct alliance. 
Blowitz says that by the terms of this new 
alliance Russia binds herself to remain 
neutral in the event of war between France 
and Germany, and Germany binds herself 
to remain neutral in' the event of war be­
tween Russia and Austria. He farther says 
that whHe there can be no doubt about tbe 
existence of this imperial compact there 
are two stories a» to the manner in which 
tbe treaty was effected. One story is that 
it was negotiated directly by tbe Czar and 
Emperor William, through personal cor­
respondence, and the other is that Prince 
Bismark and M. De Giers contrived the 
alliance by personal discussion. Dr. 
Blowitz says he does not know which of 
these stories is the correct one.

She Had Them There. — A propos of 
the low necked dress question, the 
story is re-called of tbe young Irish girl 
who attended a large ball in England 
years ago in tbe good old times.

A lady who is famous for her oyster 
cooking and who has been for years 
making a collection of choice recipes, 
contributes a lew whose excellence and 
novelty she can vouch for. A 
roast’ is easy and delicious. Tbe liquor 
is first drained from tbe meat and any 
chance pieces of shell removed. Then 
tbe oysters are placed in a frying-pan 
and set upon the fire where, as fast as 
the liquor collects.it is drawn off. This 
process is continued until the oysters 
are done brown, when they are served 
hot with fresh butter.

* Little pigs in blankets’ are made by 
first draining the open oysters and 
seasoning with salt and pepper and 
then cutting fat bacon into very thin 
slices and wrapping a big oyster in each 
slice, fastening it with wood skewer— 
tooth pick ia best. The frying-pan must 
be heated well before tbe little pigs 
are put in, and they must be cooked 
long enough for tbe bacon to crisp.
They are to be served immediately on 
toast cut into small piecea.

Panned oysters are very Dice,and are 
savory and digestible for invalids. The 
oysters must be drained and bits of 
shell removed. They must then be put 
into a hot pan containing a tablespoon­
ful of butter, half a level teaspoonful 
of salt, and a little pepper to a quart of 
meats and cooked over a brisk fire until 
they begin to curl, which will be five 
minutes. They can be served hot on 
toast or eaten plain.

A more aUlxiralt* dish is an oyster loaf.
Take a stale loaf of bread and cut out the 
heart of it with a sharp knife, being careful 

which must still 
keep the form of the loaf. Break the 
crumbs up very fine aud dry them slowly in 
the oven. When dried fry three teacup- 
fuls of them in two tablespoon fuis of hot 
butter until they are brown and crisp. Put 
a quart of cream to boil and when it boil* 
stir in three tablespoonfule of flour which

FORA. Matter for Thought.—Roads. — 
Good roads not only save horseflesh, 
but vehicles. Take what ere ordinarily 
called * goods roads’ and 4 bad roads,’ 
and a vehicle used on tbe first only 
will last twice as long, at least, as one 
used on the latter only. No one can 
doubt that country roads would be 
fifty per cent, better than they now 
are, if tbe labor and money put upon 
them were properly applied. How to 
have that work and money properly 
applied is the matter to be discussed 
now. that tbe best methods may be 
ready for adoption when the season for 
road making comes Whether or not 
the road-bed should be only surface- 
drained, or underdrained with tile, or 
by putting in a curduroy foundation ; 
whether or not gravel or plank should 
be used ; bow best to use gravel, or 
plank or tile—these are points to be 
decided before spring. Tbe farmers’ 
club should also discuss specifically 
the repair of each highway in the neigh 
borhood. This will lead, among other 
things, to sn understanding whether or 
not it will be proper to shorten a road 
by straightening it ;whetber a road that 
now gees around a hill should be car­
ried over it by .grading down the hill, 
or whether making a i iad longer by 
carrying it around a hi 1 will be com* 
peneated for by the lent, grade ; bow to 
keep weeds from growing in the high* 
ways, to seed tbe adjacent land, and 
many other points which, thus being 
settled, would greatly add to the im­
provement of tbe roads. —American 
Agriculturist for January.
