There surely ought to be some remedy against
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—THE announcement, recently made in
the St. John and Halifax papers, that Mr.
Leckie of the Torbrook iron mines, associat-
ed with some American capitalists, contem-
plate establishing smelting works at some
convenient point, has doubtless been read
with interest by the people of the eastern
part of this county. The three points men-
tioned as being suitable places for locating
such an enterprise are Halifax, St. John and
Annapolis, and we observe that the papers
of all three of these places have been endeav-
oring to persuade the promoters that the ad-
vantages which each place had to offer were
greater than those of the others. .An enter-
prise of this kind, giving employment as it
would to a large number of men, ‘and re-
quiring the expenditure of a large amount of
money yearly, would of course prove a great
benefit to any community where it is situ-
ated. It is therefore but reasonable that the
people of any community should be grati-
fied at the prospect of securing such an en-
terprise in their midst.

As all of the places mentioned have pa-
pers of their own to push their claims,
and otherwise boom them, we feel strongly
inclined to say a word in favor of a fourth
place which has no home paper to speak for
it. We refer to Margaretville. Over there
land is cheap, labor is cheap, and an abun-
dauce of water could be secured at a trifling
expesse. It is but a few miles from the
iron mines, while coal could be procured
from just across the bay in Cumberland
couaty at a very listle above its cost at the
mine. So also could the lime and other
material used in smelting. The construc-
tion of a railway of eight or nine miles only
is all that would be required to connect it
with the railways of the province, and this
together with a deep water pier would com-
plete all the shipping facilities needed.
Both these works, viz, the railway and the
pier, have been long mooted and it would
only need a vigorous move on the part of
the promoters of this enterprise to secure
them It seems but reasonable that works
for smelting iron ore should be established
as near the place where the ore is mined as
possible, in order to avoid the expense of
haaling the ore so far as has hitherto been
the case with that mined at Torbrook.
With cheap land and cheap labor, free water
and little or no taxation, with coal and lime
procurable at little more than the first cost,
and with such an abundance of ore as is to
be found at Torbrook and in the vicinity of
Nictaux it ought to be possible to smelt ores
at Margaretville as cheaply as it can be done
at any other point in the world.

But whatever site may be chosen we trust
the enterprise will be pushed to a consum-
mation and that smelting works will ere long
be established somewhere in direct connee-
tion with these mines. Since they were op-
ened up some years ago the mines at Torbrook
have been a great benefit to the eastern sec-
tion of the county. Besides furnishing a
large amount of freight forour railways they
have brought into the county a large amount
of money every month which has helped
every branch of industry at a time when the
financial depression of the last few years was
being severely felt elsewhere. Just now
work there is suspended but it is hoped that
the suspension is only for a short time.

—THE debate on the second reading of the
Remedial Bill began in the House of Com-
mons on Tuesday and is still on, latest re-
poris pointing to a prolonged debate of some
ten days longer or thereabouts. Sir Charles
Tupper, who moved the second reading,
spoke for over an hour in support of the bill
dealing largely with the historical side of
the school question. Mr. Laurier who fol-
lowed moved the six months’ hoist. His
speech, which is reported as being an exceed-
ingly eloquent one, dealt largely with the
moral aspect of the case, and the effect
which such legislation was likely to produce
upon the socisl, political and religious life of
the dominion, Mr. Dickie, the minister of
justice, discussed the legal side of the gues-
tion, while Mr. Martin of Winnipeg follow-
ed in a similar argument from the opposite
point of view. A good many very able
specches have since been delivered from
both sides of the House. 1t seems now to
be conceded that the second reading will be
carried, without opposition aid, by frem
fifteen to twenty of a majority. Every
member of the opposition who votes for the
bill will increase that majority by two, and
it is xaonounced that quite a number are like-
1y to vote for it.

Mr. Laurier's motion to give the bill the
six months’ hoist, if carried, would defeat
the bill for this session only. It could and
of course would be brought up again at the
next session, so by carrying his motion the
vexed question would only be postponed for
ayear. Oa the other hand if the direct mo-
tion for the second reading is defeated the
question would be more directly and defi-
nitely settled for all time. For this reason
nearly all government supporters who oppose
the bill are likely to vote against Mr. Laur-
ier’s amendment as well as against the main
motion. This makes it quite certain that
his amendment will fail to carry by a pretty
large majority, as every opposition member

who favors the bill must vote against the
amendment.’ The-leader of the opposition
appears therefore Lo have taken a weaker
position than if he had moved for a Com-
mission of Inquiry, as was expected he would
do.

It is expected that the bill will be deluged
with amendments when it reaches the com-
mittee stage, and it is quite probable that
some of these may carry and thus materially
alter some of the details of the measure.

Again, a good many of our shippers are
beginning to b a little suspicious of the
treatment they receive from certain commis-
sion houses in London, and a project is now
on foot to send a trustworthy man to the
other side next season to superintend, or at
least to be present at, all auction sales.
These commission houses profess to ask but
five per cent. ission as their r
ation, while they give back to the shipping
agent a return commission of one per cent.
in all cases, and in some as high as two and
a-half per cent. In addition to this several
houses employ general agents in this province
to whom they pay a straight salary of from
$1,000 to $1,200 a year. What our shippers
are asking is this: Are all these expenses
paid out of the five per cent commission
which these houses profess to charge?

It is more than probable, we learn, that
some different arrangement will be made be-
fore another season’s crop is shipped. The
conditions could not be much more unsatis-
factory than they have been to our shippers
this year.

The foods |
that have occurred of late years, causing
millions of dollars of damage, are directly |
t ble to the wholesale and unr ing
cutting of timber along the river valleys..
When the thaws come the smow, thus left
exposed to the sun, melts with incredible
rapidity, and the water rushes into the
streams, filling them into raging torrents,
which in turn choke the larger rivers until
they rend and tear everything in their path.
The trouble is that the mischief has been
done, but a pause should be made before it is
rendered still worse.

Up to the year 1881 the Russian nav,
was not a very formidable force, It hn£ |
indeed, a considerable flotilla of small coast
defence ironclads, capable of rendering good
gervice in the confined waters of the Baltic,
but was weak in sea.going ships. In 1881 |
the council of the Empire decided upon a
twenty years’ programme, which was to in-
clude twenty-three battle-ships, ten cruisers,
and a large number of smaller crafs.

Russia as a naval |
power stands third to-day in the world. She
has passed Italy and Germany, and shows |
some intention of rivalling England.

How vast are England’s foreign possessions |

in different countries may be gathered from |
the fact that in Central Africa alone she |
claims about two million square miles of |
territory, having a total yearly trade of

about $50,000,000. The Congo Free State |
has about the same area, but its general
trade may be set down as not more than
£700,000 in all: The area of German Cen-
tral Africa is about 900,000 square miles, or,
excluding German Southwest Africa, of
which only a small part lies to the north of
the line of the Zambesi, about 550,000 equare
miiles, with a trade value of about §1,500,-
000 yearly. Portugal and Italy have large
possessions there, bu% Great Britain takes
the lead in every way, in extent of posses-
sions, in total trade value, and in yearly
volume of trade per square mile of territory.

Wholesale Shooting at Brockville, Ont.

To the Editor of the Monitor:

Str,—The letter of Mr. John Ervin in the
last issue of your paper seems to call forareply
from me. Ilmy say that as I donot belong
to that class who delight in writing letters
to the press, this letter will, so far as Iam
concerned, positively close the discussion in
the columns of your valuable paper.

Mr. Ervin seems to have misapprehended
the drift of my argument at Bridgetown.
This, I think, is due to the mistake of pick-
ing out for crticism a single rematrk and
iguoring the context. That speaking gen-
erally the provisions of the British North
America Act apply to Manitoba, of course
admits of no doubt. I did, however, state
that in my opinion (speakiog of couree in
regard to the particular point under discus-
sion, viz., the relief tow ich the minority in
Manitoba is entitled) the British North Amer-
jca Act was not the place to look for author-
ity, but that the Statute applicable was the
Manitoba Act of 1870, aud my whole argu-
ment was based on the construction of this
Statute in the light of the Privy Council
Judgment. I am still of this opinion; but,
what is more important, the highest Court
in the Empire is of the same opinion, I
also pointed out at Bridgetown that not only
was Manitoba not made a part of the Do-
minion by the B. N. A. Act, but that Mani-
toba refused to become a Province of Canada
until by Parliamentary compact protection
as to rights in educational matters was as-
sured. Mr. Ervin cites Section 93 of the B.
N. A. Act, but the Lord Chancellor in de-
livering the judgment of the Privy Council
ints out that section 22 of
the Manitoba Act is a substitute for the sec-
tion of the B. N. A. Act relied upon by Mr.
Ervin; the Lord Chancellor does this aftera
careful comparison of the two Statutes.
It would, therefore, seem to me reasonable
that we should look to the Manitoba Act for
light rather than to the earlier Act. 1In the
April number of *“ The Reports ” for 1895, at
|\)aga 35, the Privy Council’s decision in the
Manitoba case will be found. At page 41
the Lord Chancellor says, after a compari-
son of the two Statutes:

“In view of this comparison, i* appears to
their Lordships impossible to come to any other
conclusion than that Section 22 of the Manitoba
Act was intended to be a substitute for Section
3 of the British North America Act. Obviously
all that was intended to be identical has been
repeated, and in so far as the provisions of the
Manitoba Act differ from those of the earlier
statute they must be regarded as indicating
the variations from those provisions intendec

| to be introduced in the Province of Manitoba.”

Again, at page 42, the Lord Chancellor
says:
“The terms on which Manitoba was to become

| a province of the Dominion were matters of

negotiatioh between representatives ot the in-
habitants of Manitoba and of the Dominion
government. The terms agreed upon so far as
education was concerned must be taken to be

| embodied in Section 22 of the Act of 1870.”

Again, at page 48, the Lord Chancellor
says:

“Their Lordships being of opinion that the
enactment which governs the present case is
Section 22of the Manitoba Act, if is unnecessary
to refer at any length to the arguments derivec
from the provisions of Section 93 of the British
North America Act.”

I have only one suggestion to make to Mr.
Ervin, and that is, before he can successful-
ly take the somewhat difficuit role of legal
critic on the question he will find it abso
Ibtely necessary to study the last deliver-
ance of the Privy Council on the subject.
And now turning to the question of the le-
gal construction of the words *‘may” and
“*ghall” I am still of the opinion that as a
matter of law I put the sound construction
before the meeting at Bridgetown; but bere
again I find on looking at the recognized
English authority on the construction of
Statues, ‘‘Maxwell on Statues,” that the
learned author lays the same principle down
at page 287 of the 2nd edition. He says:

“In an early case where it was contended
thata statute in enacting that the Church Ward-
ens and overseers shall have power and author-
ity to make a rate to reimburse parish con-
stables, certain expenses left it optional with
them to make it or not, the court held that it
was obligatory on them to make it whenever
disbursements had been made and not paid.
May be done, it was observed, is always under-
stood in such cases as must be done.

Oa this purely legal question I hope Mr.
Ervin will excuse me for thinking that Mr.
Maxwell knows best. But I did not rest the
case for the Government on this question of
legal construction: apart from that I distinct-
ly put it on the broad platform of right and
wrong. Mr. Ervio, bafore the large and
highily intelligent aundience at Bridgetown,
put the Liberal party in this position, viz.;
An admitted grievance, an admitted legal
remedy, and admitted power to enforce that
remedy; but the Liberal party say no relief
for the Minority in Manitoba because we
can’t be forced to give them relief. This is
very like a man saying to his neighbor I
won't do the tquare and honorable thing
with you because you can’t force me to do
right. For myself I believe there ure many
good men and true in the ranks of the Lib-
eral party in this county who will 1efuse to
subscribe to this doctrine.

Again, in giving its decision on the Mani

! toba School Question, the Privy Council in
| its last decision, sayse:

“ Forthe reasons which have been given, their
Lordships are of the opinion that the second
sub-section of section 22 of the Manitoba Act is
the governing enactment, and that the appeal
to the Governor-General-in-Council is admis-
sable by virtue of that enactment,” ete.

Yet Mr. Ervin says it is the British North
America Act which governs it, and he ridi-
cules Mr. Ritchie for disputing it. There
would, therefore, appear to be a serious dif-
ference of opinion between Mr, Ervin cn the
one hand, and the Supreme Court of Canada
and the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council ¢f Great Britain on the other.

A Commission of Toquiry might therefore
be appointed toascertain whether Mr. Ervin
is right and these two courts wrong, or vice
versa. Where such eminent authorities
differ on these points it is very difficult for
those of us not so learned in the law as Mr.
Ervin to arrive at a sound conclusion in re-
In the meantime his friends
might very profitably put an interim injunc-
tion upon him restraining him from writing
any more letters for the press, or making
any more speeches in publicon the Manitoba
Scheo! Quedtion until he has read over the
various decisions which the courts bave given
respecting it. If he has any difficulty in
understanding any of the hard places, no
doubt there are plenty of laymen among his
neighbors who would be pleaged to help in-
terpret them for him.

Precaution Against Premature Burial.

The danger of premature burial arises
from that semblance of death which is popu-
larly termed suspended animation, or trance,
and scientifically known as catalepsy. Per-
sons of nervous temperment are more liable
Lo this than others, and women more than
men. In catalepsy all the sigus of death are
sometimes present, save the one infallible
sign of incipient decomposition. Even ex-
perienced physicians are deceived. A cele-
brated case in the last century was that of
the Rev. William Tennant, a Presbyterian
minister in New Jersey, who revived after a
shree days’ catalepsy, in which he narrowly
escaped burial. Mr. T. S, Hudson, in his
book, *The Law of Psychic Phenomena,”
refers to a lady now at the head of a public
institution, who ‘* has been twice pronounced
dead by the attending physicians, twice pre-
pared for the grave, and twice resnscitated
by her friends.,” The London Spectator re-
lates a case in Ireland last September, where,
upon suspicion of premature burial, the body
was disinterred, and life restored, after lying
in the grave from Saturday till Tuesday.
Even more remarkable.cases are on record.

Such faots enjoin all possible precautions
against an awful mistake. Attention can-
not be too urgently called both to the dan-
ger and to the way of safety. In Munich,
and also in other European cities, the- body
of every dead person is deposited at once in
a mortuary chapel for a specified time, under
competent watchers. This is for a double
purpose, both to prevent premature burial,
and also any infection which the body might
communicate. Is not this better than the
ice-box, which prevents the appearance of
the only certain signs by which the reality
of death is demonstrated? Better, also, than
the immediate injection of the embalming
flaid, which, if life were still lingering,
would at once expel it?

The convenience of the living generally
dictates the disposal of the dead. It never
should, until the reality of death has been
demonstrated beyond the slightest possibility
of error. In the great majority of cases this
evidence can be given only by signs that the
decomposition of the body has set in. The
Munich plan of a well-watched public wait-
ing room for bodies on the way to the grave
is worthy of general adoption. At least,
the opportunity of due precaution which it
offers should be made available for the mul-
titade, who lack the means to secure similar
advantages by their private arrangements.

In view of the possibilities of premature
burial, which, however, slight, are certainly
real, many people own to no small anxiety
for themselves. They objure those who are
likely to survive them torun norisk. They
beg them to make sure that they shall not
be entombed alive, by opening an artery, or
thrusting a needle through the heart before
committing the body to the earth. A more
prudent way, both safer and simpler, is to
defer burial until the indiputable proof of
death has appeared. A greenish tint of the
skin, of the abdomen, accompanied by a sep-
eration of the epidermie, or outer skin, is the
certain sign that life has finally departed,
and dissolution of the body has begun. Till
then, interment should be delayed. The
funeral ritee, however, needn’t be delayed.

An Interesting Law Suit.

Ottawa, Feb. 21.—An important and most
expensive law suit between Mr. E. B. Eddy,
the millionaire lumberman, and his daughter
Mrs. Bessey, is in process of trial in the
Quebec Court at Hull. A great many years
ago Mr. Eddy deeded to his wife his magni-
ficent residence in Hull and two valuable
farms on the Aylmerroad. Mrs. Eddy died
a few years ago and in her will bequeathed
these properties to her daughter, Mrs. Bes-
sey. Mr. Eddy requested his daughter to
convey the properties back to him, claiming
that Mrs. Eddy simply held them in trust
for him. Mrs. Bessey positively declined to
comply with the request, and her father im-
mediately commenced action against her to
compel her to convey the property to him,
or in the alternative to pay the sum of $197,-
000, being the purchase money of the pro-
perties, moneys expended on improvements
on the farms and moneys paid to Mrs. Bes-
sey, some of the payments dating back
twelve or fifteen years. The case has been
in progress now for some weeks, the plaintiff
having called about thirty witnesses, whose
evidence has been taken at enquete, and it
is probable that the trial will not be con-
cluded for some months. A commission will
shortly be issued to take expert evidence in
the United States, as to the law of the United
States regarding the right of a married wo-
man to hold property deeded to her under
the circamstances of this case, the plaintiff
aud Mrs. Eddy having been married in the
United States. As the system of taking
evidence at anquete is a very lengthy process,
the costs of this litigation will probably
amount to a -great many thousand dollars
before the courts decide whether Mr, Eddy
or his daughter are entitled to the properties
in question.

An Amateur Celery Grower.

I bave always been very fond of celery.
When I was obliged to get my supplies in
the market, much of the time I was obliged
to eat a very poor article, or to go without.
Since I have be thep d

of ag ly
though a small one, I grow all that is used
at my home, save a little in the early season
before my crop matures. Ihave tried several
kinds, but have finally settled down for a
choice to Giant Pascal, and any one of the
pink celeries, I tried the White Plume thor-
oughly and discarded it because of its poor
quality. At its best it is not to be mention-
tioned among good celeries. The reasons
why I like Giant Pascal are because it is
very productive and a vigorous grower.
Next, it is of high quality and it is a good
keeper. With me it seldom or never rusts.
The red celery is a little finer in quality—
has more of that rich nutty flavor, but it is
a8 a rule, not as good a grower nor so pro-
ductive.

I set it out on well pulverized and well
fertilized soil, without trenches, and simply
cultivate it through the growing season—
never earthing it up at all. I bave access to
plenty of water from the village waterworks,
and with a garden hose I keep it thoroughly
supplied with water, that indispensable re-
quisite for successful growing. Late in the
season, when heavy freezing is at hand, I
take it up with a spading fork, trim off a
few of the worthless outside stocks, leaving
roots with a little soil adhering, and pack it
in barrels and boxes, with two inches of soil
ou the bottom—pack it close, standing up-
right. The packages are then put in a dark
cellar—cool, and if posible a little damp. In
two or three weeks it begins to blanch nicely,
and is soon fit for the table, and 1 have no
trouble in keeping it. I moisten the roots
about once in three weeks, pouring the water
through a short piece of hose, to avoid wetting
the foliage, The method is simple, the suc-

cess complete and I have a generous supply.

Poultry Drinking Vessels,

If there is one thing more than another
that prevents hens from laying in winter it
is being obliged to drink snow water and
farnish the heat from their bodies to melt it.
And also if there is one thing more than an-
other that keeps their owner from watering
them regularly it is going out some cold
morning and finding dishes frozen solid and
the seams all gaping. Procure some deep
baking tins, equare shape, to hold about 3
pints; get those made of one piece of tin,
with folded corners, so they will not leak.
These cost 10¢. each and will last for years.
When these get frozen solid they will not
burst and can be emptied without melting
by pressing up on the bottom with the ends
of the fingers of both hands, while pulling off
with the thumbs on the rim, first on the ends
and then on thesides. Now get some blocks,
say 2 inches square and 6 long and fasten
them to the side of the pen where it will be
most convenient to get at, and so the top
will be about 6 inches from the floor. Set
the dish on this and drive two small wire
nails just over the rim and bend down slight-
ly and the arrangement is complete, eagy to
remove for cleaning and high enough so the
hens will not scratch much dirt into it and
80 near the side they cannot roost on it.—
Farm and Home.

The Poultry House.

Use all reasonable care to keep the poultry
quarters clean; this is as important in wicter
as in summer. When the snow prevents the
fowls from going outside, the floor of the
bouse becomes filthy and the walls damp.
The only remedy is to clean frequently and
keep the floors well covered with litter.
Damp walls require ventilation, and this
must be done by leaving the door and win-
dows open. If the walls are lined with
tarred paper on the inside they will become
damp, and on cold nights show white frost-
ing; hence, as we stated before, the paper
should be on the outside. A stable lantern
hung up in the house and a ventilator open
at the highest point will dry the walls, but
the ventilator should be closed when the
sun goes down. A lump of stone lime will
absorb moisture, and greatly aid in keeping
the house dry. Watering pans (which allow
of evaporation of water), the exhalations of
the fowls and the the moisture in the atmos-
phere, are all sources of dampness which
cannot well be avoided when fowls are con-

fined.

Value of Grooming the Cow.

The cow needs groomiog more than the
horse and it is of vastly importance to those
who are to drink her milk. Certainly, then,
the cow is entitled to as much pains as the
horse and should be groomed in a separate
place from that in which she is milked. For
this purpose, an open shed is perhaps best.
As a practical test of the value of grooming
cows we suggest that those who doubt it
make a fair trial by carefully weighing the
milk of two or three cows for three weeks or
30 days withoat grooming them and then
groom them thoroughly for the same time,
note if there is any perceptible difference
that can be fairly attributed to the grooming.
That the cows will feel better, look better
and really be better off, we have not the least
doubt.

As to the time ot grooming, it has been
found that just before milking is the best.

Co-operation in Marketing Eggs.

There is a good opportunity for neighbors
to co-operate in the selling of eggs. Itis very
often the case that one farmer cannot accu-
mulate eggs enough to make it worth while
to go to market with them while they are
fresh; but two, three or more could make ap
a good load, which one of the co-operators
could take to market. If possible private
customers should be found. With private
customers, every egg should be guaranteed
to be perfectly fresh and good. A trade
built up on such a basis, and honestly con-
ducted, will be permanent and bring from
five to ten cents or more per dozen than
could be obtained from storekeepers. Poul-
try, vegetablee, fruit and other farm and
garden products could also be disposed of to
good advantage by & similar system of co-

operation.

Are Your Stables Clean?

The winter is the season when the stalls
are more liable to be filthy than clean, as the
cows are kept at the barnyard nearly all the
time. It is impossible for the milk to be
clean when the sides and udders of the cows
show the effects of the filth on the floors of
the stalls. Good bedding and staunchions
are aids to cleanlineas, but the cows should
be brushed and the teats and udders washed
clean before milking.

Experiments made show that good butter
can be made at a cost of 13 cents per pound,
but the cost may be more or less, accordi
to management, breed and kind of f
The ekill of the manager is more important
than the food, as injudicious feeding may

Distilled water can be made easily at home
and be continually on hand for cooking,
drinking and bathing. It is the only water
that should be used upon the face, while for
a drink for dyspeptics it is unequaled, caue-
ing discomfort after it is taken. Take a tea
kettle with a closely fitting cover and a gutta
percha or lead pipe fastened to the spout.
The pipe should lead through a pail of cold
water into a receptacle for holding the dis-
tilled water. ' The steam from the boiling
water goes out through the tube, condenses
under the cold water and runs off pure into
the receiver, Where houses are heated by
steam the family may be amply provided
with distilled water by adding a pipe to one
of the tubular heaters, that will carry steam
into a cooler, from which pure water will
run day and night. Itshould be in action
all the time, that for bathing running in a
close reservoir, while that for cooking and
drinking should be freely distilled every day.

During the cold weather use alcohol to
wash windows, This will prevent the win-
dows from freezing and also give them a
glistening polish.

In cleaning wash in-
side and outside with hot water and soda.
Then scour with a mixture of salt and fine
sand, two parts sand to one of salt. Rinse
with hot water and dry.

To make a good orange flavoring, take the
skins of the orange and boil one pound of
them until perfoctly tender. Chop them
fine and to one gill of the water in which the
skins have been boiled add.one pound of
brown sugar and the skins. Boil together
until very thick and then put intoa glass jar
to keep until ready for use.

A salad of celery and English walnuts ie
delicious to serve with a little dinner. Cut
the celery into small pieces and mix with it
one-third the quantity of English walout
meats broken in two and enough mayonnaise
to moisten it well, Garnish with young
tender lettuce leaves and serve.

Cauliflower au gratin is a dish not to be
despised. To prepare it, first boil the cauli-
flower, then break it into small flowerets,
Place them in a pudding dish in alternate
layers with white sauce and grated cheese.
Cover the top with crumhs moistened with
butter and bake until the sauce bubbles
through the crumbs.

Clothes Cleaning.

Clothing will often present a somewhat
shiny appearance before it is much worn;
and long before the thrifty and careful house-
wife feels that she could discard certain
garments she is conscious of their need of
renovation.

A while ago a scientific magszine pablish-
ed a method of cleaning clothing which is
8o simple that all can avail themselves of it.
An cld vest, coat, or pair of trousers that
needs to be cleansed should first be carefully
and thoroughly brushed, then plungsd into
strong warm soapsuds, and soused up and
down thoroughly and vigorously. If there
are any especially soiled spots they should
be rubbed with the hands. If once putting
into the suds is insufficient, the garment can
ba put through a second tub of suds. Then
it is to be rinsed through several waters and
hung up on the line to dry. When nearly
dry take it down, roll it up, and leave it ly-
ing for an hour before pressing it. An old
cotton cloth is laid on the outside of the
garment before it is ironed and the iron
passed over that until the wrinkles disappear.
One must be careful to stop pressing before
the steam ceases to rise, else the garment
will present a shiny appearance.

TUurPENTINE AND Ece LiNniMeNT. —To the
yolk of one egg, well beaten, add two wine-
glassfuls of turpentine, mix them well to-
gether, and then pour in a wineglassful of
the strongest cider vinegar. After these
have been made to unite by stirring, pour in
little by little, three wineglassfuls of water.
This will be found a very valuable liniment,
and one which can be made at all times.

JumBLES.—Beat one-half of a cup of butter
and one and one- half cups sugar to a cream,
add the yolks of four eggs beaten light and
one-half of a cup of milk. Add the whites
of the eggs beaten light and two cups of
flour in which has been mixed two teaspoon-
fuls of baking powder. When well mixed
roll and cut out the jumbles, Sift the sugar
over them and bake in a quick oven.
