To some, Canada is the lami of
Capaan apd nearly every Britisher
seems to feel special pride gver it,
éven when he has no relatives there.
Cn the other hand, as an evidence of
what the ‘“‘world”’ thinks of the con-
pecticn between Canada and the
Motherland, an American was over-
heard commenting about ‘‘ovr party”’
one day as the ‘‘Hero Worshippers
from Canada.”” = The bond is strong
assuredly. Canada is the magnet. of
interest.

The west is a young man's country, a
‘great country, but I prefer to live in
the east, and I believe a man can do

Mr. Thorne accompanied Hon. J.
D. Hazen on his trip to the Pacific
coast. After attending the functions
in connection with the recepticn to
the New Zealand Dbattleship, the
Minister of Marine and Senator
Thorne visited the various marine
staticas and harbors on the Pacific
includiag Prince Rupe:t aad
f'ort Simpscn and then went to Daw-
gcn city by wav of the Yukon rail-
wWay and river steamers.

““It is a revelation to take a trip
WMOUPn “ATMOSt  any part of the
West,”” went on Mr. Thorne. ‘“‘We
have an immense KEmpire in the
Northwest, a land of wonders. It is
impossible to d:scribe the trip from
Vancouver to Dawsoa City. On the
vovage of 1,100 miles from Vancou-
ver to Skagway the saip rvns inside
of mountainous islaads practically the
wliole distance, and the scenery is
superb; a stupendous panamora is
constantly being unrolled tefore you;
the country is collosal; huge moun-
tains lift their snow-capped summits
in imposing grandeur ¢énl now and
then you get a vista of a great glac-
ier grinding its way to the sea.

‘*At Skagway we took tha traim and
circled up the mountain side to an al-
titude of 2,000 feel or more, through
scenery quite equal to that on tae
C. P. R. as it winds along the
Fraser river. Coming to White Horse,
we boarded ‘a comfortable river
steamer, dd malde the trip of 480
miles to Dawson City. ~

aencing with the elementary school
and ascending by easy stages through
the secondary, middle, and higher
schools half-educated Japanese, but
that you may be free!’’ is the cry of
the reformers, aad the coaguest of
China by the schoolmaster has al-
ready begum. Lack of funds may de-
lay the hopes of the Chinese, but the
spirit is stronz though the rpurse is
still empty.

The nation that builds its future
on the school is on the highway to
progress and freedom.

PENNSYLVANIA.

A State-wide crusade against mer-
cpants who sell vinegar as ‘‘cider
vinegar,’”’ when in reality the stufl is

concoction of wood acid, is an-
rounced by State Dairy and Food

‘ommissioner James Foust, of Penn-
gvlvania. Already over 550 samples
tave been lifted and more than half
of these have been.tested and found
t0 be impure. Over 225 prosecutions
bave already been ordered, and the
commissioner  stated empbatically
ihat the entire pure food department
will do nothing but wage war
sgainst the vinegar business, until it
bas been raised to the standard pre-
geribed by law.

The grocers, in the main, are ig-
norant of the fact that they are vio-
lating the law, although the fact that
they are only paying twelve cents a
gellon for the vinegar should be suf-
ficient proof that it is not cider vine-
gar they are selling.

The State ‘law provides that ‘‘no
-vinegar shall be sold or exposed for
sale as apple or cider vinegar which
ie not the legitimate product of pure
zpple julce, or vinegar not made ex-
clusively of said apple cider.”

PROMINENT SCOTCHMAN'S
IMPRESSION OF CANADA.

Edmonton, Alta., Sept., 18—
‘‘Since coming to Canada 1 have
seen why our eflorts are futile in at-
tempting to check emigration from
cural . Scotland ‘to the agricultural
| districts of the Domin o’’’ saii
Colonel Donald Walter Cameron of
Lochiel, Scotland, chief of the Cam-
eron clan, who, accompanied by his
' wife, Lady Hermoise, daughter of the
. Duke ‘of Montrose, is making g tour
‘of the eoast and prairie provinces,
Continuing, he said:

‘‘Really, we cannot blame our peo-
ple for coming out here, where there
| are 80 many opportunities as com-
pared with those aflorded in Scot-
{land. After what I have seen in van-
| ious parts of the dominion, I have
| come to the conclusion that it ‘will be
'utterly impossible to stop our men
and women from comiag to C:n-da.

‘““Naturally our problem is to keep
' the people on ‘the land. As to meth-
ods, there are differ nt . yroposals.
For example, the Radicals, under the
Small Holdings Act, which is already
in fore2, have provided for the = ac-
quisition of large estates and renting
them out in.small hcldinis to th:
people. But I cannot see how this
act has done any good. If a man
can make only, say from §25 t¢ $65 in
a year, why should he remain in
Scotland when there are such oppor-
tunities in the dominion of Canada?

‘““Personally, I think it is an excel-
lent idea to break up the large hold-
ings, if it will have the effect of keep-
ing people on the land; but I cannot
see how it is feasible when the land
available simply will not support the
population. The sténdard of living
has risen all over Scotland, and yet
the land produces no more, if as
much, as formerly. What the end of
it will be is difficult for any one to
foresce.

‘“‘Improvement in the way of op-
portunities is being maije in the old
land, but the Lowlands of Scotland
are alread_\;: occupied; in fact, there
are more applications than there is
land. There have been fully 50,000
applications for lani in_the High-
lands, but the board of a-riculture
will never be able to accommodat:
T

Colonel Cameron said that many of
the best young men and women of
Scotland are migrating to Canada.
More than 34,000 young men have al-
ready left the Clyde for Canada this
year, he added, and many others are
making preparaticns to settle in the
Dominion. 1n the Hebrides the ro>u-
latioa is now composed chiefly of old
men and women and children, while
in the Isle of Skye, out of 5 popula-
tion of 13,000, there are abott 1,100
on the g!d age pension list.

‘“I thought that possibly a trip
through Canada would give us some
plan as how to sto> the wholesale
emigration from Scotlani,”” Colonel
Cameron said: ‘‘but,” he added wita
a sigh, ‘‘after seeing th's wonierful
country and the opportunities on
every side, where one man has as
good chances as his neighbor, I have
come to the conclusion that nothing
more can be done.”’

THE ART OF BREADMAKING.

At the recent Women's Congraes
Beld at Lansing Mrs. C. W. Foulk, of
the University of Ohio, gave on
breadmaking, a report of which fol-
lows:

‘“There_are two kinds of flours clas-
sified from the standpoint of the per-
son who bakes; they are pastry flour
and bread flour.

other can be made from the hread
flour by the addition of a little corn
starch and sugar. No.attempt should
be made to build a good loaf of bread
out of flour for pastry baking.

‘‘Again, flour may be classificd in-
to white flour, graham flour and
whole wheat flour., The two latter
are very good to use, but they have
in some regards been overestimatwi
as to nutritive value. For a well
person who has a good digestive 8y8-
tem that can care for the coaser in-
digestible fibre present in the un-
bolted kinds of flour they are all
right and give a maximum of fool
value from the wheat used in the
manufacture of the product; but for a
person with a weak stomach it has
been satisfactorily demonstrated in
the laboratory that more of the
white flour bread. is digestible and
that it creates less irritation to tha
stomach and other digestive organs,
White bread flour is especially fitted
for dyspeptics, although the contrary
has been the general belief of laymen.

Yeast.—She proceeded next to e:-
plain that the yeast used i the man-
ufacture of bread is a plant that
grows when the condit‘on of tempera-
ture, food and moisture for its devel-
opment are provided. The quality of
the bread largely depends upon the
veast and its growth. There are thrze
classes of yeast used by housewives in
the making of bread. They are
liquid' yeasts, dry and com-
pressed yeasts. A goodly.number of
women use the liqguid yeasts. They are
made with starter. To get good yeast
two weeks is the longest ane should
keep them when expecting to have
every batch of bread good. Dry
yeasts are generally to be recom-
mended in tinfoil. ' Care should be
exercised that they should be fresh
and sweet. Yeasts thrive bhest on
sugar, and for this reason the speaker
advised the addition of salt last 1)
the mixing of breal instead of earlier,
as it arrested in part the action of
ﬂi,be yeast plant. :
/Mixing.—Two methods of making
pread exist among our farmer women,
They are known as the short and
long methods. By the shorter meth-
od the bread is set in the morning
and finished the same day. The long
method requires that the bread be set
in the evening and finished the fol-
lowing day. The lonz method re-
quires less yeast. The speaker did
not approve of th's method. Many
