Mow much it
has to do, in its figurative significance,
witl tho feco access to tho refreshing
and sativfying joys of the Holy Spirit,
Divino truth and of etornal lifo 1
Then.we havo o number of quotations
from both the Old and the Neer Testa-
weat, where cleansing by water is
figaratively uscd to indicato the neces-
sity of man’'s heart and character being
changed or cleansed by the Spirit of God
through the ageney of His Word and
ordinancce.

It would be abtorved that the chureh
propozes to allow the lecturo-rooms to
be ured for the accommodation of a
Biblo school, whero young men study-
ing Jor tho minislry can receive biblieal
training. This would boan economical
arrapgement for the Disciples in this
ouatry. Toercet a separato buildicg
xould be out of the question at present;
to rext rooms would be exponsive and
unsatisfactory. To bave tho privilego
of occapying lecture rooms in tho
church building without chargoe "vould
leave us freo to dovole onr energies to
raising 8 fuud to support a competout
teachier. Hero, therefore, wo find o
basis for making an earnest ploa on
behalt of this building entoryang,

At tho present tite,
wlhen there is 8o muoh said and writton
relativo to Christian union, it is pecn.
Harly opportuno to proolaim tho priu-
ciples on which all aleng wo have
waintained such union to be possible.

desirability of union among all who
beliove in the Lord Jeeus Christ. DBut
it is atill true, wo think, that no other
peoplo have a plar to propose whereby
tiat union may be effected.

employing an ablo ovangolist lo hold

proportion to tho sums they hiad sub-
scribed, For iustance a call of fivo
per cent. or ton per cent might bo
mado for ono series of meotings, and
no call bo mado for another, By the
end of the year a porson might have
paid ono-fonrth, one-balf, threo.fourths,
or ovon the whele of the sum he sub.
scribod. Bt is searcoly likely that no
call at all will bo made. Accordingly,
thoso who havo aleeady subacribed,

and thoso who may yot do so, will ho

will be called upon for moro than a
part of it. It is highly proper that a
clear understanding of tho matier
"should be Lad by all, cspecially by
isubreribera, We think the plan will
L commaond iteolf to all who look into it
carcfully. It met with a vory cordial
reception at tho annual meotivg, op-
wards of £350 being subseribed in o
fow minutos; somo of tho brethren
showed their confilence to tho oxtent
of pledging thomselves for $50 oach.

expressions aro carofully cowmpared
with the Lord's words, * Ie that bo-
lievoth and is baptized shall bo saved,”
somothing very near akin Lo a beautiful
harmony may bo observed. DBut wo
aro not careful to defond Mr. Carapbell’s
way of putting tho matter, neither do
wo ask the reader to adjust his views
fo any man’s words, but {o tho words
of the Saviour Himselfl. And wo ask
in all candor Low can tho traditionsl
Baptist viow, which, without any
carieaturo, amounts to this, * He that
believeth and is saved may bo baplized,”
be reconciled with tho words of the
Lord ?

Tho passage would
then read “ Excopt a man bo born of
wator, cven spirit, s cannot onter into
tho kingdom of God." To a Jow hike
Nicodemus, accusiomed as bo was to
ceremoni¢s wherein wuter was used as
symbolie of spirilual cleausiag, tho
words of Jerus were peounlistly appro-
priate.

Wo ate truly sorzy to find a Baptist
minister trauclating and explaining
John hi. 5, as above. Wo quostion
vory much if tho scholars in the Bap.
tist denomioation sdopt such transla.
tiou ea2d explauation.  Aloxauder
Carson, & gisnt among Baptiets in
his day, said, * To b born of water
und to bo bora of tho Spicit are ex-
pressions whicn do not refer to the
same thing.”

‘Tho wotborized version does not
countenanco it, neithor doos the Re.
vised Version. Wo do not doubt but
that tho words of Jesus were peouliarly
appropris 0 to Nicodomus, while ex-
pressing & general trath; and we
think that Godoet, tho eminent com-
montator, speaks wiscly in tho follow-
ing wordg: ' Tho bLaptisra of Johu
was prodacing at that Limo an immenso

Surcly & book can bo hiad and pro.
scribod such as will mcet tho approval
of all clesses, and bo of great sorvioo
in inducing that habit of moral thouglit.
fulnoss to which Dz, Aruold, of Rugby,
righitly attachod 8o much importance,
A basis for tho morality inculeated in
such s book, whioh should, of course,
avoid dogmatism on doubtful or difii-
onlt questions, could bo found in the
individual conscionce on the one baud,
and in euch axiomatio principloa as
tho Goldon Rule on the other. As
guch teaching should Lo centirely prac.
lical, aiming solely at tho dovelopmont
of judguent and consoionco, no trouble.
somo quostions of tho origin and
paturoe of thoe moral faculty need be
raised, at least in tho olomentary
echools. Tho fact of tho cxistenco of
this faonlty with large capacily for
calturo is all that is needed. Dut,
furthor, assuming that tho teacher in
& givon sghool is A man or wowmsn of
high religiouscharactor,and profoundly
convineed that to bd forbidden to
appeal to roligious motives of a dircot
and positivo kind is to bo deprived of
incomparally the best means of culli-
vating tho woral naturo and forming
high charactor in the pupils, and
asanuing that tho patrons of tho sohool
aro all of tho samo way of thinkiog,
should such fteachor be probibited
from doing his best work in his own
way? In a word, could not aud
ehonld not tho queation of roligious
cxorcises and teaching in tho schools
bo left entirely to loeai option, with
amplo provisions for guarding the
rights of comszienco in tho case of
individuala? If so, the way is open
for roligious training in tho schools,
of the only kind which can over bo
made offoctivo ; that is, na imparted
by teschiors who aro thomsclves intel-
ligently and eincerely devout. To
wlhatover oxcoplion our remarks on
this very dificult topic may Lo open
in otker respeots, wo aflirm with con.
fidonco two conclusions of no trifling
importauco: First, whatover system
may ultimately provail, immodiate
provision should bo wade, at tho sac-
rifico, if necessary, of sorao other lesa
importaut subjects on the programme,
for clear, syetematic, and positive
moral training in tho schools, Sccond,
woatever changes in school laws and
regulations may or may not bo desir-
abio, the only means by which tho
mott offective training, moral and
religious, can bo secured is alroady in
tho bands of parents and trustees, in
their power to secure, at whatover
coat, in the teachers of their choico,
those intellcetual, moral ang religious
qualities with which, under any con.
dilions, and without which under no
conditions, can such moralnnd religious
training bo sccured. Undor any cir-
cumstances, the moral and roligious
.charaeter of tho schools will be
detormined by the teachers, and so by
tho trustces who sclect tho teachers,
and 60 by tho parents who oloct the
trustees,—The Week,
