Somo of tho graudeat psssages in
history are thoso that chronicle the
doeds of bravery, heroism and self-
sacrifice of woren.

Evory nation has had its heroinos,
every war adds now names to tho al.
ready long list.

Tho Franco-Prussian war was no ox-
coption to this; and while tho world
to day is paying homago to Olara Barton
aed hor Red Cross army of noble wo-
zuen, it is weoll that wo forgot not our
dear Sistora of Morcy, who, whothor on
battle.field or in fover-infeated hospital
wards, have never thought of danger to
themselvos while the suffering of othors
demanded their time and caro.

What follows is but ono of the innu.
werable merdents i whioh our Sistors
have endavgered and lost their lives in
responding to duty's call. Tho story
wes related to the writer by a lieutenani
of & regiment of Prussian Uhlaus. My

t priy I shall uever witness another
such scovo ; and whenever T think of it
fnvoluutarily I closo tny eyus in horror.

It was a miraclo auy of us oscaped
The cnemy seithough regrotful of what
awful ruin their shot and shell had
wrought, ceased fieing when what xo.

ation to the enemy, we could not, of
courss, expeot any quarters from the
people, not even for our sick and wound-
ed, so were obliged to carry them with
us, A week before we broke camp, ono
evening we recoived a visitor, a delicate
youn;i ister of Meroy, who, hearing of
our ill and wounded, came to tender tho
services of her order as nurses, and to
request that hersolf and six others be
allowed to accompany our regiment to
Gravelotte and thus be ready to admin-
ister to tho needs or tho wounded and
dying on the battle-field, it being nc
longer a question of doubt as to our
fighting the French there. Our captain,
not a littlo surprised to receive a visitor
from the enemy's lines, said to the
young Sister:

“But could you and your Sisters,
nurse aud watch by these who aro your
country's enemiaes 2"

The Sister smiled sadly and in a tro.

wmulous voico roplied:  To minister bo
the wants of thoso in distress is our
duty, sir."

Tho captain then said: * Doubtless ;
but my men are all Lutherans, avowed
avtagonists to your faith, would you
assist such as they 2

Again the young Sister smiled sadly,
and, after some embarrassment said:
“ Mexcy and pity are gifis from Heaven ;
if we possess and share them with our
friends only, would we not bo selfish,
and is not selfishness a sin 2"

The Sisters receiving permission came
$o our sick camp and later accompanied
us to Gravelotte.  Of the awful sconcs
that stamped that battle as tho most
terriblo of the century, I shall not stop
to speak. Suffice it to speak of one, as
it prefaces what goes to prove that even
in ths of the greatest danger, the
word fear is upknown to the Sisters of
Mercy while the appeals of the wounded
and dying summon them to duty

The ghtinﬁ at Gravelotte waghard and
fearful. There was no one place safer
than auother. Frora the opening of the
Ybattle by the French artillery along tho
Rou‘e du Loup, until Moltke flanked
MacMeahon and practically wou the day
for Prassia, the battlo field was but a
gcene of blood and carnage, confr-on
and horror. My regiment unable to
hold its position, began a slow retreat
to the south, intendivg to join the Bav-
arian Lancers entrenched a milo distant,
when the enemy, re-inforced by fivo
cempanies of Cuirassiers, began encirel-
g us.

n the front were the plainsof Grave.
lotte, upon which the enemy had occupi-
ed two strong places. In the rear were
the woods of Fauteul. Our only hopo
lay in reaching these woods and so we
started for them, We knew the trees
would afford some protection and be-
{ieved if we conld get entrenched in the
forest our chances of holding out until
re-inforcements arrived were oxcellent,
Our retreat to the forest was most dis-
astrous, atill nathing to what awaited us
later in the day.

The enemy opened a heavy fire upon

aud dead, and now aud thon
pausing before somo sceno of rencwed
horror I wet many Sisters of Mercy.
Theso noble wowmen had come on the
battlo field during the night aud re.
mained at their posts all through it.
They looked tlreé’ and worn out from
their long hours of watchfuloess. Yot
thoir faces boro tho usual sweet smile of
duty, regret aud resignation. Theyfac.
ed the awful scenes, that would make
an oid soldier grow faint and turn
away, with a calmuess aud courage that
were marvelous.

Coming to the Route du Loup. I
furned avnd started iu tho direction of
tho forest that had been such a scene of
horror to us the day preceding. I had
not walked far when I saw a cortege
comivg towards me  There was nothmg
unusual about this, and I should have
permitted it to pass, had my attention
not been attracted, as it noared me, to
a small dolicate hand that lay uncover
ed by tho sheet thrown over the corpse.
I recogoized the hand as that of a wo.
man and approaching the bier I asked
of the priest, who followed it, what was
the wmatter. The reversnd man stopped,
told the men bearing the bier to put it
down, aud after crossing himself said:
