Hie lengtby
address ccatained a rme et information, whicb
muet have been a revelatiou te tho estern
Members et Parliamuent, and Senaters wbo bad
flot given the mtter proviens study. 13y the
way Mlejor Beulton bas struck: eut âuring bis
shortrcareer at Ottawa, it is evidont that ho
mésus te ho so-rnethitug more than an ornaumental
appendage et the upper chamber. The neîv
Senater fer the Territories, lion. J. A. Loug.
beed, bas also made bis mark at Ottawa. He
bas brouglit torward a reselution bearing upoa
the meet important qdestion aifcceing tho cvest
at the present time, namncly ; immigration.
What the West wants is people, and Senator
Lougbeed, recognizing thie tact, bas preposed
tht heGo'ornrqonteholld undortaho nigiorous

immigration policy, witb a view te pcopling the
vat expanseofe uuinblabitedl or sparsely eettlcd
prairies et Manitoba and the Territories.

IN connection with the scarcity et tond this
winter Tua CoNDIVRcnÂL reccntly reterrod te
the great destruction et valuablo feed every
year by the custom, followved hy Manitoba
farinera et burning tlheir straw atter threshiug
in erder te got it eut et the way - Some
farmers bave used straw for feed for tleir cattie
this wintor, sud altbougb tho winter bas been
a very severe one, stock fed ou etraw bave cerne
tbreugh aIl righit. Tim Ce3iruae.jcîAz ventured
the remark, that in this dry climate straw twe
yeare old wvould answer very well fer foed,
in case et a pinch. We bave been aince in-
tormed that etraw tour years chi has beau
used for fond thie wioter, wvith succeas. Heore-
atter if Manitoba farinons suifer f romt a short-
agaet feed(, it will ho tbeir own fauit. Thoy
have hadl a lesson this year and if they ivill
i ,.ply it, they îvill hereatter keep a supply et
straw ahead, say te the amount et about two
draps. Then if there is a shortage ot liay the
atrawv will corne iLi very well. It may net bo
quite as good feod as liay, bat it would be a
gooui deal botter than notbing. A Ieading
southeru 'Manitoba tarmer stated the other day
te the writer that ho weuld net bother putting
np hay again, so long as ho bad pleuty et strawv.
Ho bail used soe stravv tbis winter, and bis
stock did se woll on it, theit in future hoe would
net hc at ai alarmied about a scarcity et bey, if
he bail plenty et straw.

Tiii Maniteba Governont bas reaulvedl ta
ree pen tho question wvith the Dominion, regard-
ing cemp2nsation for our public lands. Mani-
taba bas beau depriee et lier lands by the
Dominion claini et ownersbip, undor the pur-
chase trom the Hudson's Bay Company. The
province ie allowed a suin amounting te $100,-
000 annually, in lieu eft hese lande. This
amount is altogether inadequate. Little Prince
Edward Island is allowed $800.000 bocauso that
prevince badl ne public landes on entering tho
'Dominion. Manitoba should own lier public
lande, or ehould ha compcnsatedl theretoro te a
reasenable extent. Thu aieai et the provinc is
plaççcd nt 1iîOOU,(.'9 %%crcs, w-hilo thq §rçý pf

Prince E dward Island ie about 1,365,000 acreq.
The absurelity ot the grant of $100,Ï000 toXni
toba for the robbcry ef our publie lands may
bc sbowAà in the followving way. Supposing
that wve reduce the ares to 25,000,000 acres,
and value thie quantity of land at $1 pcer acre.
tho annuel intertat on thi8 amount nt 5 per
cent. wvould givo the province a revenue ef
$1,250,000 Ontario and Quebec derive large
revenues framn thoir public lande, tho revenue
in Ontario amounting to nearly a million and a
hait ef dollars in 1888. Manitoba bas need of
her lands in order to assist in warke necessary
for the development of the country. If we liad
tho ownersbip of our publie lande we would be
in a position to carry eut such enterpriees as the
Hudeon'e Bay railway, and pay for tlîem from
the revenue coining in trom the lande. Mani.
tobane ehould assert, their rights etrongly in
this mnatter, until somne juet compensation is
granted for the filching ot nur lande.

TuF 'Mlanitoba Legiielature will petition the
Dominion Government in tavor of unrestrictod
reeiprocity ¶Vith the United Statee. The pre.
amble to the resolution bearing upon tlîe euh.
jeet, recites the disadvantages under wlîich the
people of Manitoba labor, ewing te the high
duties upon agricultural implements, tombe,
truits and other goode, which we are
ebliged te import, snd which are an eh
solute necessity te the sttlers. "O0wing
te the geographical position et %Izianiteba,"
the preamble states, "it wvould be et very
great benefit te the people of thie provne
to have dloser trade relationebip with the.
United Statcs."1 As to the contention that
the protective tariff bears beavily upo
Manitoba, there is no ground for argument
It le alrnost universally conceded here rhat sueb
is the case, and Manitoba eau nover receive
justice in the matter o' taxation wnhite the
presenit policy holds ou WVhatcvor may be
understood frein the termi 1unrestricted reci
procity," thero is no doubt but that greater
t reedoin in trade intarcourse witlî the Uniteui
Stateu would ho a taking policy in Manitoba,
eepecially in view of the burlen imposed uon5
tho West by the National Policy. As a relid
frein this policy almost aay ebange lyoqle bt

popl1hr with the peoplo.
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BEARING FRUIT.
Tite influence of tho reccut retailerb' con-

vention ie aiready nsaking itseilf tait It %vas
recognizcd at the Winnipeg meeting tisat the
hopo ot the marchants wouid bo ini scctirifg tho
organizatien of local associations in cacli coin-
merciai comnuity to work in lsurmony with
the hecad association, lu this îray it is bopcd
the referins desired may bo csrried ont. Tho
firat report of the formation ot a local associa-
tion cornestroankMinnedosa. he business men
of that place hcid a meeting to receivo the
report çf tho delegates to the WVinnipeg con-
vention. Those prescrnt expressed their ploasure
ut tho work accomplisbied at the convcntion,
and it iras tho gencral belief that mtsch goo.l
wonid resuit. A local association %ras resolved
upon, officers wero ected, andi a committee
appointedl te prepRro by-iaws. A committeo
,vas aise appointed to confer with other local
associations te ho formed] at other towus in the
district. This is a î'ery irise stop, as it is
necessary lu order ta secure barmonious action,
that local associations in the saine district
should uuderstand each other. A resolution
wss unauiîuously passedl as rolloirs :

"Tbat ire, tise marchants o! the town et
Mininedosa, unaninîously endorse the recoin
inondations nîadti by the rotait dessiers' con-
vention, held aet Winnipeg, anti pledge ourï?eives
to carry ont said recoin qend ations and support
tise Winnipýg board of trade aud tho retail
dealera-' association lu sny effort wîtib rnay ho
made ta arnend the e-xemption sets and oitsslu
an equitable aud just abse,,sinent of nmercantile
stock snd te accore reasonable insuranco rates

by the orgnization et a baome companv, or
in'ducing companies nlot aiready doing business
iu Mdanitoba, te enter the tield ni tzke risks
indepenulent of the board ot undcrwritý rs."

It ivas aiso unaninonsly agrecd that three
inontis' tirne b>e the limît et credit te customers;
that the coupon systein ho adopted ; thiat the
prico paîd for butter be rcgulated by tihe whoie.
sale prico St place et market li;g; tisat ne butter
tubs bc given free te eustousers, snd that ne
butter ho talien ou due or past due accounts.

Regardiug butter, the Mînuxedosa a-isociation
it wili hoe seeu lia substantially adepteul the
recommeudations of the convention. £hîs is a
good begiuuing, aud if the other commercial
communities will now tolloir suit, the mecruhants
wiii bc wcil ergauized and able to give their
experieuces at the uext convention to ho held
lu the faîll By getting organized at once tIse
mrnrchants will gain much experienco which
they wiii bc able te preseut at tise next con-
voution. Tise local associations irili ho roally
the working bodies, aud unlcss tiiese are
orgauized, the usetulness et the conventiun
will ho largeiy lest. The ohject et the liead
association watt bo largely te discrnuatc
kuomîculge arng the mucinhe, sud outline
the general pulicy ef tise association, but tho
carryiug eut et that pehicy ivill devolve very
iargcly upen the local associations. A head
association is necessary, in order that thse saine
policy inay ho pursued ail over tue country, se
ar as local circumstauces wili permit. It is

tiierefore lu the iuterest of tîto trade that ne
tinoe ho lest iu organizing tue local associations,
sud that the linos laid demn at the convention
ho foiiowed as ciosely as possible, lu erder
te aveid auy clashiig baetaue differeut local
associations.

It le uccessary that eue peint shoculd hoe li-
prcssed upon masrchmants geîîorally. This la, te
strive te avoid feelings et local jealousies. lu
saine towiis such feelings exist botirecu diffea eut
dleaiers, sud mliat is equaily as bail, betireen
marchants lu differoent towns in the saino dis.
trit. Tiiese local jealousies arc the cause et
mnuci injury te business, sud ovory offert should
hoe made to avoid thoîn. The genoral conven-
tion, by briugiug inerchautsi together frein ail
parts et tho country, ivill do a good work lu
ielping te evercome thtis feeling. The local
association at Minuedesa, lu appoiutiug a cern-
mittee te conter witis tho inerchants et other
places lu the district, bas aIse made a good
movo iu tho direction et overcoming any
sectionad feelings wbich may exist lit that
district.

Thora iras nothiug done at the Winnipeg
convention miiich caunot bo treely coucurred lu
by local associations ail over tse country. Iu
regard te credit business, the convention simply
recernmended the adoption et the coupont
systom, sud the eurtailitient et credit duriug
the -Muter inoîîths. The recomnedations of
tue convention ceuccrning butter are simple and
reasonable. The butter season mill seau bo at
baud again, sud if the merchauts are te tako
advantageofe the suggcstions regarduug butter,
tiîoy will requiro te meot sud decide the
matter at once.

THE COUPON SYS1'E14
At thse late tonvention et retailers at Winni-

peg th3 coupon systoîn mas very fully discussed.
It is quito possible tbat the advantages ofthUe
systcrn însy have been overrated. Still the
apparent salvautages ce the systern are sncb
that its adoption is certainly advisablo, and it
le te ho hoped tise local asseciationîs ivil
endcaver te carry eut tbe recommeudatien et
tue convecntion regardiug tic adoption et thse
coupon sysýom gcucraliy thronghout tbecountry

rhe atilvantages claiied for tise coupon
hybtezn are iiupurtaiît lu their nature. It lias
been shemu that it saves a great deal et work
in beok-ke; ping ; it ie very simple, sud ensures
accuracy. A great deal le anuually lost te
storekeepers throngb errera lu book-keeping,
negect lu ciisrgiug up goods, etc. l'he coupon
systemn wiii ebviate this. The custorner gives

i bis note for, say $50, aud receives coupons lu
returu. Whieuever lie makes a purchase hoe
bauds back coupons te cou er tise arnunt. Very
littie book, kopiug 18 ucessry lu the arrange-
muent, sud as Lucre are ne goods te charge np
thoera wiil ho ne losses tbreugli neglect te enter
purchases upen the book. Thon there is thse
question ot disputcd acceunts, s Most auuoying
teature constantly prescrit with credit business.
But the coupe', systeru wiii do away wîith al
npleazantuess et this nature, fer their are ne

acceunts te cause disputes. Thse coupons show
tise arneuîît et purcisases accnrately sud there
is ne possibility et a îîîistake.

Again, a inerclînat wiii semetiines shlow a

custonier te obtain credit with the intention et
prevetsting tise acceuint trous astning any
conRiderablo proportion. But once a narns le
autoredl upon the books, it le a very diicuit
mattor te keep tise accounit demis. It wili
trequeiitly greatly exceed the original intentionas
et the tîserciir.ut beforohli eamvaro et t Under
tise coupon systein tho aineunt et tise acceunit 18
itnitcd %isen iL as opened, aud it cannot oxcoed
tue limuit fixeuspon without the know'lcdgof
the marchaut.

Anothor important advantage la that tise
storekeopor accores a note, insteaul et having an
open accesînt. Tho advaistageofe a note is, that
iL rnybbu sed as seurity. It turtiior centains
au obligation te psy at a statedl turne, wbereas
ais accouint la open. Thsis le a great advautage,
sud just bore ire may etato that lu adoptiug titis
systean thse userchauts sbould ondoavor te
inipress ispon their custoiners tisat tise obligation
containedl lu a note is net thoro for ernaîneut
bsst tisat it mueit hoe mot. It iras shows boyenul
a shadoir et doubt vit tho retailcr' convention,
tisat notes are tar preferablo tu open acceuuts.
A nuanher et tisose present reiated their exper.
lence with notes, versus accounts, sud tise
eviuience given sisewed clearly that thse anoumnt
paid iras double as unch ln the case et notes as
lu open accounts.

These a the principal advautages claimed
fer tise 2osipon systern. It must nos, bourerer,
hoe iuterred tat this systeis la the oniy tbiug
neccssary te retorin our mode et deiîsg business.
On thse contrary, it is enly su imprevemeut upon
the p.ýesent w.ay et doing business. It 15 the
first stop lu thse rigist direction, sud the end
mubt hoe kept stesdily ln vnom, uameiy; tii&t
the object is te reiluce credit businuess aud place
the trade et tue country upon a more solid Lusis.
Tho coupon systern is eue et the incaus wîrich
rnay ho madle use et ln attaiuing this endl.

Care wiii be rcquired lu givîug credit irits
coupons, just tise saine as irben goods arer
cisargeul te a rnuing accoust.L Iu tact it wiii
ho possible te abuse credit iu tisis wsy, as weil
as incharging goodslu tie ordinary may. Catre
mill thcretere ho necessary lu selccting dus.
terriers. MaIrchIants sheuîld aise endeavor te
obtaiu security from their custerners, wsu
tbey accopt a note lu psyrnent o! coupons. It
muet ho reineeibercdl tisat tise fariner is uîuaiiy
sheriff proof sud ho canuot ho torced te pay tise
note misea it isdue. The tiurner gives sccuîrity
for hie purchases et implemneuts, sowiug xn&ch
mnes, ergans, etc., wriy theretoe shouhl he not
give security for the siecessaries ef lite alsic
lie gets frein tIhe storekeeper? The geeds
suppiied thse farmner by the stertkeeper are thse
tiîings îuost necessary te tise 6xistence of thse
fariner, censequsentiy it woulul ho more naturel
te suppose tisat payrnent for these should forci
tise first dlaim upon hlm. On the con-
trary under thse proseut sysem, store buis are
about thse hast tisings paid for, sud the uacrciisit
is tise least pretectod et suy ef the tsmeWs
crediters. Merchants should thoeoore secre
theinselves8, msers tisoy accept notes lia payaent
et coupons.

Soine may say, Oh! this wili net do,'el,
weuld effaad aur custorners. Neuscese. bj
le sccornnodatud hy c"edit, tise ussrchaatr
or thse former ? Certainiy the fariner. Wbî,'
thon su ould tîse merchant bo atraid to lisi-
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for sectirity? Thity should protect tlionielvos,
tire sineO as otiier.e do who, oeil on truite to the
farinor. Tlîey have t le goods wlîicb the fariner
is strist iii noeil of, tire cornîtoditics whicli ho
canant du without, aud, thoy siîeuid iriniy
rfutse te occupy the positioni of boing the lcast
favored creditor. If auy one hies a righit te
a prcferred lai agaitist the fermner ît is tire
country àtoro.keoper.

.As te tho tMine of paymeut, of notts taken in
cxchaîîge fur cou pons, eve wenld* advise that
they bo mnade payable itnmnediately after bar.
vest, Have the notes mature carly, anîl press
irirly for payment wiîençte du. 2bose who 1mîîsh
tho liardcst wviht be tire fir8t paid, wîhile those
who are oisy wvîtli their custoiners 'viii b oft
te the laist, aud if tire fariner has not enough
inonecy te go ail aroawnl, they will nlot got ptid
rit ail. Firmness in collections is oue of tire
first reqîtisites te a succossful business career,
witel louîeniesa or forbearance in sttch inatt.rs
is about the best aigri ef conîing bankruptcy.

Tit£ city of New Westminster, B. C.,' thocgh
net as large a place as Winnipeg, hield an ex-
hibition last year, andi it was such a great suc-
ceas, that thse city bas votesi a large sum for
improving tise grotsude andi buildings, with a
view o! making the exhibition a permanent,
annual affîsir. The idea , te have a pas-k andi
exhibition grouisis combinesi. WVinnipeg is
%vithoutt anytising worthy the naine of a park,
and the plan of a comnbinesi park andi exhibi-
tion groundis înight bo a goosi tising for this
city. The city slsould have a good park, in a
convenient iocality. In tisis way, mouney 8peat
upon tise groundis would aiso serve thse double
purposo of providing a place o! recreatiors for
tbe citizens.

Association andi the hoards of trade of Montreal,
Toronto, Hamilton, Kingston ansi Port Arthur,
waiteul on Sir John Macdonald at Ottawa luat
week ansi urgesi tise immediate enlargensent of
thse St. Lawrence canais te thse saine depth as
tise WVelland. Sir John annonncad that thse
Government wotsld enter into an active policy
in this respect, In a fcw days lie wosîld suhinit
te Parliamont proposais regarcling the St.

ment o! tlic St. Lawrence canais is a inatter of
inestimable value te 'Manito.ba ansi ail Wecstcrn
Canada It is to ho regrettesi the Winnipeg
board was not rapresentesi in thse clelegation.
The Port Arthsur board certainly deserves the
thanks of M4,anitobans for tise energetic maniner
in whsich it has push cd this qusestLion. There is
no question before the people cf the wvest to-day
rcally of greater importance than this one of
itnproving the St. Lawrence route. This route
affords a great naturai outiet for the exportable
,Vroducts of thse West, andi wcrc it s0 improvad

flhat it could ho usesi to its fuil eapadity, thoe
ressîit wouhd ho a great reduction in the cost o!
transporting osîr grain ansi othor exports to
the seitboard, wvhhhe a saving would aiso ho
made on osîr importa frosin the caet. Tise on-
largement o! tho canais to a uniform deptis cf
sssy focrtecn feet, wouid inean a aaving of livo
cents per bushel on whecat te the farinera of
Manitoha andi tho Territories.

Prori.a who are flot acquaintesi wits tise
clignato of Misunitoba, have been hecard te express
doubta as tho adaptsshility of the counstry for
stock, owing te tie coid winter iveatisr.
Residents. however, know that stock do not
require greater care haro in regard tu hocsing,
etc., thau in the east. Tise stock o! tho native
haif-breesi settiers, it is weil knowvn, receive very
hittie care, ansi are somnetimes left oct ail
ivinter. The steady clitnate ofbManitoba agice
wsitli domcestiv animals, andi as a ruhe cattie are
very hsealhy ansi frec from disease. Those who
have their doubla aboust stock running out aIl
wintcr rnay reasi the folliving froin the Mani-
tou .Akrctry of last weak:- "Soins of thse Cal!
Mountain farmes-s hav-e allowved a zsumber of
their herses te rssn at large in thse wvooded dis-
tricts during tise wisîter, ansi find that the
aniumais arc doing reinarkahly well ansi are
apparentiy enjoying their lufe of freedoin.
Eleven horses, owneîl by Charles Sims, of Snow-
flake, wvhicis were reportesi stelen some timo
ago, hava been running out aIl winter, ansi
have been able to pick up a goosi living."
This is the second report of a simihar nature.
A short finie ago soîno cattie v'ere discovered
la Sonthern Manitoba, whics hasi been host
since lust fall, ansi thsey hasil sto tise winter
well. The wvister hae heen oe of the moat
severe in the modern history of Manitoba for
stock to ho ot. Thse -,eaticr thirosîghJanuary
and February wvas very cold, ansi the scow has
been ssnusssaiiy sieep upon. the grounsi, thus
making it very difficult for animais to get foot.
If cattie ansi herses coslsi live through laut
winter without feesi, except what they cold
pick for themselves, ansi without siselter, thty
wvossls certily couse tisrough an ortinary
.Manitoha winter in fair condition.
