Twenty or fifty people may hdve
Yeen employed in its mavnufacture, and, it credit
is going to be given, they may all putina claim,

wall must not be unmindful of him who laid the
foundation, Others havo Jabored, and wo bave
entored into their lubors. The last place into
which this spirit of selfish glorying shonld ob-
trado itself 18 in reference to saving souls.
What does it matter who have aided in the
work, provided it is done? It is seidom the
vesult of the efforts of any ono person, When
the xocks were blown out of New York Larbor,
a little girl touched tho button that caused the
explogion. Hundreds of men had labored for
wonths to make the explosion a success, Does
she deserve as much eredit as they? A preacher
is often but the little girl at the button. When
a soul ig born into the kingdom many influences
may have combined, TLeaving out the Divine
power, we find that one may be a salatary home
influence,  Something read in a paper, or a
book, may have helped. The Sunday-school
teacher, though seldom recciving avy credit,
may have worked sund prayed. A companion
may have spoken in senson the words which ave
us apples of gold in baskets of silver, The
memory of a gsermon heard years ago may have
flashed upon the beart. Who can tell how
many influeuces may have contributed to the
result? It is not worth owr while to try to
apportion to each one his share; for if wo do,
there may not be much left for us, The wiser
plan is to toil on prayerfully, knowing that God
will not forget our work of faith and labor of
love.
A mouse can break a single hair, but an hair
rope would tether an elephant. , The world
long ago learned the Jesson that
Why not in union there is strength, We
Unite? are in no danger of forgetting it,
although our actions way not
always be in accord with our knowledge. In a
fuble that is as old as this era, we read that an
aged man wanted to show the importance of
union, He had a large bundle of rods and gave
them one by oue to a boy requesting him to break
thew; and they were snapped almost as rapidly
as they were given. But when the boy received
a bundle of rods that he might break them, his
efforts failed. 1f she forces for good are com-
bined, the outlook for success hrightens, A
house divided agaivst itself cannotv stand, A
congregation that does not work in harmony
does not put out bal{ its power. Neighboring
churches that have no dealings with one another
and do not give mutual assistance and encour-
agement aro shorn of much of their strength.
If the churches in a province work together,
with one mind and one spirit for the spread of

the gospel, a large measure of success may bo’

expected. If the Lrethien of two provinces can
unite their forces with mutual advantages why
should not N, S, N, B. and P. E, I. be sble tv
do the same with multiplied blessings accruing
to cach. In union, wo ropeat, thero is strength.
But what more union can we have than now
exists? Are we not united in the bonds of
poace? Yes, Are wo not united in that wo
all preach the sawe gospel! Yes, Are we not
united in trying to save souls? Yes, Our
purposes aio the same but are our efforts one?
Could we not have an annual weeting for the
Disciples of Christ of tho Maritime Provinces!
Our interests are really one,
have a Iome Mission Board that wonld embrace
all this territory? The provinces do unito in
supporting Sister Rioch, and practicaliy they
unite in publishing Tur Cunristian.,  Could

Conld we not!

not all our churches in these parts combine in
tho support of one or more evargelists? Thoy
couid if they would, and in time the men will
be found if wanted. The time has come for a
concentration of energies even if it has not come
for tho advance here indicated.

Missionary work is one. We divide it into
home and foreign. In tho Bible the field is the

world,  That does not wean
A Wide places that ae ncar to tho
Field. exclusion of those more remote,

and it does not meun tho faraway
places to the overlooking of the regions round
aoout, Fowever, in the prosecution of this
work there is a Jaw of progression that wust
obtaiu, or fuilure is well nigh inevitable. It was
s0 in the apostolic times, and it is now. The
queation i8 often asked, why did not the
Disciples, till the lust few years, send mission-
aries to the heathen lands? Tho question is of
easy solution, It was impracticable, T Camp-
bell and his coadjutors had gone to India sg
soon as they saw the sins of sectarianism and
the mistakes of denominationalism the plea that
the Disciples make would not be as potent a
factor in the veligious world as it now is, It
wonld not have t-nded to break down partition
walls as it bas done, These men might have
said that the field in the United States is
already pre-cmpted by the various denomina-
tions, But what did they do? In that field
they began to gow the seeds of apostolic truth,
The frosts of prejudice and the hent of persecu-
tion tried aliernately to destroy the life germ,
but it grew, Inemies sought to kill che teader
plant, but it mounted higber and extended
wider unt:l hundreds of thousands could lodge
under its branches. These men could not have
found a better field in which to work than they
had strotching before them, When they had
injected a pwrifying mixture into the currents
ot religious teaching in the United States, and
saw that it was doing its appointed work, then
they turned theiv eyes toward the heathen, and
now they seek to have their hearts purified by
faith in a pure gospel. What they are now
doing is very little compared with what they
ought to do; but it i3 very wuch more than
they could be doing if they had uot concantrat-
ed their oftor's at home for many years. The
more wo do at home the more wo will be able
to do abroad. One of the suvest ways of ad-
vancing the work amoag che heathen is to
redoublo our eflorts to save souls around us,
teaching them at the same time that to be con-
verted to Christ embraces conversion to mis-
sions, It was a pleasing thing to see the
United States out of ber abundunce sending
thousands of buskels of grain and imweunse
quantities of provisions to the thousands of
famishing people in Russia, To have withheld
it would havs been a sin and a disgrace, If in
the depths of their genorosity they had forgot-
ten the starving people at hoae we would with-
hold our praises and count their action little
less than & sin, If they had not raived abund-
ant crops they would bave had none to gend
away., But sowing plentifully tuay reaped
bountifully and so were’able to feed the starv-
ing at home aud the starving abroad.  To have
shipped their seed grain, even to feed dying
men, would havo been short sighted foolishness.
If wo are ever going to scatter much soed among
the nations ot us seo to ib thas we plan and
work for abundant harvests at home.

SUALL WE HOLD THE BOPE?

A hundred ycars ago two preachers wore in
earnest conversation about a country whose millions
had never heard of Jesus and His love. One of
them said : * Thore is & deop, wide mine whero
jowels could be gathored for the DMaster.” ¢ Will
you go down into that mine 1"’ asked bhis brother,
I will,” was the roply, ‘‘if you will hold the
rope.” ¢ By the grace of God I'll hold the rope,”
and the two were pledged to God and to each other.
The one wont into the mino for lifo and gathered
many thousand souls to Christ. The other travel-
léd and lectured, and wrote to gather money and
holpors for the mission till his death,

A number of our brethren and sistors have
recently gone into that heathen mino, while thoir
brethron and sisters have promised tv hold the
rope. The work has beon successful, the number
of laborars has iucrcased from yeoar to yoar, so hag
the money for their support, while heathen mon
and women aro turning to the Lord. But last
yoar there has beon 2 falling off of funds, owing to
the depression provailing throughout tho United
Stutes, where the money is principally raised.
The contributors scom as anxious a3 over to snpport
the work, but hundreds of themy are ‘‘hard up.”
In view of the hard times, it was hinted to some of
the missionaries, for tho time being, to suspend
labor, but this seemed to thom worse than death,

They could suffer hardship and want, but could

salvation woro continually on the increase. They
are now laboring uncomplainingly with but a part
of their pay, whilo the board is borrowiug money
and doing all in their powor to keop up the work
until the rovival of trade will onable them to ro-
plenish an empty treasury.

Wo are very anxious for tho rcaders of Tus
CHRISTIAN not tc ignoro this matter, nor, like the
Israelites at Sinai, entrest that tho word should not
be spoken to them any more. Shall we rofuse
sympathy or aid to thes> missignaries and leave
thom to suffer? Or shall wo entreat a merciful
Father to give them success in turning the heathen
to Christ, snd to put it iuto tho hearts of His
pooplo to support them in the work? Ts it not
worth onr while to seek a partnership in this grand
entorpriso and do what we can to assist thoso who
are laboring to let tho lieathen know that Josus
bought themn with His blood?

There are missionaries in tho fiold who think it
moro scriptural to lab r without a missionary
society. Thoss who may bo of the same opinion
have tho privilego of supporting them, so that thero
scems to be ample room and work for all whu love
our Lord Jesus Christ in sincerity.

This country at present is favored financially
above many others, and our churches should awaken
to a groator amount of Christian liberality, as Bro.
David Fullorton has very properly shown in tho
last CuristiaN. In the past we have been doing
something for forcign missions, and wo are happy
to say that this department of Christian work has
grown in interest and magnitude from yoar to year.
Would it not be well in this time of extreme neod
for each to ask himself, or herself, Can I not, by
planning in time, do more than I did last year?
Can I not induco others to give? Would I rogret
it in future years? at death, or at the judgmeont,
or when I moot tho missionaries with their heathen
convorts at Jesus' feot ?

Wo aro not without hope that these provinces
will yot take a noblo part in tission work, It is
but a fow miles froin whero tlus is written that A.
MoLean, the indefatigable sceretary of the Foreiyn
Missionary Society, was born and received his
early training. Near this, in boyhood, he conse-
crated himaelf to that Saviour who has been with
him and who, we trust, will stand by him and make
him a victor in tho present struggle.

a week later hor mother was baptized, and yester-
day, January 11th, one of our Biblo class, a parti-
cularly intelligent young man, was also buried with
our Lord in baptism, and rose to walk in nowness
of lifo, Lverybody is rejoicing with us,

* With all our happiness thero is a cloud, and
yot 1 should not look upon it as such, but cannot
help it. The girls have gone !

*“ You remember that when I reached Japan,
Mr. and Mrs, Garat were in Amorica, and Mr,
Smith, leaving shortly after, loft Mr. and Mrs,
Stovens with all their work,  When Miss Harrison
loft we took up her work., On Mr. Garst’s return,
he said: ¢ 'This will nover do. You are next to
helpleas without tho language, so wo must take
your burdons oursslves,’

Y did my best to keop the girls; as I did vot
want to give them iuto another's hands, but I had
vory little say in tho motter. Miss Wirick was
placed over tho girls, leaving us with our charity
schools, otc., as wo wished to keep them on, and it
was not conveniont to oxchaunge, as we live in a
difforont section of the city from the others.

My four girls are only to bo with Miss Wiriok
till I got tho language. Poor girls! they cried so
when told they had to go, Although I could only
spoak a littlo to them, we lovad each othor. I miss
thom sadly. I fool rostless, and the house is ao
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quiot and lonely. It will make mo work hurder,
80 a3 to shorton the time when they shall return.

*“'The Board has decided that thoy bo sent to
thyq best Japanese school for secular branches, Miss
Wirick to give thom Bible training at home,

_‘“My helpor is about to leave mo to go to
Yokohama to act as Bible-womsn for Mra, Garst.
1 am sorry to lose her, but sho tecls it hor duty to
g0, and I believe it is. I hope I may get another
who will do hor work as well.”

T am certain that tho eutiro sistorhood will agree
with me in saying that in giving our missionary
moro timo for tho study of the language, the
Foroign Missionary Board has dono a wise thing.
With tho amount of work on her hands, combined
with the ontire care of four girls, and a share in
the caro of those living in the houso (ten or twolve,
I am not sure which) belonging to the mission, it
was impossiblo that much progress could be made.

Answer,--Certainly not.  Unless the Holy
Spirit so change the heart of a man that Ie
bates his sin and resslves, with the Lord’s help,
to forsnke them, haptism will do him no good,
indeed it would be a mockery, It isa heartfoit
belief in the death of Jesus for our sing that
kills in us the love of sin aud leads to repent-
wace, and no one 13 commanded to be baptized
unti! he sincerely believes and repents,

Q.-—DBut is & mau not saved by faith alone as
soon as Le believes and repents?

A,—A mau is vot saved by faith alone when
he believes and repents, but he has repentance
a8 well as taith,

Q.-~That may be. DBut some teach that us
80on as a man believes be i3 saved aund should
then be baptize:l because he 7s saved.

A.—This is not the teaching of Christ. In
His last commission Ho bus mentioned belief,
baptism and salvation, and has left each in its
proper place, not to be removed with impanity,
All the veasoning of earth will not make the
commission read, * He that betieveth shall be
saved, and then be fit for baptism.” Christian
baptism is a burial and resurvection. We bury
dead persons, Sowetimes, through sad mistake,
A man ina fic is baried, but it is always undor-
stood that persous are dead befuie they are
buried.  We may, through miistake, bury a
man in water before he dies to sin, but such a
onc is not buiied with Christ, nor does be rige
to walk in newness of life. Nor does the sccip-
ture speak of the burial of living Christians.
Baptism ig the burial of a man in whom belief
in Christ has killed the love of sin and led to
repentanco. The grave always divides states.
Saul was in a state of rebellion until Jesus met
him in the wuy and killed him to sin, From
that hour he was changed, so that hie hated sin
and loved the Saviour, He died to sin, and
Jjnst as soon as Ananias told hun what it was
appointed for him to do, he was buried with
Christ in buptism and rose to walk in newness
of lite. To show the wniformity of Christ’s
plan of salvation Punl wrote to the biethren in
Rome, reminding them of their death to sin,
burial with Christ in baptism and rising to
walk in newness of life. (Rom. vi. 4, 5, etc.)
Hae also calls the attention of the Colossians to
the eame facte. (Col, ii. 12).

Paul, and the saved in Rome, in Corinth,
Culosse, and all New Testament saints, came to
God by Christ in the way He announced in the
commission, They knew that they were oboy-
ing their Saviour and walking in His footsteps.
Thig Jesus calls the narrow way which leadeth
unto life, How blessed to be permitted in onr
day to walk in His steps, to cojoy what fle has
promised, and to “look unto Jesus, the author
and nisher of our faith,” It is only through
Hin we can overcome the world, the flesh and
the devil and gain eternal life, But He is
faithful- who hath promised. 'The same One

@.—DBut as others cluim to be Christiuns as
well s you, uud their chuichos to be churches
of Cliist, is it wodest and Christhke in you 1o
deny their claim and annouuce yourselves as the
only Christians, and your chuwich as the only
church of Chuist?

A, This is not a question botween ourselves
and others, but between Christ and uvs. Two
questions come up which we must in any event
answer in the afivmative: 1st, Did Christ give
the saved a righy and proper name? 2ad, Are
we satisfied to0 be known by that name? We
are sutistied with che name and weanr it because
it is right, and not to condewn others, We
wish others to wear it, too. They claim to be
disciples of Christ, and hence acknowledge the
rectitnde of the name. If they are not satisfied
with it, and wish to have another nanie besides,
that is no affuir of ours, and our motives should
not be condemned unless it can be proved wrong
to hold the name Christ has given His followers,
We see much in others to admire and imitate,
and rejoice to think they ave doing much good
in the world, but bolding unscriptural names we
can neither ndmnire nor imitate, but regard it as
dishonoring Christ and dividing His people,
Many are anxiously praying for the union of
those who love the Lord; and as there is no
other name under heaven given amoog men
whereby we must be saved, many see that there
is no other name on which the saved can agree
to unite,

Q.—Baut the Saviour did not call His people
disciples,

4,—Assoon agit was understood that Christ,
by Ilis cross, had broken down the middle wall
of partition betereen Jows and Gentiles, destroy-
ing in His flesh the enmity to make in Himself
of twain one new man, so making peace, the
gospel was preached among the Gentiles, and
multitudes of both Jews and Uentiles were
gathered into the church, and the disciples were
called Christians first in Aatioch.

Q.—DBut many allege that this was a name
given thew by their enemies as a term of re-
proach,

A.—Christ (anointed) was not a name of
reproach, but held in high respect by the
Jews, who bitterly denied that Jesus was the
Chbrist. How absurd to suppose that those who
determinedly refused to csll Jesas ¢ the Christ”
would call His disciples Christians, They called
them Nazarenes in veproach, becauss they called
their Lord u Nazavene, Bat it was those who
belioved that Jesus was the Chvist that called
ELis disciples Christians,

Acts xi. 26 tells us what Saul and Barnabas
did in Autioeh, but there is not a word in it or
the context about any enemy. 1st, They
assembled themselves with the church a whole
year. 2nd, They taught wuch people. A third
thing is mentioned and conpled with the other
two- the disciples were called Christians first
in Antioch. The third thing is aftorwards
acknowledged to be right by the apostle and
New Testament Christians, for they bore that
name, suflfered for it as the worthy nawme by
which they were called, and yot men ia the face
of all will, without one particle of proof, assert
that the calling of disciples Christians at Antioch
wag a wicked act by their enewies, the name
given as a reproach on ther and their Saviour,
It i evident that no one who.claims .

is nut sinful ot repronchful, but vhe bride called
by the husband’s name. Many lewrned men
contend that u critical rendering of Acts xi. 26
would toll us that Paul and Barnabas called the
disciples Christians first in Antioch, aud this
sooms to ancenrd with New Testament tocching,

Thomass Scott, that eminent commentator,
says of the pastage: ** It cume to pass that they
(Paul aud Barnabas) called the disciples Chris-
tiwns, This is indisputably the natwial con-
struction of the verse; but the word implies
that this wus done by divine revelation, for it
has generally this sigmfication in the New'
Testament, and is rendered ¢ warned from f}od,
or ‘warned of Goud,’ even when there is no
word for Gup in the Greek.”

We wish humbly and earnestly and prayer-
fully to contend for Christ's salvation, His
Spirit, His word, His church and His name,
and to show by our deportment that He is
everything to us.

We purpose to consider in our next the creed
of the church of Christ.

“ WASPS.”

Bro. H. M., whousu articlea in TR CHRISTIAN
are always augyestive or instructive, or both, gives
us in the Fubruary number an item under the
heading ** Wasps,” in which he tells us that having
learned a valuable losson in early youth from his
experience with a nost of wasps, out of which he
came neither comfortablo nor victorious, having
¢ got a fearful wasping,” he came to a decision to
“ nover troubls man, bsast, bird, or insect, that
had more sting than honey.”

I thought the docision was a very wise ore, and,
as a mauter of sulf-preservation, the only wiss one;
and those who have not learnad by a like oxperi-
ence, will doubtless feal grateful to Bro. H. M.
for giving them such a useful lesson without $heir
laving to pay as dearly for it as he had to pay.

There are few, 1 presume, who, having done
battle with vne nost of wasps, would have any
desire to encourter another; few, who having
warmed one serpent into life, would venture on
warming another into life; or, having warmed a
serpeut into life, and mesing what is returued,
whare gratitude is due, would care to disturb the
repose of that serpent again, did he find it in the
sawse helpless cundition. A prudeut man forseoth
the evil and hideth himself, but the simple pass on
and are punished. Prov. xxii. 3.

Some one has said: ** Sulf-preservation is the
first law of nature.” This being true, then, itisa
quality common to all and implanted by the hand
of wisdom. Tho wise, therefure, in the hour of
danger will hide or dofend, and so preserve them-
selves,

Another thought, however, was flualed to the
surface by the above meutioned item. It is this:
Sappose Gud, when He looked duwn from His
high and holy habitation, and saw mankiud in sin,
rebellion and cruelty-—-vory much ¢ ating” and
very little * honey"—had decided to leave the race
aseverely alone until it would show more honey and
less sting, what would be the condition of the
inhabitants of Christendom to-day? The sating
would have remained, the habitations of cruelty
would yot be found among our now favored people,
and quivering hearts of humsn sacrifices would be
presented- on heathen altars, where now songs of
praise and thankegiving are raised to Him who, by
His holy angels and the Son of His love, has pro-
claimed : ¢ Peace on earth and good-will to men.”

When the Omniscient One looked down and .saw
wahatll
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have blotted out the possibility of future evil by
blotting out tho raco of mankind; but while He
looked down, pussessed of all might aud all powor,
He also looked down with the touder pity of the
universal Father; and although Be saw all the
sorrow, suffering and shamo which it would cost to
take the point off every sung, transform overy
cruel heart and cause sweotness to flow forth, whero
only bitterness was found before ; He determined,
for the sake of the possible goodness to be produced,
to pay the price, to open up the way, through
surrow and sufforing, through tears and blead, by
which the brotherhood of man might be manifested,
as woll as the fatherhood of God.

My heart tu-day is filled with gratitude, because
it ins the vye of God which luoks upon our race—
just as it is, and not the narrow vision of mortal
man ; and that while He kuows every sin and the
cause of vvery doparture from the path of rectitude,
He looks on us with the pity of & father who loves
and would restore,

Suppose, again, that the Saviour of men had
decided that in this world of ours there was more
wickedness than goodnoss, i. e, more sting than
honey; and bocause it was so He would nut have
anything to do with it, how much hope would we
poor sinners have tu-day of being freed from sin
and made meot fur a homs beyund the tabernacles
of earth? But to gain the great end, and for the
joy *‘of leading many sons unto glory,” He stepped
into all the trials which awaited Him, not shunning
to come into contact with the very worst of men ;
and becsuse Heo was willing to receive sinners and
cat with them, in millions of hearts and lives to-
day the bitter has been turned to sweot, wrath has
been turned to love, sorrow has been turned to
1oy, the crowr. of honor and the palm of victery
await many of the redeemed s0ns of vur sinful race,
and eternal glory will be to Him who trud the
wine-press alone,

The whole histury of Chriatianity is the history
of good cuming in contace with evil, of love coming
into contact with hatred, of blecsing being roturasd
for curaing, and deeds of kindness being returned
for despiteful usage and persecutioa.

We have this exemplified in tho life of heaven’s
great Apostle-~Jasus of Naziroth, the Son of Mary
and the Son of G d. We have it also in the Iife
of the great apostlo to tho Gentiles, Wo have it
in the hfo of every faithful Christian worker for
over eighteen hundred years, and it will continue
on earth as jung as there remaius one svul faithful
tu God und posevssed of the spirit of Ohrist.

** This Man receivus sinnera.” He recoives thom
yet.  Ho purifies them. Under His influence they
become clothed and in their right mind. When
they learn of Hun and partake of His spirit, euvy,
jealouay aud hatred die, aud love, peace and joy
fill the place—beforo so foul, buc now purified—
c'eansed by love divinc.

One reasan, at loast, why the children of God
aro not taken home to the Fathor's house as soon
as they are born into the family, is that they may,
by cuoming in contuct with wicked and cruel men,
have an influencs on themn for goud, becanso it is
not the Father's will that any shoald pecish, but
that all, even the vilest of the vilo and the lowest
of the low, might corie and have life.

Soun. For this purposo Jesus died and r.se again,
For this purpose Paul preached, and for this he
gave hi life, .

enter, but that the inan who is most degraded and
fartheat away from God maay be lifted out of ‘he
depths of sin, purified, cleansed and brought to reat
in the shadow of the thrune of the eternal—* Whe-
soever will may come." 0. B,E.

NAMES AND THEIR SIGNIRICANCE.

“ Neither shall thy name any more bo called Abram,
but thy name shall be Abrabawm ; for the father of &
suultitudoe of natiens have I made thee,” Gen, xvii. 5,

The giving of a new name to signalize some now
oxpurioncs, or new relation, is freyuently recorded
in scripture history. Abraham’s wife had her name
changod from Sarai to Sarah, when sho bocame a
wother, and thus the ancestress of a numerous
progony., Jacob had his name chanzed to Israel,
when he had striven with God, aud had prevailed.
Gen, xxxii. 28 Joseph's name was changed to
Zaphnath-peaneah, when he was clevated to the
premiorship of Exypt. Geou. xli. 45. Saul's name
was changed to Paul when Sergius Paulus was
convorted under his preaching. Acts. xiii. 6-10,

There ia throughout these cases a common ele-
ment ns a reason for tho change of name—ENLARGE-
MENT. Abram had no children; but Abraham
would have a multitude of nations as his descerd-
ants, Sarai was childless; but Sarah would be
princess of an evergrowing tribe. Jacub was a
trafficker and a keeper of herds; Tsracl wasa prince
and the head of a nation. Joseph was a captive
and prisouner; Ziphuath-paaneah was a * werld-
saviour,”—for so the name means—and the virtual
ruler of a nation, Saul was the converted Phariseo;
Paul wazr apostle to the Gentiles.

This idea of enlargement and enrichment, as
signified in names, is most significant. Itis forcibly
illustrated in the names applied to God in the
Bible. Not that there was any enlargement of
God's nature which called for new names, but there
was a continual enlargement of His revelation of
Himself to men which needed to be expressed in
new names. So we have different namnes, under
which God made Himself known to nen, as His
rovelation of Himself progressed. El, Eloah,
Elohim, El Shaddat aod Jehovah are all names of
God in the Old Testament, The oricntal sense of
“Kl" is the powerful, strong, etc. *‘Elvah”
weans the power which awakens terror. *Elvhim”
signifies the infinite fulluess of might and power
which lies in the Divine Being. Under this name
Gud reveals His power to create and uphold. It
was Elohim who made the heavens and the earth
and all things therein, El Shaddai is the God
who testifies of Himself in special deeds of power,
by which He subdues nature to the ways of His
kingdom, making the childless Abraham the father
of many nations, etc. This is the nawe under
which God appearr to Abraham in the scripluro
from which the text of this paper is quoted, He
here promises to make a man who ia a hundred
years old, and has no natural heir, and whuse wife
is already an old woman, the father of a multitude
of nations. This was clearly contrary to ratural
things. But El Shaddai would compel naturs to
serve Him. This name enlarges God’s rovelation
of Himself. He not only works according to
natural law in sustaining and upholding all things,
He also operates above natural laws — works
miracles, if you please,—to bring about His pur-
puses. The nanie Jehovah expresses God's entranco
into historical relations with men. Jt is a new
revelation of God. He who created and sustains
all things, who makes nature riso above her usual
course to serve Him, this Breing now entwines
Himself with tho history of men—becoming their
God, making them His people. So God says to
Mones : “I am Jehovah; and I appeared unto
Abraham, unto Isasc and unto Jacob as God
Almighty (El Shaddai), but by My name—Jehovah
—I was not kuown unto them.” Ex. vi. 3, To
the patriurchs God was the mighty, wonder-work-
ing God, He would be this to the Israclites.also
in the sigus and wonders by which He would wock
their deliverance from Egypt. But He would bo
moro than this. He would adopt them as His
people and be their God ; in all their history as a

ls it not but a continuation of this enlargement
of Bus self-revelation which we sce in that name
which stands at the threshold of the Now Testa-
meunt—Immanuel? Here wo have “God with us,”
Not simply God in historical relations with man,
but God becomie man in the person of the Christ.
Under this name wo have the highest revelation of
Himself which God has ever given, the highest He
can evcr give to momtals. Thus is this idea of enlarge-
ment, as signified by new names, illustrated in the
seriptural names of God,

Now there is much significance in this idoa as
rolated to the names given to the fullowers of
Christ in the Nuw Tostament, The most signiti-
cant Now Testament names and titles of the ful-
lowers of Christ are the following : Disciples, used
very frequently in the gospels and less frequently
in thu othexr books; Christians, used but three
times; suints, used quite frequently in the epistles;
children and brethren, used frequently,

Each of thess names designates a relation, A
disciplo of Christ is a learnor in Chiist's school,
A Chriatian is a person committed to Christ in
heart and life—whose Lord Chriat is, A saint is
one who is sanctified, or set apart to a holy life in
the service of God, ‘‘ through sanctification of the
“spirit and belief uf the truth,” A child of God is
a member of God's family, an heir to Gol’s mani-
fuld riches and a brother to all the redvemed.

Thus these names, each in its own direction,
signify an enlargement and enrichment of man's
life. The disciple is led into larger knowledge ;
the Christian, into richer experience ; the saint,
into wider and more exalted servive ; the child,
into a fuller and wmore enduring inheritance ; the
brother, into more glurinua and enjoyable relation-
ships.

And let it be noted that this enlargement is the
yroatest possible enlargement within huwan reach
along all these lines. There is no knowledge such
as tho Great Teacher gives. There is no such
experience and discipline as that which the King
of kings makes possible to His aubjects, There is
no such service as that to which He scparates His
people. There are no family relationships to be
compared to those where God is the Father, Jesus
Christ the Elder Brother, and all the good in
hedven and on earth, in past, present and future,
aro co-heira with Christ.

The scriptural nauies for the people of God
stand, theu, for the greaccat pussible enlargement
alung the lines of the greatest pussible good, which
is within man’s reach. They are given to those
who have entercd these lincs of enlargement by
their acceptanco of Jesus Christ as Teacher, Lord
and Saviour,

A contrast is here to he noted between the names
given to Gud's peoplo in the scriptures and any
name which Christians might assunie for themsolves-
We inight tuko tho namo of the best man in the
world, and it would stand, not for enlargemont,
but for tho opposite. It wonld stand betwecen us
and the rost of God's poople, shutting us off in a
division by ourselves, and indicating that wo were
not as broad as all truth, We would honor the
name we had chosen by accepting thu doctrines
taught by Him who wore it, and thus confining
ourselves to a part of our rightful heritage. This
is the efivet of all the derominativnal nanies worn
by Christiaus  They staund for divisions: and
divisions always coniract and diminish iustead of
enlarging. No denominational name is #s broad
as the nawme disciple, or Christian, or saiut, or
child, or brother. And if we would enjoy the
Inrgest freedom and the greatest possible develoa-
ment and errichment in Christ, we muat refuse
denominational namee and the contractions fer
which they stand, and wear only the names given
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withont the word vt command thore was no action
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ludge. There 13 no victory away from Christ,

LIFE AND LIGHT.

Psalm xxxvi. 9.

In order to understand any one part of an
elementary system, it is necessary to have a know-
ledge of tho whole. We must study the several
elemonts and ascertain their direct bearing one
with the other, and also the relation they sustain
to each other, There is not anything that exists
in a perfect, indopendent, isolated state, This
vast universe is a unit, compused of laws, forces,
instrumentalities and means; each part having a
mutual dependence one upon the other.  And none
of thesecan be understood thuroughly, independent
of a geueral knowledge of the cntire systom.
Before the law of universal gravitation was dis-
covered by Sir Isaac Newton, the whole physical
universe waa a series of inyaterics, Tho weight of
materials, the tides of the vcean, the cause of fall.
ing bodies, were all enveloped in mystery — oven
to the mind of the philosopher. But as soon as it
was discovered that all budies in the universe tend
towards each other with a force equal to the
quantity of matter it contains, that tho measuro of
attraction is the weight of the body, the problom
was solved and many other weighty questions wore
answered,

This is also true of the great work of man’s re-
demption. It is a unit, a wendrous system of
adaptations, laws and agencies, composed of wisdouw,
love, mercy and justice of God through the Lord
Jesus Christ. If we would understand this system,

16): “The gospol i3 the power of
Gud unto saving life, or salvation, to all that
believe it.” In all this we see perfect harmony
and unity, and without union God could not save
the world. He could not make man withont a
union of the netural and spiritual.  He could not
give the world a Saviour apart from a union of
humanity and divinity. And Jesus Christ added
to this: *“ That tho world cannot be saved unless
My folluwers are one.” For Ho said they must be
one that the world might believe; and if the world
dun't beliove, it cannot be suved. 1 cannot be a
believer, or yot be saved, by selecting one part of
the system of salvation and resting upon it. I
cannot be saved by belioving in Christ alone
(abstractly). I caonot be saved by believing in
God alne. I cannot bo saved by believing in the
Holy Spir’. alone. I must be a beliover in, and
be saved by, the threo powers combined. The
Father, Son and Spirit are a unit in the work of
creation, providence and redemption. They have
combined tho means to save the world, and they
weant it should be used by a combined people
that tho world might bolisve. Sume people
look at the wondrous system of redemption and
wondor why God don’t save the world, Supposing
one end of our town was on firo, and in tho street
stood a ponderous steam engine all equipped for the
battle, and the people would flock around the
engino and cry, ** Why don’t the man that built
this machine put the firc out?"” You may as wall
try to stop tho Niagara Falls with a timothy straw
as {0 try and stop tho flames in such a way.
