A good miany
of ic IhidIdlesboroiglh mîills and forges hadt
stoppeid i prices of all kinds of' pig iletai wsere
weaker, and further trouble wiiti hie workimei
wvas tireatenied. Ini the iiiauiiftctured iron tradc
there w'as some uile iuprtve n t. Froii Sief-
field coaes tle staternent fihat I lie conditioni
of traie is aliest as baid ats ever. Tie wiar as
yet does out appear te have stimulated special
industries, but rattier inducei greater cauitioii
than ever, for miorcihants aul consumners alike
are only ordering te muet iimniediate needs.
With Ile exception of arimiour plates, Ile leavy
braiches are more lanigiid nouw thnl they' were
ait tle coinmencement of tle year. For ironî
tliere is cominparittively luitle deinid, with no
prospect of iniproveient ; and in the case of
railway mnaterial, the revival whicli Iapenid te
set ini a short time siice hias altogetlher disap-
peared. Tlie war is sadly interfcrng witlî lus-
sian orders for tis class of goods, for until1 ru-
ceiitly Russia wias a good customer."

DIFFEIRENTIAL FREIGHT TARIFFS.

Considerable dissatisf'acLoin prevails,
boLh in Now York aniI Montreal, ait fle
differ'enisjalfreight tariffs ivhich avlie re-
cenily been established. Tho llailroad
Companies havo for a long poilod becn in
thehabitof chargingireduced rates on what
is teîrmed thr'ough trtflic and, although
LlIeir policy in this respect; las not met
the approval of Chose wlio lave been tle
principal suuffe'rer's, thitera have been at
least plausible reasons for tolerating the
practice. IL appeiars Ihat arrangements
have of late been made witi the Atlantic
Steaniship Companlies, inder wl ic goods
ae carried to Chicago ait lower rates via
New York and Montrcal, than tley are.
deliverei ai tioso cities, alihougli not
subjected to any railroad charges vhiat-
ever. Tlie steamers, therefore, mtst
charge considerably less in goods deliv.
eredto railroad companies for transmission
ta Chicago, oi othter inland towns, than on
similar goods delivered at the port to
vhiel Clio vessels are boind. Il is more
easy to point out lie gross injustice ofr
such a policy Chian to find a reimedy. IL
is said Chat Mr. Vuiderbilt lias recently
visited iglaiui for the purpose ofing
a comuplete control over a line of ocean

steamars,manidpossibly of effectinig arrîange-
ments witli English railway companies,
so ns te be able to deliver goods forvarded
from any parit of the United Kingdom at
any point in tle West. It is diflicult ta
contend against so gigantic a mono poly
is that contirolled by 'Mr. Vanderbilt, but
the subject doserves the Carnest attention
of Chose ilo are interestec in hele pros
poliity of tie seaboard cities. ; ve ari not
sufiicieitly inlforned as te facts or' as to
tlie actual arrangements ait prosent sub-
sisting to enable us to hazard an opinion
on the subject, but our impression is, Chat
our Canadian steamships and railroad
conpanies aro acting in self-defence in
order ta pievent the entiro trade, both of
Wlestesrn Canada and theo Westein States,
being diverted to Nowv York. TIe gricev-
ance foi in that city is very similair te our
own. The carrying trade both by water
and rail seems at prosent to be compiletly
overdone, and we fear very nmucli that it
will be long before it recovers froin the
effect er. tie ruinons coipeti ion, wiiiel
lias brouglit abont sucht an abnornal state
of thlings as that to wliichi wO have called
attention.

TI scenîes of the late fires iln
Noitew Brunswick have lreccntly becn vis-
ited by one of our' Inost experienod un
deritrs, and lis Opinions coincide ex-
actly with ours il titis respect.

A prointttent cusa of tira aevil oft'eckless

n1nldoiwriting arC Vhe dif'ereant sub.agnts,
whose Chiief CId is Via eaniilng of tetir
coiuiiissiois, and this tiey ivill accomplish
at any risk ta the coinpany ; the iore

hazardotus the risk, the gaerat'il the com-
inission. 'îTe shrinkage lu the valio of

real estata and building tnaterials shauld
be borne in mind, and riks writen for

proportionately less ainatints. St. Steplien,

Let long iows of oodon dwellings
and stores, even in villages wih oir adinar'y
lire apparatus, be as iucht avoided as old

idle saw' mtilIls arc avoidedl, L itd we shlIlI
have Lthe satisfaction of seein g I mole sulb-
stan tial class ofbilli nags erected, aid the
stocks of intsur'anîce compalnies again ap-
paroaching a rcasonable vailue and legitima-
tely paying conilortable dividends ta
the mneantimte tinfortunate sharehelders.
Thlese Precau tions are dlue not only ta the
companies themîtselves, but also ta the
thouîsands of' owners of conparatively safe

ppeties who mnay lie dependent on the
solvency of' the institution wheeiniu teiy

are intstired.
