"Phe following is a verbatim roport of that
portion of the Hon. Edward Blake's brilliant
and patriotic speoch, delivired at the London
banguet, which deals with the North-West
rebellion and the present agitation against
Sir John Macdonald’s Goverpment : —

Mr, Blake said : Now, Government all
this time has been so busy with political
intrigne, with schemens for retaining or ob-
teining  political support, with jobs,
with the regulation of . our private
husiness, with its attacks onb the provinces,
that it seems to have had no time or energy
for the discharge of its most obvions and
jmportant dnties. It marked the early part
of its old lewse of office by the North-West
rebellion of 1869. (Hear.) It has, I believe,
maxked the olosing scenes of its new le=se by
the North-West rebellion of 1885. (Hear.)

NEOLBGQY, DRLAY AND MISMANAGHMENT.

I eannot go into details to-night, I have
done so in Parliament already. Remember
that the Government was very speoially re.
sponsible for diligeace and liberality in dezl-
ing with the North-\West because of foraer
events, and because it was an unrepresented
conntry, autocratically governed. [ have,
neverthelese, shown beyond all doubt, ont of
the selected papers brought down under com-:
pulsion by Government, tho most scandalous
neglect, delay and mismanagement. (Cheers.)

ith an enormong Indian expenditare they
had the Indians largely in a state of hunger,
insubordination and disquiet. (Hear,)

With seven yoars' time for action, full
power to act, full knowledge of the discontent
apd of the danger of delay, with constant
petitions, resolations, representations, prea-
sure and remonstrunces, thoy yet did notbing
to settla the claims of the Northweat
Halfbreeds to like treatment as was accorded
those in Manitoba from 1879 to 1883, till it

was too late, till the lire was in the heather. |

Hear.)

When they first acted it was in a lame,
inadequats and halting sonse, and with a fatal
pause,  Mven their sccond step after the
ontbreak was unjust and unsatisfuctory, and
it was not till after the Commission reported
that thoy yiolded. (Hear) .

They showed aleo groes negligonce in deal-
ings with the claims of the Manitoba un-
enumeratod half-breeds, whosojust demands,
though pressed aad proved for yenrs, they
votused to recoguize or settle. Nor were they
dealt with till April. 1885. (Hear.)

Their action as to the land office, the open-
ing ot the land for entry, the surveys, tho
aettlement of land claims, the recoghition of
oarly occupation, wood rights, land patents,
colonization companies sud reserves, and
their system of dealing with letters, petitions,
and reporis were all marked by apathy, in-
caproity, neglect, procrastination u.n_d
pungling. (Uheers.}) In truth the story is
almost incredible were it not proved out of
the records.

THEN IN JUNE, ‘84, CAME RIKL.
‘There was ample time that summer to settle
all.  All might have been adjustcd, the
griovances which were his_instruments ro-
moved, and with then his power broken.
Hear, hear.)

They knew he was there, they knew he was
agitating, they kiew the danger. Sir David
Macpherson knew it, Sir John Macdonald
knew it, Sir Hector Langevin knew it, Sir
Adolphe Caron knew it—the whole corps of
knights knew it. They were warned timne
aud again, they were implored, they were
threntened. Nothing moved thom. 'They
were roused to acticp only on the eve of the
outbroak. Too late ; alas, too latc!

They were as ideffective in measures of

repression and defence as in those of
redress. ‘Lhoy demoralized and disbanded
the local torces. (Hoar). \Vith three

years' warning they left the guns in such
an unserviceable state that they became use-
less ot Cut Kuife, to the great danger of our
gallant troops. They choso a military poat
at Carleton, which was only tenable while
thers wns no cnemy, and was abandoned the
first instant of the war. These arc but
sumples of their conduct, (Hear.) .

Since then there has
been time to read the papers ; the objections
of lagt session no longer apply ; some ot their
supporters have already declared that the
Government was wrong, and I do not believe
they would now repeat their vote, - (Hear.)
THE INCRIMINATED MINISTERS.

What is to be the penalty for the men who
have by their oriminal neglect and inocapacity
produced these sad resuits? I have told
them that in older days thoy would hsve
been impeached as traitors to their trust.
(Cheers.) These ara not our modern ways.
The penalty is milder ; for such au offence as
theirs, too mild. It is but » withdrawal of
the rower they haveabused —of the confidence
they have betrayed. ‘Lhis mild penalty ¥e
call on the people to inflict, and I will not so
far despair of my country as to doubt
the answer to that call. (Cheers.)

TBE FATE OF LOUIS RIEL.

Since the close of the outbreak en cvent
growing out of it Hias to a great degree en-
grossed the public attention, and to that I
now turn. I mean the tate of Riel.

An effort has been made for obvious poli-
tical purposes, to color the character and

exaggerate the import of the agi-
tution on this subject. Some Que-
bec supporters of the Government

have, in commdh with some of its Quebec
opponents, denounced its action in very
strong langunage, and words have been used,
suggestions have been made, things have
been done, which do not commend themselves
to my judgment. On the other hand, the
most violent language has been nsed in the
Ontario Ministerial organ; the movement
a8 & whole has, in my view, been misrepre-
sented, and a Geliberate design is apparent on
the part of the Ontario Tories to create and
intensify
A WAR OF RACE AND CREED,

and to obsoure by this means all the real
issues batween parties in order to raise an
issnc false in itself, and which, handled as
proposed by the Ministerial press, would
imperil the fatare of our country. (Hear,
hear.)

It is quito certain that the guestion maust,
and most desirable that it anould, be shortly
debated in Parliament, and that those who
challenge the conduoct of the (Government
shozla tender a definite issue. This I hold,
though I entertain vury atrong opinions as to
the reserve which shonld attend criticisms
ou the exercise in ordinary cases of

THE PREROGATIVE OF AMEROY.

As Minister of Justice I have had to advise
in many capital cases; ond I do not forget
tho heavy responsibility which reats on those
in whose hands are the issues of lite and
death, and whose tatk is rendered all the
more difficalt by rexcon of the large measure
of discretion vested in them, and expressed
in the word ** clemency.” I know how much
these difficalties arc enhanced by heated par-
tiean and populur discussion, in which
distorted views and an imperfect ap.
praciation of facts are likely to prevail,
1 have been falsely and swantonly ao-
cused of selling the prerogative for personal
and for political gain. I deproeated then, as
I wonld doprecute r.ow, scch attecks on Min-
isters unless made with good and sutlicicm
reason.  So delicatein my opinion is the ox-
ercise of this prerogative that, while 1 have
sometimes Leen able to racencile my judg-
ment to that of the present Ministers in cap-
ital cascs, I have felt it the icsser ovil on tho
whole to be silent than to raise a debate, and
I can readily conceive, in tact I have known
of cases in which, thengh I might differ from
the conclusion of the Ministers, Ishould yet
refuse to censure them for honestly teking a
line which I ceuld not follow.
AN UNQUESTIONALLE RIGUT.

But we must be guidoed in ench case by its
own circumstances. The right of discussion,
of advice. of censure, has beon denied by a
leading Ministerial organ. Yect it is un.
questionable. (Hesr,) Ministersarc respon.
sible in this as in all other cases, I was my-
gelf intrumeantal in procuring the reform
which made this sure ; and the rights which
I helpcd to sccure for my country I will help
to maintain. (Hear) Bat I declare that the
occasion must be grave which renders
discussion opportune, and the cose clear
which rendera cousure expedient. Why then
do I hold that this is plainly o cage for
Parlinmentary  discussien ?  For  several
reasons.

Because the trinl is for an extraordinary
politicul offence, a great agitation has super-
vened, and various questions bave been
raised which cannot be disposed of save after
full debate in Parliament. (Hear). )

Because some prominent supporters of tha
Government have declared that they have
beon misled, deceived, and betrayed by the
Government ; and this charge must be in-
vestigated. (Hear).

Because theso men also declare that Gov-
erament acted, not on principle, bul on party
cansiderations, to punish an old offence, and
to gratily the hate of a section of their sup-
porters ; o statement which demands en-
quiry, (Hear).

Dzcanse unbappily ot an early day, and
before tho trial, ths (Government, df.clining
the high position of neatrality and indiffer-
ence, which, as the representatives o_f public
justice, public mercy, and public policy they
should bave maintained, deolared that the
charge which I preferred against them, 9f
neglect, delay, and mismanagement in
Northwest affairs, was [the defenoo of -their
prisoners ; thus making themselves sub-
stantially private partios to the cause, and in
effect resting their defence on the others
condemnation, (Hear.) , . .

I have always held that both parties might
be deeply guilty—Government for neglect,
delay, snd mismanagement; and the insur-
gentu for rising in revellion—always a grave
offence against the State, and in this

oase vated the incitements
to the Ingil:na to revolt. But Government

EXTRAORDINARY  JUBILEE |

Encyclical Letter of His Holiness Pro-
claiming One for 1886,

Pope Leo XIIL. issued on December 22ad,
1885, this Encyelical Letter proolaiming an
extraordinary Jubilee : :
To our Venerable Brothers, the Patriarchs,
@ Primates, Arckbishops, Bishops, and other
« focal Ordinaries who have the Farvor and
&l Communion of the A postolic Sce.

VENERABLE BROTHERS, GREETING
THE AI'0STOLIG BENEDICTION :

We have already, by our apostolic authori-
ty. granted two extraordinary Jubilees to the
Chriatian world, opening for that purpose all
the treasures of spiritual grace of which we
have been made the dispenser, We now de-
cree that a like Jubilee be held, with God’s
blessing, during the coming year. The Vener-
able Brothers, who are familiar with the age
and its manners, will at once see the henstit
of such a concession ; but there is, besides, a
greater opportuneness in our design of grant-
ing it than might otherwise appear at first
sight,

For iu our iaet Encyclical Letter, on the
constitution of civil society, a8 we showed how
necessary it is that States should be moulded
oo Christian truth and principles, 80 now it
may be cusily perceived how closely it agrees
with our purpose in that Letter to exert our-
solves in every possible way to urge all men
forward in the practice of the Christian vir-
tues, or to bring them back to the same.

THE OITIZENS BHAPE THE CHARACTER OF TUE
HTATE.

A State is such as the manners of its people
make it, And justas the excellence of a ship
or of & house depends on the exuellence of
each of ita parts, and of the fit aisposition ot
these parte, even so the course of pablic
aftairs in a nation can neither run on the right
road nor uninterruptedly unlese its citizens
follow a right role of life. The orderly gov-
ernment of a State, as well as all those con-
ditions which make up pablio life, it depends
on the citizens themselves to create or to
neglect. Men stamp on public affaira the
impreas of their own private lives.

Ir order, therefore, that our teaching may
penetrate deeply into the minds of all, and,
whut is most importany, that they may regu-
late the daily actions of men, we haveto
make every effort to indace them to think as
ecomes Christians, to live as becomes Chris-
tiane, not in private only, but also in public.
In all this, indeed, our exertions should be
all the more strenunous, that we are sur-
rounded by more threatening dangers. We
have in no small degree fallen away from
the high standard of virtne followed by our
fathers, The passions, so powerful by na-
ture, have drawn still greater power from
unrestrained liberty. We daily eee the mad-
ness begotten of the conflict of opinions,
spreading turther in the absence of all checks
or throagh thecotions of feeble preveatives,
INFLUENCE OF BAD MEN AND DAXGEROUH

SOCIETIER.

Even among the men who judgo soundly
of things there are many whom a silly fear
provents from freely expressing their convic-
tions, and much more from acting up to
tiam, Meanwhile the popular manners are
saaly corrupted by the influence of the very
worst examples, There are criminal socte-
tice, named by us on preceding occasions,
thut ure thoroughly skilled in the use of the
most guilty artifices, and which impose them-
selves upon the people, laboring by might
aud main to turn men away from God, from
the porformence of the most sacred duties,
poi tue knowledge and profesgion of the
Chriztian faith.

REASONS FOR PROCLATMING A JUGILEE NOW,

With these cvils pressing upon ns from all
sides, and which their inveteraleness renders
more formiduble, we ore boucd to usc every
means that can afford even & hopo of
diminishing the mischief done. For this
purpose, and with this hope, we proclaim
thig jubilce, warniog and exhorting all who
have at heart their own salvation to colicet
their thoughts ewhile and to lift ap their
minds from the things of earth to the con:
templetion of those above. They will further
not only their indjviduel salvation, but thay
of the wholo Christian State.  For just
in proportion as individuals advance towards
spiritual perfection must the public standard
of integrity ard virtue be clevated.

ASKING THE BISHOPS TO CO-OPERATE,

The carrying out of our intention must, as
you are aware, depand chielly on your co-
oneration aud diligent zeal, venerable
brothers ; for yours it is. to prepare your
flocks by proper curc to gather the benefits
which are here held forth to them. Your
futherly love for your people and your
wisdom with select priests who shall teach
the people by pious instructions adapted to
the understunding of their hearers, and
especially fitted to move them to repentance,
which, according to St. Augustine, ig the
**daily pepmance of good and humble
believers, causing us to strike our breastsand
to say, * Forgive us our trespasses.” "

MONT MEN ARE SELF-INDULGENT.

It is not withcut a purpese that wo speak,
firgt of all, of repontance, and of what is a
pait of penance—the voluntary mortification
of the flesh, You know what the way cf the
world is© Most people lead a life of indul-
gence they aro accustomed to any effort that
requires manly vigor or greatness of soul,
Besides the many sad habits thus contracted,
they gonerally find excuses for not obeying
tho laws of the Church, To them it seoms
on intolerable burden to refuse themeelves the
use of certain kinds of food, or to fast on the
few days prescribed throughout the yeap.
Enervated by such habits of laxity, it is not
surprising that these persons allow them.
pelves to be carried away by passions whid
are ever crying out for new gratifications,

towards it. Hence those who preach to the
people should teach them carefully and con-
viocingly that we are all of us bound, not
merely by the law of the Gospel, but by the
diotates of natural reazon, to De masters of
ourselves and to keep our passions and in-
clinations in subjection, and that the only
way of cancelling our sins is by salutary
penance..

AISHION OF THE THIRD ORDER OF ST. FRANCLY,

Now, to make this practical virtue of pen-
ance a something which shall - continue to en-
dare; it may te well to call in the aid of an
exinticg Society -to take charge of the peni-
tents, upd to watch over them. You will
ousily understand, vemerable brothers, that
we are here pointing to the Franciscan Third
Order of Penance, which ie for people in the
= orld, and which each of yon should continue
to foster and spread in his diocese. Assur-
edly to preservo and nourish among the
masses of the Christian people this epirit of
penance, the greatest help can be obtained
from the exasmples and protection of that
great saint, Francis ot Assisi, who united to
a life of perfect sinlessness & - great zeal in
chastisiog his own body, so much so that he
was seen to bear a likences of Christ crucified,
not only in his life and mauners, but in the
very marks divinely stamped upon hia body.
Weo have made timely changes in the rules of
that Third Order; their observance, there-
tore, is a very light burden, but far from
light is the eflicacy they have in aiding us to
practice the virtues of Christianity.

NEED AND EFFICACY OF PRAYEL.

On the other hand, inasmuch as in the deep
neccs both public and private which we all
exporience, our gole hope of safoty lies in the
protection of our Heavenly Father, we are
exceedingly desirous to revive tho zeal for
persevering and trustful prayer. Oa every
occasion during the Christian ages, when the
Church found herself threatened by dangers
from without or disturbed by internal disor-
ders, it was the praiseworthy oustom of our
ancestors to lift their eyea to heaven, and
thereby epenly to teach the world how and
whenos men must seek light for the mind,
strength for the will, and such assistance as
the necessity of the times requires.
lhey remembered well and understood
the injanctions of Christ: ‘‘Ask and it
shall be given you.” ‘*We ought always to
pray, and not to faint.” Then we have the
words of the Apostle: * Pray without ceas-
ing. I desire, therefore, firat of all, that
supplications, prayers, intercessions and
thankngivings be made on behalf of all man-
kind.” On this topic St, John Chrysostom
haa left us a comparison, which ia as true as
it is ingenious. ‘' Nature,” he says *‘in
bringing manp naked and in need of all things
into the world, bestowed upon him a pair ot
hands with which to supply his need. In
like manner, as man 1a all things which are
above the reach of nature can do nothing of
himsclf, God has given him the liberty to
pray, by the wise use of which all can be ob-
teined that is neocesary to salvation.”

THE HOLY ROSARY.

From all this every one of you, venerable
brothers, may feel sure how gratefal to us ia
tho zeal shown by you in promoting the de-
votion of the Holy Rosary, auring these last
years particularly, and in complizuce with
onr desire. Ve cunnot puass over in silence
thie fever aroused, in this respect among the
people almost everywhere; nor should the
most zealous efforts be left unmade to fan
that flame still more and keep it burning.
Nor, furthermors, must it be a matter for
surprige if wo insist again and again on this
subject, for you know how important it is
that all Christians should cultivate thia devo-
tion to the Rosary, and that this is one form
—a wmost beautiful form—of that spirit of
prayer wo have been degeribing—a form, too,
adapted to our age, casy of use, and produc-
tive cf abundant fruit.

EVIL OF POLITICAL DISCUSSIONS,

Lecause, however, as we have shown above,
tae first and greatest goodl to be gathered
fiom the Jubilee is o reform of life and in-
crcaso in virtue, we here desire to designate
by name that particular evil, the avoidanco
of which we showed in our last Encyeclical
Lotter to be indispensable.  We meaa by
thatevil these dissensions wsmong Catholics
i:ecorue almost houschold quarrels in some
instances, which, if they do not destroy, cer-
tainly weaken greatly the bond of charity,
with the most deplurable injury to souls,
We agein remind you of this, vencrable Uro-
thers—yon who aro the guardians of ecclesi-
astical discipline and brotherly love—be-
cause we wish you zever to relax your watch-
fulness of your authority in putting a atop to
go scrious an evil. Vo your best by warning,
by exhortation, by reproof, that 2ll may be
¢ cureful to deserve the unity of spirit in the
bond of peace,” ond that the authors of this
discord, ehould thero be found such, may be
brought to a sense of their duty, and meditate
as long as they livo how the only begotten Son
of God, as the hour of His terrible agonyldrew
nigh, asked nothing of His Father with more
intenae earnestness thun that His present and
future disciples should dearly love each other,
‘‘that they all may be one, as Thou, Father,
in Me, and I in Thee; that they may be one
a8 we also are one,”

TERM Q¥ TIIL: JUBLILKE,

Wherefore, relying on the merey of God,
end on the authority of the blessed Apostles
Peter and Paul, by virtue of that power of
lousing and binding which the Lord hath
entrusted to us, albeil nnworthy, we grant to
ull and every person, of bath sexes, of Christ’s
faithful, in tbe form of a general jubilee, the
fullest pardon of all their 8ins, on thease terms
and conditions, however, that within the
spaco of the coming year 1886 they fulfil
what is hereafter prescribed.

CONDITIONS ANNHEXED TO THE JUBILEE IN ROME,

All who are in Rome, whether citizens or
strangers, must twice visit the Basilicas of
8t, Peter, St. John Lateran, and St, Mary
Major, and there pray for some time for the

rosperity and exaltation of the Catholic
&mrch and of this Apostolic See, for the ex-
tinction of heresies, and the conversion of all
who wander from the fold; for eoncoerd

among Christian sovereigns, and for peace
and unity among the entire faithful people—
pouring out their supplications to Geod in
conformity with our intention. The .same
persons must also fast two days, using only
the aliments allowed on fasting days; besides
not comprised within the Lenten Indalt, or
otherwise set apart by the command of the
Churoh for strict fasting. Moreover, after
having duly eonfessed their sins, they must,
receive the Most Holy Eacharist, and give, in
accordance with their individuai means, and
after consulting their confessor, a sum of
money for some good work destined to propa-
gate and promote thu,Oatholio taith, Each
person is left free to choose between such good
worke., Nevertheless, we deem it proper to
designate two sorts of good work in particular,
in farvor of which benefactions will be in-
deed well bestowed—each of them, in miany
places, sadly needing aid axd support, each of
them of equal Dbenefit to both Church and

and seminaries for the ecducation of candi--
daten for the pricsthood.

OUTSIDE THE ETERNAL CITY.

As to all those who are outside of Rome,
you, venerable brothers, your vicars or ofli-
cials, or those who have care of souls by your
' permiesion or that of your representntives, can
nseign three churches to be visited twice, or,
if there are only two chuarches, those to be
visited thrice, or the one church of a place
to be visited six times within the interval
aseigned ; let them also fulfil all the other
pious works above enumerated.

And this jubilary indulgence we allow to
be applied by way of suffrage to all souls
who have departed this life, bound to God by
ties of charity.

We also empower you to limit, accordin,
to your prudent judgment, the number o
visita to be paid to sach churches in fuvor of
all chapters, communities of regulara or
seoulars, Sodalities, Confraternities, Univer-
sities and Collegen, which shall visit the sald
churches in procession.

We also grant the faculty oi gaining the
same indulgence to all travelers on land and
soa w0, on arriving at their homes or on
coming to a port or atopglng place, will visit
eix times the principal church or the parish
church of the place, and fulfil all the othor
presoribed conditions,

THOSE WIO ARR SPECIALLY I'RIVILEGED,

Regulara of both sexes, even such as are
bound to perpetual emclosure; prisoners of
all kinds, both lay and cloerical, all infirm per-
sons, and all others prevented by a just cause

among those who are approved at tho time
Leing ; of this privilego nuns, female novices,
and other women living in cloistered commu-
nities may make use, provided the confessor
chogen by them be one approved to hear the
confessions of nuns,

We grant to all confessors on this occesion,
and during the time of this Jubilce only, all
those same privileges which are granted to
them by our Apostolic Letter, Pontifices
Mazimi, dated February 15, 1879, excepting
always such as were excepted in the said
Letter.

Beaconsfield, Canning, Derby, Palm-
erstou and Peel had a thin covering of snow
on their heads and seemed to give but a
chilling reception to the new or old members
who passed by in cabs or afoot, The drizzle
sbove and the slueh below nad thinned the
usual crowd of sightseers, and the cheers
saluting well known members sounded hoarse
n the raw night air. Perhaps the moat
senorous cheer was that which grected the
mussive head and clean shaven face of Brad-
laugh, who ia the pet of the pupula?. and
whose victory the morning pspers hdd an.
noangzed,

GREEN MEMDBERS,

The frst to eoter Palace Yarid were, of
course, the pew members. One could tell
hem at first sight, much as one can deteat &
pew Congreasman st Washington. Each one
looked as if-he thought he were baing inspect
ed by the whole country, nnd insensibly he
bowed at any faint noise. They loat this look,
however, when, on entering the bunilding,
they were frequently challenged by police.
men and doorkeepers, who were on the alert
agsinst ingenious reporters giving the namea
of new members,

THE LABOE PARTY.

Close by the entrance to the Commons

the curtain, returned thanks and eulegized
tho new House, giving taffy for taffy. Wher
the Speaker had seated himself in his chalr,
Sir Michael! Hicks-Beach, Chancellor of the
Lixchequer, ro-echoed the puffery of Mowbray
and Bright, to which Gladstone added treacle.

CIIANGED CIRCUMSTANCES.

THE FISHERIES TREATY.

A GROWING FEELING IN TERE WESTERN UNITED
STATES FOR ITS REVIVAL,

WasHivGTON, Jan. 12.—Representative
Stitt, ot Illinois, who is the only Western
man on the House Committee on Foreign
Affairs, says that the committee has as yet
had no meeting to consider the recommenda-
tion in relation to a new fishecies treaty with
Cavada. “It is difficult to foretell at this
time what the course of the committee will
be, ' paid Mr, titt, ‘“*as I do not know in
what form the subject will come before the
committee. There is, however, & growing
feeling in the West in favor of a renewal of
the treaty, as our people are anxious to have
cheap fish. The only objectora to its removal
are the men engaged in the fisherica of New
England, and their opposition is naturally
interested. I do pot fuvor a commission to
enquire into the subject, because we have n
diplomatic corps whose Dbusiuess it is, or
shoull be, to make just such enquiries. A
commigsion would, in sll probability, be com-
posed of civilians with little or no knowledge
of the subject, and it would not be likely to
be of much practical value,”

KEEPING RELIGION
PITALS.

Paris, dan, 13.—Probably no greater
picce of effrontery has ever been committed
than the letter signed by twenty.three infidel
deputies and sddressed to the Irench
Minister of the Interior on the subject of the
socalled *‘laicisation ot hospitals, a big
word intended to mean that when French
ratepayere fall ill and are compelled to
enter a putlic institution they are to he
deprived of spiritual comfort because the
belief in the supernatural is oppased to the
rather erratic and conflicting tendencies of
modern thought, It is, of course, well that
English Catholics should see what line infidel
statcamen take when intercets which they
hold dear are coafided to them. 1he twenty-
three French deputies might find imitators
in Ingland unless Catholics showed a bold
front againat suy compromise with DParliu-
mentary irreligion. The wcthed adopted
would be less glaringly uojust, but
the fate of Catholics wouid be the same.
Is is secarcely Jpossible to believe that in
these days men could utier such absurdities
as are piled up in the letter referred to.
Happily, Henri Rochefort showed his keen
gense of the ridicnlous by refusing his signa-
ture, This is one good paoint in favor of an
encmy of all religion, who is, however, in-
dependent oand incorruptible.

AN INTERESTING OPERATION,

Cuicaco, Jan, 13.—An operation was per-
formed on Monday afternoon at the Hahnemana
hospital which wns extremely interesting, for
tho reason that the patient was afflicted with
rmclsely the same discase that (ieveral Grant
tvl.

Another cut was then made from the centre of
the lower lip through the chin tili it intersected
the firat. The flesh was then laid back, ex-
posing the jawbona, and after examination it
was found necessary to remnve about three
inches of bone on tho left side which was affected.
This done, the root of the tongue and the can
cerous sore were exposed to view, The cancer
and enb-lying part and parotid glands were cut
away and the wounds cauterized, The flesh
was then brought together and the incision was
closed. Ple man was uader the influence of
an ap:westhetic during two and a half hours.
The doctor who conducted the operation sad
thie patient would probably live some time, but
in two or three years at the fullest the cancer
would surely make its appaarance at some other
poiut and ultimately cause death, TIn the
weantime ‘the man would bhave to be contented
with the usa of the right jaw, as what romained
of the left would be useless.

ton guns, no army, no navy, no torpedoes, it
is quite evident that the physical force,
typifed by these inatitutions, coald not
ba availed of ‘by the Irish people. -¥Vhat
then? Are the Irish peopls to remain pow-
erless and detenceless and allow themselves
to be trampled on like 80 many worma? Not
by any meana ! Science has advanced too
far wot to permit of terrible retaliation, with
little eapense.and less efiort. The fact that
lreland is without ordinary eugines -of des-
traotion to.protect herself will not be:accept-
¢d by a desperate people as a reason why ex-
traordinary means should not be -employed
to bring the enemy to terms, A man‘toBss v
his lile:uses snything and everything:agains
hia would-be murderer, and nobody finds
fault -with bim.

HOW THE INDIANS ARE TREATHRD.

Tuk Rev. John McDougall, a misstonary
amoog the lndians of the North-West, lata
in eome very fierce light upon the man.
oerin whichthe goveramenttraats the Indians,
He describes the policy of the Indian Depart-
ment a8 a *‘cut-throat one” snd demounces
the officials for their ehameful and immoral
lives, some of whom were & dirgrace to the
lowest barbarism, let alone oiviliration.
These are {right{ul charges and show tket
there must ba something terribly rottem
somewhere. The Rev. gentleman in the
course of his lotter writes: ‘ How
often we have preached the gospel of
patience, have tried to show that the great
distanoce, the lack of speedy transport, the
tremendoua cost of bringing materiaf into
this big country, were some of the reasons
why tbe Government waa behind hand. Oy
course we oould not find, nor did we try te
find, any excuee for the promises msde, but
not fulfilled, for the cut-throat policy often
exhibited and sometimes enforced by
officials of the Indian Dapartment, for the
shameful and immoral lives of many of the
employéa of the same. Some of these were &
disgraco to the lowest barbarism, lot alone
civilization, Nor how conld we, when
earnestly trying to teach the lndians habite
of industry and thrift, be expected to
excuge the lazineas and incompetency of
many sent into the counf i §, teach the
wards of the Government tucse lessons we
have been working for them to acquire for s
muny years, Moreover, could we be blamed
when we felt strongly thut eomething
waa wrong in a eystem which allowed such
men in ite branch of the eervice. Gise
vs moen &8 Indian Department employrs
of every grade, who will be true to
their country, if not to their Gud, and whe
will bave mashood enongh to refrain from
licentiousuess and hlasphemy and drunken-
nass and laziness, and on the other nand will
bave force of character enosgh to command
the respect of al! parties, native and foreign,
and who will, by precept and example, teack
the Indian to develop an independent spirit,
which will make him industrions, thrifty and
law abiding.”

MR. BLAKE'S SPELECH,

The Hon, Edward Blake has spoken. His
speech is full of promise and of hope for the
country, but full of censure and reprobation
of the Government's administration of public
affaire, Mr. Blake has examined the wounds
and the distress from which the country is
suffering, and ho has placed a mighty grip
upen the culprits who have inflicted this suf- -
fering upou onr young confederation, deter-
mined to bring them to justice and to have
them punished for their crimes i office.

the task of punishing the men whom the
people have condemned.

The speech haa been
misreprezented and misinterpreted, as Arch-
biskop O'Brien would say, ‘‘by s partisan
press and interested Cubinet Ministers.”

Thy FISHERIES QUESTIOR,

INTRRESTING DISCUSSION IN THE UNITED
STATES SKNATE.

WasuiNgroN, Jan. 18.—In the Senate
Senatosr Frye offeted a resolution relating to
the fisherier, a preamble to which recites :-—

Whesear, the President has recommended
Congresa to provide for a commission tosettle
and adjost the fisheries question ;

And whereas, the fisneries question had
been suttled for ten years past under the
treaty of Washington at a cost of five and a
half million doliars in money and a revision
of six million dollars of duties in that period;
Aud whereas, that treaty had resulted in
an iucreese of 500 vessels and 10,000 seamen
to the Canndinu fishing fleets, with a corres-
ponding decrease in the hahing fleeta of the
United Statea;

‘Lneretors resolved,—That it is the opinion
of the Senate that a commission clothed with
the powers referred to ought not to be pro-
vided for by Congresa.

Senator Edmonds was glad that the
resolution was {otroduced, but thougut a
word neceasary in regard to the action the
President had with Her Msjusty's Govern-
ment after the time had expired when,
acoording to the provision of the law, the
whole fishery matter and the customs tmatter
connected with it had aveolnely termirated.
It seemed to bLe stated, bo said, in a report
just laid on the desk of eenators, that the
Prervident, without any advioe or cousent of
the Senute, had entered intc arrangements
with Her Majeaty’s Government by which
citizeus of the United &tates were
scoorded coertain rights o fisheries in
British waters, which by existing trea-
ties aud the laws of opations they would
not otherwise have and thut British subjects
were aocorded reciprocal rights in the United
States. If thut wes what was meant by the
statewsents of the report (and he spoke of it
with reserve becsuse he had only juet seen
the report) it certainly presented a very grave
question «a t0 the exertions of the executive
power in the matter of entering into arrange-
ments with foreign powers, uffecting the
rights of citizens ot the United States in the
fuce of the constitutional provision that gives
the Precilent power to muke treaties by and

reaann, for the influence of justice and truth
in preference to war or anything that looked
{ike war., A sense of aslf-respect on the part
of the United States Government did not
require it to buckle on its armor whenever it
went out to meet Great Britain or any other
government., After further debate the reso-
lution went ovér, Mr, Conger giving notice
that he would ask to be heard om it to-
morrow.

A CANADIAN PHILOSOPHER.

1OW YOUNG PROF, J. G. SCHURMAN ROSE TO A
FRONT RANK—MARRIED A MILLIUNAIRE'S
DAUGHTER AND WAS A'POINTED PROFESSOR
IN CORNELL UNIVERSITY,

HaLIFAX, Jan. 18 —The news of the ap-
pointwent of Dr, Schurman, professor of
philosophy and ethics in Dalhousie col-
lege, to .he professorship of philosophy
io Cornell university, in New York,
was received here with great aurprise
and regret. Dr. Schurman is one of the moat
brilliant and promising young Canadiana oo-
cupying a professorial chair in amy college in
the Dominion. Asa matter of fact, thern is
no man in the Lower Provinces whose name
is mentioned aa being quslified to succeed ta
his chair in Dalhuusie, and his loas will be
severely felt. While atudying in Germany,
8churman became acquainted with Audrew
D. White, then United States Minister to
Germavy. TWhite subsequently bocame pre-
sident of Cornell University. Schurman re-
turoed to Canada and sccopted a chairin
Acadia Coliege, Wollville, presided over
for & quarter of a ventury by Dr
Cramp, futher of the late Thomas Cramp,
of Montreal. Schurman eoon attained more
than provincial fame while at Acadia and
did a great deal to strengthén that provincial
and denominational college. About this time
Dalhousie Coliege, Halifsx, was makiog
strenuons eflurts to gather in as many youag
men of ability and promise as it could provide
for, upon the strength of the munificence of
George Muuro, the New York publisher, and
by doubling the salary pard by Acadia,
secured Dr. Schurman’s services for the chair
of philosopy and ethies in Dalhousie en-
dowed by George Munro. Acadia felt sore
over the sudden loss and Dalhousie was

with the advice aod consent of the Senate.
It may be, he added, that the arrangement
referred to wus not a treaty, but in respect
to the end to be oltained by it, it was what a
treaty would be and what bad never been
suppesed could be done without a treaty.

Scoator Morgan enqutred whether nny rignt
has been given to British fishermen by the
arrangement referred to, that they would not
have had without it.

Senator Edmunde replied that if tho state-

; seemed to mesn (sud he read somo of them),
the powers grauted could ooly bs graoted, as
ke understood the coostitution, by u treaty
mude by the President in o vunstitutional way.
He only called attention to the matter, apd
did thet in the best posrible spirit, e he
desirad to speak of the Presidont with every
respect,

Senator Morgan said that uoder the resolu-
tivn that bad pussed Coogresa, instructing
the President to terminsto the fishery treaty,
we happened to fix the time In the middle of
the fishery season and after the people had
gono to great expense in preparation for the
work of fishiog. It weuld bave been a great
ibjury to stop the work of the fleets in the
middle of their course, and perhaps the Pres-
ident, in confereuce with the British author-
ities, had atrained & point in order to accom-
wmodate the iaterests and provide for the
welfare of that large class of people inter-
ested,

Sevator Hoar thought he represented the
wtute most largely interested in the fishery
question, and wo far as he underatood, our
fishermen had not discovered that the arrange-
ment referred to bad been made in their in-
terosts. The fishermen of the United States
did not agree with the Senator from Alabams,

Senator Dawes suid that a yeur's notioe in
advanoe bad been giveu to everybody that
the privileges alluded to wonld terminate at n
given time, therefore the *‘ suddenness’ of

ibent Décessary.

Senator Frye oulled attention to the fact
that while the arrangement was claimod to
have been made in the interest of the Ameri-
can fishermen, yet no American fisherman
had usked or propoged such an arrangement,
That had been left for Mr. West, the British
minister, to do. For one hundred years
Great Britain had been protecting the inter-
ests of American fiehermen. The people of
New Epglacd, Senator Frye continued, de-
sired no further commisgion to settle the
tisheries question. The United States had
gained nothing by the work of the former
commiseion, though Canada had gained im-
mensely by it. The people of the United States
ueked nothing of Great Britain. Mr. Fryo
characterized the *‘ arrangemeni” referred to
s the ¢ most marvelloua piece of business in
the way of diplomacy’ that our history
oould show. ‘¢ Qur fishermen,” he said, *‘do
oot ask the British minister to interfere to
protect them, but they do ask that the United
States of America shall be self assertive and
that isall they nsk. Our fishermen ask that
this great republic of fifty-six millions of
people shall protect her fishermen in their
rights. They demand that, instead of
yielding to Great Britainas has been done
every time, we shall stand by our rights.”
The fishermen, he said, koew aa well as ho
knew that Great Britain dare not uadertake
to defend the course of the Canadians in
taking eighty United States vessels into
solonial ports and trying and condemning
them on the evidence ot colonial witnesses
who, atood on the shore and looked out tosea,
and * guessed” that vessels were within
the three mile limit. Let the United States
be what they are able to be and
not be frightened to death by the ghost of
dead treaties. Onr executive officera were
trembling at the ghost of the Clayton-Bulwer
treaty which Great Britain had regarded dead
for a quarter of a century.” *‘Lest ua assert
our rights,” said Mr., Frye, **and there wiil
be no war, but our people on the Canadian
coast will have their rights, No war ! Never
was & people in the wide world under mort-
gage to keep the poace with us as Great
Britain is to-day.”

Senator Morgan expressed astonishment at
the vigor and zeal with which the question
was argued. The action of the Government,
he said, had not been laid before the Senate
except in an informal way. No just criticism
of the President or Secretary of State could
be based on the information before the Sen-
ate., He was entirely surprised to hear that
the arrangement spoken of waean intrusion
of power on the part of the executive depart-
ment, and that American fishermen were not
to be benefitted by it. Mr, Morgan thought
the debate had been brought as a matter of
private greed into the Senate and placed the
United States in an undignified position be-
fore the world, but it did not follow that be-
couso commissions appointed under former
admipistrations had made & bad treaty, a
commission appointed under the present ad-
ministration would make a bad one. He did
not think it necesesary for ws, . when we
wanted to apeak to Great Britain :about any-
thing, to man our ships and load onr guns,

BIGAMY AT BELLEVILLE,

AN ALREADY MARRIED MAN WEDS A YOUNO
GIKL, 1% IMMEDIATELY ARKESTED AND
RENTENOED TO THRKE YEARS' IMPRISON-
MENT.

BeLnevinog, Oot.,, Jan, I8 —~A bigamy
case, which resulted in the prompt punish.
ment of the guilty party, occurred here on
Saturday. In the autumn of last year a
young man namned Sila« K, Shuper, who was
engaged i» peddling sewving mnichines and
silverware in thia ¢ity, mado the wequaintance
of a girl named Muud Vaudewater, hetween
15 and 16 years of age, who had lived with
her grandparents on  Foster avenue. He ut
once began paying his addre-ans to her and
after two weeka' courtship propnyerdl nod was
referred to her grandfather, who 1efused his
copBent owing to Sharper’s lnck of means and
prospects, und the girl returned hLiy presents,
after which he left town. Oa Tuesday last
she received a letter from himn fro:n Omemee,
in which he informed Ler that he hud estab-

Miss Vandowater showed the lettera to her
grandparents, whose excuse being removed,
an aflirmative answer was sent. Oa Thurs-
day the girl reccived ancther letter from
Shaper, in which he stated that bnsiness
wounld prevent his coming as esrly as he
wished and asking her to send her photugraph,
which she mailed to him with a loving letter
the same «ny. On Friday, however, Shaper
arrived with « horse and catter, and, urging
an immedinte marriage, the couple were
united by the Rev. J. B. Clarkson, pastor of
the Bridge street church, betweea 11 and 12
o’clock on Saturday morning.

TBE LAKD QUESTION.

Sin, —Several of your correspondents have
lately ventilated their views on the land
question, and, while refrainingfrom eriticizing
them, I wish to draw their attention to an
article of the declaration of principles of the
Knights of Labor, as published in your
valuable paper some time ago, and which, 1
think, covers tho case admirably. The article
in question reads as tollows: * Thatthe public
lands, the heritage of the people, be reserved
for actunl scttlers; not another acre for rail.
ronds and speculators, and that the land be
taxed to its full value: The questions that
wrise herewith are: YWho's is the Jand, why
tax it to its full value, and whas constitutes
an actual gettler, which I will endeavor to
explain. Wha'sis the land? Let us consuld
the Bible tirst:  ¢“The land shall not be sold
forcver; for the lund is wine; for
ve are strangers aud  sojourners
wich me.”  Leriticus. — H.  Spencer :
“ Equity does not permit property in
Jund, it follows that if the land owaners have
a solid right to the carth’s surface, all who
are not landowners have no rightat all toits
surface.” Read what Professor Cairns says
on this subject : ** Sustained by some of the
graatest names—{ will say by every name of
the first rank in political economy from Tur-
2ot and Adam Smith to Mill—1 hold

that the land of a country pre-
gents  conditions  which  separate it
economically from the great mass of

the objects of wealth.” H. George: *‘ There
is in natnre no such thing as a fee simple in
land. There is on earth no power which can
rightfully make a grant of exclusive owner
ship in land.” And governments, in exor-
cising the right of eminent domain, recognize
this principle by-law, that the land of a
country belongs to the nation., Nor can they
do otherwise without enacting laws that
would discriminate between new bora in-
fants, whick had or which had not
o right to live, and as the absence of such
lawa gives all the same right to life, this right
necessarily brings with it the right to the
means of existance, land, air and water, for
m{ deny these would be to deny the right to
life.

This principle conceded, it is ensily seon
why the land should be taxed to its full rental
value. Itis impossible to divide the land of
o country so that each manshould have actunl
possession of his share ot the land, for popu.
lation being continually on the increase, the
relative value of land is constantly changing.
But it is poesible to divide the value of the
land equally among all, or what amounts to
the same thinz, invest it for the benefit ot the
whole people,” The value of land could easily
be determined by leasing it to the highest
bidder ; and as the land produces all wealth,
it alone should bear the burden of taxasion,
fip - that instead of oollﬁng the neoessary
state revenues from varidis taxes, soms of

o,

these most hurtful to industry, as canal and
harbor dues, eto., they would ba-collsoted
from “one eomrce, the land, as this system ot
taxation. would greatly reduce the ex-
pepses’ of the: government, by abollahlnﬁ
the present expensive and complicate
machinery necessary for the colleation
of revenue, license, and business taxes
etc., there would be a large surplus, with
which the Government could acquire by pur-
chase, the right of eminent domain of all
railroads, telegraphs, ete. ; it could build free
libraries, museums and dwellings for the pocr,
or it conld pension those too old or feeble to
works. All this and much more could be done
by this simple measure to let all share in the
pleasures of life and the benefita of advanced
civilization.

Those of yoeur readers, Mr, Editor, who
have followed me so far, will say that as yes
this would be but onesided justice, as all this
would be accomplished at une expenge of the
tillers of the soil. Yet, it will show that he

The tendercy of tha times, under the pre-
sent systom of landownership, is against
amall holders of land, and as a matter of fact
they are forced to the wall through their
inability to compete with our joinv steck
agricnltural companies and associations, who
are rapidly momnopoliziog the soil. This con~
centration of vast tracts of land in the hande
of a few is not altogether the result of capi-
talistic greed, but the direct effect ot modern
inventions and improvemeuts in agricultural
lator saving machinery which the small
farmer iz unsble to purchase. The railway
and telegraph are no important factors in
successful farming operations of to-day as
wera the sickle and the plough fifty years
ago. The ateam pauge plough,
turns sixty acres a day with the aid of shree
men, the self-binding reapers and ateam
threshing machinos, mod~rn mowing and
sowing machines, theability to secure redced
rates with trapsportation companies, the
direct telographic communication with the
great markets of the world, give these large
landowners an advaatage of power against
which the efforts of the small farmer are spent
in vain. He slaves, he toils, and though the
land may vield him an existence, he is in no
better circumstances in the end thav he wasat
the commencement of the year. And a poor
harvest, the death of o “horee or cow, or
gickness in his famils present difficnlties to
him which he can only overcume by forsaking
his home ard family and entering the aiready
glutted labor market of our tewns und cities.
It any one .doubts this let him go to our
wharvesduring the summer sesson, let him
go to our mills und workshops at all times,
ana he will find thousands of farmers who
will endorse what I have stated.

Evidently to tax the land to its full value
would, under these circumstanceg, notbenefic
him, unless tho holding of land was at the
same time limited to cqualize conditions.
But by limiting the amount of land to ke held
to say 10D acres, his position weuld be a far
better one, for the Government, after taxing
his land to its full value end limiting his
holding to & certain extent, would, in com~
mon justice, be forced to supply him with
facilities to work it tu the greatest possible
advantage, by procuring for him these very
opportunities which now weigh so heavily
against him out of the common fund.
With these improvements at his command he
could till his 1and in half the time and at
half the cost it takes now ; he could dispose
of his produce to greater advantage, snd eo
secure o fair return for his labor ; he wounld
find time for recreation, tor study or pleasure,
and would thus shave in the benefits of
advanced civilization, to which, under the
present unjust system, he iz a stranger.

THE FRENCH AND IRISH

THE RELATIONS BETWEEN THE TWO
RACKS IN CANADA — MR, O'SHEA
THROWS LIGHT AND REASON INTO THE
SITUATION.

To the Editor of the Post and TRUE WITNESS.,
Sir,—Yoa will please publish the following

letter, a duplicate of which 1 send to the

Irish Canadian for publication, and oblige

the undersigned and others.

To the Editor of the Irish Canadian :
S1r,—Under the above caption [ notice n

lengthy letter published in your issue of the

17th instant, over the signoture of J.L.P.

O'Hanly, CE. As that document is ex.

tromely one sided, and therefore wischie-

vously misleading to the Iiish Catholics of
the Dominion, I venture to enter my humble
protest against Mr. O'Hanly’s misleading

arguments, copclusions, cte.  Ia doing so 1
will no: impute to him either good
or sioister  motiver. I will only

deal with the “endency of his advice to our
people in this Dominios, end its fatal conse-
quences should they follow it. But I do
charge him with being very unfair tv the
French people as regards their past attitude
towards onr people. After giving some
merited rebulies to the puritan advisers of
Irish Catholics acent the present embroglio,
he alleges that the latter are out:iders having
no part therein. He proceeds thus: As this
discussion has, wasought and umwittingly, been
JSerced upon us, it may not be out ot place to
detine whab nppesrs to me to be the attitude
of Irishmen in the present political embroglia,
premising that I arrogate to myself no right
inherent or delegated to speak on behalt of
my countrymen, except the right of private
judgment freely necorded to every {full private
1o the ranks.”

This ia precisely the poeition which 1 claim
to occupy, and such is the right which I claim
in discussing the present or any otber ques-
tion affecting the interest or position of my
fellow.countrymen ic this Dominion. No
more ; no less. And tg' begin with the dis-
cussion of @he present™ question I do most
emphatically assert that the said discussion
was NOT FORCED upon us from any outside
guatters or influences emanating from svch
quartera—Qcange, Paritan, Rouge or Bleu—
but from a pure natural impalse inherent in our
pature and ever present with us, and roused
on perceiving an outrage perpetrated not alone
againat our own race, but even against any
other, Thia Mr. O. H. tacitly admits thus,
¢ To the principle involved, execution for
political offences, the Irish race the world
over are unmistakably opposed, quite irre-
spective of the race or creed, clime or color of
the victim,”” And he adds, ‘it is quite
natural that the sympathies of the Irish
shonld incline towards the deacendants of La
Belle Franco. 1t 18 the prodamct of severanl
centuriéa growth; there are the two classes of
the community, citizens of French and Ameri-
cen origin, who could reazonsbly presume on
their sympathy, to the latier the Irish race
are under deep and lasting obligations, nor
are they an ungrateful people. But if French
Canadizns were asked to preduce any testi-
mony practically iu support of their claim to
Irish sympathy 1 think they would fail in the
attempt.” Therefore he contends thet the
Irish nave no reason to be grateful to the
French Canadians, and that neither their aid
or sympathies should be extended to them,
and proceeds to cite various instances
in which French sympathy for the Irish was
remariable for its negation. The first case he
cites is that of Professor O'Donoghue, and
says: *The offence of the French against the
1rish in that case is of that class of unpardon-
able offences which should not be forgotten in
this world or the world to come.”” 'This is
tantumount to saying that we should never
forgive our French neighbors even in the next
world, Well, we must most considerably de-
cline to follow sach a soul destroying advice,
for us we forgive these who trespays against
ug, so shall we be forgiven our trespatses in
this world as well asin the world to come.
While I agree with Mr. O'Hanly as fo the
correctness of the instances he cites to show
the coldness of the French-Canadians towards
.the Irish, I contend that even such manifest
exhibitions of hatred as he cites do not afford
sufficient cause for us to refuse them our sym-
patby and suppert. Oa the coutrary, we are
the more bound by these stinging facts and
incidents which Mr. O’Hanly cites to extend
our practical sympathy to our French Cunn-
dian brethren, Aye, we are absolutely and
morally bound, not only to tergive, but even
to forget their seeming harsh trontment of us,
instead of earrying our hatred of them with
us to tha other world—for we highly deserve
it, as I shall prove in due ccurse. Mr.
O’Hanly acconnts for the hostility of the
French towards the Irish thus:

¢ this short-sighted and anomalous policy
¢ of onr French friends has a plausible ex-
“¢ planation. The Irish are a poor, despised,
‘' down-trodden race. The enemy, not con-
‘¢ {ent with stealing the brass from out their
¢ purse, has filched from them their good
¢ name, which enriches him not, but makes
“them poor indeed. The honest Quaker
+¢ offected the caninc's destruction by giving
¢ him a bad name-—mad dog—mad dog ; now
*¢ » person careB not o associnte, much less
*¢ glly himself with one who, together with
¢ being poor and Jespised by his neighbors,
‘¢ hasalso u bad charscter. As with indi-
t¢ vidnals 50 with commuaities, The noble
‘¢ and gencrous of mankind may pity the un.
¢t fortunate, uven the criminal, but they will
‘¢ not chose them for companions; this is the
¢ gxplanation,” Now, that is not the ex-
planation, and if it were it would not bo very
credilable to our French frieads, and for their
sake 1 am glad it is not, althongh
the true explanation is humilisting 10 my
own race. For this act I am excesedingly
sorry and I am oconfidens that the great mass
of my race in this Dominion will share that
gorrow with me, when I give them the irue
explacation, that is theze of $them, {and they

are many,) who do not alresdy know it,

Now fer the true indispulable explanation
of thie niatter, but ere I pracee@ further !etlI

prefer to lot aleeping dogs le, bus they will

‘not keep under.” .Well shen, when they wor’s'

keep under they must be let looss, and when
loose they will not only bark bntbite. But
the Irish, not the F'rench, are the purties they
shall bite, I mean such Irishmen as Messrs.
O'Hanly, Curran and some nameless Snooks
who are seeking to perpetuate the estrange-
ment whioh heretofore unhappily existed be—
tween a kindred people in order to condone a
buge political crime which has been
condemned by the best portion of the
civilized world, and $o screen the perpe-
trators of that crime from the conseguences
of their acts—acts which have brought odium
upon the whole country.

We are aware that there was a rebellion in
Canada in 1837 ; we are aware that the results
of that rebellion have been extremely benefi-
cial to the country, but deplorably disastrous
to those of our race whose lot had been cast
in Lower Caoada at that time. Why has
that event proved mo disastrous to the Irish
is what concerns us at present, and what I
am going toshow. Mr. O'Hanly does not go
back beyond that peried to show us how the
French treated the Irish, but I will supply
hiz omission. Well, what do I find in the
trentment of the Irish by the French people
prior to 1837? I find that on the whole they’
were most exceptionally treated in ths way
of kindness, hospitality and brotherly affect
tion. Whenever the emigrantships cast their

-cargoes of human’ beings upon the quays at

Quebec and Montreal from all parts of Eu-
rope,many of said emigrants have been forlorn,
destitute and friendless upon a foreign
shore. There wers no claes of them
more kindly treated or wmore hoapitably
entertained by the people than the Irish con-
tingents. In trath they were (besides those
who come from old France) she only people
the French Canadians took any special care
of by providing for their wants, etc. Many
& dying Irish cmigrant had been consoled in
hia 1ast moments by French Canadian ma-
trons. Many an Irish orphan bad been reared
snd educated at the expense of I'rench fami

lies, ana manyan Irish widow had Leen
provided for by them. Their bishops and
clergy repeatedly exhorted them to look after
the destitute lrieh emigrants, their widows
and orphans, and to provide for their wants,
and their exbortations were notgiven in vain,
Thus were the Irish treated by the French
Cunadians ever since the first emigrant ship
brought them to their hospitable shores up to
the ever memorable year 1837. Vet Mr.
O'Hanly says that the French Cuondians can-
not putforward any practical claim to Irish
sympatby. Does he forget that they taxed
themselves in 1647 in order to help alleviate
the dire distress which then ex.
isted in unfortunate Ireland in aldi}
tion to all the good oflices nbove mentioned.
Well, the year of rebellion 1837 came, and
the French Cunadians and others who were
engaged in it looked around them and beheld
a lerge number of Irishmen and the descen-
dants of Irishmen whom they had treated so
well, as above described. The latter had
cast their lot amongst them—they made Can-
ada East their adopted countay, hence,
whatever concerned or affected the rest of
the inhabitants, whether for good or evil,
also affected them. Therefore they should
participate in whatever struggles the mass of
the people might be compelled to engage in
for the common weal. The French natarally
expected that the Irish would make common
causs with them in the struggle they were
about to engage in againat their common
oppreasors, apd as s matter of course asked
them to join them in that struggle. But the
Irish refused. In an evil hour an evil conn

cillor came forth and advised them not to take
part in that struggle. 'We preached that the
Irish (who were actual eettlers in the couo-
try) had no interest in the movement, that it
only concerned the French Canadians and that
the Irish shoutd show it pno sympathy, etc.
That counsellor was Father McMahon of
Quebec. X call him erél counsellor, inasmuch
as the couneel he then gove was evil in its
tendency and resulte, as it subsequently
proved to the great cost of the Irish in Lower
Canade, Father McMahon’s advice to the
Irish on that lamentable occasion implied
cowardice,. baseness, ingratitude, and perfidy,
and the Irish, I grieve « pen 1t, proved
themselves to be all thut the above terms
imply by following Father McMahon's coun-
el ; for they not only withheld their sym:
pathy from the movement of 1837, but many
of them basely joined the ranks of the loyal-
ists ond fought against their former [riends
and benefactors.

But this is not the worst ; but, 0! must I
tell itY Yes! Mesars. O'Hanly, Curran
and company oblige me to stute the stinging
and humiliating fact® Mr. O'Hanly says
that sleeping dogs won't keep under, Is he
not cware of the existence of Irish as
well as French dogs in the kennel which he
has been exploriug. Well, he has aroused
the eieeping pack, and what spectacle do we
behold, simply the French mastilis retarning
the treacherous bite of the [rish cura, Now,
to use Mr. O’Hanly’srefined phraseology,I will
classify these Irish dogs thus:—First, the
frishmen who refused to sympathize with the
movement referred to ; second, those whe
took up arms against their adopted country ;
third, those who acted as secret epies and in-
formers ip the service of the Loyalists and
military ; fourtk, thore who became volun-
tary informers or prosecutors against those
who participated inthe rebellion. Such were
the Irish portion of Mr. O’Honloy’s sleeping
doge ; ig he proud of the record of his
countrymen in the events referred to ns typi-
fied by hia sleeping dogs. Will he still per-
sist in reproaching the Freuch Canadiane for
their antagsrism towards the Irish ; should
hedo so I trust that many won’t join him.

\We now perceive that the French Canadiana
have had & prest cause to treat the Irish
Canadians us they hnve done, that is accord-
ing to the lnw of retaliation. Anditis our
beunden duty to make amends for thedeplor-
able course pursaed by our kindred during
the troubles referred to as far as it is in our
power to do so. Let us huambly implore our
French brethren to forgive and forget the
past that our common interests might bo the
better guarded in the future agoinst the
insidious assaults of our common enemies,
And that the long lost mutanl goodwill and
fraternal friendship might be rovived and
perpetnated, and neveragain to besevered by
designing knaves or interested office-holders,
be they Irish or French. As I teell can’tdo
full justice to so momentary a subject in a
single letter, having quoted largely from Mr,
O*Hanly’s letter, I conld not, thercfore, touch
upon all his argaments, Therefore, I must,
Mr, Editor, crave further apace in the
columns of your patriotic journal, meanwhile
I beg to ussure You of my geod wishes, and,
wishing you and your numerous readeran

MURDERED +OR MONEY.

A PRENCL PREFECT ASSASIINATED AND
RODBHED IN A RAILWAY CARRIAGE.

PaRis, Jan. 14, —The Prefect of the De-
partment of the Eure was nssassinated ina
railway carrisge last night and his body
thrown trom the train while it was in motion,
The nume of the murdered prefect was M.
Barreme, He came to Paris to receive in-
strugtiona from the new Minister of the In-
terior and was returning to Evereux, when
he was ageassinated. The corpse was tound
with the eyes bandaged and theskull smashed
tn, The body lay between the rails on &

 bridge on the Western railway and itia evident

that the murderers intended to throw it into
the Seine. His pooket book, loose money
and watch were gone, It is now known that
M. Barreme had a large sum of money in his
possession. It is supposed the murderera
were disturbed in the operation of rifling the
clothea of the dead man, as they overlooked
o pocket containing 537 francs. Experienced
deteclives have been detailed to work up the
case, but =o far no olue has been found, except
that just prior to the starting of the traina
gentleman enquiredyof the guard whet her
Barreme was aboard!" On being answered in
the affirmative he purchased a ticket and
boarded the same train, Barreme was the
father of a large family. The various mem-
bers of the Government have sent despatches
of condolence to his widow, The murder is
the gole topic of the day.

Oane thiong the investigation went far
to prove was the improbability that the
Socialists had anything to do with placing the
infernnl machines at Judge Tree'a house or io
the offices of the Chicago, Burlinglon &
Quincy Ruilway company. The dissimilarity
of these from each other, aa well as from the
dynamite bomb manufactured for the
Socialists, is very marked, Lhe package left
at Judge Trec's house was in the shape of a
Iuborer’s coffee flask, and was lined with lead,
The diameter was ahout two inches, and the
height 3% incher. From the top, closed by a
thumb screw, protruded a home made fuse,
which smelled strongly of nitricjncid. It wus
of good warkmanship and had none of the
appearance of a commercial article, being
bighly polished, like & pocket flask, and care-
fully ficished. The package of the C. B. &
R. general officers showed no appesrance of
cap or fuse, only a protruding insulated wire.
It was five inches and a-half long and one
inch and a-half in diameter, and had the
same screw top as tho one at the judge’s. It
was left wrapped in a dirty piece of cloth
for the night operator and no attention was
paid till the Tree sensation came cut, Then
it was stupidly sank in the Chicago river,
without an intimation as to its probable

choracter.

“"  OHBARACTER OF TIHE DISCUSSION.

“Bat while I am of this opinion, I hold
trong viewsa a8 to the character of the dis-
.onssion. Much has been ssid of the conduct
of the Frenoh Cansadians in raising this
question, and & wicked stttmpt haa been
made, taking ndvantage of some too hot and
.intemperate phrages, to arouse prejudices of
rece and oreed. against them because they
have shown specially warm feelings in this
‘matter. ... . )

It is troe that we Canadians are, in & poli-
“4ical sense, ope people. [ could wish that,
-withont obliterating xace predilections, there
were among us greater unity and love as
fellow-Canadians. To that end [ have labor-
‘@3 in my bumble way ; and not long since,
when defending those of another race snd
areed than mine agsinst what I velieved to
be nnjust aspersions, 1 pointed out the trus
path of duvy in a community of divers races
apd creeds like ours; where we muat com-
hime firmness in the assertions. of our own
rights with fulness in the recognition of the
Mghts of others, we must cultivate modera-
4ion and forbeacance; we muet hold to _th_e
ample scknowledgment of each mac’s indivi-
dual rights of conecience in religions matters,
and to the common citizenship of all in civil
affaira if we would make of Canada & greut
and free oountry inhabited by a happy and
united people. ({Cheers.)

LAOB AND RELIGIOUR FEELINGS,

however, exist, and will have their eftect. It
ia natural that those of us who are of one
province or of one blood should feel more
warmly than the rest in the cause of men of
eur own pravioee or origin.

A8 to the union tor political purposes of
om@ raoe or creed, irrespective of political

ineipies, I am not now to speak for the

time my mind. In 1871, when expressing
the strong views I felt and foel on the subject
of the murder of Scott, I deprecated any
atbemspt to decide the question on the ground
of natiopality or religion. In 1877, when
prodesting mgainst some ill-advised preten-
sions on the subject of undue influence, I
deolared that I should atruggle to preserve,
s+ far a8 my feeblc powers might permit, to
« «ch ene of my fellow-countrymen, whatever
Lis ereed, the same full and ample measure
o{ oivi) treedom which he now enjoys under
1iaose.laws which enahle him and me, though
<ve may be of diverse faiths, to meet on the
same platform, and to differ or agree accord-
ing; teraur owa political convictions and oot
according to our rolirious faith, or the dicta-
sion of any other man, lay or clerical.
1Cheers.) And during the last few yecars I
nave wors than once warned my fellow-
osuntrymen of an insidious attempt which
2as been made to effect a so-culled political
wnion of all the Irenchmen throughout
®amnda in the interest of

THE QUEBHC TORY LEADERN,

X have pointed ont that this was an
ampatriotic step fraught with danger to the
@eminion, and with special danger to
$hess who, being the mioority, were
aghed to work together as a unit,
apart from questious ol apinion. But
»e cneouragement was given by the Tories
o§ the other Provinces to these views. It
was all right for Messrs. Langevin & Co. to
eocunsel such a union, substantially in the
Yory interest. But when there is a breach in
the Quebec Tory ranks the cry of danger to
the Btate at once fills the wir ! (Laughter.)
A gnited French population, united iu the
Pary interest, would be o public blessing!
@aughter.} A more equully divided Freach
populatioe, since it would wesken the Tory
interast, is u public donger ! (Loud laugb-
ter.} Isw o more equaily divided French
population, tor it is not my judgment that
tho Frenca Cawadians are o unit on this
guetion. {lfvar.) For the summe base party
porpose of promoting race prejudice, and
ghvtog ground for the cry of Eaglish
against Frenek, they are so  represented
by the Ministerial presa. BDut I believe
this to DbLe but a dodge, and that there
‘is amongst them, us ewony the othaer races,
some division of opinion. %o mayit be. Let
us unito and divide, I suy once more, vn
grounds of reason, argument and opinion, and
not of race or creed. (Cheers).

THE COMING DEBATE LN FARLIAMENT.

T hope und trust that, the excitement hav-
‘ing somewhat abated, the further discussion
in the press uad among the people may be
more tranquil, that rasb and hasty langusge
may be avoided, and that when we meet
Parliament we may engage in .’ debate in a
temper and after a inshion suitable to our
national dignity and regardfal of our
Natiomal unity. (Hear.) Now, on what
lines are we to dea) with this question in
Patliament? Those of ua who have not en-
gaged in the preliminury discussion—who are
freo and unfettered, to whomit is open, un-
embarrassed by eny prior and premature
declarations to reach uabiarsed conclusions—
-have, I conccive, very speoial duties.

We nre to help to obtain information on all
points noew cbecure; we are to liston to the
arguments of those who have taken gides; we
are 1o consider of the whole care when

presented ; and we are to atrive for the form-
ation of a just and statesmanlike judgment
by the House of Commons. (Hear.)

Wo mast endeavor to eliminate, as factors
in the decision, race aud creed ; and cause
the Commons of Canade to speak with a
voice amd in a acnse which postority, after
thess heats have cooled and these mists have
cleared, shali ratify und confirm. (Henr.)

NOT A PARTY QUUSTION.

1 belisve we cannot, if we would, make of
“this a party question. (Hear.) After full
roflection, I do nob entertain that desire ;
but wore it otherwise 1 doubt that the re.
mult could be accomplished. 1 exercise
no compulsive or constraining force over the

. o{:iunz of the Liberal party en this or any
- other question ; and I entertain the impres-
* gfon that with us, as with the Tofies, there
gyo differences of -opinion in the ranks not
-mlytc composed, and which 1, st any

rate, ehall make no endeavor to control tosa
party end. For after. all, though at firat
blush:0ae may regret party divisions, yet-ati
I glad in this case of this condition. For the
reasons I have given, L do not .desire & party
conflict on the Regioa tragedy ; I do not pro-
pose to construct a political platform cut of
the Regina scaffold ;. or to create or cement
party ties with the blood of the condemned.
To apply words I have ‘already quoted else-
where, in another sengey L.do not care

©To attempt the Fature’s portals with the

Pust’s blood-rusted . key.”

{Cheera,) Now, as you kuow, I have been

since my return, X have read with care such
papera as I could find. While these have
produced impreesions on my mind on the
material issaes, I have hween clearly led to the
conclusion that

.on some pointsis not before us. (Hear.) I
think we requiro an suthentic copy of the
evidence and proceedings at the trial, and
aiso of the papers found at Batoche, the pro
duction of which was refused by Govern-
ment, but which Parliament should ree, the
rather that a Minister has lately made pub-
lic one of these papers of great importance as
affecting Riel’s position, and tending to
contradict the allegation that he had
himself procured the invitation te
come into the Northwest. (Hear.) " I thiuk
we require explanations as 0 why, if it was
intended to execute the sentence, Riel was
not put on trial for murder instead of for
high treason, (Hear.) Was it because it
was thought incousiatent with Geberal
Middleton’s letter to try him for anything
save, for & political offence? (Hear.) And it
is proper also that we should know more of
the circnmstances connected with that letter
80 as to judge of the weight to be attached to
it. (Bear.)

AS TO THUE TRIAL ITSELF,

it must be confessed that the arrangements
for the admipistratiops of juatice, originally
of necessity rude and primitive, had become
by time less applicable to the circumstances
of the country ; snd were not well suited to
the trial of such a case as Riel's. (Hear.)
The independence of thejadiciary ond its high
standing in fact and in public estimation are
ot the first importance; andin a political caze,
in which the Government has taken sfdes,
this is brought home to the meanest compre-
hension. But the judges of the Notth-\West
hold office not like the snperior judges of the
older provinces, during good behavior, put at
the pleasure of the government, on which
they are thus in some sort dependent. (Hear)
Besides they are also political personages as
members of the Northwest council, and thus
less fitted for political trials, (Hear.) I
regret that the course of legislation has been
rather in the direction of reducing than of
increasing the securities in these oages. By
the Act of 1830 the presence of two magis-
trates besides the stipendiary ‘n capital
cages, theretofore necessary, was diapensed
with, one only being made sufficient.

Bat I do not see that the Government is
censurable for having tried the prisoner before
the tribunal provided by the standing Jaws,
though I may regret that those laws did not
provide a more satisfactory tribunal. And it
is always to be remembered tha# the spacial
provision :equiring the decision of the Execu-
tive before execution, and the attendant re-
sponsibility of Government, have been
retained. (Hear.)

The choice of the judge is another matter.
If I rightly understand, Mr. Richardson,
besides being a magistrate and a member of
the North-West Council, was the paid legal
adviser, the political law officer, so to epealk,
of the executive of the North-Wests and I
think explanations are required of such a
choice for such a trial. (Hear.) .
Something 1 had intended to say ad to the
panel ; but, on reflection, in the absenco of
knowledge on a material point, I thipk it
telter not to suggestin this respect a hypo-
thetical criticism, and therefore I abstain.

I think it right to eay that, in my opinion,
(Government acted in & very proper spirit in
providing for the attendance of the prisoner’s
witnesses, and that, from what I know of
their leading counse}, I should thick it im-
possible that in their mansgement of the case
there woe anything unfaic to the prizoner, or
derogatory to the high churacter they deserv-
edly enjoy, or the responsible duties they
undertook te perform. (Ifear.) I win not
implying, then, any present doubt
us to the justica of the trial, For all my
enquiries, it may have been perfectly just.
Beaides justice in fact, the creation of o
feeling ot public confidence, of u general im-
pression that ali was fair, wnd shat every
security was taken for fairness, is importaut,
and in that view of the duties of the nuthori-
ties I think theae uestions should be ex-
amined. (Hear.)

THE WITIHELD AXD SUPPRESSED DOCUMENTS
WANTRD,

Agamn, we should have betore usall the
withheld and suppressed documents us to the
neglect, deley and mismansgement of the
Government ; wvot, I repeat, ms justifying
rebellion, but as added proofs that Govern-
ment gave the occasion and opportumity to
raise rebeilion by means of the {celings
evoked and the materisls and chanoces
afforded through their misconduct. (Hear.)
Look ut Bishop Grandin’s letters, lately
published. Look at Colonel Houghton’s re-
port, still suppressed. Look at the asa of
papers still confessedly withheld. {(Hear.)
The Government, in its Memorandum, says
that it will not now enter into this part of the
case-—it is resarved for Parliament. Be it so;
the iseue is then deferred. But we must have
the ovidence, Aund these papers may have
an important bearing on the propriety of the
decigion, and on the guestion whether these
were the men who should have reached that
degision.
1 think we sbould have the evidence on
which Covernment has charged the whites
of Prince Albert with being gnilty-—more
guilty than the Blétie. 1f so, they should be
exposed, Indians and Half-Dreeds should
not bear the brunt while gailtier whitea go
frec; and the relation of thesc whites to
Tiel mey have o serious bearing on his case,
(Hear. )

We should have further information as to
liel’s demands for money. Ae Government
atatcs the case, his attitude was base and
venal ; and a strong impression has naturally
been produced. But the statement is in-
volved in contradictions, tor I find in' the
Memorandum the following extract from the
evidence :— .

BHe (Ricl) said also that if he got the
money he would go fo the United States and
start & paper, and raise the othor nationalities
in the States. He eaid, ‘*LBeforc the grass
is that high in this country you will see
foreign armies in this country.” He said,
¢ I will commence by destroying Manitoba,
and then I will come and destroy the North-
west, and take poeseasion of the Northwest,”

Now, however wicked, absurd, or indica-
tive of a disordered mind may have been
these words addressed to the man he was
soliciting, they are inconalstent with venality.
More light is wanted here, (Hear.)

OTHED TARTS OF THE QASE. .

‘T now come to some of the meat interesting
parts of the caze, The queation of Riel's
mental eondition T ome to which I wmat

i

i,

absent from Cuanada for some months; hut;—j

present disposed-to attach greater importance
than, as 1 jadge, does the general public.
(Hear.) But I think all will agiee that we are
clearly entitled to have Lefore us, besides
the papers, the instructions to and reporta
of .the so-called Medioal Commirsion, which
18 referred to by the Govornment, You will
remember the conflictiug rumors as to the
character and resulte of the enquiry. Though
shere is much on which we can and ought to
reach conclusions independent of the medical
testimony, vet this is u part of the.case with-
out which we shozld not decide. (Hear.)

I think also that we should have a atate-
ment of the grounds on which Government
decided against the recommendation to mercy,
a course which may have been periectly cor-
rect, but which ought to be explained.
(Hear.) Aud here I may say that I regret
that we do not know the ground of that re-
commendation. .

We should also learn something of the
rensons for the last respite, of which several
accounts have been given, one of an extra-
ordinary nature, (Hear.) .
- Fualler infoamation seems to be required 3s
to the groond op which Government thought
the exccution necersary as & deterrent.
{Hear.)

‘Worm aupporters of the Government have
alleged tbat it shamefally betrayed and
deceived them. We want the evidence of
this, (Hear.) They aleo ailege that overn-
ment acted to gratify the thirst for vangeance,
in respect of tge Scott murder, of one section
of the supporters of the Government, and
on & cold bluaded cnlonlation of political
gains and losses in the counties, rather than
on general congiderations of public justice,
mercy and policy. On this grave charge we
want light, (Hear.)

A SUSPENDED FINAL JUDGMEXT.

I will go no further. I have come to the
conclusion that on this complicated cose,
where each of several branches may effect the
general resalt, it is fitting that the materiala
for decision on every branch shounld be avail-
able before finally forming and announciog
ageneral judgment; and, therefore, much
as I shonld have personally wished to enm-
municate to you my individual impressions,
I believe I shall best discharge my duty,
which, as you will have seen, I consider to
be as much judicial as political, by abataining
from the exprestion of opinjons which would
be at best but partial, prima facie, hypo-
thetical, and fsubject to correction and re
view. (Hear).

It 13 with all the facts and argumenta be-
fore ug, and in the presence of the Guvern.
ment whose action has been assniled, and of
their accuserr, that our deliverance may best
be made. (Hear).

To some partisans on cither side, who
think nothing is to be suid on the other, my
view that wo should have more light, may be,
will be, unsatisfactory. But those who are
willing to seck for the lighi and, costing
aside prejudice, to etrivo for just conclusions,
will, I hopo, recoguize its propriety.
(Cheers.)

THE UUTLOOK AHEAD.

Much has been said abont political alilances
and compacts in this conncction. 1 know of
none. Tonone am I a party, I have had no
communication, direc or indirect, with any
one onteside of my own party. I bave never
wished for office. On the contrary, I dislike
it; nocr was there ever a time at whioh it
presented, in my view, so little to attracs, ao
much to deter. Beyond this, I believe it to
be, from a mere party point of view, the in.
tereat of the Liberal Jparty that tha present
Government shounld remsin in office for a
little looger, till the public bave seen still
more clearly the results of their past polioy;
resnlts which, if developed in our reign,
would be, as in the past times, attributed to
us and not to their real authors. (Hear.)
But were all this otherwise I beliove that

A STABLE POLITICAL ALLIANOR

can be formed only on a general understand-
ing on tho substantial questions esiling for
legielative and administrative actior, and
that it would be equally impossible and
undesirable to form ono baged on comununity
of feeliny, did that exiat, with regard to an
executinn. (Hesr.) Nor havo 1 1eaton to
believe that ¢n that or any other question the
Governmont, though weakened, will De
dofeated ihis session. For tho jpurpose of
forwarding their design to

the Ministerial orcans hore have proclaimed
their defeat. Dut the organs do not play the
same tunein Quebec. It is only & dodge.
The overnment would doubtless like to
make this an issue- -nay, tho issue—Dbefore
the Enoglish-spenking populations. They
woula like it bacause they krow the long
calendar of their crimes. Bnt the criminals
shall not be allowed to choose tho matter
for which they ure to be tried or
tu frame their own indictment. (Lound
cheers.) For our poart we, teo, kaow the
catuloguc of their offences; we know the
counts of the indictment ; and it iy our pur-
poze, apart nltogether from this guestion of
this man who is ttead, to deal with the tren
who are yet politically alive, and who for in-
numerablo politica! offences, deserve u politi-
tical death as sure, as Bwift, as stern s that
which has at any time heretoforo bren meted
out to thoee in liko case offending, (Cheeras.)

ACCESSIONS TO THE LIBERAL RANKS.

I beliove that in Quebec and clsewhere, in
and outside of Parliament, there has been o
growing feeling of uncasiness at the Tory
policy ; that it is being recognized morc and
mors as & dreadful failure ; that its features
of toxation, restriction, extravagance. cor-
ruption, jobbery, neglect and centralization
have made for it many opponents; that
the Government are sinkipg in public
estimation ; that the people are beginning
to perceive the wisdom of our coun.
sels, the folly of our apponents’; that cur
labors of these many years arc at length
bearing fruit; that the Government will De
weaker this session, and weaker still there-
after, and will, if we do our full duty, be
defeated ut the polls. (Loud cheers.)

As, in my electoral contests, I have made
nu private canvass, but have depended on my
public utterances, so, as a political loader,
my hopes of gaining stren%bh for my party
have rested only on our public speeches, on
the policy we have propounded, the prinei-
ples we have maintained. (Cheers.) I havs
for some time velieved thatseveral sapporters
of the (overnment have heen dissatisfied—
havo felt that they were, on the questions of
theday and of the immediate future, more in
accord with us than with Ministers, and
hove recognized the expediency of a change.
(Hear,) They have sedn that our
country—which has great and sclid petaral
resonrces, which even mow—thank God!—
is showing in some quarters signs of recovery
from somo of the evils inflicted on it by its
rulers; which is inhabited by an intelligent,
industrious and progressive people, affording
th: main clement of real proaperity; which
requires only just and prudent, fair and states-
manlike government to permit its ndvance on
both the material and the moral planes~—runs
great risl if the present evil counsels are to
endure, (Hear.) Party ties, the bonds of
friondahip, long habit and association, the
sonsoiousness of having borne a part, though
