John doclares that if wo say wo have
10 sin, wo deceivo onrsolves, and tho
truth is not in us. (lst Epis. St. John,
1st chap). Our Lord even assurcs us
that “ for every idlo word wo spoak, we
shall render an account on the day of
judgment.  (Matthow, chap, "12)
{Vould it not bo monstrous, for instanco
to assort that the telling of a jocose lie’
woro oqual in gravity to tho horrible
crime of parricido, or the shamoful sin
of adultory, aud that it deserves a like
panishmont ? Henco, St. Augustino says
that, ©for those daily, iransient and
venial offencos, without which this life
i8 not lived, tho daily prayers of tho
faithtul satialy.”

We must, in the secoud place, pro.
miso that, ovon whon God pardons the
traly pouitent the etornal punishinent
due to moral_sin, He does not always
forgivo cortain tomporal chastisemonts
‘which romain to bo ondured or expiatad
by the forgiven sinner.

Our first, S:.:ents disobeyed the com.
mand which God gavo them—thoy
sinnod. God pardoned their sin, but
oh! how terrible were the lem&onl
paunishments inflicted on that sin! Thoy
wore banished from Paradise and wero

. condomned fo death, aud that sentence

of death comprised all their postority.
By thoir sin thore camo into the world
postilencon,famine, plagues, wars, sick.
noes and death. Mosos and Aaron, for
baving sinuod at the wator of contra.
diction by want of oonfitence, were
novor permittedto ontor the promised,
land; and though Mcsos foasted his
eyen upon its beauties yet, as atomporal
punishment of his sin, ho was nover
sllowed to sot his foot upon its soil.

place was this? It couldnot havo beon

eavon, for no ono could entor Hoaven
beforo the death of Christ ; nor could it
havo beon hell, for then the prayer of
Dives to Lazarus would have been with-
out meaniug or purpose, It must, thore-
fore, havo becn that middle place which
the souls of the just of the old law were
detained until after thodeath and resur-
rection of Chriat, (xvl.‘ 22)

Again, in_ First I-.Pistlo of Potor (jii.,
19), wo read : ** Christ died forour sius,
boing put to death in the flesh, but en-
livened in the spirit, in which, also,
coming, ho preached to thoso spirits
that wers in prison.”” Now, what was
this prison ? It was not surely the hell
of the damucd, but that hell or prison
of which the Apostles Creod spoaks, in

*which were detained tho souls of God's

sorvants who died bofore Christ, and o
whom the Saviour came to announce tho
glad tidings of their liboration and of
their otornal salvation. It isof thoso
spiritsthe Scripturo spoaks whon itsays
of Christ that, asconding on high, Ho
led captivity captive (Chay. 4, v. 8),
that is, ho froed from the captivity of
tboir prison the patriarchs, prophots,
and just of the old law, and lod thom in
trimuphsnt entry into hoaven on the
day oythe Asoension.

Our blessed Lord and teacher telle
us in Matthew, (ohap. xil., 32): “That

Ilero tho apostle draws & dis-
tinotion botween porfect works dono
in charity, whioh stand the test of
firo, and bring rowarda to thoir suthors,
oud imperfeet works and vonisl sing,
which are burnt by purgatorial fircs,
whilst their authors aro saved by
those purgatorial fires,

The Gonoral Council of I'lorence,
held in 1468, and in which the
Grook and Latin churchos woro united,
teaches thatthesowords areto bo under-
atood of thefires of Purgatory, and so
do all tho Greok and Latin Fathars,
and tho coustant tradition of the
Church. In fact, tho unbroken tradi-
tion of the Catholio Church,aud of all
the Christian ages down to the six-
teenth century, tcatifica that a beliof
in a middle state of purgatorial ex-
piation in the next lifo was &
dootrine of Ohristian faith, firmly,
constantly and  univeraally held
and acted upon. 'Tho east and
west, tho north and south—in other
words, the univeraal Ohurch of Christ,
from the carlicst ages downwarda,
held and faught the dootrine of pur-
gatory and, tho farthor and co-relative
doctrine, that thesouls theroin dotained
could bo assisted, roleived and freod by
prayers, alms-decds, and by tho un-
bloody sacrifico of tho altar. Honce,
the Oouncil of Trent, basing its toach-
ing on the word of God and tho unani.
moug tradition of the Christian ages,
defined and decreed that * thero 1s a
Purgatory, and, that the souls
thero detained are helped by the
suflzages of the faithiful, but chiefly by
tho acceptable sacrifice of the altar.”
And thig brings us to the consoling
doctrine that thosoe prisonors of hope
may bo helped, relioved and freed from
their purgatoriol prison by our prayers,
alms-deeds and other good works, Lut
chiefly by the holy sacrifice of the
mage. No doctring of our holy
roligion has more undeniable proofs of
its antiquity than this of the duty of
praying for the dead in Christ, and the
benefits they dorive from this holy
practico. No proof of the existence
of a middle stato could be more
convineing than this of tho unfailing
tradition and practice of the Church.
Of what use,{withiout the existenco of
a middle atate, could be prayers for
the dead? ‘Thoy could be of no use to
thojust in heaven, for as St. Augustine
says, **ho who prays for a martyr
does injury to the martyr ;" of none to
damned, for out of hell thers is no
redemption. Tertullian, who lived in
the age noxt to tho apostles, spesking
of a pious widow, says: * She prays
for the soul of her husband,
and begs rofroshment for him.”
St.  Cyprisn, in the following
ago, is, in several pages of his writings,
a wilness to this belief and practice of
the Church in his day, As far back
a8 the fourth century, St. Crril tostifies
that it wag tho custom to pray for
those who had dsparted this life,
believing it to bo a great assistance to
those souls for whom prayers are
