CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO

Accurate statistics of the quantity of
lumber shipped from Ontario in the month
of June would, we believe, show a record
inequalled by any single ilonth for the
past two years. Froms every section tie
report comes Io hand of numerous en-
qîuires for stock for immediate shipment
to the United States, attrbutable to the

piobabilty of an import duty rather than
to the early requirements of the tr.-de.
Importing firms across tie boîder have
shown great eagerness 10 obtain Cani-
dX:n stock before the duty should become
operative, and mantufacturers and dealers
on this side have in many cases been
enabled to obtain higher prices for
desirable lumber, but this must not be
taken as indicative of a permanent ad-
vance. A large quantity of pine lumber
bas been shpped from the Georgian Bay
district by bothi railway and vessel to

Albany, Buffalo, Oswego and other points,
and the better grades are well sold out.
Ottawa trade is also active. Many of the
mils are rutîing deals to fill contracts
entered into last fall. There is a fair
demand for hardwoods, the call for mixed
lots showing the requirement to be quite
general. Elm is enquired for daily, and
such stock as can be obtained brings a
high figure. There is very little to be ob-
taned mn the country, last scason's cul
beîng piactically sold out. Hcavy ship-
ments of maple and basswood have also
been made, but the American market is

now well suppled. Some orders o blaclk
ash have been fil!ed. There is a scarcity
or X shingles, and prices are somewaha
stronger. Of XXX there is an ampli

supply.

The lumber trade generally in Quebe
city is in a very healhhy condition, an,
exporters and their staffs are haviný
aIl they can do to attend to the very laîg
shipmsents being sent foiward to Grea

large. The recent deliveries have bec

Building
operations both at Quebec and Montreal
are greater in volume thas last year,
which lias încreased the local require-
ment. Many cargoes of lumber have
gcne forward from tIhe ports in the mari-
time provinces. It is estimated that snce
the first of Aprl over one huîndred million
feet has been exported frovn St. John

alone, whîle from ether poin's the record
is proportionally large. Prices remain
firn. for nearly every class of goods.

,ANITOBA ANI) itaisil COI.UtiIlA.

Work bas been resumed at a number
of the mines in Brtish Columbia, and

this bas increased the local demand for

lumber. The trade continues in a pros-
perous condition so far as volume is
concerned, and in some instances slightly
higher figures have been obtained for
special stock. The recent brisk demand
for red cedar shingles bas developed a
scarcity of these, and manufacturing is

now being carried on more vgorously.
The report from Manitoba and the North
west is hopeful. The Rat Portage mills
