\At last Ontario's brightest dream of 
public ownership is about to be re­
alized. Sir Adam Beck, after years 
of delay caused by the war, and de­
termined opposition from various 
quarters, has triumphed in the end. 
The splendid victory at Hamilton 
has settled the whole business „and 
surveyors and contractors will get to 
work right away. The section from 
Toronto to Niagara Fal'.s via Ham­
ilton, costing approximately $20,000,- 
000. will be started first. While sur­
veys are being made, negotiations 
will be started for rights of way and 

. it is hoped that actual construction 
may be begun by September.

Mr. Meighen went on to refer to Mr. 
Fielding’s comment on the.War Times 
Election Act. In this regard Mr. Meigh­
en defined himself as speaking as a 
member of the house, and of the late 
administration, and in no way as 
speaking on behalf of the present gov­
ernment as now constituted.

Mr. Meighen stated that he had pre­
pared that bill, and was responsible 
lor it. He had no regrets for it. The 
reason why certain people had been 
dislranchised was that these men were 
bound by ties of blood and kin, and a 
recently severed citizenship with the 
enemy, and were not in a position to 
decide issues in connection with a War 
against the country from which 'they 
came.

Replying to the charge made by Mr. 
Fielding that disfranchisement under 
the War Times Election Act had led 
to indulging in trickery, deception and 
deceit, Mr. Meighen said that when the 
lormer was premier of Nova Scotia, he 
was responsible for the disfranchise­
ment of British subjects in that pro­
vince, who were in the employ of the 
government of Canada.

D. D. McKenzie asked if it 
the case that this legislation was on 
the statute books before Mr. Fielding 
became premier, because, he said, he 
had been a member of the Liberal 
legislature of Nova Scotia when the 
act was repealed.

Mr. Meighen replied that the legis­
lation was repealed after Mr. Field­
ing had left the legislature, but he had 
left it there for thirteen years.

Mr. Fielding, said Mr. Meighen, had 
given it rfs his opinion that President 
Wilson was sound and logical in ob­
jecting to Canada s having her own 
delegates at thé peace conference.

It was also decided on the motion 
of T. A. Brown, seconded by J. B. 
Laldlaw, that the executive committee 
be Instructed to take the necessary 
steps to inaugurate a drive for funds 
to,meet the requirements of the Fed­
eration of Community Service. Citi­
zens’ Repatriation League, Great War 
Veterans’ Association, and any other 
kindred organizations contemplating 
an appeal for funds.

The most important of the councils 
to be formed, which will be known as 
tihe 'business council, is to be organ­
ized for the following purposes:

To provide a common meeting ground 
for the various organizations repre­
senting employers, employes and the 
community at large.

To provide a place for discussion, in 
a sympathetic manner, of «he problems 
affecting each class in order that solu­
tions of problems may he worked out 
on a co-operative basis.

To provide a proper place for thé 
mihmiesion of suggestions and the pre­
sentation of grievances.

To serve in an advisory capacity 
to the municipal government, so that 
Joint representations to the Dominion 
and provincial governments might 
have the fullest possible weight.

Large Sum Required.
Altho one and a quarter millions 

Was the estimated amount required, 
which would include part oif the funds 
necessary to build club houses for the 
Great War Veterans’ Association, 
$350,000 for the Jwork of the Repatria­
tion League, and various sums cover­
ing budgets of organizations in finan­
cial membership with the federation 
for community service, the executive 
committee decided not to fix the 
amount to be raised.

As one of 
your comrades, I would like to sownd 
this note of warning. This war has 
united the soldiers into the 
powerful force for good or evil .in this 
country. If we use this force to pro­
mote our own selfish purposes we 
shall have forgotten the high ideais 
for which wc fought. If, however, as 
our main purpose we employ It to 
promote a better Canadian citizen­
ship founded on ideals higher than 
wc have known in the past, we will 
have a country maintaining and en­
larging the great place which it now 
has among the nations of the world.”
