THE TORONTO WORLD
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A NATIONAL PROJECT.

The object the Government had in view
in spending millions of dollars in improv-
ing the St. Lawrence and Welland Canals
was to provide a competitive and independ-
ent route for the conveyance of the produce
of the country to the seaboard. Unti] re-
cently the St. Lawrence waterway has been
an efficient regulator of the rallways. Dur-
ing the past two or three years, however,
new conditions have arisen, and the coun-
try is no longer getting the benefit i should
derive from the expendiiure of such enorn-
ows sums for canal improvement, The ad-
vent of the large eighteen-foot vessels of
the upper lakes has aliered the course of
traffic. As it s dmpossible for these large
vessels 'to pass through the Welland Caual,
it is found economical to make Georgian
Bay poiits the termini of the upper lake
traffie. ‘The mew transportation eonditioas
have converted Parry Sound into the Buf-
falo' of Canada.
veals the fact that Parry Sound Is miich

pori- trade than Buffalo. Parry Sound Is
several hundred miles nearer Chicago and
Duluth than is Buffalo, It also has the ad-
vantage ofi the other side of being con-
#iderably nearer to Montieal by rail than
Buffalo is to New York. . Parry Sound un-

vapiage over Buffajo. The Ottawa and
Parry Scund Railway i the outcome of
these new ' transportation conditions, The
elevators . at Owen Sound 'and Midland
and-the increasing iraffic of the C.P.R, and
Grand Trupk from these points to Montreal
"are also the relult of the same conditions.

The Parry Sound Rallway
has only been in operation ome year, yet
during that year it transported some eleven
million bushels of grain to Momtreal. The
Grand Trunk and C.P.R. have also carrfed
large quaniities via Midland and Owep
Sound 'to Montreal.” We are 'to-day con-
' freoted. with the fact that the eanals are
a diminishing factor in the transportation
problem, Thelr usefulness is on the wane,
In fact, as far as the transportation of
tLrough freight is concerned, we could now
get along tolerably well wiihout }hem.

But economical as 4s the Parry Sound
rcute, its economy can be improved upom |
by ihe utilization of an air line raflway
to connect Georgian Bay with Lake On-
tzrio. The uillization of such a line is ab-
solutely necessary if we are to have a rowte
to compete with the rallways, The con-
struction of this alr lne becomes an abso-
lute necessity in connection with.our canal
system, Without this line that system will
be of Htile' practical utility, With the
line . we will have a competitive and inde-
cendent rouie, dn_which the 8t, Lawrence
cerals will still play an important part. If
the Government does not construet this Hne
it will virtually abandon its entire canal
system, and hand the whole traffic of the
Northwest over to the rallways.

This is the first great fact which the
meeting that is to be hefd to-night shonld
become selged of. The proposed short line
from Georgian Bay to' Lake Ontario is s
injegral a part of the naiional waterway
as are the St. Lawrence ¢anals. The Wel-
land Canal, which has become antiquated,
must be replaced, not by anothér or
larger canal, but by a portage raflway
counecting the eightéen-foot with the four-
teen-foot system. The selectlon of the
Gecrglan Bay terminal of this portage rail-
way is a matfer of detail which can be de-
cided only after all’ihe facts are ascertain-
ed. We take 1t that the first dufy of the
meeting 13 to pass a resolution setbing forth
the national character of the proposed short
line, and calling on the Government to un-
dertake the construction as such,

POSTOFFICE CHANGES,

Quite & number of complaints from dif-
ferent parth of the country have reached
this office of recent changes that have in-
jrred the, positions of the country post-
mesters, ¥or instance, before the postal
notes canie in, people who had money to
forward by letter sent even bllls and the
odd amount in postage stamps. In the
ccrrse of business the country postmaster
s0ld a considerable amount of stamps In
this way,-and as ithe small salary allowed
kim is based partly on the sale of stamps,
he was thai much benefited by it. As the
Government now refuses to redeem postag,
stamps they are not being sent through
the ‘malls, and the postmaster, by not hav-
ing the sale of there stamps, finds his
salary reduced. All the wecent changes in
regerd to stamps, and the substitution of
pcstal notes for money orders, are againgt
the postmaster. and make the little money
he gets out of it still less,. The World
would like to hear from postmasters gener-
ally on this matter. If they can give us the
frets, we will try and bring it before the
public, so that any complaints they may
have will be rectified. Any communication
wili be ireated in comfidence. There ap-
pears to be a general feeling that the
Postmaster-General shouM take some
means to increase the number of of-
fices issuing postal notes. This is an easy
way of transmitting money, and the number
of offices where these notes could be ob-
taired ought to be greatly extended.

MUNICIPAL SOCIALISM.

In a recent report from Ldverpool, Mr.
James Boyle, United States Consul at that
city, refers to the wrapid advance of
“municipal socialism” in the United King-
dom. Atithe present time a great many citieg
are either consiructing electric street rail-
ways, or are contemplating doing so, and a
noticeable feature in comnection with the
movement is that many of the municipali-
ties are undertaking the work of construc-
tion and management themselves. But
Briiish municipal socialism extends beyond
such purely monopolistic enterprises as
sireet railroads, electric and gas . plants,
waterworks, itélephones, etc.

In several cities in Great Britain, the
muricipal corporaiions build dwellings for
workingmeq, and even run hotels; in others
they ereet and operate magnificent min-
eral and Murkish baths. In Liverpool, the
city government buys property condemned
as unsanitary, and erects thereon model
dwellings for workingmen; it has establish-
ed tke finest system of public salt and fresh
water baths, both for swimming and ordin-
ary tub bathg of any city fh Great Brit-
ain, some of them being free; and recently
the city has taken possession of the elec-
tric light plant and the entire sireet rail-
rcad system.
