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IN introducing a work like the present to the public, it may
not be deemed amiss to give a brief sketch of the City, its
environs and surrounding country, together with suoh other
information as may be useful to the tourist and general reader.

Tae Crry or Kinaston is situated in the Township of King-
ston, in the County of Froutenac, and is-the capital of the United
Counties of Frontenae, Lennox and Addington ; it lies on: the
shores of a beautiful bay, formed by Simcoe and Wolfe Islands
on the south, Point Frederick on the east, and the City and
environs on the north and northwest, This bay forms the main
channel by which the waters of Lake Ontario debouch into th
noble and majestic St. Lawrence, with all its fairy scenery of the
‘“Thousand Isles,” and its foaming rapids, down which the
resistless torrent rushes with a lightning speed that threatens to
dash the voyagers’ bark to Pieces, or to bury it in some of its
foaming gulfs, filling the mind of the uninitiated with dread and
dismay, which soon give way to awe, and admiration of the sub-
limity of the scene. But to return to the City; the distance
from Montreal by Railroad is 173 wiles; from Belleville, 50
miles; to Cobourg, 90 miles ; and to Toronto, 158 miles ; the
present Railroad Depot is two miles from the City, but a branch
is now being constructed which will have its terminus at the
centre of the harbor.

On approaching Kingston by water, the first object of interest
is Fort Henry, formerly called Fort Frontenac, from the name
of the last French Governor who held it. Tt is situated on a
high point, formed by the St. Lawrence on the south, and the

Cataraqui on the west, across which there is a very long bridge,
B
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connecting the Fort and adjoining village of Barriefield with
‘the City ; here also was formerly a naval station adjoining the
Fort, but it is now disused ; the Fort is well worth a visit from
the tourist, who can always obtain a pass for that purpose from
the Town Major, Lieut. Col., Bourchier.

The City contains many handsome and substantial buildings,
among which may be mentioned the City Hall; it is of cut
limestone, and cost nearly $100,000. The view from the dome
on a fine day can scarcely be surpassed. The Bank of Montreal
agd the Commercial Bank are both very fine buildings ; the old
Court House has been taken down and on its site are now being
erected two beautiful and costly buildings, to be occupied as a
Custom House and Post Office, respectively at a cost of £10,000.
The new Court House, now in course of erection at a cost of
£20,000, is beautifully situated, fronting the City Park and
promises to be an ornament and credit to the city; the Park
will be a great boon to the citizens, having been lately tastefully
laid out with walks and planted with shrubbery; a neat little
observatory has also been erected upon the ground; it is a
beautiful spot of about fifteen acres, and was the gift of the
Government to the City, having been formerly used as an Artil-

lery parade ground.

The streets are well supplied with gas, and with water of the
purest  quality, being drawn from the current of the river, en-
tirely free from all shore impurities.

The City is well supplied with Churches, there being no less
thaw fifteen of various denominations, among which the Roman
Catholic Cathedral is a large and imposing structure, and when
finished will, with the adjoining Bishop’s Palace, form a striking
point in the view of the City. The interior, in the Elizab&than
style, is a splendid specimen of the composite order of Church
architecture .and is one of the finest in North America. There
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Vii.

is generally no great taste displayed in the appearance of the
Churches, there is however one exception to this rule, namely,
the new Methodist Church erected a few years ago, which
would be an ornament to any city in America, the building
costing  £8000, the organ £500, and the bell £200, having
ample accommodation for nearly a thousand sitters ; the pulpit
and interior is worthy of a visit, as its numerous gas lights even
more than compensate for the evening shade..

St. Georar’s (Episcopalian) is a very fine substantial cut stone
building, erected in 1825, at an expense of £14,000, partly raised
by the congregation and partly by a grant from Governmeht.
In 1840 it was much enlarged and improved; the Reector, the
Venerable Archdeacon Stuart, and the assistant. N inister, Rev.
W. M. Herchmer, each contributing £1000 for that purpose. It
has a beautiful chancel window of stained glass; it also covers
the remains of many, officers and distinguished citizens, among
whom may be mentioned the late Lord Sydenham, the best
friend that Kingston, and in fact Canada, ever possessed. The
organ and bell are both very excellent of their kind, and the
accommodation is ample and convenient.

S1. ANDREW’s—In connection with the Church of Scotland,
is & roomy but plain structure, to which is attached a very neat
and comfortably Manse, with the appropriate grounds very taste-
fully laid out. 1

CHALMERS’ CHURCH (Free Presbyterian,) is a plain substantial
building, with large accommodation, and is very conveniently
situated near the centre of the City.

Brock S8TREET CHURCH (Trish Presbyterian,) is a very plain
and unpretending building, which is generally well filled with a
numerous and respectable congregation.

CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH, Johnston street, is a plain frame
building with pew room for six hundred sitters, and has also a
numerous and respectable congregation.
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BAPTIST CHURCH,—A neat rough cast building, has a large
congregation, with good accommodation, and is very réspectably
attended. v

PriMiTIVE METHODIST CruRch, is a simple and plain frame

building, and is attended by a numerous and very respectable
class of the citizens.

CaTHOLIC APOSTOLIC CHURCH, Queen street, is a large stone
building, and has a numerous and influential congregation.

Er1scorar MerHODIST CHuURcH, is a good sized frame build-
ing, and is generally very well filled.

Sr. Pauvr’s (Episcopalian) is a roomy but unpretending
Structure ; it was destroyed by fire about three years ago, but
has been rebuilt with a fire-proof (slated) roof, the only one of

the kind in the City; the interior is finished in a chaste but
plain style.

Sr. James’ (Episcopalian) is a plain and-substantial building,
in the western part of the City, and affords ample accommodation
to a large congregation.

There are a Roman Catholie and a Presbyterian College in the
City, also a Grammar School, two Classical and Mercantile
Academies and a number of Common Schools ; there are three
d?ly and three weekly papers published in the City, a pretty
fair proportion for a place of its population, besides an extensive
suppl,y of extraneous periodicals and general literature,

There are five Foundries in the City, at which engines of the
largest size are manufactured. There is also an extensive fac-
tory for cut nails which produces immense quantities of all
kinds;. the same engine which propels the nail machinery is

also the moving power of a large grain elevator. For description
of Foundries see pages 207 to 209,

The wharves and shipping stores are excellent, and afford
every facility to the merchant and ship owner. Among the
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public buildings must not be omitted the Crystal Palace, erected
by the City and County as a place for holding the County and
Provineial Agricultural Exhibitions, costing about £8000.

The Marine lmwu_y is levor:nbly known for the construction
and repair of vessels; some of the finest steamers on the lakes
have been built here, and here also have been built several
splendid sea-goir'lg vessels varying from 300 to 900 tons ; the fact
of Dg. Rae, the Arctic navigator, having had his new vessel
“The Iceberg,” built here,-is sufficient proof that there is more
than local prejudice in favor of Kingston built vessels. Some
idea of the immense capital “invested in this business may be
gained by a glance at the list of vessels hailing from this port,
which will be found on’ pages 277, 278, and 279, to which
many others might have been added, could correct informa-
tion have been obtained. Tt will be seen that from the build-
ing of the ¢« John By” in 1831, the steam craft alone of
Kingston, has taken up a capital of nearly $1,500,000, besides
a further amount of nearly $500,000 invested in sailing craft,
While other places have been getting credit for what they have
never done, Kingston has not even got credit for what she has
done, in many instances for the benefit of other rival cities.

In the Provineial Penitentiary are several extensive manufac-
tories, such as cabinet ware, farming implements, shoes &e.,
where the conviet labor is made available towards their own
support. Laiyge quantities of cut stone are also shipped from it,
some us‘r as Chicago. ~Although not strictly within the City,
yet as all the contractors for convict labor belong to the City,
and have their warehouses here, it may be taken as a branch of
City industry. In fact it is a considerable City itself, or rather
a citadel, being surrounded with high walls of the strongest
masonry, and the area within being filled with workshops,
dormitories, offices &o., of the best and most substantial stone.

In selecting Kingston in 1841, Lord
Sydenham fully intended that it should remain the Capital of

United Canada, and it was not only a gross violation of Jjustice
to the City, but a most unwarrantable disrespect to the memory
of a great Statesman, to belie his distinct promise, by the removal
of the Seat of Government, in 1844, Many suffered severely
in a pecuniary point from this breach of trust, and the Province
has ever since been saddled with the enormous expense conse-
quent on a periodical removal. Business, however, is now in a
safer condition and on a more secure basis than for many years,
rash speculation having in a great measure given way to a more
sound and healthy state of things; whether, therefore, the Go-
vernment ever returns here or not, Kingston may be expected
to progress in wealth and business.

»A great part of the surrounding country was formerly com-
paratively unproductive, partly from deficient cultivation, and
partly from a want of good internal communication ; both of
those drawbacks are now in a great measure overcome; a new
generation of Farmers have risen up who are no longer contented
to see their neighbours surpass them in all that characterizes a
good farmer ; better stock, better implements, and a better mode
of cultivation have already had great and visible effects, while
200 miles of first-class roads within the counties lead in every
direction to 21 Villages, and afford immensely increased facilities
for bringing produce to the market ; there are g@w nearly fifty
Post Offices in the United Counties, and facilities for both per-
sonal and epistolary communication are not surpassed.in Canada ;
